SWEET HERBS,

Don't Forget to Plant Catnlp for De
light of Pussy.

In any garden, save one of very lim-
ited dimensions, indeed, a amall space
may well be devoted to the cultivation
of aweet and medicinal herbs, They are
easlly grown, and once well establish.
ed require little eare beyond the keep-
ing free from weeds, Any thrifyy
housewife who has once stuffed her
Thanksgiving turkey, her Christmas
goose, her every-day ducks and chick-
ens with a fresh blend of aromatie
sage, summer savory and sweet mar
joram grown In her own kitchen gure
den will be loath ever after to employ
the dust of herbs sold In paper pack-
ages of uncertain date and doubtful
origin,

Bome of these herba make a novel
bouquet or give an added sweetness to
8 bunch of roses or sweet peas. Ilx-
cellent for such a purpose are the pale
pink blossoms of the thyme and of the
French marjolaine, the fragrant stalks
of ambrosia and lemon balm, the
bright yellow umbels of the sweet
fennel, the finely cut-+teel biue leaves
of the rue and the long, glossy oval
of the bergamot.

Agnin, to those who are Interested
in the brewing of refreshing plek-ma-
ups—and who, In the “good old sum-
mer time" is not?—herba Nke the
spearmint of old-fashlioned gardens,
that readily parts with its essential
oll, the blue flowered, halry-leaved
borage, which is cool ns any cucum-
ber, and the bitter wormwood, all ap-

If to these herbs of varied uses we
fdd lovage, whose strongly aromatie
root, when candied, mnkes a delicious
aweetmeat, corlander caraway, whose
sugared seeds from the heart of the
pink and white “comfits” dear to nll
children, and tarragon, greatly prized
by the French as a fiavoring In vine.
gar and salads, our list of some twenty
herbs—out of a possdble 200 and more
—will include perbaps the most desir
able herbs for domestic use.—Country

From this table it will be seen that
the welght of the braln Increases In
gradual progreasion,

It appears, moreover, from M. Mat
hiega's rescarches that the manufac
turing or sale of aleoholle drinks In not
favorable to cerebral development,
Judging by the light welght of the
brain of brewers, beer shop keepers
and walters In cafes. The average
welght among this class Is only 1410
grammes, whereas It rises to 1,442
among cabinet makers, 1,448 among
shoemakers, and 1447 among binck-
smiths, lockamiths and other workers
in iron and steel.—New York Herald.

RELIC OF BEN FRANKLIN.

Toledo Womun Has Silver Cup Once
Owned By Him.

One of the most Interesting relles
owned In Toledo Is & sllver cup belong
Ing to Mme. J. Entwistle of No. 620
Bush street nnd once the property of
Benjamin Franklin, says the Now
York Herald. It was made under his
supervision In Europe about 140 yeurs
ago, the date, as near as can be uwcor-
tained, belng the year 1708,

Mrs. Entwistle Is the widow of Two
Btickney, son of Major Btickney, one
of the first settlers, In whose family
the name of Toledo was frst sug
gested,

The cup is about slx Inches high and
of solid silver. On It this Insoription:
“Legacy by the will of HBenjamin
Franklin to Anthony 8. Sickney.”
Anthony B, Btickney was the father of
Ma or Stickney. Ths cup has descend
e¢ from father to son and s now the
property of Mra, Entwistle, who has
the preclous relle In a safety deposit
vault in one of our local ban's,

The workmanship of the cup ls very
fine and the wear of two centuries
seems to have made no perceptible dif-
ference In 1is appearance,

A fact concerning the naming of To-
ledo was brought to Hght when the
history of the old eup was looked np.

Many historians say the eity was
named Toledo by a map named Dan-
lels, Records In the Entwistle bome
show that Toledeo was named by the
Stickneys. The history of Bpaln was
being studied, and when the name of
Toledo In Spaln was reached Two
Stickney suggested that the settle-
ments then called Vistula and Port
lLawrence be pamed Toledo, as there
was no other Toledo In the Unlied
states, From this, it s sald, the nawe
of Toledo came.
