The road to be cleared entirely of treea, brush,
and fallen timber, for a width of (too reds, along
the line of the survey recently made, and marked
out ; and a track or carriage way to be included

within these limits, one rod width. Iu Ihe car-

riage way, all roots, stumps of trees, and other ob-

structions, iiiuat be entirely removed. And when

trees are out, the holes are he compact-

ly filled with earth, and the tilling rounded off so aa

to make a small mound about ten inches Above the
gcueral level of the ground. When the line of

survey asceuda or descends hills, cuttiug and filling

will be resorted to, to make the road easily practi-

cable for a loaded wagon. No road will be re-

ceived thai doea not fully come u to these condi-

tions.
Where the toad crosses the Walctotki Creek a

bridge will be required about 2G0 feet length,
and aixteen feel wide. This bridge will be built

piles not less than 10 inches in diarnetei, driven
courses of three; lea feet between eaeh course.
