the producer and consumer, and to aid and
promote the general interests of the pro-
ducing classes.”  The business is all Jone
on the cash system, ne credit given in any
case, and no encouragement given to the
traffic in liquors.  We find the following
among 1the rules: Salos to members are
mude at cost, including per centago fur ex.
penses.  All sales made for ready pay.—
Any member may buy much or little, not
buying for others, or fur speculation. The
agent may use discretion on this point in
times of scarcity. Sales may be made to
those not members.  All expenses of the
commercial agent are regulated entirely by
the Division, afler Ais election.

We have never kuown anything of the
practical workings of this system, except
what we bave seen in the papers. The
reports we get there are highly favorable,
Any man who is & financier must come to
the conelusion that & society of this kind,
with honest agents, aud eapital sufficient 10
keep up a stock equal to the demand, must
be & great bevefit to the consumers.

merchants, for no private individual could
compete with n company the main object
of which is 10 save to the consumer the
heavy per cent. profit which constitutes
the wealth of the retail dealer.

root the grester part of our present mer-
cantile arrangements by throwing back
into the pockets of the consumers what
pow censtitutes the sole living of » nume-
rons class of traders, would be to the gen-

Senator from Delaware, in the years 1820,
1845, and 1833, and had still threo years
to serve in that capacity at the time of his
death, Ile was appoinied Secretary of
State by Gen, Taylor in 1849, and admin.
istered that ofice until July 0, 1850, when
lie resigned, upon the deceasas of the Presi-
dent, Mr. Clayton wasa Whig of the old
school, an ardont admirer of Ienry Clay,
and eminently conservative in all his ten-
dencies, Ilis profession was the law. His
reputation as n statesman rests chiefly
upen his negotiations with S'r Henry Bul.
wer in relation to Central American mat:
ters, all which has long since bLecome
matter of history. Mr. Clayton led a long
and active life; his age was about sixty
years.

sioned by his death will probably be filled
during the coming session of the Delaware
Legislature, which bedy is this year dem.
