He says he does not
wish to see any strife here for the honor of
introduciog s bill of this kind. If there was
no strife for this honor here, I would be in
different as to the matter; bat the gentleman
from Jackson manifests a disposition to
“rule or ruin.” He must introduce the bill,
or vo bill at all mast be entertained. He
must have the honor of muking this law, or
his coustituents are to have no law as they
desire. Now if any oue disregards the
wishes of his constituents, he does in this
instance. The other five members from the
soath of the Calapooia mountains bave con-
ferred together and framed a bill in accor-
dance to the wants of the mining sections
they represent. They have advised with
one another and in their combined wisdom
have drawn up a bill. e did wot mmite
with them, but has acted independently.
When his first bill came ap, and the vole
was taken on its sections, there were but
two solitary ayes. The sense of the whole
house was strong in opposition. All the
members voted, and voted loud, that they
might express their seatimests distinetly.
His bill went to the tomb, with only the an-
thor and one pall-bearer to follow it. All the
members from the south voted agaiust it
If the House had treated a bill of mine in
this way I would let it die. I woald let it
liein the tomb of the Capulets. 1 would
#0t baug on its corpse like the geutleman
from Jackson. His bill was a bill of abom-
ination. It would those who would
vome to Oregon to labor—to delve in our
midst.

The gentleman from Jackson is in the
habit of introducing bills here as though
kis county alone was ivterested ; as though
no other county was coucerned, and as
though there were no members from other
parts of Oregon responsible for their aetion.
i have intimated that that gentleman sho'd
enlarge his vision so as 1o take in all of
Oregon. His conduet in regard to this sub-
Jject indicates that he is coatrolled by some
personal piqgue. 1 am aware that he bas
opposed me—that be canvassed his county
against ** Delazon Smith.”

Mir. Bmith, of Livn, rose to a gquestion of
privilege. He wished to correct some er-
rors the reporters of the several newspapers
oi the country had committed in reporting
bis debates and votes. In the instance of
the bill to change the Jadicial Districts, all
of the papers giving the yeas and nays had

ed him as voting against the bill,
(Times and Oregonian,) whereas he was
chairman of the judiciary committee which
had the bill in charge, and voted for it on
its final passage.

According to this
act, & black man—a freeman, cannot remain
in the Territory forty days without being
liable to arrest and imprisonment as a crim-
inal. Have they committed any crime? Is
it » sin to be black? A former legislature
passed a similar act, but it was not enforced
and was repealed. Obio had a law of the
same kind, but it was vever enforced, and
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there are great numbers of negroes in that

State now. Many other western States
passed laws exeluding blacks from their Jim-
its, but they were never carried into effect.

