LAWS OF OREGON.
AN ACT to regulate the practice of the
Circuit and County Courts.

Szcriox 1. Be il enacted by the Legisla
tive Assemdly of the State of Oregeom, That
the act ber 10th, 1858, except
the thitd sertion thereof, entitled “An sct
to conform the practice of the Courts to the
wet of Congress of August 18, 1856, be
and the same is hereby repenled; and the
practice of the Cireoit Counrts she!l be in
conformity with the laws regulating the
practice of the District Courts in force at
the time of the passage of the said sct of
C . sn far as those laws are consistent
with the Constitation of the State and with
the provisions of this act.

Spe. 8. The elerksof the District Coarts
shall forthwith, on the taking effect of this
sct, iransmit the original papers, and copics
of the procecdings, ia all ecaugses, civil and
~ erimipal, then pendiog and undetermined in
tlieir conrts, to the county eclerks of those
counties respectively in which fssnes of fact
grising in those caases woald be triable un-
der the sct herein before repealed.  And ally
czuses and matters pending in the district
courts of Yhe Territory shall be transferred
to, and be heard and disposed of by the Cir-
enit Coarts.

A di from Leavenworth, Ist inst.,
says that iotelligence from Camp Scott to
the Oth of May had been received at the
Fort. On that day two Mormons came into
the camp from Salt Lake City, baving dis-
patches from Governor Comming for Secre-
tary Cass. The troops were expected to
move toward the Valley by the end of May.
Nothing was known at the eamp, at the
date mentioned, of sany proceedings within
the city

The foregoing came by mail to the Fort.
The expressman who brought it supplies the
foll8wing additional particulars :

He left Fort Laramie on May 18. At
Fort Kearney the commanding oflicer direct-
ed him to ioform Col. Monroe that he bad
information that Gov. Cumming had been
expelled from Salt Lake City, and that the
Mormons were in arms, determined to resist
the army to the last, and requesting Col.
Monroe to push on as speedily as possible,
This commubication, it is understood, was
received at Fort Kearoey, through the mail
brouzht by this messenger, 19 whom it was
committed probably for lack of time.

Col. Hoflman’s command wag et seventy-
five miles beyoud Fort Laramie, They had
encountered snow two or three feet deep,
apd lost men .l'lrhlﬁlll.

Cirizexs or Negw-Onrieans: After years
of disorder, outfige, and unchecked assas-
sination, the people, unable and anwilling to
bow down in nnresisting submission to s set
of ruffians, or to abandon the eity in which
their bosiness, their social sympathies, snd
their affections cluster, have at lenghth risen
in their might; hare quietly taken posses-
sion of the Arsenal and the building in
Jackson Square, and have established there
the headgnarters of Vigilance Committee,
pledging each to the other to maitain the
right inviolahle of every peaceful and law-
sbiding citizen, restore public order, abate
erime, and expel or punish, as they may de-
termine, soch notorious robbers and assas-
sinators as the arm of the law, either from
infidelity of ita public servants or the inef-
ficiency of the laws themselves, has left on-
whipped of jostice.

For the preseat, the ordinary machinery
of police justice is suspenesed—the Mayor
and the Recorder, as we understand, yield:
ing np the power which they confess their
inability to exercise for the preservation of
the pubiic peace and the secarity of prop-
erty—and the Vigilance Committee will,
therefore, provisionally act in their stead,
administering to each and every malefactor
the punishment due to his crimes, withont
heat, prejndice or political bias.

All citizens who have sympathies with
this movement, and who think the time has
come when New-Orleans shall be governed
like all other wellordersd and cirilized
communities, will report themselves, with-
out delay, at the principal office, where the
character of this movement will be explain-
ed, and the determination of the people
more felly made known.

All has been done noislessly, thus far:

But the roffans who hace dyed
onr streets with the gore of anoffending
citizens, and spread terror among the peace
able, orderiy and well disposed must leave
or perish.
