In early
life he reslded in Hlinois, and there made the
acqoaintanes of Abraham Lineoln ; that ne-
| quaintance riponed into a friendship that cons
tinued  uninterropted votil death, But fow
men exercised greater infloences with the Inte
President than De. A, G, Henry, and this in-
fluence was nniformly exerted in fuvor of the
Pugifio const.  Had Presidont Linooln lived,
Dr. Henry wonld have been nmigned to one of
the Boreans at Washington—<that of Indinn
Allaire, in which he woold have heen vastly
usefal to nor peaple.  The denth of the Prisi-
ident destroyed the D' ehanees for prefer-
ment, and he wis on his way back to resume
his duties in “'alhinmmn Territory, whon death
avertonk him.
