which we are located. Heiiton Creek is about
twenty-fiv- e feet w ide and one loot deep. It
bends iu the Three Sisters (mountains), nud
runs in n rapid, sparkling stream. Notwith-

standing il source, tlie Doctor, after bringing
nil hia legal and scientific knnwlcdgo to bear
upon its purity, pronounce it good, nml the
boy do not object to using it.

were nttneked while gathering np their
cnttle. nt n point between the John Dny bridge
nud Cottonwood Creek, nnd nil of them severe-

ly wounded. One vr .s shot off his horse, nnd
only nived hi life by taking refuge in Ihe brush
Tlie oilier two came into the nation nt Cotton-
wood nud gave tho alarm, nnd tho wounded
mail was brought in. Tho Indium drove off
twelve or foiiiteen head of their cultle. There
are only ten or twelve men ut Camp YVntann,

nnd the. Indian frequently shew themselves
near the post, iu numbers too grent to be de-

feated. Most of thu men nt the Camp nre off
ou iMenri. duly, nnd Captain Small cammt
make nny move to chastise the savages, with-nu- t

riskim; the Camp nod the stnrea gathered
there. When the stage reached Current
Creek, nn the road down, they found some
teams there, und learned that four horses hid
been stolen from them, n fe.v hour before.
Coming np tn tho summit of Ihu hill, on thi
side of Ihe creek, n party of live Iudiiin were
seen, having iibniit twenty horses, most of
which were w ork horse. Tho Indians attemp-
ted In crois the road ahead of the stage, but
seeing they wern likely tn be interrupted, drove
the horses off m another directum. Il is
iiipcied that tho horses nn Current Cicek

were among those seen with the Indians, nnd,
thcro must bnve been other camp robbed, from
which we have not yet heard.
