Tlio New York Timet"

correspondence nt New Orleans write! of Mon-

day's riot: I have already forwarded a num-

ber of disconnected dispatches relative to to-

day's fearful carnage, ami now propose to give

you a inoro connected account. I only write

wliat 1 can iiiDstantmtu on tlio ncei niuinirnv
Tho convention met at twelvo o'clock, iid

mcmheri being present, Judge It. It. Howell

(since missing) iu the chuir. It. King Butler,
also missing, moved an adjournment of the

house, during which time III Sergeant-at-Ari-

was directed to coninul the attendance
of absentees. Tlio house was densely packed
with frcedinen, and just after the adjournment
a procession containing United mates lings
and marching through tho streets with martial
music, arrived at tlio JiikMiiih. Having nan a
slight disturbance on Central street. At this

juncture tho merchants all over the city, fear
ing tho coming riot, closeil llieir stores, n lien
thu procession entered tlio building, a squad
of nolico followed aud attempted to make ar
rests. A scene of tho wildest coiiluslon fol-

lowed, Pistols wero fired, clubs and canes
were used, und brickbat! flew in every direc-

tion. The Policemen claim that they wero

merely attempting lo arrest the Canal street
rioters, obovo mentioned but certain it is,

tliey mounted tlio platform where a small body

of tho members remained, and one of ilium

presented pistol upon llieir using offensive

language. Tlio puliceuion wero filially driven
out of the building, leaving Gov. Iluliii, Juil'o
Powell and other gentlemen, with Mr. Clark,
attached to tlio State Government, besides

about fifty freedinen. Fortunately Gov,

Wells had just left Iho building for the pur
pose of consulting with Gen. liuird about call

ing out troops, Gen. Sheridan being out of

town. The institution used now as tlio State
Capitol is located iu Drynilo street, between
Canal nud Common, ami when the policemen

were driven out, tliey hoio met by a largo
hodv of freedinen. wiio cau ed Ihem to fall

back lo Canal street. They rallied and drove

I lie freedinen back to Common it'cct, unci in

turn were driven back lo Canal street, leaving
Dryailo street perfectly clear of any vcsligu of

humanity except the bodiel of llireo dead
freedinen. Up to litis lime ono police officer

hud bum mortally wounded, ono severely and
others sligl.tly hurt with clubs and pistols.

Police reinforcement! very soon appeared iu

Ciiuiil street, nnd the crowd nf rioters occoiii
niinviiiif the police, nimrnuched the Institute
uml coiniiienceil throwing stones through the
windows nud lirmg pistols at any one tliey
could sen inside tlio hnildiiiK. At the siime
linie a detachment of police uttacked tlio crowd

of freedinen en Common street, nud uller
uliorn fitintr unmiflioir BPVerill IllltC.ks till V

drove llieiu away, giving Iho police and mob

nliiuli accompanied them full control of Dryude
street. A lire engine was brought nut and
played nu the front of the institute; for what

nuriioto I do not know. Several attempts were
iiiiido bv the nolico lo enter tho building, but
thev were repulsed. Tho niiiiiiuuilion of the
men in the- institute seemed to give nut nlmut
this time, as llu v did not fire any more, and
tliey ntteiiiptcd lo escape through the rear of
the institute into liarroe street, nut wero met
and eilher arrested or shut down. They ttlnn

attempted lo escape throiiL'li tho nlley which

runs from Dryailo street lo Barrone ou the
Canal street side. I don't know that any
fieedmeli succeeded ill gelling uway from the
building nlive, ullhmiuli 1 saw several at a
considerable distance from it, being niiuched
to police headquarters. I think that every one
that tried to escape from it win killed. 1 saw
several brouiilit into the alley nbovo mentioned,
and alier they fell I saw crowds of ruffians
healing llioiu us Ihey wero dying. The po-

licemen, whatever their dru'crn. behaved well
toward tho white prisoners, comparatively
speaking. A. M. Fisk wni the first member
of tlio convention captured, and I urn happy
to say that uliluuigb the police could nut pro-

ven! the crowd from abusing him badly, tliey
did keen li in from being lynched. As I' isk

was being carried under guard they got a rope
ready to bang him but the guard drovu the
crowd nway with their pistols. The next
member arrested was Cnpt. Iluynes. a Texas
scout for our army during ibe wnr. The crow d
IIUU Oeeil lliulll a lion hhi n"t
with him although Ihey grumbled deeplf ns be
passed throiiith, calling them "rebels." "trait- -

(lrs,,' and "other pet mimes. Governor Hnhn
succeeded iu gelling into tho hands uf the
polico unhurt out of tho building where be hud
been, not ns a member, but as one ol iho most
prnmiiiei.t men in Iho Stale. While ho was
under guard, however, some coward shot him
through thu back of his head, iullicliiig a dan-

gerous wound, nud ho was also stabbed, then
placed in a hack nnd curried to police

wheru 1 law him ill eunhiieinont.
lie whs very pale, nud blood ran down his face
Trout the wound which seemed to have reached
his lelt temple. Mr. Dnuto. who hud the repu-

tation ol being the most violent neiiro suH'rilgo

man in Iho Souih. and who certainly was most
violent iu February last, was killed while at-

tempting tn getaway. I mil Io!d ihut o po-

liceman shot It i in in Hie back, and after he Ml,
the crowd jumped on linn and cut him horri-

bly Willi knives. John Henderson nud ulber
members uf the Convention wero nl-- o burl
anil wounded by .tray shots, ns the papers -- ay.

lo the sluli. II house. Tho riot commenced ul
It!: 15 ii lid ended at 3 o'clock. At 4 I'. l. the
inililnrv, under General llnird. appeared nnd
look possession of I lie whole city beliiie night.
The riot wus confined tu Drynde, Uurrnwc,
Common. Ouroiulelet nud Canal streets, and
Ihe huililiiic.s nud yards nil uriiuiid the com-

How ninny have
been killed, ununited, or even arretted, it is

Such being its origin, and Us principles, it wus

not strange lo see Douglas mid Lincoln,
Bunks and Duller, Seward ami Johnson on

the same platfurm.
But tbero was another class nf men who

made no chango themselves, but who wero
nevertheless carried by the events and duties
of the times, Into very unenviable political
fellowship. Those Democrats who preferred
their party organization to their country, mon
found themselves in closo nllianoo with the
rebels and trojlors.
