For New Hatcheries. Fish Commis-
sioner F. C. Heed, who had a fine
Chinook salmon for Christmas, Is of the
opinion that if the present good weather
continues for a week or two, there will oe
quite a number of Chinook coming Into
the Columbia. Mr. Reed intends to visit
the Uxnpqua some time this znontth, accom-
panied by Governor Geer, to select a site
for a hatchery it is proposed to locate on
that stream. He says the Coos bay
hatchery will also be built during the
coming summer. Mr. Reed also proposes
to construct a fish rack In the Necanicum,
pear Seaside. If he finds the run of sal-
mon sufficient, as he thinks he will, and
can hold a rack there, a temporary hatch-
ery will be established there on a small
scale. Mr. Reed accompanied the super-
intendent of the United States hatchery to
Idaho recently to see if a blueback hatch-
ery could not be built at Payette lake.
They found little to encourage them In
the way of bluebacks, however, but the
government will investigate the matter
further this year, and if bluebacks are
found there In any quanlty something may
yet be done.

No Ferrets for Sale. A person at
Kehalem writes to The Oregonian request-
ing to be informed where he can get fer-
rets, it Is doubtful if there are any for.
sale in this state. Ferrets have been
brought here from the East, and even
from England direct by several persons
residing at points In the "Willamette val-
ley; but as far as known, the animals
have not increased. They either get killed
accidentally or escape, and that is the last
of them. A few ferrets have been kept In
this city for killing rats In warehouses,
etc., and a few years ago some one
advertised ferrets for sale here; but It Is
not known that any one in this city or vi
cinity has any ferrets, nor Is it known
where any can be procured, nearer than
the East It is doubtful if ferrets are a
success as rat-kille- rs or rabbit-killer- s, un-

less ifc the hands of skilled persons, as
poachers or professional rat-kille- The
latter; however, seldom use ferrets, and
it is said do not kill the rats they catch.

Death From Excessive Drink. An in-
quest was held yesterday to ascertain the
cause of the death of Reginald Robert
Walker, whose wife found him dead in
bed early in the morning. The family
lives at Fulton, and the deceased, who was
a hard drinker, had been on a protracted
holiday spree. "Wednesday night he com-

plained of not feeling well, but his wife
thought nothing of it, as he always felt
111 after a period of drinking. The verdict
rendered placed the cause of death aa
"cerebral hemorrhage," brought about by
excessive use of alcoholic liquor." De-
ceased had no occupation, but had ample
income, derived from estates In England.
His age Is given as 38. Two little chil-
dren, with the widow, survive him. The
funeral will take place Sunday, from Hol-ma-

Deceased was a na-
tive of Astoria, and 37 years old. Her
mother, Mrs, P. "Whipple, resides in Port-
land. The husband, John Hazelgreen,
is a stevedore, in the employ of Brown &

This was the second ex-
perience Mr. Thompson has had with fire
within the past three years, the first one
being at Irvlngton, not far from his pres-
ent residence. He had moved into his
new house before It was quite finished,
and In the midde of the night his family
was awakened by the crackling of flames
all around them. Mr. Thompson was ab-

sent at the time, and his wife and little
ones barely escaped destruction by a
hasty exit by way of the roof of the ad-

joining kitchen. On this last occasion
several hundred dollars' worth of furni-
ture and carpets .were destroyed as a re-

sult of lighted candles in a fir Christmas
tree.

Historical Rooms Open Today. The
rooms of the Oregon Historical Society,
top floor of the City Hall, northwest cor-

ner, will be open to the public today from
1 to 5 and from 7 to 9 P. M. Alter to-
morrow they will be closed during the day
for an Indefinite time, in order that much
of the material on hand may be properly
classified and listed. It is probable that
before long a plan may be perfected
whereby the rooms may be open to pub-
lic Inspection at least every Saturday.

Miss
Coman was on her way home on Weidler
street and was passing the corner of East
First and Halsey, when a burly ruffian
stepped In front of her and gruffly de-

manded that she give nlm some money.
Badly frightened, the girl began to open
her pocket-boo- k, when the lout snatched
It and slouched away, while his terrified
victim ran home as fast as she could.
The corner is not a dark one, but Miss
Coman did not look at the thug long
enough to be able to .furnish any adequate
description of him, although she says sue
would be able to identify him if she saw
him again.

Work on Custom-Houb- e. The stone-
cutter force on the new custom-hous- e has
been reduced to 1Z men, as the finishing
courses of granite are being laid, so the
click of the hammer and chisel Is not so
much in evidence as when 60 masonB were
kept busy. Nearly all the men who have
been laid off have gone to California,
where they have secured work under the
same contractor, in preparing stone for the
San Francisco postoffice. The walls or
Portland's new custom-hou- se are well-nig- h

complete, though considerable in-

terior bricklaying Is still to be done. The
force of bricklayers has, however, been
reduced also. Some delay is being met In
obtaining structural steel from Milwaukee,
Wis., for the roof supports, and this will
probably put the roof construction baca
somewhat. The roof, it was thought,
would be commenced this month.

Xeyless Alarm Boxes Needed. A reff--ul- ar

meeting of the board of fire commis-
sioners was held yesterday, but outside of
auditing and ordering bills paid amounting
to $127187, nothing of importance was done.
Superintendent Walker, of the fire alarm
telegraph system, again called attention
to the need of keyless doors to fire alarm
boxes in the heart of the city. There have
been several delays recently in turning In
alarms, owing to the fact that keys could
not be found. With keyless doors, no such
delays could occur, as any one could turn
in an alarm without a key. Outside of
the superintendent and assistant the ex
penses of the fire alarm telegraph depart
ment for the year are figured down to only
$100 55, which is considered a remarkably
good showing.

