PENDLETON, Or., Jan. 9. An East
Oragonian special from Union quotes Judge
Bobert Eakln, of the seventh judicial dis-
trict, as saying that the official court re-
porters legally draw $10 for each day of
a term of court, when ordered by thb
judge to attend. Judge Eakln adds that
judges need not order reporters to attend
If cases do not demand their presence. The
conclusion is that reporters may recover
per diem for all days of court terms which
they attended upon the judge's orders.

XORTHWDST DEAIV.

Henry C. Owen, Who Cojuc From
Missouri to Oregon i 1844.

EUGENE, Jan. 9. Henryfc Owen died
at his home In this city this morning, aft-
er an illness of several months.

Mr. Owen was born at Lexington, Mo..
September IS, 1S22. He crossed the plains
to Oregon, arriving at The Dalles in Sep-
tember, 1S44. He was engaged In trading
for a few years before settling perma-
nently, and In 1846, while returning from
California, had a lively encounter with
the Rogue River Indians. In 1S50, he took
up a claim a few miles west of Eugene,
which has ever since been his home,
though he has spent considerable time In
Eugene.

Mr. Owen was one of the hardy pioneers
who had a great deal to do with the de-

velopment of Oregon, and his courageous
and generous spirit has heen helpful In
many ways. In 1S56, he, with John Cogs-

well, engaged in the lumber business on
the Columbia river, and whipsawed nearly
30,000 feet of oak timber. He was also
engaged in business with Colonel Nesmlth
at Dallas, Polk county, for some time.

Mr. Owen was married at Dallas, June
17, 1S48, to Almlna Elizabeth Nichols. She
died March IS, 1665, and January 7, 1868,
he married Mrs. Minerva F. "Vanduyne,
who died July 3, 1S74. He was the father
of nine children, five of whom are living.
They are H. C. Owen, jr., of Monroe;
Mrs. William Mansfield, of Napa, Ida.,
and Benjamin Wilson Owen and Nesmlth
Owen, of Eugene.

Mr. Owen had been a member of the
Masonic lodge of this city since 1S57.

Sketch of Dr. Perry G. Barrett.
HOOD RIVER, Or., Jan. 9. Dr. Perry

G. Barrett, an old and prominent citizen
of Hood River, died at his farm, four
miles from town, on Sunday evening, at
the age of nearly 70 years. He had gone
to his barn to do some chores, where
was found dead, less than one hour after
leaving the house. Death was caused
by heart disease.

Dr. Barrett was born at KIngsvIlle, O., in
1830. At the age of 16 he taught school
In his native town. After having fol-
lowed the profession or teaching several
years, he entered a medical college at
Buffalo, N. Y., where he received the de-

gree of M. D. He then went to Kansas,
where he practiced his profession until
the civil war broke out, when he returned
to Ohio, and received the appointment of
assistant surgeon In the army. His skill
and devotion soon earned for him a pro-
motion to a commissioned army surgeon, in
Rhich capacity he faithfully served his
country until the close of the war.

Dr. Barrett was united in marriage Tvlth
his surviving wife at Jefferson, O., in
1S66. They settled at Erie, Pa., where four
years later they lost all their property by
Are. In 1871 they came to Oregon, locating
on their farm in Hood River, which has
since been their home. Six years ago the
doctor gave up the practice of his profes-
sion, and since then lived a very quiet,
retired life. He was one of the founders
of the Congregational church In Hood
river valley, and lived a life of noble pur-
pose and lofty devotion until the day of
his death.

His kindly disposition, lofty purpose and
high integrity earned for him a large place
In the community, and to It he leaves
an untarnished name and abiding influ-
ence.

He had the best private library in Hood
River. The funeral services will be hela
Wednesday, under the auspices of the Ma-
sonic fraternity, of which he was a mem-
ber. Rev. J. L. Hershner, pastor of the
Congregational church, will conduct ser-
vices at the house. Interment will be at
Idlewllde cemetery.

Mrs. Trimble, Pioneer 1847.
SALEM, Jan. 9. Mrs. Sarah Allen Trim-

ble died here this evening, aged 88. She
had been 111 some time. While going from
Walla Walla to La Grande two years ago

From Illinois they
went to Missouri, and came hence to
Oregon, arriving here In 1S47. They at
once settled on the Ablqua, two and one-ha- lf

miles from Silverton, and the scene
of the first battle between the hardy set-
tlers of this county and the Indians.
Their home there was for years the stop-
ping place for Immigrants, for they were
so noted for hospitality that no one passed
without paying them a visit. In 1870 they
left Abiqua and came to Salem. In 1870
Mr. Allen died, and in 1S78 Mrs. Allen was
married to S. A. Trimble, who survives
her.

Mrs. Trimble has five children now liv-
ing. They are Mrs. T. B. Allen, of Port-
land, mother of Wiley B. Allen; Mrs.
Evelene Donaldson, of Salem; Mrs. A. w.
Sweeney, of Walla Walla, Wash.; Mrs.
Jj. A. bettlemeler, of Summerville, and
Miss M. L. Allen, of Salem. Three Mrs.
Brown, of Gervals, W. H. Allen and Mfra
J. Allen are dead.

Short funeral services will be held here
tomorrow, and Thursday morning the re-
mains will be taken to Woodburn, where
services will be held in the Cumberland
Presbyterian church, at 10:30 o'clock. In-
terment will be in the Bell Pass! cemetery.

Crabb, of company E, Fourteenth Infan-try, who died at Manila, December 24, of

Margaret and Stephen Crabb, of this place.

He went to the Philippine islands with the
first expedition, May 25, 189S, and took part
in many of the important engagements of
the Philippine campaign. He was a de-
voted son, a good citizen, a brave soldier;
he loved his country and died in its ser

MORE LIVESTOCK "WANTED.

