WASHINGTON VOLUNTEERS FOUXD
IT IN THE CREEKS,

Americans Will Find Many Good Bus-
iness Openings There When
the War Is Over.

Charles R. Wyland, of Tacoma, who
went to the Philippines as a membef of
the Filrst Weashingion voluntears and re-
cently reiurned with the regiment, has
written & letter to a friend In Portland,
which contains severz] paragraphs whicii
are of pubilc interest. Extracts from the
jetter are as follows:

It appenrs to me that the people of the
Northwest do not realize the richness of
the region calied the Philippine Isiands.
What 1 saw of the country makes me de-
sire to rewurn thers, though not as a
soldier. My patriotic spirit for the present
Is sauisfied.
When peace s restored In the islands,
which will probably be scon, a surpria-
ingly large trade will be opened up with
the coast. /That Is & country of vast re-
HOUrces.
The avernge American would like Ma-
nila, To stand on the Bridge of Spain
(Manila) and look around, first down the
river at the immense shipping, then over
to the right, the busy Escolta, with Its
surging mass of people, the sireetls
jammed with vehicles; over to the left the
historical “walled city™ and the gay Lu-
nets, and then about to the beautiful and
rich tropical country, always makes an
American feel proud. indeed, to know
his country owns and rules this Orlental
paradise, although It cost many lves.
Sickness Connsed by Hardship.
Manlle jt=élf is.not an unhealthy place.
So much sickness emong the soldlers is
cauksd by their hardships, which, of
course, to do good work cannot be avoid-
ed. The principal causes of sickness
are sleeping on the ground and drinking
bad water. O!d Inhabltants or nutives,
ke the instinctive rooster, always spend
tha night saveral feet from the ground
The houses there are invariably buiit up
at lemst six or seven, feet from terra
firma. Before hostilities started, while
quartersd In Paco, I never felt bstter In
my life, and even after endurlng many
long marches of from 20 to 30 miles a
day and slesping when we could, usually
in swamps, 1 felt very well. From Feb-
ruary 4 111 March 10, we had no change
of clothing (what little we wore), contin-
unlly sieeping on our guns, and If & sol-
dier secured permission to go. to the

Mlipino sharpshooters were always ly¥ing
in wait, and when he plunged into the re-
freshing waters a shower of Mauser bul-
lots would spatter around him. Only,
mudhens and water lizards could tolerate
that very long.

My slekness, which almost pulled me
under the baked sod ot Malate cemetery,
came from drinking bad water—green
waler. One day about the middie of Apri
we covered 35 miles, chasing and fightng
insutrectos, and, Incidentally, burning
their houses and destroying svervthing in
#ight, Having lost my chnteen, I was go0n
spitting cotton. Finally, when almost
ohoked for water, I came upon & podl of
graen stuff, alive with wigglers. But It
wns wet, and I drank desp, not knowing
when 1 would get any more. Well, 2
used my stomach for a sort of Incubstor
for snakes,

Shortly after that I was compelled to
go to the hospltnl with a gevers case of
go-called dysentery, The doctors laughed
at moe when 1 Intimated my suspiclons of
bolng devoured internally by reptiles. I
suffered all the tortures of hades, I sup-
poss, and in the meantimo drifted down
from 190 to 110 pounds. My misery in the
hospital was an experience not soon o
be forgotien,

Raising SnAkes in the Stomnch.

After the regiment’s return to San Fran-
cleco, unknown to the surgeon, I pro-
cured and took some méedicine that wos
gusaranteed to kill anything that crawls.

After a few days the medicine seemed
to have the desired effect, for It brought
from me a dead snake 14 Inches long. It
had no eves, but thers was no doubt
about 1t. No worm, but & proper snake.
Ever sinee then I have grown better, and
now welgh 100 pounds:

Many more of the soldier boys have
drunk from the same pool or similar poola
in Luxon, and are dying from the same
cause, after belng treated for months for
dysentery. :

Chances for Americansa.

Surely when business is resumed In the
Philippines there will be grand chances
for Americans and Amerlean money in
almoat all lnes of business. You hear
much about the “pobre” Fllipino, down-
trodden by Spaln, but they all seamed to
have money,

The Fllipinos tn and about the towns,
generally, speak Spanish, besides| their
nntive tongue, and are very bright. They
are natural muslclans, and show talent,
especially on the violin, playing classical
REurcpean music, They should not be
classed with Indians nor Chinese; they
are far superjor,

One evening a Filiplno, former mayor
of Paco, Senor Qultario del Prade, and
mysell were enjoying 2 dinner at the Ho-
tel de Espana (Escoltn), when a drunken
American soldler came staggering in and
commenced abusing our entertaining hos-
tess in all the vocabulary of American
cugswords, I was declaiming to my Fill-
pinn “amigo' of what a grand nation was
America and in what a high state of clv-
{iization were her people, He Interrupted
me, ecalling my attention to the balgterous
soldler, who was acting most disgrace-
fully, and giving me a 4ig in the rtihs,
the senor asked, “Do you mean to say
that fellow came over here to clviliza
e
. Of ¥ourges, out In the Interfor they ars
lgnorant, and thelr clothing is "nit,” bue
they are quick to Iearn, casily led, but
hard to drive.

By the way, some of thelr officers gave
our commandera some good polnters on
how to finnk the enemy, But the Flii-
pinos can't stand the Ameriean yell. Some-
times they show wonderful nerve, but
when they once get on the run, thay are
"onsy.” Bul in n few days they return
for another “go."”

Home-Made Artillery.

The Unlted States solillers who were In
the Phillppines all thanked their stars
thit the Insurrectos had very little ar-
tiliery and did not know how to handle
aven that. They would make cannon out
of bamboo and Iron bands; sneak around
our ol camping grounds and gather up
the ecorned heef and tomato cans, NI
them with chunks of iron and rock and
ghoot them at us. These misslles never
did nny damage, but sounded ke freight
tralns coming through the alr.

Gold in Luzon.

I belleve there will be a gold excite-
ment over there in a few years that wilt
oolipze the Klondike. Along creeks whera
we were camped, far from ths moun-
talng, 1 found many colors, using old
F:i!lr!ir:n rice pots for panning out.
Nutlves from the mountalns all say thers
Is "“mucho ore,” and frequently bring
in nuggoets, but they do not understand
mining of any kind, The gold is Inferior
to Amerioan gold, golng about $16 to. ths
ounce.
