AFTER ASTOR’S MILLIONS

PORTLAND COLAINMANT TO A HUN-
DRED MILLION-DOLLAR ESTATE.

Henry Emerick, of Lower Albina,
Belleves He Wil Soon Be n
Very Wealthy Man.

Henry Emerick, of Portiand, living at
572 Borthwick street, In Lower Alblna, la
tha claimant for an estate of un estimated
value of $§100,000,000, which s partiy In
Gérmany and partly In the Unlted Siaies,
The Mlrst steps toward an investigation |
into the merits of this clalm were taken
about 10 years ago, when, In response 1o
an advertisement of the German govern- |
ment, In & German paper, Mr. Emerick
and his Oregon brothérs sent to Germany
all the Information in their ‘posséssion.
The document contalning this evidenca |
was carefully prepared for transmission
by D. B. Wiison, of the Corvallis coilege,
in the German language. The advertise-
ment was for the heirs of John Nicholas
Emerick, who were then unknown. Henry
Emerick's attention was called accldent-
ally to the adyvertisement in the German
paper, which was taken by a nelghbor and |
by the latter brought to him. !

His father and grandfather had nrten|
told him & great estate awalted him and
others of the family, and which would be
avallable at some perlod In his life. With
these recollections in his mind, revived |
by the advertisement for the heirs of |
John Nicholas Emerick, he wrote to Ger-
many and recelved a letler from an at-
torney, In which It was stated that the
estnte was a fact, and telllng him to send
the Information necessary for identifien-
tion, the result belng that n 'German ex-
pert, Mr. Wilson, of Corvalils, was em-
ployed to prepare and send the document
of iInformatlon. Now another and a di- |
rect eflort has heen atarted, which It .!aI
hoped will bring the matter to some defi-
nite conclusion. This last movement was
eommenced about four weeks ago, at the
instance of a nephew of Mr. Emerick.

There s & long story connected with this
movement, although Mr. Emerick has not !
a wvory clear repollection ‘of the detallse,
Ten years ago, he sajd yesterday, his in-
formation from the German solicitor was
to the effect that the estate in that coun-
try amounted to $78,000,000, and that in
Philadelphla a branch of the estate
amounted to $20.000,000, TUntil the finding !
of the will In the little German Lutheran !
chureh, on Cathrine sireest., Philadelphia.
which the German attorney said in his let-

I tradition In

long lapse of a century and a half of
time;, At that time his estate may not
have amounted to more than a compe-
tency, but became valuable with the
march of time and Improvements. Henry
Emericls of Portiand, 1s o grandson of
one of the Emoricks who settied in Berks
eounty when the four brothers came to
Ameriea, and Is the great-nephew of John
Nicholas Emerlck, whose milllons the
heirs are anxious to get hold of. Accord-
Ing to the story of Henry Emerlck, the
American portion of the estate was left
in the hands of John Jacob Astor, In
trust for the helrs, should they be found.
From his father and grandfather he had
heard that on the death of John Jacob
Asztor he had enfoined his sons to refund
the money to the Emerick helrs should
they be found.

They even woent so0 far as to
state that It was the money Emerick

{ earned that was the foundatlon of the
| Astor fortune.

But there Is yet no con-
clusiye proofs of this fact, other than the
the family. Concerning the
fortune In Germany there seems substan.
tial grounds for the hope Mr. Emerick
has of securing his portlon. He has two
brothers In Oregon. One lves in Port-
iand, and one In Alhany. There I= an-
other hrother living In Kansas, They
wauld be helrs with Mr. Emerick. There
mny be other heirs in tha United States,
but Mr, IZmerick estimates his share in
the estate to ha abhout KID000,000. Mr.
Emerick lves with his married daughter
In' a lftle cottage. surrounded with no-
merous grandchildren. He 13 a plonesr
of 1850. He s a pleasant and kindly dis-
posed old gentieman. and to tnlk with
him one could not heip foining In tha
hopa that his expectations will not prove
as deluslve as tho=r of so many others
have whn have endeavored to sectire for-
tunes from the old countrv on  what
eaomed to be good gronnds.

FINE WEATHER UTILIZED

WORK ON NEW BUILDINGS IS
RUSHED RIGHT ALONG,

Flans for Additions to PostofMece Wil
Soon He Made Public—East
Side Improvemendtds,

The pleasant weather of the past week
hag ennbled contractors to rush the work
of excavation and laying of foundatlons,
and the result shows qulte a stridé for-
ward in construction of varfous bulldings
under headway. Ground has besn broksn
on the site of the new Good Samaritan
hospital, at Lovejoy and Twenty-third
streets, and another week of dry weather
will see the excavation rendy for the foun-
dation of the south wing.

At ths Mualtnomah athletic grounds
ateady work, night and day, has enabled
themasons to complate the swimming pool
and lay the foundation for the genaral
structure, on the south and west sldes.
Yesterday a force of men was kapt dig-
ging a pit desp and wide, on the west alde
of the main bullding, to make room for &
solld and safe boller-house, where steam
Is to be generatsd for the Institutlon. The
huge canvag canopy which protected the
workers from the raln has been removed,
and bricklayers, carpenters and Inborers
are now enabled to follow thelr yocations
in the open air.

At the Brooke quarter-block, corner of
Washington and Park, the basement walls
have been finished, and floor rafters for
the first story have been lald. The walls
of the adjolning brick on the east will be
utllized as o “party wall,” though no part
of it Is on the Brooks Iand, the owners of
both propertles having made arrange-
ments ohviating the necessity of bullding
a sgparate wall for the new block. This
arrangament will save time, expensa and
besldes afford that much more room in the
new structure, which will be pushed rap-
Idty to completlon. Four handsome stores,
each with 2 frontage of 25 foet, will face
Washington street in the new block.

AttheCorbett property, Fifth and Stark,

the excavationg are just about ready for |

the solld stone walls which aré to form
the basement of the four-story brick., A
large amount of bullding material almost
blockades travel on Stark sirest, while
the west side of Fifth {a occupled by n
donkey engine and great plles of mock,
mortar, ele. No time will be lost In the
erection of this large business house,
which must be ready for occupancy in
June.

Plana for the serles of new bulldings of
the Mount Tabor sanltarium are about
ready, and contractors will probably be
bidding on the work this week. The frant
elevations show a series of stylish cot-
tages apart from the main sanitarium,
which wlil be somewhat more Imposing.
The site for the first bullding on the 12-
facre tract Is now being clearsd for the
foundation,

Plans are belng drawn for extonsive ad-
ditlons to the postoffice, but their various
lines eannot be made publie untll after
they have besn submitted to tha postal
department at Washington, for approval
or rejection. The improvements, however,
comprehend & number of modern conven-
fences for tha carriers, and clerks em-
ployed about the bullding, and the Interlor
hialls, now somewhat dingy and antiquated,
will be better provided with light. The
proposed Improvements, If declded on, will
cost the government many thousands of
dollars, but they have long since been
badly needed, 2s Portland has outgrown
what a few years ago was considered one
of the finest postoffices weat of the Mlis-
sissippl river.

BEAST SIDE IMPROVEMENTS,
Work omn the S, P, Machine Shops—
New Dwvellings Springing Up.

A start has been made by Contractor
Bridges toward the erection of the mu-
chine shops of the Southern Paclfle Com-
pany on the company's grounds on the
East Bide, A lot of men with scrapers
and plows have been at work through the
wesk on the axcavaltons for the foundn-
tlon, and considernble work wus accam-
plished, but the weather has not been fa-
vorable for the prosecution of the work.
