United States Troops Will Only He
Ordered There When Govern-
ment Intereats Are in Danger.

WAHBHINGTON, Feb, L—The officials of
the war department regard the present
contest In Kentucky asa purely a misde
matter, which, up to this momeni, bas
presented no features that would warrant
the Intervention of the United Sintss gov-
ernment. ‘Tle exnct tuncilons of the
United States army, when acting within
a siate, have been moa( carefally denned
and sel out In general order 3, promul-
pated July M 1 Undir the tirms of
this ordér the govefnment of the Un.ted
Btates can, of ta own wolit.on, uxe \he
faceral troops within n state only when
“hwutrestion, domesiic v.olence, unimwiul
combinsiions or conspiracies in any stile
a0 obatrust or hinder the executlon of [aws
therect., and of the United Siates, as to
deprive any portion or class of the peo-
p.e of such sixte of any of the rights,
privileges or Immunities or protecton
named in the constitytion and secursd by
the laws for the protestion of auch rightzn
priviiegea or tmmurni.lei, and the consil-
tuted authoritles of guch state are unab.e
to protect or from any cause fall .m or
refuse protection to the people in psuch
righis."

It does not appear to tho officials here
LhAL the conALUons described In this siatute
now extst In Hentucky.

Another case In which tae Unlted Sinlcs
troops might be employed s met out Lo sec-
thon &9, rev statutes, authorising Lhe
president to employ troops “in cese of an
Insurrection In any state against the gov-
grnment thersol on an applicat.an of the
legislature of such state or of the extou-
tive thersof, when the higisiature cannot
be convened." It will be noted In the
casp above ciled In which troops may bs
empioyed, the president is allowed to ex-
efoise his dlscretion In mesting the re-
quést: It Is not mandatory upon him to
dooede to them. Were this not the case,
upon the predident mighi be placed the re-
=ponaibjlity for a difference between the
rival claimants for the Kenlucky gover-
norahip,

Assuming that the legisistors haa been
legnlly adjourned by Governor Tuyior, and
that it canhot be reconvened by the date
epecified In hin proclamation, elther of the
persone elaiming to be governor of Ken-
tucky might call upon the president for
troope, and thus eblizs him to decide the
lasue, had ha not the reserved right to
deciine to meet elther reguest. A ke
situation might arise ghould two leglsin-
tures be organized, a contingency which
ia looked upon as extremely probable by
officinls here.

Bo It may be stated that the positlon of
the administration In 1ta deslre to refraln
from interventton In Kentucky remaing
unshaken by any of the events of (he
yasEl 3 bours, and In all lkellhood the
only happening which could Induce the
ordering of lroops into the state wou'd be
an assauit upon United Stmtes property,
courts, mails or interstate commerce, and
even in such case It I= privately declared
on the highest mifitary authorlty that
the troops would not.be used to further
any inlerests in the state or to meddie
In Itz polities or for any other purpose
than the defense of United Siates Inter-
Sals

President McKinley today rtecelved =
long message from Governor Tayler, of
Kentucky, Taylor recltes at length the
situatlon In Kentucky, declares he can-
Mders himeslt the legally slectad oxecu-
thve of tne state, mnd asperts that the
condition of sflxira at the present time
s maxt eriticnl, He says rlot may ocour
At any time which will cause much blood-
shad. Taylor seys bhe s doubtful of h's
powar to eontrol the situafion, and appeals
to the president to end the muiter and
s=cure peace in the state by recognlzing
him as governor of Kentucky. The ap-

WRECK OF THE TOWNSEND.

Additionnl ]"nrllqslu of the Exit of
the Hoodooed Steamer.

By the ateamer Danube, just arrived at
Victoria from the north, further partiou-
Iars of the loss of the unfortunate Town-
send are recelved:

The Townsend left Bkagway In the testh
of o strong north wind, snd made fair
hendway untll near Halnes, whers she
wis beached because It was found her
flues were giving out. Bhe slld off the next
marning and arrived at Haines with the
muil. She lef: shortly afterward The
wind-was blowing a gale and the snow was
blinding. In 10 minutes the flucs gave out
and drowned the fres, louving the ship
helplesn. Anchors were cast, but not hold-
ing ground, the Townsand was driven stem
foremiost on to the rocks, tearing off her
rudder, stern post, propeller and pantry.
Bhe came around shortly und commenced
pounding. A boat waa launched and a llne
run ashore. The crew, numbering &, five
passingers and one stowaway, were laken
ashore. This wans not accompllabed. how-
ever, untfl many of the crew had thely
faces, hands and feet badly frozen. Noth-
ing was eaved but & few of the personal
belongings of the passenger= and crew.
Thene were cached in the smow, and all
made thelr way through snow and wind
to Halnes.
