It i3 the Kok-tash, or central Asls “stons
of destiny,” the coranation stone af Tam-
erinne.

Its surroundings,
however, are very different from those of
the days of Tartar magnificence. Todny
the inciosure is filled with Russian com-
misssry stores, Russian cannon and Rus-
sian ammunition boxes.

‘The chrysalides are put on aboota
of paper and warmed In the stoves, or
wrapped In rags and warmed, by women
who have charge of feseding the worms
Incubsitors have been Introd only In
the Caucasus. Methods of ng and
cultivation are gradually !mproving, as
the Russlan government has employed
experts to direct sxperimental stations
and tench the people the profit in helter
eure. By this means the yleld s being
increased, the prevalence of diseass In
eggy nod worms reduced, and a distlnct
advancs In the Indusity iz traceable

The crop of cocoons In most cases runs
between 30 and 8 pounds per ounce of
eggs. When the harvest s good, an
ounce may yidld from 20 to 120 pounds,
and In the bhest seasoms from 180 to 180
pounds of cocooms. The total guantiiy
of cocoons harvestsd annually amounts
to about 3,150 toms, of which three-
feurthes are produced In Turkestan, Buk-
hard, Khiva ard Transcaspis, and all of
the remainder but 5 tons In the Cau-
easus. The prices of raw cocoons fluc-
tunte from 10 to 5 cents & pound, accord-
ing to haryvest, species and quality, the
European and Bugdad varieties osually
bringing  about twice as much as the
Japanese specles. OGenerally throughout
ecentral Asla, tha cocouns serve for the
homs uss of the growers, or are unwound
by them and the raw allk sold to dealers.

When the siik ls unwound by the n=-
tive growers, crude instfuments are used,
and the silk produced ls coarss and cheap,
sailing for from §1 50 to 8 & pound, About
70 tons of cocoons are unwound annually
in Transcaucasin by the European meth-
od, and ths product i sold to Moscow
gllk factories at & prics more than twice
as high as the last The remains of raw
gllk after the unwinding are sold out of
Rusaln, priocipelly o Moarssilles

In ordor to lmprove and develiop the
culturs of sllk worms the Russian govern-
ment han organized four establishments In
Turkestan to demonstrate the processes
of raising haulthy and rich silk worms
and to glve {matruction tn the in-
dustry, ‘There Is a slmiiar listitution In
Tifits, and the pame things are taught In
other schools throughout the empire. In
Turkestan the white mulberry only s cul-
tivated for the feeding of sllk worms,
