THE SEIZURES OF FLOLR

ENCE IN THE MATTER
SENT TO THE SENATE.

Efforts of the State Department to
Secure the Release of the Al
leged Dontraband.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 15—Responding to
the senate's resolutlon of Janumry 17. the
president tadny sent to the sennte & re-
port from the secretiry of siale, wosom-
panying papers showing the stéps that
have been taken to obinin the restitutlion
of property of Americnn citizens selsed by
the military authoritles of Greaut Brituin
In or near Delagoa bay. The repors con-
sists entirely of correspondence helwesn
thir stnte dopartment and Ambassador
Choate nnd the Britisk governmentl. The
fact that the flour saizad has been tt-
lsased was published.

The correspondence begins with the re-
port of Consul-Oenernl Stowe, localed at
Caps Town, made December & mnd relat-
Ing to the dolention of the British ship
Marln, and the selzure of the Britlsh ship
Mashonn, and nlso the Beatrice, all car-
ryving American four and other foosdatufls
for the Tramavaal These ncts were
brought to  the -notlew of Ambassador
Chonte by Becrstary Hay December 11,
when the latter was lostructed “'lo bring
the mutler 10 the attention of the Britlah
governmen!, and Lo inqulre a4 to the elr-
cumstances and legality of the seleure™
Hy added: "Ir It wns ([dlegal you will re-
qoest prompt action and restitatlon.” Con-
mil Hollis, at Lourenco Marues, wis In-
structed ut the same time “lo usp all
proper efforts to protect the property of
American shippers."

My, Choate's first note, dated Janmary
1, relutes to the American flour on the Ma-
shona, and he says in this -thit the ves-
sl was brought Inlo the prize court “om
the charge of trading with the enemy.”
January 1 Mr. Choate was Instrucled by
Mr. Hay 1o the effect that he whouid “rep-
resent the views of this. government to
be thut unless It can be sbown that the
goods were contraband, It does nol regard
them as subject (o capture undsr the oir-
cumstances represented.” January 4, Mr
Chonte reported o conference with Lord
Salisbury, who, he sald, clatmed that the
Murda nnd thg Mashona had beéen pelged
for viclatlon of the neutrality law of
Great Britaln, the selzurd belng merely
an Incidentnl matier, and that Lord Salls-
bury knzw nothing of the Baalrice.

The Tth of that month; Mr. Choste trans.
mitted particulars conserning the 'attitude
of the Hritiwh government, siaving that
Lord Salisbury did not clalm that any of
the American goods s¢ized were contra-
band, the position of the Britlsh govern-
ment belng “‘that foodstuffs with a hos-
tile destination cun be considered contra-
band only It they idre supplies for the
onemy's foroes, pnd that It is not suffi-
cient that they are capable of so belng
used.” Mr. Choate reports In the com-
munlention that Lord Sallsbury suggested
that the Briti=h government setils the
maiter by taking the flour and paying for
it ut Is prics at ite destination. Mr.
Chonte urged such sale to the British gov-
ernmynt as the simpiest and easlest meth-
od of settlement. This question wis still
pending when the correspondence ceased,

Tha 17th Mr. Choate reported that the
cargo of the Beatrics hid been discharged
at East London, and that there waa no
nilegation ngainst It, no selzure having
been comtempintid; thiat the cargo of the
Maria wes at Durban, free for its owners
to take: that the Mashona was at Cape
Town, but thal, owing to the fact thal
there win no bill of lnding there was
much difficuliy in dealing with ils cargo,
Incidenially, Mr' Chosis states In a dis-
pateh of the IBlh, reliting an interview
with Lord Ballsbury, that “he eliima no
blocknds or wiewd of Delagosn bay, bul
only the right to pelse renl contraband of
wir on the high seus, which Is destinmd
for the enemy's forces The 26ih, Mr.
Chonte reportenl the conclusions of the
British authorities that large quantities
of the flour tnrried by the Beatrice wero
destined for the Bouth African republic.
muling It necessary 1o land It-nt East
London, as It was Impossible to discharge
this part of the carge without dischurging
the remalnder, allowing removal of parts
of thie cargo for jocal Portuguese con-
Bumption.

Secretary Hay took apparenl excepllon
to this proceeding, saying it was “'In con-
fMict with the assurances that foodstufls

of war, uniess intended an supplies for the
ensmy's forves, and Inadmissible from the
view of the Uniled States" Replying te
this point, Mr. Choats suld that Lord
Sulisbury had disclaimed the purposs in-
dionted.

The correspondence closes with & notice
from Mr. Choate to Mr, Hay, of Feliru-
ary 9 lo the effect thut the American
goods an the Mashionn hod been pluced at
the disposal of the Amorican consul-gen-
eral at Cape Town.
