& Byre, and win leave down Satur-
day morning. Th4s Is the fourth grain
ship to dear from Portland during the
present month, aad the 1Mb to dear since
January L As Puget sound has deared
but 18 vessels since July 1, it can read-
ily be seen where the greater part of the
grain business of the Northwest la being:
handled. Since the opening of the pres-
ent grain season, July 1, 1966, Portland has
dispatched K cargoes, and by March 1 will
make it an even 70. There is a good
prospect for anther cargo clearing from
Tacoma before the end of the month, so
that the first eight months of the cereal
j ear 90 cargoes of grain will have deared
from the Northwest, exclusive of the Ori-
ental flour cargoes.

With the amount of wheat yet to come
forward In the Northwest, it will be a
comparatively easy matter for Portland's
fleet to be pulled up to over 100 vessels,
and the fleets of Tacoma and Seattle com-
bined may be something in excess of 30
vessels. The Jules Verne and the St.
Enoch sailed from Astoria yesterday morn-
ing, leaving nothing in the lower harbor
that Is reads' for sea. A bark was re-
ported outside again yesterday, but failed
to put in an appearance last evening.

THS RICKMERS SHIPS.
Supply of Karnes far the Fleet Was

All but Exnanjited.
The numerous Rickmers family is repre-

sented in the list of grain ships en route
to this port by a couple of the latest
additions to the family fleet, the Rlckmer
Rickmers aad the Mabel Rickmers, both
being under charter to load at Portland.
The Arm name of Herr Rickmers' big
shipping house is "Rickmers Relsmuhlen
Rhederel & Schlffbau Actlenu Gtssell-schaft- ,"

but m order to prevent burdening
the cables with all of it, the line of ves-
sels is known as the Rickmers line, and
the or.glnal Rickmers has perpetuated
the family name by christening the ships
in honor of hie descend en ts and other
relatives. The largest of the sailing ships,
the Peter Rickmers, has already visited
Portland, and o has the Renee Rickmers,
The Renee Rickmers was one of the early
editions, and jther sailing vessels of the
line are the Albert, Brik, Erwin, Etha
Madeline, Paul, R. C , Richard, and Rob-
ert. The steamers bear the names Delke,
Dorothea, Elisabeth, Ellen, Helene, Maria,
Sabine, Sophie and Willy Rickmers.

By the time Father Rickmers got all of
his fleet to moving, there was a scarcity
of names in the family record, and it
looked for a time as if the neighbors
would have to be called an. Business was
good, and more ships were needed, so
along in 1866 another keel went down,
and, in order to keep things in the family,
she was christened the R.ckmer Rickmers.
This opened up a plan for supplying an
endless number of names by copying A.
M. Simpson's sytem of following the Ome-
ga with the Addenda, Echo, Encore, etc
The Rlckmer Rickmers could be followed
by the Rlckmer R. Rickmers, or the R.
Rlckmer Rickmers, or the Rlckmer Rlck-
mer Rickmers, etc Fortunately for the
compilers of shipping lists, which detest
long names, business slacked off when the
Rlckmer Rickmers was launched, and it
was two years before another vessel was
built

A great maay things oan happen in
two years la a large family, and the
last vowel, built In 1866, bears the name
Mabel Rickmers. She sailed from Phila-
delphia for Hloge November 16, and will
get around to Portland in May or June.
The RJokmer Rickmers k a little farther
away.

HtWDRBB) MILES AN HOUR.

Port Tevrnaend Liar Taolclea the
Torpedo-Be-at Goldsboroagrh.

Ever since the days when the Port
Towneend liar thrilled the world with
news of Alex McLean firing on the U. S
steamer Mohican, and of American seal-
ers being drawn and quartered in Si-

berian dungeons, that accomplished dis-
ciple of Annaaias has held a unique
position In the minds of newspaper read-
ers in the Northwest. The liar is still
In business at the old stand, and Is now
using the Port Townsend Gall as the
vehicle for conveying the products of his
Imagination to the public. In an account
of the recent trip of the torpedo-bo- at

Ooldsboroughi from Portland to the Sound,
the Gall says:

"On her trip down the river from Port-
land a place 14 miles long on the notori-
ously dangerous Columbia was run by the
vessel In the remarkable time of eight
minutes.

