to Be Altered.

PLANS ARE NOW BEING DRAWN

History ef the Bfferts to Improve
the Aeeastiea of the Chamber.

Mere Ream Seeded.

SALEM, Or., Feb. 1. The heera,of capl-t-

bulldinc; oommhislaaare. oeneteting of
Goernor Geer, Secretary of State Dunbar
and Siate Treasarcr Mwe, has not yet
re. eied the report: at Architect D. D.
Neer of Portland, with whom a contract
was made tor plane and specifications for
the proposed improvement of representa-U- e

ball. However, the report will prob-
ably be received within a few days, and
if It shall be shown that the Improvement
can be kept within the limited approprl-auo- r,

the work of remodeling the hall
r ; probaMjr be bosun at once.

In Mew of the nany changes made In
the hall in order to remedy the defective
acoustics, a history of that portion of the
capitoI building te interesting- - The assem-- h

y chamber, or representative halt, as It
generally known, was finished and fur

nlshed in UK. and in January of the fol- - '
kwinjc year It was first occupied by the
lower branch of the legislature, which,
prior to that ttaie. had met in the present
ptate library rooms. The night the hall
nas formally opened, a grand ball was
given and nearly all the legislators joined
and danced where the next day they were
to meet in debate.

As originally completed, the hall was
provided wtth a circular gallery. At the
time Architect Boothby was of the opinion
that such an arrangement would inter-
fere with the acoustic properties, and so
Informed the board of capltol building
commissioners. consisting of Governor
Moody, Secretary of State Earhart and
State Treasurer Hlrsch. The coramiscton-r- s

carefully considered the matter, and
finally decided to proceed with the work
according: to the approved plans and speci-
fications, sparing no pains to make the hall
suitable for the purpose designed. The
sessions of 1187, 1188 and ISM. proved that
the opinion of the architect was correct,
and in the year last named the legisla-
ture authorised the removal of the gallery
wings and made an appropriation therefor.
In 1892 the oommissioners, carrying out the
Intention of the law to remedy the acoustic
defects, Invited bids from architects to
furnish plane and specifications for the
purpose, offering $S89 to the bidder whos.
plan would be considered satisfactory, but
as none of the plane presented in response
were entirely acceptable, although they
all contained some valuable suggestions,
they were rejected, the board paying each
of the bidders a sum sufficient to defray
the expense of preparing plans, and D. D.
Neer. an architect of Portland, was en-

gaged to prepare plans according to sug-
gestions submitted by htm. These plans,
which have been followed In the altera-
tion of the room, provided for the closing
of the niches on either side of the speak-
er s platform, snaking the lower part into
hat and coat rooms;" for the removal of
the ends of the gallery, making the gallery
straight across the room and raising the
platform for seats; moving back and

ng the speaker's platform, .and can-o- p

changing the entrance to the hall,
making archways of the former doorways,
chang ng the cove at the ceiling of the
room in plaster cornice, and changing the
centerpiece of the room from a convex
io a concave form; repainting the wood-- v

ork of the entire room, and hanging two
fine silk banners from the ceitmg, one rep-
resenting ttm aaa of the Untted States and
the other the colore of thks state, the ob-

ject of the banners being to break the
sound waves. Bids were called for in
the manner provided by law, and the
woodwork and the painting and decorating
were let separately. As the windows of
the room were not in harmony with the
painting and presented a shabby appear-
ance the decorations being merely paper,
which had peeled oft, a contract was let
for stained-glas- s windows for the entire
room. A contract was also made for
suitable chairs for use in the lobby.

The various contracts were performed
In good faith, and the result of the work
nas a marked improvement of the room
'n all respects While the acoustic de-

fects were not entirely removed, they wero
somewhat modified, and the board was
of the opinion that it would be Impossible
t make further Improvement without a
radical alteration of the room, which
would entail heavy expehee: and even then,
as he work was largely of an experimen-
tal nature, there would be no positive as-
surance of perfection. .

The demolition of the wings, and the
addition of the banners, improved the
acoustics to some extent, but nevertheless
the members of the legislatures from 1$88
to 1899 Inclusive, especially those eeated
far in the rear, eroerlenced difficulty m
o itching the remarks of a sneaker, and
he were unable always to hear the read-

EXPERIMENT FARMER APPOINTED.
Government "Will Supply Seeds and

Desirable Plants to Lake County.
LAKEVIEW. Or., Feb. 14. C. S. Morris,

a rancher living 15 miles a little west of
south from Lakeview, in the richest part
of Goose Lake valley, has "been notified
by the secretary of the interior that his
name has been entered by request of
Congressman Tongue as "experiment
farmer" ior the government In Lake
county. Mr. Morris had offered to donate
five acres of ground for experiment pur-
poses In grasses, and a petition had been
signed by the leading citizens here to
Congressman Tongue stating that fact
and asking for gross seeds and cuttings
and. plants. Along with the appointment
by the secretary of the Interior comes the
statement that all kinds of seeds and
plants will be forwarded at once, naming
many varieltes not suggested in the peti-
tion. Mr. Morris says that he and his
neighbors will experiment extensively:.
that he will furnish land to plant all seeds
he can obtain, and that they will culti-
vate them and give the matter a fair
test.

RICH STRIKE NEAR ELK GTTr.
Lamcrcaux Ledge Is a Phenomenal

Discovery.
GRANGEVILLE, Idaho, Feb. 15. Reli-

able mining men who have seen the fam-
ous strike made by Mr. Lamereaux, near
Elk City, say that the Lamereaux ledge
lies underneath about six feet of wash,
and is 12 to 14 inches' wide. Some of
the ore seems to be phenomenally rich.
The rich channel Is only about six feet
long. Two hundred feet from this channel
the ore will not run over $15 or $20 to the
ton. It Is what the mining men call a
chimney. The quartz Is Arm and In place,
thus differing from most of the rich dis-
coveries that "have been made from time
to time, and would seem to Indicate that
it will probably extend down to a con-
siderable depth. The find Is evidently one
of great Importance as compared with
other discoveries In this section, such as
the, Buffalo Hump, Dewey, etc

Ethical Br.sis of Industrial Organiza-

tion Was Considered a Mee-
ting in Cooper Union.

NEW YORK, Feb. 18. Cooper Union
was filled tonight with an audience gath--
ered to hear a discussion on the ethical
basl9 of industrial organlzaton, under the
auspices of People's Institute. Pro-
fessor Charles Sprague Smith presided.

tunity present Itself, and are only urged
on' to undo our work by the slurs and
baso insinuations which breed discontent
and disloyalty, by those who are enjoy-
ing the liberty and the civilization we are
trying toglve the Cubans'; and It seems

these Cubans should be retarded, rather
than assisted, by one who Is supposed to be
a teacher In Israel, a follower of his Mas-
ter, one who has entered the sanctuary,
and filled with the divine spirit.

fair dealing and civilization, that they
may be intrusted with their Independence.

The a"bove quoted remarks of Mr. Daly's
should be resented by every true Ameri-
can citizen, for every thoughtful man
knows that our nation stands today th$
modern Cyrus among the nat'ong, the de-

liverer of the oppressed, and the standard-bear- er

of liberty whose light from the
torch of her civilization shines far out
o'er the world. That beautiful. Idealistic
form and rules of government, that a few
of our brethren long for, who are too
good for this wicked, wicked world, could
never be carried further, nor applied to
the cold facts and conditions of the world
as we find It today, than In the Imaginings
of the fertile brains of those who have
never put a shoulder to the admin'stration
of public affairs.
