An Awuthor,

“Judge" George Hayford, whn, accord-
Ing to the Denver Post, Is “'golng to write
4 ook on prison lfe, afler having volun-
teared to gorve o term’ In the Oregon pen-
itentiary,"” is well known to the police
of Partland. One Portland detective will
lopg remember him as belng the man who
Jumped off the traln In Idabo, &t the risk
of breaking his neck, in order to avold
the Oregon penitentiary. On that ocen-
glon, he was béing brought from St Patg
to anzwer seven different charges of for-
gery In Portland. The officer recaptured
Hayford, at an expense of $I00 and o
lose of 16 hours’ time, and Hayford was
afterwuand sentenced to the penitentiary
by Judge OGeorge for one ¥ear on each
of the counts, but as each year ran con-
carrently, the philanthroplst was lberat-
ed after serving 12 monthe.

The manner of hls escaps from the of-
Neer showed that Heyford was daring and
Qespersite. It was night. The train had
just Jeft & remote atation in Idaho when
he asked Mr. Ford’s permission lo visit
the tollet.
