THEIR CONGRESS TO MEET WED-
NESDAY AFTERNOON.

Evaporated Frunit Mem Wil Be Ia
Sesmion Wednesday and Thuors-
day—DMrectors of Congress,

Two important meetings of farmers will
ba held in the assembly-hail of the Cham.
&er of Commerce bullding this week.
Wedneadsy afternoon the directors of the
Farmems' Congress, recently appolnted by
the Governor, will meet to form a per-
manent organization, and on Wednesday
and Thursday will bs held a meeting of the
evaporated frult men, who have been in-
vited by Secretary Dosch, of the State
Board of Horticulture, to come to Port-
land and exchange views on prunegrow-
ing. It » expecitad that upwards of 30
frultgrowers from all parts of Oregon and
Washington will be in attendunce.

The dlrectors of the Farmers' Congress
are: W. HA Wehrung, president State
Board of Agriculture; H. B, Miller, pres-
ident State Board of Horticulture; J. B,
Cardwell, prealdent State Hortleuitural So-
clety; Thomsa M. Gatch, president Btate
Agricultural College; James Withycombe,
vice-director Experiment Smation; J, H.
Hawley, president State Goat! Breeders'
Arsocintion; M. L. Jones, president State
Howgrowers' Association; George A
Young, president Btate Woolgrowers' As-
sociation; Thomas Paulsen, president
State Dalrymen's Assoclation; R. F. Rob-
inson, president State Poultry Assocla-
tion; Willlam Hilleary, president State
Grange=;, J. W, Balley, State Food and
Dalry Commissioner; Wlilllam McLean,
Btats Veterinarian; H., B. Thielsen, sec-
retary Balem Chamber of Commerce; L
N. Filelschner, secretary Portland Cham-
ber of Commerce, and Mr., Van Dusen,
secretary of the Astorla Chamber of
Commerce.

The purpose of the organization s given
in the followlng resolutions passed at the
Farmers' Congress:

“First—To encourage and assist in the
organization of all the agricultural and
horticultural interests of the state, and to
become the bond of unlom between the
organizations wherebhy their efforts may
be concentrated in the furtherance of all
of thelr interests,

“Second—It shall be the especia] duty of
the congress to study the markeéts for
Oregon products, to extend the same, to
seek new markets for those things we
now produce, and to gather Information
concerning and encournging the produc-
tion of such things adapted to our sofl
and clilmate as we do not now prodoce

“Third—To encourage the consumption
of home products and the establishment
and patronage of manufacturers.”
