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LORD ROBERTS’ PLANS

—————

HE WILL PUSH ON TO PRETORIA
WITH LITTLE DBELAY.

The Armles of Gatacre, O3 ta and
Brabant Will Soon Joimn Him
at Bloemfonteln.

LONDON, March 18.—Lord Roberts’ suc-
oess in handling the ¢&lvil problems at
Bleemfontein and the manifest equanim-
fty with which residents of the capltal of
the Orange Free Btate accept Britlsh oe-
cupation momesntarily replaces the inter-
et In the milltary situation.

It is belleved here that Roberts will
soon push on to Pretoria, but Great Brit-
aln ix guite content to listen for & few
davs 1o the acclamations of the people of
Bloemfontein and permit the troops o en-
joy a few days’ rest before expecting fur-
ther sutcess

Hoberis msde a quaint spesch to the
Guards at Bloemfontein today, when In
his first congratolatory words he ex-
pressed pride in their splendid march of
5 miles in 3 hours, and gave ample as-
surance of his ultimate design.

“Through o small mistake.” gald Rob-
erts, 1 have not been able to march into
Bloemfonteln at the head of the brigade,
as 1 intended. 1 promise you, however,
that I will lead you Into Pretoria.”

Genernl Gatacre s holding Bethulle, and
the whole line of rallroad south of Bloem-
fonteln now in the hands of the Brit-
ful;, and Gereral Brabant's column hav-
ing crossed Orange River, after a foroed
march 10 Allwal North on Sunday, and
Geoeral Clement's column belng across at
Vanezyl, the three columns will form an
army of 1200 to 15000 which I8 expected
to repilice the forces of Robertg at Bloem-
fonteln, & he pushes northward. Just
where the Boers will attempt to oppose
that muarch is an lmporiant question, but
it cannot be easily answered until Gen-
Joubert is more definitely located.
Further news has reached the outside
world from Mafeking, dated Friday,
Murch 8 showing tha: though the garri-
pon ‘was |n hard stralts, they were buoyed
up by the knowledge that thelr plucky
fight was appreciated at home:

Roberts reports that he found seven
British officers and 41 men wounded In
the hospitals st Bloemfontein, and that
they had been well cared for. He adds;

Ing them they will be aliowed to procsed
to thelr homes, instead of being made
prisoners, s SOCn a8 they can leave the
hosplital."”

It s evident from the press dispalches
that General Roberts' first work will be
the opening of the rallway southward to
the Orange River and the abandonment
of the convoy system of supplies from
Kimberley. The entire district south of
Bloemfonteln can be clcarad of the enemy
in the course of a few days and rallway
traffic restored. Dispatches from General
Gatacre’s headquarters state that his pa-
trols are in touch with General Clement’s
lines westward and with Brabant's east-
ward

Warren's forces are not needed on
Orange River, and have returned to up-
per Natal Military men do not expect
a vigorous rencwal of operations by
elther General Roberts or General Buller
during the next week. French's cavalry
with Tucker's division may advance slow-
ly northward in the direction of Winburg
and Kroonstad, but 1t is not likely that
there will be serious fighting untll Gen-
eral Hoberts §s ready to cross the Vaal
River and advance toward Johannesburg
and Pretoria. X

March 1&—There was
greal rejoicing throughout the colony up-
on the recelpt of the news that Bloemfon-
tein had been occupled by the British
The first Intimation of the news at Port
Elizabeth was the firing of I1 guns at 1
o'clock In the evening. The Iinhabltants
hastened 1o the sireels and carried the
Mayor on their shoulders to the Town
Hall, where a demonstration was held. To-
day will be observed as a general hollday.

There s great rejoicing at Bioemfon-
tein, whose women and children have been
shut off for months. At Jamestown, great
complaint Is made of the harsh treatment
by the Boers during the occupation. Reb-
¢ls are coming in dally with thelr arms
from the south.

Heavy Fall of Snow In New York and
New Jersey.

NEW YORK, March 18 —Nine inches of
sleet and snow covered the streets of
New York today. and 4000 men were bat-
tlilng with it in Manhattan, 30 more be-
ing at work In Brooklyn. Traffic was par-
tially paralysed In some sections of the
city since early morning. During the ear-
ly hours, Brookiyn Bridge trafic was

ADVICES ARE CHEERFUL

TRADE REVIEW MAKES A FAVOR-
ABLE SHOWING.

A Few Soft Spota in the Market—Farm
Producta Advancing—The Week's
Bank Clearings.

NEW YORK, March 1§ —Bradstreet's to-
morrow will say:

Trade advices are, as a whaole, cheer-
ful, and the streich of values Is appar-
ently unabated, though =zome soft spote
still present themeselves. A permanent
feature thin week has been the increase
in strength of walues of farm products,
neariy all the oereals, pork produots and
ootton advancing, while matsrials for
manufacture, and the products thersof,
bave generally remained steady or un-
changed. The Government report on the
quantity of corn in farmera’ hands shows
A smalier than expected supply, and quite
an outbreak of speculative Iinterest se-
curred, sympathized In by wheat, and both
cereala reached the highest point touched
on the crop of 188, Liguidations on the
Advance brought about some reaction In
prices, growing wheat crop advices prov-
ing rather depressing as a whole, and the
statistical porition remalning as bearish
as pointed out last week.

