“There is so little fog here that the
Weather Bureau does not keep an official
record of it, but happened to have ons,
not official, for last year, which 1= a8
follows: Number of foggy days at Port-
land on which dense fog prevafled for an
hour or more, ususily In the morning. and
with still weather and no wind: January,

4 February, 0; March, 3; April; 3; May, 0:°

June, 0; July, 0; August, 1; S8eptember, 3;
October, 4; November, 1; December, I,
total, 19. T presume the conditions  would
be very similne at Vancouver as at Port-
land in respact to wenther and especially
fog. Usually In the Spring and Fall there
may be fogs on the river in the mornings,
but they are not cold. They rise very rap-
1dly, eausing no discomfort. and they de
not =shut down In the evenings or until
the very early mornings and are almos!
invariably the precursor of lovely days
There i= hardly any wind with them.”

Letiers from the Congressional delega-
tion brought word that Johm PBamrett's
chanceg of getting on the new commission
to study Industrinl conditions in China
nd Japan are encouraging. Senator Mo
Bride noted the Lrustess’ former reooms
mendation of Mr. Harrelt and promised
to give “"suggestions in that behailfl earnes|
consideration”

Senator Simon wrote: *I think as you
do that John Barrett would be a fAtting
member of this commission, and I would
be glad to see him appointed, and will
do what 1 can to bring it about."

Bepresentative Moody wrote: “From the
best Information I can gather, Jobhn Bar-
rett will be & member of the commission
to invesiigate the industrial canditions ol
China and Japan when authorized.”

As to the general proposition of having
the Paciflc Coast represented on all Na.
tional commissions, principally those ol
an Industrinl or commercial character,
Hepreseniative Tongue wrote: “This is &
matter that has not escaped the members
of the dslegation heretofore, and we have
done everything in our power 10 remedy
It, but so far without success. We will
continue in the future, as we have In thy
pnst, to hope for better success.'

Representative Moody wrote: “You may
depend that not only myself but every
member of the delegation will use his best
efforts to secure a proper and fitting rec-
ognition of Oregon on any commissions
that moy be created.™

Subport at Nome City,

The following letter was recelved from
the San Francisco Chamber of Commerce:

“As you are aware, strong efforts have
been made and are now being made in
Britleh Columbia Interests to induce the
Treasury Depariment to make Nome Cilty
a subport of eatry, the clalm belng made
that the shipping under the American
fiag is pot sufficient for the trade or to
enfry the necesssry supplies there. We
have been advised by our delegation In
Washington that there Is no probabllity
of its being made one at present, but that
It is advisable for the commercial organ-
lzatlons of the Coast to send on protesta,
owing to the comtinued pressure brought
on. the Treasury Department by the Ca-
nadian merchants to have it done.”

The following resolution was adopted in
relation to this matter:

“Our merchants and shipowners urgent-
Iy request you not to make Nome Clty
a subport of entry. They are abundantly
able w furnish transportation and sup-
plies for all possible neads'*

Hydrographle Offlce.

A newspaper report having been rpe.
ctived from 8an Francisco that Congress
contemplates reducing the appropriation
for the Hydrographlc Department to as
extent that would ecripple this service
President Tavior was asked to investigate,
He enlled at the local Hydrographic OfMce
yosterday and Jearned that nothing was
known of the matter. Afterwards he
wrote a letrer to Ssnators Simon and Mc-
Bride, urging them to Ingulre whether the
Partland office would be affected and to
co-operate with Senator Perkins, of Cal-
Hfornla, in behalf of the Hydrographle
seTvice. Presldert Taylor assured the
Senators that scarcely a vessel comes to
Portland that does not eal on the Hy-
drographic Office for information.

Testa of Oregon Ores.

The trustees were informed that a Jet-
ter recelved from E. T. Bradford, the
smelter promoter, who Is in the East
testing low-grade Oregon ores, brought
news that, o far as the tests have besn
made, they have proved satizsfactory. This
report refers to the first lot of ore sam-
ples. Nothing had been dome with the
seeond lot when Mr. Bradford wrote.

