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THE PANAMA CANAL

United States Attitude Toward
French Concessions.

CORRESPONDENCE SENT TO SENATE

Interests of This Country in the Ca-
nal in the Event of War Can-
not Be Overlooked.

WASHINGTON, March 2l.—In n
to a resolution of the Bennte, the President
sent today to that body the correspond-
pnoe between the United States and the
Government of Colombia, relative to the
Pannma canal, The correspondence covers
the period from 1579 to 1887, and much of
it has been heretofore printed.

Among the documents which bhave not

been published 15 a letter of April 18
140, from Secretary Ewarts to Unilted
Biates Minlster Emert Dychman, con-

corning the Panama canal concessitns, in
which the Secrelary says:

“The Government of the Unitead States
might be willing, In the matter of 1ha
more mercantile interests of its oitizens,

to trust to the Intelligent self-lntersst of
those who undertake its construct'on to
pee that reasonahlencss of tolls simplicity
of reg toms and perfect impartlality of
treatment should be tnade the indu~ements
te draw the commerces of all nations to it
channel, Rut it eannot be concealsd and
the Government of the United Stales dees
not at: t to conceal, that its reiation
to this erprize must be governed Lty
Iarger and more sericus consideration.
This enterprise once achieved works more
than a commercial revolution. It toarhes
the conditions under which the security
of the United Eiates may need to be
maintained. While the United Etates feel
nn concern as to the adequacy of their
power to mest any emergencies that moay
arise: while there is no tasue in the worid's
politics which at alif threatens thelr tran-
quillity: while thedr relations with all na-
tions are, and promisa to be, those of
peace and good will, yet It is unwise not
to anticlpnts possihle contingenciss which
may expors our systems to trial not now
obvious or probable.™

He then dwelis upon the changed comdi-

He therefore instrocts Mr. Dychman to
the Colombian Governmont:

He adds that the T'nited Biates womld
demand that the construction of an isth-
mian canal should “be the zubject of joint
considemtion, with a visw 1o the protec-
of thoss Interest®s which bind the
1 and Nerth American Republics to-
gether as clo=ely a= other Interests and
reiatisns hind the Europsan powers.™

He ales gave Instructions to add that
the Tnited Bintes Government dd not
consifer itself excluded by an agreement
to which it wos not & party. On this
point, he sald:

*“You will add that this Government can-
not consider itself excluded by any ar-
rangements hetween any other powesrs or
individunls to which It Is not a party,
from a direct Interest and, if necessary,
a positive supervision and interposition In
the expecintion of any project which by
completing an  inter-oceanic connection
through the lsthmus would materinlly af-
fort its commercial Interesis, change the
territorial ralations of Ite own soverelgnty
and Impose on it the necessity of a for-
oign polley which, whether in ita featurs
of warllke prepamtior or entangling al-
liance. has been hitherto arduously avoid-
ed.™

Concluding a
sald-

“Should this Inter-oceanie connection
ever bhe achlieved and should it control
hecoms, In the compiications of inter-
natlonal relations, o matter of Import-
ance to any powsr, It will surely not be
deemad by the Colombinn Government
elther disrespectful or unfriendly to sug-
g=st that the miiltary strength of the Gov-
eenment of Colomhis would be Inadequate
to maintaln s security or neutrality and
the enforcement of the guarantes of the
T'nlted Btates would probahly be sought,

Should the
possibiliity of such a necessity become n
probable oocurrence, it would be the duty

of the United States, not only to them-
salves, but to the Government of Colom-
Bis, to e+ that they weore In a position ta
enforce the guarantees which existing
treaties impose upon them and which thelr
ferling of sincore friondship for the Gov.
ernment of Colombian would induce them
to fulfill with scrupulous fidelity.™

Another communleation of some interest
i= that of Secrotnry Foster ta Mr., Cough-
Itn, of December 22 1892 relating to the
reguest of the Panama Canal Company
for an extenslon of one year. He opposed
the coneession, saving that the ecompany
was bankrupt and hence the application
for an extension was not hona fide

“In view of thin™ he sald, “‘the TUnited
Brates Government samestly trusts that
no much extenslon will be granted without
sub=tantial guarmntess ™

Reporting Inter that the extsnsion had
besn granted, Minister Abbott sald:

“The time will never come, In my inde-
ment. when the Colombinn Government
will refuse to grant canal concessions to
European companies until & definite prop-
osition of the econmtruction of the work
ehall eome from the Government or a4 re
Hable company of the 'nited Statea™

The Inst dorument of the series Is a
remansirance from Charge Renelfo, of the
Oolomblan  Legation at  Washington,
against the attitude of the Tnited Btates
Government toward the Niearagun eanal,
He sai] the new Panama Cannl Company
is well equipped and reminds the Bacretary
of Siate that thers are doubts about the
practicabliity of the construction of the
Niearagua r He expressed doubt as
to whether, with the two canals construot-
ad, elther would pay., and remindsd the
United States that the suppor: given by
this conntry to the Nicararua route wonld
be Injurious to Panama. Hon, John Shers
man was then Secretary, and the record
ghows that he only formally acknowledged
the note.

