The Anti-McBride Forces Won
Throughout.

BEST TICKET IN MANY YEARS

Judge Wolvertion for Sapreme Bench
and Claud Gateh for Comngress
Were Unamimously Indorsed.

SALEM, Or, Mareh 29-The Marion
ounty Republican Convention, in Salem
today, was one of the most exciting ever
held bere. The contesws thet were avold-
ed in the primeries were fought out in the
convention, the main fght belng on the
Jaglslative ticket and the offices of Bheriff
and Clerk. The fight over the legislative
ticket was between the McBride and anti-
MeBride factlons, the Iatter coming off
victorivus, with the loms, perhaps. of one
man. The Representatives nominated are:
J. M. Foorman, of Woodburn: Henry
Keene, of Stayton; J. N. Smith, of Balem;
Lot 1. Pearce, of Salem, and Charles
Hardman, of Scott's M'is. All of these
have expressad opposition to the re-clee-
tien of McHride except Hardman, and he

asserts thut he hos made no pledges and

hias no preference. He says he will vole
upon the Senatoria) question ag nearly as
poesible as the prople want him to. J. N,
Bmith Is clalmed by some to favor the re-
election of MeBride, but that gentieman
stated on the day of the primaries that he
tz not in favor of McHride's relurn to the

Benate. The only candidate for ¢ place
on the legislative ticket who s a pro-
pounced friend of McBride wss E. H.
Flagk. He eerved in the lnst legisiature,

pnid was 2 very influential worker in the
interests of Mzrion County. Although the
delegutes recognized the good work he had
dpne for the county, the santiment was
& strong aga'nst Flagg on account of his
MoHride affilistions that he was iiterally
snowed under

The convention also unanimously In-
dorsed aGteh for Congress and Wolverton
for Buprems Judge.

A temporary organization of the conven-
tion was +ffected ghortly after 1 o'clock
this forenoon by the election of Hon.
Williama Waldo, of Salem, as ©
Frank Turner was elected secretary and
Frank Davey, asslstant secretary. On mo-
*on committees were appointed on creden-
tinls, on order of business, on apportion-
ment of delegntes to the State and Con-
greesional convention snd on resolutions.
Following the appointment of these com-
mittoes, the convention adjourned until 1
o'clock, at which hour the committes an
eredontials reported the list of delegates
entitied 10 seats in the convention. The
listis wrre as heretofore published, execept
that some of the delegates were reprosent-
ed by proxies. The report of the commit-
tee was adopted without opposition.

In ecordance with the report of the com-
mittes on permanent organization, the
temporary officers were made the perma-
nent officere. On taking his seat as per-
manent chalrman Mr. Waldo sald that he
would perform the duties of the offies as
fmpartially ae he could "under the elrcum-
stances™ ‘This lusm qualification exciied a
round of applsuse that lasted for some
time and incresssd In Intensity until 1t
broke into vociferons cheering.

The first business was the selsction of
delegates to the Congreesional and Btate
conveutionn. The precincts were divided
into districta, and the delegstes upon being
reported by the districts were clected by
the convention st large. A motion was
mades and unanimously carried, Instruct-
ing the Congressional delegates In favor
of Claud Gatch. The passmg of this mo-
ton was the signal for loud cheering and
calls for Gatch. Mr. Gatch went to the
platform amid continued cheering and de-
liversd a ehor! address FHe declared him-
self In favor of the gold standard and pro.
tection of American labor: said that he is
an expensionist, dbut not an imperialist.
Hi= nddress was followed by applause.

CONFIDENCE IN BROWNELL.

Clacknmas Republicnns Gilve Him an
Exceptional lodorsement.

The Clackamas County Republican Con-
wvention, which met the 28th st Oregon
City, wns remarkable for the exceptional
Indorsement it gave State Benator George
C. Brownell for the Congressional nomina-
tion In the First DMstrict. He had made
an open campaign, wvisiting nearly every
schopfouse in the county, and when the
delegates, 145 In number, were assembled,
he was not only put forward as 2 Con-
grassional candidate, but was empowered
to aelect hir own delegates.

WIPED OFF THE EARTH.