There are some free n vow in Ore-
gou. Mr., PFrancis, living in the city of
Portland, is a black man, and a good eiti-
ten. A man of preperty ; who attends to
his own business, and does as much for the
country as any other man jo the country.
They have committed no erimes that I am
aware of.  Their office i that of manual la-
bor. They follow a kind of business to
which they are adapted, and should not be
oppressed or driven ont. Why not maken law
to keep out Irishmen, Chinamen, and other
races as well as negroes? No, Mr. Chair
man, this is as bad as anything concocted in
8 midnight assembly of a “dark-lantern
knownothing wizwam.” This law does not
inclade such negroes ns may be held as
slaves.  Why not say any negroes, as well
as free negroes?  (On being corrected by
several gentleman, Mr. Dryer said that he
was mistaken; that the bill did not mention
free pegroes, but he argned that it affeeted
free negroes alone,) Why not make alaw
to exclude Irishmen, Chinamen, Italians,
Englishmen, and all other foreiguers? Such
a law would be just as republican. It strikes
me that this law won!ld be a disgrace to Ore-
gon. I am opposed to all such legislation.
L will say it, and say it distinetly, that 1|
believe that this bill is vot gotten up for the
object they would have have us believe it
was, bat that it was put out as & kind of
pulse-feeler—to allow certain politicians to
fix the charge of abolitionism on & portion
of our eitizens, 1 am aware that 1 shall
be called an abolitionist for opposing  this
act. I am certain that the circumstances of
the country do not require such s statute.
It is gotten up by politicians to be used s a
sieve 1o sift us on the slavery question. So
far, during this session, we have gone on in
ananimity. Many of us have often sacrificed
our political sentiments and preferences to
to the interest of the Territory, and to pro-
mote the harmouny of this body, and I de-
sired to see this state of things continue.
Now, why has this subject been dragged in?
Has news been received of a great immigra-
tion of blacks to this Territory? Have the
negroes committed any crimes! Have they
stolen anything? Have they dove any act
which renders a law of this kind neeessary
at this time? I hear men cipress their
sympathy for the Indians. There is mueh
talk of protecting foreigners. But these
people commit crime. They get iuto the
penitentiary. I know of vo blacks being
there. So far as 1 keow them, they are
good citizens. I am opposed to this
measure and I waot members to come out
openly. I had heard nothing of this mat-
ter when I was here before.  But after two
days confinement to my room, I find on my
return that this question has been sprang on
the House, after having been passed by the
Counncil almost unanimously. It is an act
of political eliicanery. 1 distrust politicians,
especially the kind we have in Oregon. 1
have seen a good deal of this kind of tae-
tics, and I say it openly, that I think that
this bill is intended for some ulterior object
other than what its title declares, We shall
soon become a State. This slavery question
has convulsed the Union in the late presi-
dential canvass, and convalsed it nearly to
its ruin, and now.these men desire to intro-
duce this subject here. Why not let it go
quietly to the people with the question of a
State constitution? What object, what ben-
efit, what advantage shall we gain by this
law? I have wo political feelings in the
matter. I am in favor of the people’s set-
tling this question of slavery themselves.
That is the democratic way.

Mr. Moffitt said: Mr. Chairman, before
ihis question is di-posed of I consider that
I have a duty to perform before the com-
mittee. The bill before us has for its ob-
ject the exclusion of all negroes and mulat-
toes from this Territory-—to prevent them
coming i or residing in it am opposed
to it in all its forms. I am opposed to the
prineiple of the bill, because it does in{ns—
tice to a portion of the human race. But
I do not agree altosether with the gentle-
man from Washington and Multnomah. He
thinks that it is a political movement ;
that it was gotten up by politicians for
party purposes. 1 would inform the geo-
tleman that it is not a party scheme and
brought forward for the purpose he has said
it was. If it was gotten up to gain party
ends, it will fail ; it will kill itsell. I do
not oppose the bill on politiesl grounds, but
from an inherent desire to do justice to all
human kind. The negroes did not come
here of their own accord. The gentlemen
who voted for this bill in the n bouse,
know very well that they would not have
been here if they had not been brought here
against their will. There are laws of this
kind existing in many States of the Union,
and wow it iz proposed to pass a law in
Oregon to prevent blacks coming here.
Supposing a law was passed in every State
driving them out; supposing they were
driven out of Mexico, ui' Central imerica,
South America, the Rassian ous,
and finally, that there were laws excluding
them from the whole coutinent, where would
these unfortunate peoplego to? You would
not allow them to live on the top of Mounnt
Hood, nor in the valleys of the Cascades,
Where in the name of common sense could
they stay ? There woald be no place for
them in the aniverse, from the canopy of the
seventh heaven to the mud sill of Tophet.
Such laws are a disgrace to human nature.
They put me in mind of the old alien and
sedition laws. Iustead of Oregon's going
ahead in the mareh of progress of the age,
this would be going backwards. Its effect
would be bad. It would produce anarchy
and confusion in our Territory. Therefore
I shall vote against the section now before
us, and agsinst every sectionin the bill.