Stole a Bicycle. A $75 bicycle was
stolen from Dr. George Wilson yesterday,
and one Ed Martin was shortly afterward
arrested for the theft The wheel was
standing at the entrance of The Oregonian
building, when Martin rode It off a dis-
tance of two blocks and tried to sell it to
a dealer. Not succeeding, he pawned it
for the sum of $5 and then returned to the
bicycle dealer where he tried to hire an-
other bicycle; but he was "nabbed" by
Officer Qulnton. Martin says he has
been employed as a night clerk at the
Washington, hotel. His case will probably
be attended to in the municipal court to-
day.

Steamship Outlook Good. Murland
Evans, son of Sir Francis Evans, K. C.
M. G., M. P., chairman and managing, di-
rector of the Union' Steamship Company,
the royal mall line between England and
South Africa, is a guest at the Portland
hotel. Mr. Evans is representing the At-
lantic Transport Company, of Baltimore,
Philadelphia, New York and "London. He
Is making a visit to the seaports of Puget
sound and the Pacific coast, and says he
is already much Impressed with the good
prospect of steamship business in these
parts.

Chinese Jailed. Six Chinesewere land-
ed In the city prison last night, charged
by Officers Bulger and .Roberts with selling
lottery tickets. The officers appeared at
several of the lottery "joints" in citizen s
clothes, and offered xto purchase tickets
from the Celestials, who fell into the trap
and thus created evidence which will be
used against them. The defendants were
admitted to ball in sums of $100 each, and
four of them were liberated later. Thecases will be prosecuted by the state.

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RICH "WHEAT COTJKTB.T BORDERING
EASTERN CASCADES.

Conld Be Tapped "Without Drawing
From Business of Columbia SoHtli- -

erar-Farm- ers Prosperous,

John Parrott of Portland, who has re-
cently returned from an extended busi-
ness trip through Eastern Oregon and
"Washington, says that all that country
lacks now is a remunerative price for
wheat as the crop of 1900 Is coming on in
fine shape in Wasco, Sherman, Gilliam,
Umatilla and Morrow counties, south of
the Columbia, and in Klickitat to the
north.' The unusually heavy fall rains,
coupled with the mild temperature, have
brought both grain and grass to a per-
fection not attained thus early In the
season for 10 years past A very large
acreage Is sown to wheat this season, as
the ground was in fine condition for work-
ing, and seed wheat Is oheap. Those farm-
ers who refused 50 to 58 cents per bushel
are now expressing regrets, as the prices
offered range from 35 to 33 cents. Farmers
are by no means discouraged, however,
and are watching" the wars and rumors
of wars with a confidence In an advance
In breadstuffs in the immediate future.

Mr. Parrott thinks the next locality to
be tapped by a railroad In the eastern
part of Oregon Is along the eastern foot-
hills of the Cascades. A new line has
already been mapped out, which leaves
the O. R. & N. at The Dalles, strikes the
Deschutes river six miles above Its mouth,
and follows up the bank of that stream,
through the heart of Western Wasco, and
by the Warm Springs reservation, toward
Prineville, the county seat of Crook coun-
ty. This road will open up a very large
area of wheatraislng country, whose ca-
pacity Mr. Parrott estimates at 3,000,000
bushels a year. The proximity of this rich
belt to the Cascade mountains assures am-
ple rains for crop purposes, and In spring
and early summer heavy dews keep vege-
tation green, while fields out in the open
part of the Columbia basin sometimes lack
moisture to enable the grain to fill prop-
erly.

The sum of $1000 has been guaranteed
by interested parties toward defraying the
expenses of a preliminary survey, and
Mr. Parrott expects, to see the road lo-

cated before the present year has passed.
From"hiS 'own 'Observation the. Deschutes

"river valley offers &" water leyel for a
railroad for fully 60 miles, and a natural
slope from east and west renders a great
agricultural region easy of access, as
teams can be laden to the full capacity
on the farm, and the loads be permitted
to slide to the various stations by in-

clined roads from the upland prairies.
The Tygh valley. Warm Springs, Bake
Oven and Crooked river countries will all
contribute their quota of grain to this
new line, he says, while the territory now
being tapped by the Columbia Southern
will bo by no means Interfered with. By
the construction of this road The Dalles
will retain its prestige as the emporium
of the western portion of Eastern Oregon,
and the people of that ,city manifest a
willingness to assist In the promotion of
the new line ir a substantial manner.

In the Klickitat valley, on the north-
ern side of the Columbia, Mr. Parrott
found the farmers prospering as a result
of full bins of No. 1 wheat Contrary to
his expectations, the harvest of 1899 proved
to be an unusually bountiful one, as the
hot June winds which parched some Ore-
gon fields, by reason of lower elevation
missed the higher plateaus around Golden-dal- e

altogether. If "wheat shall reach 50

cent3 again, however, he looks for a gen-
eral tendency to unload, in view of the
bountiful crop already assured for 1900.
By talks with farmers throughout that
region he finds that it costs 30 cents to
raise, thresh, sack and deliver a bushel
of wheat at the nearest station, and so
50 cents will just about allow the wheat-rais-

a decent compensation for his own
labor and investment