To Pasture Morrow County Grain
Fields Bier Offers for Wool.

HEPPN'ER, Jan. 9. The prospects for
crops and stock of all kinds were never
better than at present. There has been
no severe enough to make it nec-
essary to feed stock as yet. The greatest
difficulty that confronts the Morrow coun-
ty farmers Is where to get stock enough
to pasture down the wheat so that it will
not joint before the expected cold snap
that usually comes in February.

Six thousand fleeces of wool were con-
tracted here yesterday at $1 30 per fleece.
This is to come from sheep that range
on the land, and It usually shrinks 73 to
80 per cent. Seventeen and
cents is freely offered for some of the
lighter wools, but so far no one has sold
at that figure .or expressed a desire to
do so even at a much higher figure. These
sales and offers are for wool now on the
sheep's backs. Sheepmen are confident
that wool will reach 20 cents here the com-
ing spring.

CLD7TON CANNERY MAY NOT RUN.

ASTORIA, Jan. 9. It is reported that
Cook's Clifton cannery will not be oper-
ated by the combine this year, and that J.

26 years, has resigned his connection with
the combine, and has gone to Puget sound
to engage in the salmon canning business
there.

It is
expected that when the season opens the
price of chinooks will be at least 5 cents,
and possibly 6 cents, per pound.

SOON TO BE EXECUTED

GEORGE "WEBSTER, WHO MUR-
DERED MEDICAL LAKE WOMAN.

Toole Case to United States Court,
and There Abandoned It Esca-

pade of Minister's Son.

SPOKANE, Jan. 9. George Webster,
who, more than 18 months ago, murdered
Mrs. Liza Apsland, near Medical Lake,
is to be executed, probably Inside of 90
days. Webster's case Is an illustration of
murder trials in Washington. The crime
was a brutal one, and conviction quickly
followed. Appeal was taken to the su-
preme court to no avail; then to the fed-
eral court on a writ of habeas corpus.
The writ was denied, but right of appeal
to the United States supreme court was
granted. The appeal was taken and the
case came up a week ago. Today the
United States supreme court dismissed
the appeal. Neither of Webster's attor-
neys appeared before the judges.

Webster, who Is fat and well fed in
the county jail in Spokane, has had for
a landscape during these months of wait-
ing tho black scaffold erected within the
courthouse enclosure. He will probably
occupy that structure before spring shall
come.

Escapade of a Minister's Son.
Dr. L. W. Beans, formerly assistant su-

perintendent of the Medical Lake asylum
for the insane, is believed to be on hl3
way to Chicago, and his father, Rev. W.
K. Beans, of the Vincent Methodist
church of Spokane, is paying out of his
salary the debts contracted by his eon
In Medical Lake, amounting to several
hundred dollars.

Dr. Beans, who was formerly an ap-
pointee of Superintendent McLean, of the
asylum, failed to pass his examination
before the state medical board, and was
ousted.

AN AWKWARD FIGHT.
LeTvlston and Moscow Uncovering

Each Other's Infirmities.
LEWISTON, Ida., Jan. 9. There Is a

merry war now being waged between
Lewlston and Moscow over the proposed
location of a new Federal building. The
whole affair is to be deplored, because the
controversy has taken on the spirit of
personal accusation of citizens. United
States Senator George L. Shoup Intro-
duced a bill in the senate providing for a
Federal building at Moscow. There was
not the ghost of a show for such a build
ing anywhere In Idaho this year, and sen-
sible citizens were inclined to take this
view of the situation. It gave Moscow-somethin-

to talk about and did not de-

tract from the Importance of Lewlston.
There wa3 no unfriendliness shown until
at the last meeting of the Lewlston city
council, when a memorial to congress
was Introduced by Alderman Shaff. This
memorial was a bitter arraignment of
Moscow as a town, and was decidedly
Impolitic In all its utterances. It was
like one man calling another hard names
to prove an argument. Whatever Induced
Alderman Shaff to father such a proceed-
ing Is past understanding, for he is usual-
ly conservative. The memorial desig-
nated Moscow as a town of bankrupts,
and Its citizens as horrible examples of
outlawry. The memorial, in all Its
vicious entirety, was printed in one of
the newspapers of Lewlston. It would
appear that Moscow has been carrying a
chip on Its shoulder for some time wait
ing for Lewlston to knock it off. The
trouble began as soon as the newspaper
containing the memorial reached the am-
bitious town with the Russian name.
There was blood on the moon In Moscow,
and Its two editors began to write all
the bad things about Lewiston they could
remember. Those editors evidently have
excellent memories, for they seemed to be
able to repeat the criminal docket of Nez
Perces county for nearly half a century.
After they had filled their, newspapers
with diatribe and Incriminations, they
stopped to take breath, and promised ad-
ditional installments of the story in future
issues of their newspapers. There Is noth-
ing pleasant about It, or even interesting,
for it is like the billingsgate of two fish-
wives. The real author of the objection-
able memorial Is not known, although his
Identity cannot long remain hidden. In
order to counteract the effect of this bad
piece of municipal thoughtlessness, the
Lewlston Commercial Club drew up a
memorial to congress, couched in digni-
fied and diplomatic language. But the
wrong had already been done, and the
pot of vulgarity is still boiling, while
the dirty linen of two towns Is being
strung on the clothesline of publicity.

The
city maintains that the relations between
It and Canon are simply those of lesso
and lessee; that the city can, therefore,
In no way be held responsible for his aots;
that Canon has been acting in his private
capacity, and that the city can only be-
come a party to the controversy In the
event of Its own rights and interests be-
ing assailed.