Fourteen mttes in eight minutes would
be something over 149 miles an hour. At
first glance this would seem frightful speed
for even a PortlandJbulIt boat, but when
It is considered that the eminent au-
thority which reports the occurrence
wiped Hawaii off the map of the worla
by an earthquake last summer, leaving
not a soul alive, except the man who
'just reached Port Townsend in a ship,"
the speed Is sot to be wondered at. Con-
tinuing, the Oall says:

"The Gainsborough is under command
of Captain Tatter, one of the best-kno-

navigators on the river, and he is en-
thusiastic In his praise of the behavior
of the vessel after she finally succeeded in
escaping from the Columbia river with its
dangerous aad shifting bars, where so
many fine vessels have left their 'bones
to do in the bleaching suns after one of
the Irregular changes of the channel."

Of course, none of the names of those
fine vessels that have left their bones,
etc , are mentioned. The matter of wreck-
ing a few hundred vessels on any old river
would be an easy task for the Port Town-sen- d

magician, who oan proudly point to
his record of having Dan McLean killing
Russians with a dub on the Saghallen
islands for the morning papers la the
East, while for the afternoon papers he
served up an equally lurid tale of the same
indlMdual kicking the king of a South
Sea island off his throne on the same
date as that given for the Saghallen isl-
and episode.

Facts in the hands of a mas like the
Port Towneend liar are of bo more use
than the fifth wheel on a wagon. The
Eastern pperswjU be watched with In-
terest for a few days, $o see if the "Port
Towneend correspondent" has sot reported
the Goideborough as being taken over-
load to the Sound, r sent there by bal-
loon.

BILI FOR. THB SAILOR.
Co&jrresi Mar Protect That Irre-

sponsible Individual.
NEW TORK. Feb. 16. A special to the

Tribune from Washington says:
Congress proposes to vest In thesecretary of the treasury authority

to stamp out the "land shark"
evil in American harbors, aad toprotect sailors from being the prey of
those who board incoming vessels in viola-
tion of law. The bill for this purpose.
which has been favorably reported to the
house from the committee on merchant
marine aad fisheries. Is warmly supported
by the taternettoaal aJlted seamen's aid
societies aad other organisations, and the
cbanoee are exeottent for speedy legisla-
tion.

As explained by Superintendent Hough-
ton of the Maritime Association of the
Port of How Tork. the immediate object
of the proposed law Is to prevent the de-
coying of seamen from ships on arrival.
The vessels are boarded by sailors' board-lac-hou-

runners In Quarantine as soon as

pratique Is given. The seamen are plied
with liquor, Incapacitating them for serv-
ice, even in docking the ship. That, how-
ever, is only the beginning of the trou-
ble with the runners, shipping masters
and others. The seamen are enticed to
sailors' boarding-house- s, where they be-

come practically subject to the will Of
their keepers until they are shipped to
sea, when the landlord gets their advance
wages.

There are sailors homes of reputable
character, like those maintained by the
American Seamen's Friend Society and the
Protestant Episcopal church, whose rep-
resentatives will not violate the lawi The
more disreputable class, however, con-
tinually violate all laws. It is believed
that the presence on board of a United
States official, dothed with the proper
authority to act, as provided In the new
law, would prevent a series of outrages
from the beginning.

SHIPWRECK AND DEATH.

Two French. Vessels Lost With Fatal
Rciralts.

BORDEAUX, Feb. 16. The French
steamer Ernestine, of 417 tons, from Nan-
tes, has been wrecked at Palmyra, Part
of hex crew were saved, but 13 others lost
their lives.

The French schooner Notre Dame de
dea Dunes, of 127 tons, Is ashore at

Four of her crew have been lost.
The place where the Ernestine was

wrecked Is at the mouth of the river
Gironde. The captain of the vessel was
killed by a falling mast, and only three
of the crew were saved.

atngrcie and Berwick Still Ashore.
EUGENE, Or., Feb. 15 A letter from

Florence states that the tug Maggie and
schooner Berwick, which went aground on
a sand spit near the mouth of the Sluslaw
on the 6th Inst, are still fast. There
seems to be little hope that the vessels
will ever be floated, although they are
In a position from which It would seem an
easy matter to drag them to deep water.
But they have little or no appartus with
which to work. Even their anchors have
not been out to hold the vessels from driv-
ing higher up on the sand, and no boat
can be found to carry anchors to the
channel, so that they might be used to
draw the vessels toward deep water.