The close finda quotations above those of
A& week ago. It seems evident that the
weather and the growing crops will con-
stitute price-making features for some
time 1o come. Manufacturers of shoes
are busy and weather conditions have
rather favored the retailer by enabling
him to dispose of some carried-over
stock,

Copper has been stronger in tone: lead,
owing to large receipts, s firm, but
slightly lower than & week ago. Wool
is falrly steady, but manufacturers are
out of the market and concessions can be
obtained, though London advices are bet-
ter. Anthmcite is lower in keeping with
the advanced stage of the season, while
bituminous grades of coal are irm. Though
quiet, ths lron and stes] situation has de-
veloped a rather more confident tone. Less
i= heard about shaded guotations, though
on the other hand the volume of new busi-
ness has not been very large. Some low-
grade pig iron has bheen moved at conces-
efons. By the taking of orders for Bes-
semer plg at Plittshurg this week, the en-
tire production for the first half of the
year in that district har been placed.

Southern iron advices are of Bteady
prices, and of rather more Inquiry on ex-
port account. Except Immediately in Chi-
cago, where ldieness of many thousands
of men has caused dullness in the machin-
ery and kindred trades, the Western lron
situation seems a Sirong one. REWHI of
coming activity in raliroad building mul-
tiply, but it is possible that a false con-
struction may be put upon the reports that
B,000 miles of new road are projected.
The heaviest mileage ever bullt was In 1887,

FISHING TO BE PERMITTED

STIPULATION IN CASE INVOLVING
TITLE TO SEINING GROUNDS,

Ao I[llegal Fishing Yet—Preeantlions
Against the Plague—Health Of.
ecer's Letter to Governor.

ASTORIA, March 16.—The Indications
now are that the suit of the Columbia
River Packers' Associallon va. W, L. En-
yart and Frank Ccok wiil be brought to
an issue upon stipulation that wiil prrmit
the grounds {n controversy to be used for
fishing during the coming ssason. The
sult is an equily case to secure possession
of what are known as the “Jim Crow"
seining sands, and In which the plaintift
cialms to have an undivided two-thirds
Interest. When the sult was commenced
the plaintiff sent W. J. Barry, with a par-
ty of men, to the property, and they have
been in sctunl possession since thatr time.
Afterwards a suit was begun by Messrs,
Enyart and Cook agalnst the Columbia
River Packers’ Assoclation to eject them
from the land. These two cases are still
pending. This afternoon the atlorney for
Enyart & Cook appeared before the court
and stated that his cllents had been in
peaceable pasressjon of and had fished the
grounds for a number of years; that they
had several thousand dollars’ worth of im-
provements on them for use in fshing,
and he asked that the ejectment suit be
eniled for trial at once, or if that was
not done he wished an order restralning
the comblne from Interfering with his cli-
ents’ fishing there. The combine's attor-
neys objected, and sald that the equity
case should be heand firat, but they agreed
to withdraw the men from the grounds
until the case should be tried, provided
the defendants would drop the efectment
suit and d=posit K0 forfeiture for rental
during the season.

Precauntions Agalnst Plague.

State Health Officer Fulton has been
taking active measures for some time (o
prevent the bubonie plague from reaching
Oregon from San Franclsco, where at least
one fatal case has been discovered. Dr.
Fulton belleves that with the present quar-
antine reguintions in force there i= Jittle
danger of It reaching the state, but ns
the Board of Health has ofMcially stated
that !t exists in Ban Francisco, he fesis
that due precautions should be taken.
More than a week ago he ‘notified the O,
R. & N. Co. that he would not permit n
Chinaman to land in the state from San
Franclaco, uniess he should have a certifi-
cate of good health from a repulable
physiclan of that city. When the steamer
State of Callfornia arrived here this morn-
ing Dr. Fullon was at the wharf, and
would permit no one to land untll he had
made an examination. He found no alck-
ness on board, but there wsa one China-
man who had passed through San Fran-
cleco on h way to Portland. This man
and his baggage were thoroughly fumi-
gated. SBan Francisco ls not recognized as
an infected port by the Government, and
Dr. Hill Hastings, the Federal quaraniine
officer, states that the Surgeon-General's
office at Washington is not thoroughiy sat-
{sfied that the genuine plague has existed
in that city.

Some days ago Health OfMcer Fulton
wrote a letter to Governor Geer, in which
he outlined a polley that should be pur-
sged to prevent the plague from being
brought Into this state from California.
He suggested that & physiclan be s&ta-
tioned at the state line, where the trains
croased It, and a thorough Inspection be
made of every Individual, as weil as the
baggage; also having at hand proper fumi-
gating applinnees. No reply from thie
communication has yet been recelved.