“Many pyritle smelters of Jdifferent
kinds hawve been started in Colorado dur-
Ing the past 16 years, but I 4o not know
of any which have proved successful, All
have been clowed down after a short life,
with the sxception of the Bimetallic plant
hore, which has been pacticularly favored
by having ores of hich grade only and
sultable for its operation, Not one of the
piants which have been gtarted to treat
the lower grade of sulphides has proved a
success, as far as T know. At any rate, all
have clossd down after running a com-
paratively short time.

“I hope the Loder process miny be an
exeception -to the others. If It can treat
the ores of low grade. too low to be han
disd by other smelters. which s, a= T un-
derstand, s misslon, it will be a benefit
to our camp and to any other which has
a Inrre quantity of low-grade sulphide
andl slliciovs ores*

IN THE SEVERAL COURTS

F. L RICHMOND'S SUIT AGAINST
SOUTHERN PACIFIC.

Plaintiff Tells How FHe Wan Injured—

Marguam Building Tax Case—
Probate Matters,

F. L. Richmond, who has mued the
Bouthern Paclfic Compeny for $,000 dam-
ages, told his story of the, accldent, and
pletured his sufferings as the result of
injuries sustained, before a jury in Judge
Fraser's couri yesterday. The trial will
be resumed today. .

* On March %7, 189, Richmond, who is a
commercial traveler, boarded a locaml
freight train at Oakland, Or, to go to
Eugene. He testified that the train was
making alow time, so he determined to
gel 6ff at Cottage Grove, and he arose
from his seat and ked the duct
for part of his mileage back. The traln
at this moment gave a sudden jolt, and
Richmond waa thrown down, he says,
very viclently, and susiained a concusslon
of the spine, and Injuries to his arm, back,
leg and hip. He wnas confined to his bed,
ho anserted, for six weeks, and has not
yet recovered.

Richmond msald:

“Immediately after I got out of my seat,
and while the conductor wag getting the
mileage out of his pocket, this accident
happened. It all came so quickly 1 had
bardly time to know how It happensd
All of a sudden the traln came to & stand-
still, abruptly, exceedingly mso, throwing
me off my feet. I struck againat the aharp
corner of & oupola. I was in a dased
condition when picked up off the floor by
the conductor, Mr. Risley. The first 1
knew was being ploked up. Mr. Laucas,
Mr. Foster, or the brakeman, were around
me, two or three of them o pick me up,
They conveyed me Into the car and at-
tempted to put me into a seat."

The plaintiff next related how the bag-
gage by the force of the shock had been
carriad to the end of the car, and a stove
4 a distance of =ix or eight feet from the
stove

Mr. Richmond continuing, etated that
he was taken to Eugene, and there was
met by representatives of the company,
who had him conveyed to a hotsal and
brought a doctor, who made an examin-
ation and furnished medicines and oplates,
and remained for several hours,

“He seemed (0 take a great deal of In-
terest In me." the witness said *T re-
malined untll the next morning &t 10
o'clock. He wanted me to stay, and 1
thought it was very kind of him, but 1
wanted to come to Portland, where 1 could
get better treatment, and where I have
friends.™

On arriving at his East Portiand depot,
the witness stated that W. W. Bretherton,
the claim agent of-the rajlroad company,
came into the car, and he was Introduced
to him.

W. D. Fenton, counsel for the defend-
ant, objectad to this evidence, saying:

“l object, unless the whole matter is
gone into, I admit we offered to pay him
something to obtain a releass.’”

Judge Fraser remarked that only the
name of Mr. Bretherton had been men-
tioned so far.

Mr. Fenton sald: *“My objection is to
the Intention to ghow liability on the part
of my cllent.”

A motion to strike out the evidence was
denled.