We
have had a treaty for a number of vears
with the Hawallan lsiands, where sugar
can be produced more cheaply than In

Puerto Rico, by which all sugar has been
admitted free of duty.

It ia proposed to continue this by enact-
ment of law, and no one objects to IL
We tmport from the Hawailan lalands 240
tons of sugar annually. In the face of
this free sugar from Hawall the produc-
tion of beet sugar In California has
doubled and quadrupled from yesr (o
year. 1 am toid that the production of
the present year will more than double
the large profuction of I8 Free sugar
from Hawslll does not seem to affect the
beet-sugar interestn. It s unged that free
trade with Puerto Rlco means free trads
with Cuba and the Philippine iglands. In
this the opposition i= all at fault. Cuba
is not ourn. Under the treaty the Phil-
ippine lalands are to have free trade with
Spain for 10 years. We could not extend
these tariff laws to the Phillppine isiands
€ven if we would

“To sum up, then, Puerto Rico is ours
without & dissenting wolce anywhere
Her people are impoverished by reason of
the hurricane, which destroyed the greater
portion of two annual crops. She has ma
markets, being deprived of them by an-
nexation to the Unlted Biates. Commer-
cially and Industrially, without some ala
from Congress, she s without hope for
the future., A free admission of her proa-
ucts 10 the United States (which l» now
accorded to every other state and terri-
tory and to Alaska, not orgamnised into a
territory) would give her reliof. It will
not hurt us, but, on the contrary, will
give us a market far $10,000,000 annually,
largely of the products of our farma,
which will increase as American prosper.
ity comes to Puoerto Rico. 1 am beartfly
in favor of extending this rellef to Pu-
erio Rico, while T don't in any way com-
mit mysalf to extend the aame privileges

to elther the Fhillppine Islands or to
Cuba.”

FIGHT AT WARRENTON,
Sanday's Engage t Resuniting In

the Boers' Retreat.

LONDON, March IL—The only news
from South Africa, showing activity on
either side comes from Warrenton, homth
of Kimberley, where desultary fighting
oocurred all Sunday, resulting in the re-
treat of the Boers townrds Christianls,
under shell fire. The progress of this
column towards Mafeking has elither al-
most ceased or & forbldden to he mens
tioned in dlspatehes Nothing comea from
Oolangl Plumer, and Mafeking apparently
sUlll awalts rellef.

The Pretoria account of the skirmish ot
Fourteen Streams, March 16 says that a
Boer commnand was preparing to destroy
& rallroad bridge. The engagement lasted
half an hour. with the result that one
burgher was slightly wounded. The same
dispatch ammounces the arrival at the
Transvaal capliial of General Bchalkbur-
ger, from Natal

The second edition of the Times ‘oday
publishes a dispatch from Bloemfonteln,
dated Monday, which pays:

“The blowing up of bridges by the Boen
Is an evident sign that the Transvaalers
Intend to abandon the defense of the Free
Btate. All Is quiet In the Bouth end
West. A corps of young Boers from the
farms surrounding Bloemfontein, under
an Imperial officer, has been detalled for
pollce work and to prevent the further
looting of the abandoned farms by the
EafMrs."

It is said in London that the plan lke.
1¥ to be adoplted for the further pacifica.
tlon of Bouth Africa will be to disfran-
chise all rebels (Colonial Duteh), Free-
Btaters and Transvaal Boers found In
arms, capitured or accused of reballion,
thus throwing the two republion and all
of the colonles into the hands of the
English and the Rhodes syndicate. This
would break the power of the Afrikander-
bund In Cape Colony and at all other
points,

When the British army evacuates the
conquersd territory, the governing power
would be with the English, and the anly
military strength the Rhodeslan field
force, the artiliery promised by Cecil
Rhodes for Kimberiey, sand the British
garrisons at Cape Town and Durbazn, and
perhaps at Pretoria.

MORE HOPS WERE SOLD.

Hew York Hopman Writes About the
Prospect for the Industry.