Twe Men Lost Lives ia Explosion of
400 Poonds of Dynamite.
NELSON, B. C., March 3,—A disagtrous
explosion occurred about 8 o'clock this
afternoon at Five Mile Point, whers the
dynamite factory of the Ontaric Powder
Works, 15 sltuated. Willlam Way and
Harry Gervan were In the packing-house
engnged in packing dynnmite cartridges
when the terrific explosion occurred, kill-
ink the two men and completely wiping
the packing-house off the fare of the

earth,

A portion of Way's body was found In
the lake sbout 10 yards away, while Ger=
van's corpse, terribly mangled, was picked
up about half that distance away. Four
hundred pounds of dynamite exploded, but
the other buildings of the company were
not seriously damaged and none of the
other employes were hurt

Way recently came from Tweed, Onta-
rio, where he has a wife and two chil-
dron. Gervan has been In Nelson for
about two years, and was exoesdingly
well known and liked. He was a member
of the Nelron Company of Rocky Moun.
taln Rangers. and will probably be given
a military funersl. He was & son of
James H. Gervan, one of the proprietors
of the Baldwin Iron Works, at Ottawa,
Ontario.

Everybody Busy and Beveral New
Industries Eatablished.

OLYMPIA, Wash, March 2.—Thls city
and vicinity have shared to a great extent
In the general revival of business. Not
& man is |dle who wants work. One year
ago fully one-gquarter of the homes In the
suburbs wers unoccuplied. Now It is hard
to find a vacant house snywhere In the
clty, and remts have been materially ad-
vanecsd. There (= considerable bullding
of new homes, and a vast amount of re-
pairing of old ones. ‘The desirable store-
roams are ocrupled at a large advancs in
rental,

In the past year another large shingle
mill has besn sdded to Olympla‘’s indus-
tries. The Simpson logeing camp, operat-
ing a few milea west of the clty, bas be-
gun delivering sawlogs by rall In the bay
In front of the city at the rate of 1500
feet per day, this amount to be doubled
this Spring.

The Chehalls Logshippers® Association
has made trackage and booming facilities
for discharging its entire output here,
and Intends commencing suveh delivery
next month.

In the year 1989 M safllng vessels earried
cargoes of lumber constwise, and forelgn
from Olympin. against 15 for the proced-
Ing year: in 180 the export of lumber by
water alone, in round numbers. Including
0000000 feet of manufactured Jumber,
LORED Iaths, G550 plekets and SS9
shingles, in addition to a largs amount of
all kinds of mill-products, shipped by rall.
The oyeter and fishing business for th's
section aggregated $200,000, The Olympia
Brewins Company during the past vear
has heen enlarged from a capitalization of
£E000 to $150,000 The flouring mill at
Tumwater has been reopened during the
vear, and is doing a large and prosperous
business

The Olymnia EBtate Bank has been
apened, and although It Is not 4 year since
Incorporation, the capital stock has been
doubled and shares are selllng above par,

An industry which promises great bene-
fits for the county Is the incorporation of
the Olympian Hyglan Spricg Company,
formed to bottle and place upon market
the water of a spring In the vicinity of
Tumwater, which s pronounced to have
the same mineral contents ag the famous
Waukeshs waters, of Wisconsin. The com-
pany incorporated with §50.000, and a $10.-
000 dlant is In couras of erection.

VANCOUVER, B. C., March 2.—The
sirike of the Longshoremen's Unlon
against the Paclfic Coast Steamship Com-
puny culminated today In an attack upon
five men who had been loading freight
on the steamer Walla Walla. All five
were severely beaten, one, John Sunder-
land, belng kicked In the face and his
cheek cut open. Threg special whar{ po-
llemen, who were present, were forbidden
by the erowd to Interfere, under threats
of being thrown over the deck. Four ar-
rests were made.

Sipce the inauguration of the strike, 1Wo
months ago, the company has brought
from Seattle on every steamer a gang of
% or 3 stevedores, who have worked with
the crew In handling the frelght.