Mr. Dryer, in reply to the remarks of his
colleague, Mr. Brown, disclaimed all de-
signs of going over to the democracy, as
had been charged upon Lim. When the
democrats are right, which is not often, he
was ready to act with them, |Jf they were

wil to come over tou him, he wounld re-
ceivg them with open arms ; but he should
not join the wing to which "th.mllwe be-
longed, neither should he go with the ** Dur-|

Mr. Grover stated his reasons for votiag
for the adoption of the first section of the
bill. There had been some former legisla-
tion on the subject. Those who framed our
earlier laws, found that negroes were com-
ing into the Territory and affilinting with
the Indians and both became the enemies
of the whites. The cross between the In-
dian and » d bad blood—a clan
lisble to become hostile to the white settlers.
They passed an act prohibiting negroes from
coming to or residing in Oregon. This act
was led three sessions hgo, not direct-
ly, but indirectly. On the adoption of the
code which forms the fenml is of our
t laws, a committee was raised, hy

nt resolution, to report what laws before

in force in the Territory should not be re-
pealed, which being reported by their re-
spective titles, a genernl repealing act was
passed, declaring all laws be ore that time
in force, ns wealed, except such as were
mentioned in that act. By inadvertence,
the nact pruhil:itiu% the immigration of ne-
groes was omitted in that repealing act, and
was consequently repealed.  ITmmediately on
finding that snch was the case, a bill was
introduced into the lower House, much of
the same import as this now before the com-
mittee. This bill passed with bat three
dissenting votes, if 1 recollect rightly, but
was. defented” # the council. It has been
revived since, but has not yet become a law.

Let us examine into the canses that now
exist for the enactment of such a prohibi-
tion.

The question of African slavery and the
question of the admission of free negroes
will come up in the formation of a State gov-
ernment for Oregon. I believe the proper
way to dispose of these questions will be
to snbmit t'hmn both to a direct vote of the
people in a schedule apppended to the con-
stitution at the time they pass upon its
adoption. That vote will determine whether
or not slavery shall becowme a part of that
constitution—whether or not free negroes
shall be admitted. In order that these
questions may be acted unpon freely and
without embarrassment, there shonld not
be a resident population of sny number of
blacks to be affected by the resnlt, one way
or the other. If there is, politicians of
both sides will take advantage of the fuct.
We have no negroes here now, at least, not
many in number, and by the v'assqze of
this bill we can keep free of them. The
proper disposition of this class of popula-
tion has been a distracting question in the
organization of three-fourths of the States
of the Union. We had better be clear of
it. The gentleman from Washington and
Multsomah, and the gentleman from Clat-
sop seem to think that humanity and justice
demand at our hands greater liberty toward
negroes; that our eolored brethren shounld be
invited to come amongst us and to take part
in our affairs. I do not agree with them.
I am one of those who believe that the gov-
ernment of the United States is a govern-
ment of white men. That the declaration
of independence was a declaration of the
equalit'rnlnd natural free citizenship of white
men. it such was the understanding and
construction given to this eapital act of our
revolution, by the fathers of the republie, 1
need only to refer to the first act of Con-
gress regulating the naturalization of for-
eigners wherein the qualifications of citizen-
ship ander our government, were deelared

“ Any alien, being a free white persom,
may be admitted to become a citizen of the
United States, or any of them, on the fol-
lowing counditions, and not otherwise”—
Such is the wording. No race of color—
no negro, no mulatto, no kanaks, no Chi-
naman, can become a citizen of the free re-
public of the United States. The uvatives
of the country canngt become citizens, al-
though they live among us and often become
domesticated and eduocated, still they are
held as a foreign people, not qualified by
nature to become citizens. We make trea-
tiegs with them as with foreign nations, but
never admit them as eitizens, on account of
eolor.

Soch being the case, what wrong is there
in excluding a class of population who never
can become citizens ! Negroes have taken
no part in colonizing this territory, in fight-
ing out the savages, in subduing the wilder-
ness.  What title then can they plead to a
part of our inheritance. None, Mr. Chair-
man, none. The gentleman from Washing-
ton and Multnomah has said that we admit
the Trish, the Germans, the Spaniards, ol
such foreigners, and desire to exclude ne-
groes. I will not answer this comparison.

The gentleman from Jackson opposes this
bill because it does not say * free negroes”
shall be excluded. He does not wish to
exclade slaves. This is a distinetion with-
out a difference. Our organic act excludes
slaves already, and no act of this assembly
can override an act of Congress. Slaves
are excluded by existing laws until we or-
ganize a State government, when the people
will have the control of the question, and
will pass apon it as they think proper. 1
see that there is opposition to the measure
from both sides of the llousze, but I am
prepared to giveit my vote, as [ have here-
tofore done, and expect hereafter to do,