The captain of the tug Is quite severely
criticised for getting into the position he
did when there was no apparent reason
for it He was not in the channel at all,
but was attempting to save half a mile
by running across the sand spit from deep
water to the river channel without going
around and crossing the bar by the usual
course.

Had the tug Roberts been In the bay at
the time of the accident, she could un-
doubtedly have saved both vessels, but
sho was at Astoria with a tow at that
time.

The Maggie Is owned by Oakland par-
ties, and Is under charter to A. W. Beadle,
of San Francisco. The Berwick Is owned
and operated by R. D. Hume, of Rogue
river.

THE SUEZ CANAL TREATY

NEUTRAIilTr GUARANTEED by
EIGHT EUROPEAN POWERS.

Intention Is to Get Them to Sign the
Nicaragua Canal Agreement

Also Assay Offices.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 1L The neutrality
of the Suez canal is guaranteed by Great
Britain, Germany, Austria, France, Italy,

The Netherlands, Russia and Turkey. The
treaty which guarantees this neutrality
was signed at Constantinople, October 29,
1898. All the powers named were repre-
sented. In view of the recent treaty which
has been proposed between the United
States and Great Britain relative to the
neutrality of the Nicaragua canal, some
points regarding the Suez are Interesting.

The first article of the treaty declares:
"The Suez maritime canal shall always

be free and open. In time of war as In
time of peace, to every vessel of commerce
or of war, without distinction of flag.

"Consequently, the high contracting par-
ties agree not In any way to Interfere with
the free use of the csnai, in time of war
as In time of peace.

"The canal shall never be subjected to
the exercise of the right of blockade."

Again, it is provided, In the fourth and
fifth articles, as follows:

"The maritime canal remaining open in
time of war as a free passage, even to the
ships of war of belligerents, according to
the terms of artlde I of the present
treaty, the high contracting parties agree
that no right of war, no act of hostility
nor any act having for Its object to ob-

struct the free navigation of the canal,
shall be committed In the canal and Its
ports of access, as well as within a radius
of three marine miles from those ports,
even though the Ottoman empire should
be one of the belligerent powers.

"Vessels of war of belligerents shall
not revlctual or take In stores in the ca-

nal and its ports of access, except in so
far as may be strictly necessary. The
transit of the aforesaid vessels through
the canal shall be effected with the least
possible delay. In accordance with the .reg-

ulations In force, and without any other
Intermission than that resulting from the
necessities of the Bervlce.

"Their stay at Port Said and In the road-
stead of Suez shall not exceed 24 hours,
except In. case of distress. In such case
they shall be bound to leave as soon as
possible. An Interval of 24. hours shall al-

ways elapse between the sailing of a bel-
ligerent ship from one of the ports of ac-

cess and the departure of a ship belong-
ing to the hostile power.

"In time of war belligerent powers shall
not disembark nor embark within the ca-

nal and Its ports of access either troops,
munitions or materials of war. But In

case of an accidental hindrance In the ca-

nal, men may be embarked or disembarked
at the ports of access by detachments not
exceeding 1000 men, with a corresponding
amount of war material."

It Is thus seen that these articles are la
nearly every respect the same as the arti-
cles providing for the neutrality of the
Nicaragua canal. It is well understood
that In case any nation undertook to
blockade the Suez canal, or to In any way
Interfere with the neutrality, through
peace or war, It would be placed In the
attitude of practically declaring war upon
every power that has signed the neutral
agreement. It Is the Intention of th
United States and Great Britain to secure
the signatures of all the leading powers of
the earth to the agreement that the neu-

trality of the Nicaragua canal shall be
maintained. It Is not doubted by anybody
that such signatures can be obtained, and
for this reason It Is believed that there la
not the slightest doubt of maintaining the
neutrality of the Nicaragua canal, as has
been the case with the Suez canal. It Is

true that no war of consequence has oc-

curred since the Suez agreement was
reached, and It Is also true that England,
by Gibraltar and the control of the Med.
lteranean sea, can enforce the neutrality
of the Suez canal, but notwithstanding
her control at Gibraltar and of the Med-
iterranean, she cannot interrupt the agreo
ment which has been reached regarding
the neutrality of the canal, because II

would mean war with every other power.
The .same would be true of any Interrup-
tion of the neutrality of the Nicaragua
canal under the treaty, especially If oth-
er powers signed the neutrality provision!