Mr. Richmond resuming. sald he de-
clined to go to a hospital, preferring to go
to the Hotal Portland, where he stopped,
and Mr. Bretherton summoned a hack
nnd after they reached the hotel, sent Dr,
Wilson to him. The doctor, witness stat-
ed, made a slight physical examination of
the iimb, hip, back and knee, and toid
him to Uft his log, and Insisted that he
could do it. The witness Insisted that he
could not, and did not. ‘Tha plalntifr sald
it was six weeks before he was on the
streston crutches, although he might have
tried them in his room prior to that time.
His lex, he contended, was etlll weak, and
he always had to faver It

The answer of the defondant denies all
negilgence, and sets up that Richmond
was standing up In the car, aithough
plenty of seats wers provided. The sud-
den jar of the train, It s stated, was
caused by taking up siack, a necessary
thing te do sometimes In the operation
of trains. It Is further alieged that the
plalntiff on the freight traln received a
special mrate of 3 Instead of 4 cents per
mile, and as part of the contract for the
reduced rate assumed all risks and ab-
solved the company from all labllity, and
well knew sach to be the ocontract when
he became a passenger.

Richmeond was asked concerning the re.
quirement of a special permit to ride on
freight trains by his attorney, George
Chamberiain, and answered that he knew
of no such rule, except on the Northern
Pacifie. He did not think he was ever re-
fused a ride on s freight

Mr. Fenton remerked: "“We ¢lalm the
contract Is a special permit.” Counsel ad-
mitted that at the time of the accident,
No. 3. on which plaintiff was riding,
was authorized to carry passengers be-
tween Junction City and Raoseburg. At
the adjournment hour, the cross-examins.
tion of plaintiff had not bheen concluded.
The extent of the Injuries of Richmond
will doubtiess figure considerably In the
case.

MARQUAM TAX SUTT.

old oo-lnvtrrr-t: Judge Cleland's
Ceonurt.

There was A hearing before Judge Cle-
lnnd yesterday In the case of the Title
Guarantee & Trust Company against Mult-
nomah County, involving five years' taxes,
dating back to 1222, and amounting to
about $30,000. The taxes are due on the
Marquam block bounded by BSixth, Sev-
enth, Morrison and Alder streels, and M
acres in the Quinn donation land claim,
held by the plaintiff as trustee for P. A
Marquam. The payment of the taxes |9
resisted because of nlleged irregularities
in asseeements, and in the reply of the
trust company It ls contended that the
1583 tax was pald. It is contended that
the assetsment should bs by lots, and not
the biock as a whole, and that for several
years this was not done. Counsel for the
plaintiff argued among other things that
iIf It was desired to redeem one lot It
eould not he done whers all the block
bas been assessed tozether, instead of cach
lot separately. Objection was also made
to the assessment of the Improvements,
and an errof I sald to have besn made
one year. The county has bid In the prop-
erty for the txes due, and the plalntiff
seeks to have the Hen removed. The reply
makes a tender of the amount of taxes
which the court ghall decree due, If any.

. L. Plpes and A. L. Bernstein, as at-
torneys for the county, argued that the
tender in the reply’ of the trust company
was no tender at all, and also urged that
the objections of the plaintiff to the as-
sessments " were trivial and of no force
and effect. Mr. Pipea sald the law only
]mo;nlnd A tender In cash. The amount

of taxes comceded to be due by the plain-
HY must be pald inte court.

“He who nsks equlty must fizst do
equity,” counsel argued; adding that the
plaintiff ought to have applied to the
Board of Equalization for the correction
of any alleged Irregularities .In the as-
sesament, and the ground generally was
gone over ta show that the plalntiff is en-
titied to pay what lo justly due.

oclution directing the City Attorney to en-
ter into a stipulation with the property-
owners denirous of paying up, walving tha
city’s judgment for costs, upon conditlon
that they walve any rizhts
they may "have to appeal o the Bu-
preme Court of the United States, and also
authorizing the City Attorney to cancel
the judgment for costs after such stipuln-
tion shall have been entered into.