SALEM, March 3lL.—Henry 1. Bonls,
secretary of the Oregon Hopgrowers' As-
soclation, today announced the sale of
two lots of assoclation hops, aggregatllng
155 bales.

Mr. Bents has recelved a circular let-
ter from New York, which indicatés that
the bhopgrowers of that state are In uas
great siraits as thelr Oregon contempora-
ries. The letter is written by Morris Ter-
ry, of Waterville, N. Y. From it the
following extracts are taken:

“Is there any show for hopa to do any
better for the next 10 years unless the
growers enter into a combination? Al-
mont every acre of land that the grower
has met Lo hops would produce two tons
of hay. There is aiways & market for
hay and at good prices. Something
should be done at once. In the first place,
do not contract one pound of hops before
barvesting. In the pecond place, let the
grower not mise any more hops than he
can get money to pay for bharvestng.
Then let the hops stand in the hophouse
as Jong as he thinks best. The buyers
have got to came to him. The grower
then has something to say nbout the
price. You gee at once that 10 bales of
hopa pay better at 20 cents than 20 bales
at ' centa’

The writer urges organization and a
deécrease in the acreage of hops.

Pertaining to Teachers,

Buperintendent of Pubilc Instruction J.
H. Ackerman today Issued a eclreular
lotter to County Superintendents, in which
ho saks them, as a favor to the depart-
ment, to send in thelr reports at the ear-
Hest conventence. The reports are not le-
gally due untll the fourth Monday in July,
but this request s made for the purpose
of forwarding the work on the blennial
report, The letter also contalns the fol-
lowing Inmructions of Interést to teach-
ers:

“Please Inform applicants who wish to
secure ®tate papers or papers from other
states, that no papers will be considered
of like grade and kind as those of this
state, unless such papers have been se-
cured by an examination conducted by
the state sducational department of the
state from which such papers wore [ssued.
No diplomas or standing from any insti-
tution will be considered as of llke grade
and kind. It would be manifestly unjust
to the graduates of our own Institutions
iIf we were to Aaccept any papers except
thoss grantsd under the condltions man-
tionad in the foregoing

“Tha questions for the eighth grade
uniform sxaminations in physiciogy will
be based on Bmith's Elementary Physiol-
ogy and Hyglense. There is an error In
the course of study, on page I, where
it speaks of Steel's Physlology and Hy-
giene; It should be Emith's Physlology nnd
Hyzglens. As there will be no questions
sent out from this department until the
May sxamination, any arrangements you
may maks for the examinations, prior
to such time, will be antirely satisfactory
to this depariment.”

More Money for the State,

Another evidence of the eficliency of
Adjutant-Genoral Gantenbein in pressing
the clalma of the state against the United
States reached the executlve office to-
day, In the shape of a notice that a sup-
plemental statement had been allowed In
the matter of the state’s expenses incident
to the enllstment of the SBecond Oragon
Volunteers. The additional allowance
made in this instance is $2060 45.

The state's claim was for $5182 61 on
account of telegraph, stationery and trav-
eling expenses and the pay of officers, ete.
The Government made an allowance of
$3044 22 When Adjutant-Genera! Ganten.
beln wans In Washington he pressnted the
state's claim for an additional allowanee
with the resuit that the Auditor of the
Treasury Department has granted a sup-
plemental ssttlement, resulting In the
additional allowance, The total amount

Engineers Find Rallroad to Nehalem
Will Cost More Than Anticlpated.
ST. HELENS, March IL-—-The Vancou.

ver parties have withdrawn thelr propo-
sition to put in a rallroad from St. Hel-
ans Lo Plttsburg. The englnsors went aver
the route proposed, and In their findings
they estimaled an average cost of §17.000
per mile, or more than 500,008, to bulid
the road. The subsldy asked was 100,000, -
00 feet of merchantable timber, which of
itzelf would be worth §100,000 stumpage,
The other MHO0.000 would have to be ex-
pended with no apparent show of Immedi-
ate return, &8 a great deal of the tribu-
tary timber has been bought up, or Is
held by options which would be closed if
the rallrond was bullt,

The field Is now open for some enterpris-
ing company to bulld a ratiroad Into that
rich wvalley. The people of the Nehalem
Valley for a quarier of a century have
had biennial visions of rallronds, Tram-
ways, trolley-cars belt lines and every
olher kind, to a first-class transcontinent-
al road, have been proposed. Sometimes
the schemes have been quite feasible, and
gave promise of success. The Astoria &
Bouth Const Road, of which many miles