The old chisf professes (o believe that the
Governmen! seeks to hem in the Alaskan
Indians on Baranolf Island and make
Govarnor Brady and the Rev. Sheldon
Jackson the herders. The plan, according
to Chlef Johnson, involves the ereation of
a mew In@lan reservation om the lsland,
and to thwart this he has asked his peo-
ple to contributle $1000 with which to defray
his expenses to Washington.

If he can ralse the funds, Chief Johnson
will have & member of each tribe of
Southeastern Alaska accompany him, so
as to make his protest more emphatic
against the reservation movement. The
whites of Boutheastern Alaska, notably
the Inhabltants of Juneau, say there is no
such project a8 a Baranofl reservation on
foot, and characterize the whole affalr as
a scheme of Chief Johnson to have hiy
people defray the expense of a plensure
trip to the capital of the Nation.

thelr hops. To meet this argument
vanoced by the dealers, the promoters of
the association gave assurance that the
man whoee hops were sold first would be
required to share the proceeds of his hops
with every other men who put in hops of
the same grade, For instance, if two men
put’in 10 bales each of secand-claszs hops
and one man's hops should be sold at §
cents, and the other man's at 6, ths pro-
ceeds 4f the whole class would be divided
pro rate, regardiess of the price received
for any ons lot. It was under this agree
ment thikt the growers went into the pool
and-gave up control of thelr hops. Some
of the hops have been mold, while a large
part of the association's holdings §s stih
on hand, . The association has In [ts
treasury the proceeds of the sales made,
and It is now proposed to pay each man
the net procesds of his hops.

If this new plan shall prevall, those
whose hops hive been sold will recelve
thelr money, while the rest must swait
the sale of their hops This may not
though it is

molded while belng held by the adsocia-
tion will feal that Ne would hawe profited
by selling his hops himself at-the time
they were ready for market,

It is generally felt that the Oregon Hop-
growers’ Assoclation has reached a eritical
period In its existence, a time when it Is
to be delermined whether the combine can
be a success. If the growers consent o
the new plan, the association will be able
to disposs of the hops now on hand, and
to settle with the growers amicably. If
they do mot consent, the assoclation wil
bhe forced to the other alternative of hold-
ing all members of the assoclation to thelr
agreements. This would mean that the
man who had clear hope classified as first-
¢lass must share the proceeds of hiz hops
with the man who had moidy hopa put
into the samo class. When the hops wert
classified there was no indication of mold
To reclassify the hops would not be 4in ac-
cordance with the original plan.

The letters sent out to the growers con-
talned a blank for them to sign, consenting
to the new plan, and also a blank to be
filled in by the grower, siating the price
at which his hopa might be sold. As tha
growers are not in touch with the market
and do not know the present condlition of
thetr hops, they are not |n a position 10
set a price at which they should be sold.
The outcome is awalted with interest by
those Interested In the hop Industry.

President Jones reports that this action
of the association 15 being taken at the
suggestion of the grower: themselves, and
that the proposition is being aimaat unani-
mously accepted by them. He =ays this
involves nn change In the contraet of
growers with the association, exocept as to
the division of the proceeds of the sales.

DEATH OF MRS, B. JENNINGS,

Was an Oregon Ploneer of 1S4p—Ex-
perience in Heaching Oregon Clty.
OREGON CITY, March 2.—Mre. Mar-

thr Jennings, aged 77, dled this morning at
her home near this city, after a lingering
liness. The deceased was the widow, of
the late Colonel Berryman Jennings, and
& prominent Clackamsas County pionesr of
1848, She crossed the plains In 1847, her
first husbhand, Joseph Pope, dy'ng on the
road, leaving her with a small child. Thelr
objective point was Bacramento. In the
following year Mrs. Pope, having been
sent for by her brother-in-law, Governar
Abernethy, miled on the pllot-ship, Mary
Taylor, for Oregon, but upon reaching the
mouth of the Columbla, the craft was
blown north, taking refuge 'n the Stralta
of Fuen. Thers they fought Indians with
bolling water and axes, chopping off the
hande of the smvages, who attacked them.
Finally Astorin wes reached, and from
there to Oregon City the trip was made
in an open boat, Mrs. Pape landing here
on January 1, 1848 Later she was mar-
red to Colonel Jennings, who was after-
ward register of the local land office, Mr.