No Assay Offices.
One of the most enthusiastic members

of the house committee, on coinage,
weights and measures, was discussing
the prospective work of his committee the
other day, and the question of assay of-

fices and mints was brought up. This
member Is particularly Interested in the
establishment of assay offices, although
his state Is not asking for any such Insti-

tution at this time, being well supplied
as It Is. He favors the liberal establish-
ment of theofflces In other states, how-
ever, and Has been a very strong advo-
cate of appropriations for this purpose.
When asked what he thought of the pos-
sibility of passing any of these assay of-

fice bills at this session, he sold:
"I have looked Into that matter to some

considerable extent and talked with most
of the members of the committee, and I
am forced to admit that I seriously doubt
If such bills will even receive a favorable
report from the committee. A majority
of the committee Is against them, and
the result will be thta the bill will prob-
ably die In the pigeon-hole- s. I am sorry
to see this, and shall use my very best
endeavors to have some of the bills taken
up and reported. But I fear that such
efforts will be In vain.

"As you know, the secretary of the
treasury and the director of the mint, the
two officials to whom such bills would
be referred, are decidedly opposed to the
establishment of more assay offices, and
they will work to defeat the bills. I have
talked the matter over fully and carefully
with both of them, but there Is not the
slightest possibility of bringing about a
change In their stand In the matter. We
are up against a stone wall, when we buck
against the secretary, and there Is no
way of getting around him. He has con-
vinced a majority of the committee that
It would be an unnecessary expenditure of
money to create and maintain additional
assay offices, and they are now so strong-
ly of his opinion that even we can't
change them.

"I myself am a silver man, but if we
are to have the gold standard, I am onx
lous that the government should have
plenty of gold, and I think that the best
way and tho cheapest way to get It Is
through assay offices. Every gold min-
ing district of reasonable proportions in
the United States should have Its assay
office, and I venture to say. In fact, have
figured It out, that such offices would en-
able the government to procure Its gold
cheaper than by purchasing in the open
market at the market value, or advertis-
ing for gold, and paying the required price.
It Is a great mistake not to permit the
establishment of new assay offices, but the
mind of the committee Is made up, and
I don't see how we can get them, If we
cannot get favorable reports to tho
house."

Poor Outlook for Pensions.
Tho outlook for pension legislation at

this session of congress Is perhaps less
encouraging than it has been In years,
and already many members of several
terms' service have given up all hopes
of passing any private relief bills before
adjournment Heretofore It has been the
custom to set aside Friday night for the
consideration of pension bills, and again
that night has been designated fpr this
purpose, although but two meetings have
been held. The first meeting was In-
dicative of what might be expected
throughout the session. As a matter of
fact these night sessions, when nothing
but pension legislation was under con-
sideration, never drew the members, and
at times the house has had not more than
a dozen members strewn about the seats.

At tho initial Friday night session it was

announced that no pension business would
be transacted at the night sessions unless
a quorum was present and, moreover, it
was announced that this same objection
would be raised as long as these sessions
were scantily attended. It can be predict-
ed now that If this Insistence Is kept up,
not a single pension bill will pass, unless
It pass during the regular day sessions of
the house. Members who do not have
some measure in which they are Interest-
ed, and which has a possibility of passing,
hardly ever attend these night sessions,
and there Is no way to get them there.
Such sessions are generally dry and unin
teresting to persons not directly concerned,
and, moreover, many members feel that
If they give their attendance throughout
the day, they cannot be expected to sit
through & night session which, to them,
means nothing, and where their presence
can do no good. If disinterested mem-
bers did attend in sufficient numbers to
make a quorum, they would pay no at-
tention to discussions and explanations
that were made, and would vote just ex-
actly as would the smaller number that
congregates In the house ahyway.

To members who depend upon the num-
ber of bills they pass to keep them In
congress, the outlook la very gloomy. In-
deed, for while It may be possible to get
some of these bills through In the next
session, that will be too late for political
effect, Inasmuch as the elections will be
over before that session begins. It Is
true that .the senate has passed, and will
continue to pass private pension bills, as
it always does, but the action of that
body will not affect tho house in the least
The senate is known, as the deliberative
body of the two, but In pension legisla-
tion the order of things Is reversed.

Then, too, there Is another reason for
holding down these bills, which, while
carrying small amounts Individually, col-
lectively make up a largo appropriation.
It Is always desirable to keep the appro-
priations of the congress preceding a pres-
idential election as low as possible, and
by shutting off pension appropriations, the
sum total may be perceptibly pared.

COLLEGE SPORTS.

President Eliot Sees Much Room for
Improvement.

CAMBRIDGE, Mass., Feb. 14. President
Charles Eliot, of Harvard university. In
his annual report for the 1598-9- 9 terms,
says:

"The sphere In whloh Intercollegiate
sports Are conducted has been Improved
much of late, but there is still ample
room for improvement Some players and
colleges seem to think at times that they
have something to gain from victory In
sports which will compensate for discredit
in violating rules or taking"" unfair ad-
vantages- It is an objection to football
that an Immediate advantage may accrue
from violations of the rules which spec-
tators cannot see, or even the umpire de-
tect

"The pecuniary aspects Qf the sports are
not agreeable. More and more thousands
of hideous wooden seats In high banks
are built every year jort Soldiers' Field,
and more and more gate money'ls received.
Even the students must pay; large en-

trance fees to see the Interesting games.
On the other hand, the players tthlnk that
all their wants as touniforma and per-
sonal services should be liberally supplied
from the abundant gate money.

"It Is an Inadequate offset' to these
drawbacks that a small p'prtlpn of the
gate money has been japfUfcii tor several
years for permanent Improvements on
Soldiers' Field, for the grounds cannot
be made beautiful, so long fts squalid
banks of seats are permitted to deface
them."

ISLAND COMMERCE URGE

TRADE WITH CUBA, .PUERTO RICO
A3fD OUR NEW PACIFIC JjAKVS.

In 1890 Our Exports Double and Im- -

, ports 50.Pcr Cent Greater
Than Ever Before.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 13. The commerce
of, the United States with Cuba, Puerto
Rico and the Hawaiian, Philippine and
Samoan Islands continues to show a rapid
gain. The December figures of the treas-
ury bureau of statistics show for the
single month of December exports of con-
siderably more than J2.00O.000 to Cu-
ba, and Imports valued at Jl.355,000 from
Cuba; to Puerto Rico, exports valued at
$312,000, against 5183,000 In December, 1S08;
to the Hawaiian Islands, exports exceeding
$1,000,000 In value, against $936,000 In De
cember, 18S8, and to the Philippine lsands,
$379,000, against $10,000 in December, 189S.
Taking the entire year and the five Islands
or ktouds of islands Cuba. Puerto Rico
and fhe Hawaiian, Philippine and Samoan
lslards the total for ISM shows an In-

crease of more than 100 per cent in ex-
ports to those Islands over the year 1S93,

while the Imports from them show an In-

crease of nearly (50 per cent over those of
1695. Naturally, the commerce of' Cuba
Vould show very material gains compared
with that of 1698 or 1897 when war pre-
vailed in that island, but an examination
of the earlier figures of our commerce
with that island shows that the exports
from, the United States, to It In 1S99 were
larger than those of any earlier calendar
year, and very much greater than those
of any save the reciprocity years of 1892

and 1893. The same is true of Puerto
Rico, while the exports from, the United
States to the Hawaiian islands are more
than, twice as great as m any year prior
to 1S98,' and the imports from them EO per
cent in excess of those of any preceding
year. In the case of the Philippines, the
lnorease Is muoh larger so far as relates
to exports, which readied in 1899 $1,683,000,

as against an anuual average of about
$100,000 durlng'the preceding decade.

A pretty clear idea of tho class of mer-
chandise being sent to the Islands In ques-
tion Is given by a detailed table printed
by the treasury bureau of statistics show-
ing the exports by principal articles to
each of the islands during the mopth of
December. Of the $2,000,000 worth of goods
sent to Cuba In December, $122,322 was
wood' and manufactures thereof, chiefly
lumber and furniture; $410,000 was pro-
visions, chiefly lard, bacon, hams, fresh
beef and condensed milk; $336,000 was man
ufactures of iron and steel. Including rails
for railways, locomotive engines, pipes and
fltltngs for steam works, electrical ma-
chinery, builders' hardware and wire for
fencing; $253,737 breadstufte, chiefly corn
and oats, and $169,000 live animals, in-

cluding cattle, mules, hogs and horses In
tho order named. To the Philippines, the
most Important items of export In Decem-
ber were chemicals, $13,568; coal, $12,649;

electrical machinery, $84,903; boilers for
steam engines, $19,630; total manufactures
of Iron and steel, $185,277, and wood and
manufactures thereof. $16,766, of which
$12,834 was lumber. ft

Severar of us have gotten into a discus-
sion as to the proper use of the title In
such cases, and. have decided to leave it
to your decision. I am a regular reader
of The Oregonian, and would like it if you
will please settle this question.

If an unqualified yes or no answer ba
demanded, It "must be "NpJ It is Inde-
fensible; but use of her husband's title In
speaking of a woman Is governed in gen-
eral practice by taste. There are no
rules on this subject, for the reason that
.there is no association of people having
power to set down authoritative rules.
The Oregonian disclaims such office.

In conversation we often use Jbe tltlo
of a woman's husband, merely to convey
useful Information of the person of
whom we speak. In almost every com-
munity of this country there" Is more than
one family of the same name. If there is
a Mrs. Smith whose husband Is a mer-

chant and another Mrs. Smith whoso
husband Is a physician, we naturally say,
"Mrs. Dr. Smith," in referring to the
latter, not for the purpose of adding glory
to the woman by giving her her hus-
band's title, but merely to identify her 03
the wife of the physician, without using
too many words. We live in a utilitarian
age, and In the case of "Mrs. Dr. Smith"
we save time. Unlike men of other pro-

fessions, the physician comes so close o
the family that to allow Als wife to bear
his title seems in good taste. At any
rate, it has become so common that no
one will be offended if the title Is used
In connection, with a physician's wife.

"Mrs. Rev. Jones" Is a barbarism.
What has been said about physicians'

wives will not apply equally to the wives
of army officers,, for the reason that one
day It Is "Mrs. Captain Johnson" and the
next it may be "Mrs. Major Johnson."
In these cases, also, taste should govern.
But if you speak of "Mrs. Captain John-
son" to distinguish her from another Mrs.
Johnson in the same community, you may
be pardoned.

Political titles are evanescent One day
it is "Mrs. Senator Robinson," and the
next it is "Mrs. Citizen Robinson." Still,
when conveying useful Information you
say "Mrs. Governor Gage," you are not
likely to offend good taste. But no one
would likely approve the use of "Mrs.
State Printer Thompson." Some years
ago the San Francisco Argonaut showed
the absurdity of attaching a husband's
title to women when it prlntted the fol-
lowing paragraph in Its social notes:

Mrs. Assistant Inspector of Mortar at the City
Hall Dougherty 1 visiting her daughter in a.

What would be permissible In private
conversation would not always look well
in print To speak of "Mrs. Dr. Smith"
as chairman of a committee on entertain-
ment would be natural, but people of
good taste would not use "Dr." on a
printed programme, nor In the list of
patronesses, nor in a church directory, nor

club membership. Let it be repeated that
good taste governs in all cases.

But It may be asked. What constitutes
good taste? Here is a suggestion: Get to
gether half a dozen well-bre- d people, state
a hypothetical case which shall present
the point in question, discuss it imperson-
ally, and let the consensus of opinion de-

PROSPERITY OF LABOR.

It Will Be Increased by Cotton Fab-

rics Exported to Philippines.
New York Commercial.

Reference has often been made to the
broad general fact that prosperity in this
country Is dependent entirely on the pros-

perity of the laborer. He Is the country's
customer. The people who live without
labor, or without depending directly upon
the labor of some member of their fam-

ily, probably amount to a great deal
less than 1 per cent of our population.
There seems not the least doubt that our
present prosperity proceeds directly from
our present fiscal policy, which encourages
the employment gf American labor rather
than the contrary. This view Is borne
out by an analysis of our imports for the
past year and their compar'son with the
Imports of other years. There was a
total increase of something like $165,000,000,

but of this Increase manufacturers' ma-
terials lead everything else. This Is in
Itself an effective pointer In the direction
we have suggested.

We referred the other day to the Im-

ports at Manila for the first quarter of
the current fiscal year as showing the
manner In which trade follows the flag.
We also noted the fact that China led
among the contributors to the Philippine
Import trade during that period, while
the United Kingdom stood next and the
United States came In behind Germany.
Of course, we are bound to Increase our
Philippine exports because of the Intimate
relations existing between those Islands
and ourselves. No doubt. In the line of
cheap cotton manufactures we will soon
lead all other exporters to the Philip-
pines, It is likely, too, that with the de-

velopment of the Islands we may soon
have a large export trade with the Phil-
ippines along those lines. But we think
we see the trend of trade In that direc-
tion from the example given above, show-
ing the lead which China now has In
Philippine exports.

The large Importation of materials to
be used In manufactured products last
year point conclusively to the widening
opportunities of American labor, the great-e- r

disbursement of wages, and, conse

quently, a mere ttfeeral expression
labor's iesaaad far Nfe'a necessaries aad
many of tta taxttries at the counters of
our stores, aver which all the trade of the
country is done. It is the appetite and
taste of the average laborer paralysed by
Idleness, which makes adversity with us.
er aufekeaed, sharpened, broadened aad
made more imperative by well-pa- id em-
ployment, watch makes our prosperity No
matter what you call the doctrine the
first thtog American business men should
think about is such legislation that Amer-
ican labor shall be constantly employed
aad Bberatty paid.

Cheapness at production must, of course.
He at the root of trade with any tropical
ceuatry; and. of course, the only con-
siderable element of cost m production la
the expenditure for labor, and where
labor ts cheap production is necessarily
cheap also. It does not follow that cheap
labor must be poor labor. It Is only neces-
sary that the- cost of sustaining life aad
health should be low m order that labor
should be both cheap aad skillful. There
is no use of kicking against climate. Wo
will do all we can, of course, to swell oar
exports to tropical countries, but wo
should never hope to equal them in low
cost of production and never expect Ameri-
can labor to Mve oa tropical wages.

MAY TAX CANADIAN NOTES.

Interpretation of the Lavr That J
IJeir to Whatcom Bankers.

Whatcom Reveille.
Whatcom bankers will ask the secretary

of the treasury for a ruling oa tho use
of Canadian currency by American banks.
A government agent who was in tho city
the other day gave out in a quiet way
that he was investigating the extent to
which tho banks were circulating Cana-
dian bank notes. He claimed such cur-
rency must come under the head of sec-
tion 3412, of tho revised federal statutes,
which reads as follows

"Every national banking association.
state bank or state banking association,
shall pay a tax of 18 per centum on tho
amount of notes of any person, or of any
state bank or state banking association,
used for circulation and paid out by
them."

Tho law provisos that in case of non-
payment of the M per cent tax tho com
mtesioner of Internal revenue shall esti-
mate the amount circulated and call on
the bank for payment There is a pen-
alty of $800 for refusal to pay. Tho
theory that Canadian currency is equiv-
alent to state or private notes is a now
one to Whatcom bankers. Over half tho
bank notes received and paid out by them
are Canadian, and to pay a tax of 10 per
centum, on the amount circulated in the
past month even would require a larger
sum. Its effect in future would probably
be that of. placing a discount on Canadian
currency on this side of tho line. It
would not likely be 19 per cent because
there is nothing la the law to prevent &
bank receiving the currency at par, but
It must not use it as a circulating medium.
The banks could receive the bills at a
small discount and inaugurate an effective
medium of exchange with Canadian banks.
The law does not affect merchants. Tho
banks will continue to receive and pay
out the currency as heretofore, until they
have a definite ruling from tho secretary
of the treasury on the matter, so there la
no immediate prospect of Canadian bills
going at a discount m Whatcom.
