Nor Buring StREST RAILWATE —A re-
port ia in circulation to the effect that
the SBouthern Pacific Company has pur-
chased the roads of the Portland Raliway
Company, and s about to purchase the
system of the City & Suburban Com-
pany, and intends to acquire all the street
raflways in this ¢ity. Investigation shows
that there is no foundation whatever for
such a report. J. E. Thielsen, superin-
tendent of the Portland Ralilway Com-
pany, says that there has been no sale of
the company’'s lines, and nothing of the
kind has been talked of or contemplated.
The officers of the Clty & SBuburban Rall-
way Company say they have recelved no
proposal for the purchase of thelr lines,
and hiave no idea of selling them. The
property of the East Bide Rallway Com-
pany Is involved in Utigation, and Is in
no condition to be sold. Finally, it Is
understood that the Bouthern Pacific has
no desire to acquire street rallways in
Portland.

No Pesavrry WiLL Be ExronceEn.—Com-
mercial or merchandise brokers, of whom
there are some ¥ in this city, represent-
ing Eastern jJobbing houses, and who pay
A government lcense of £ per year, have
very generally been falllng to comply
with the law requiring a 10-cent stamp
on thelr memorandums of sales.

How long are first papers good? That ia,
iIf a man has taken out his first papers
in 1892 and never took out his final papers,
is he entltled to register a3 a voter? The
lnw says he must take out his final pa-
pers three years after his first. 1s there
not some penaity for fallure to carry out
hin promise? It seems to me there should
be. else » man need never become a full
citizen, and »till enjoy all the privileges
of full eitlzenship, H. G,

This correspondent seems to make use
of an Inqul"y to convey Information which
lacks the essential quality of truth, and
then comment on the statement. The
State of Oregon permits aliens to vote one
year aftet they have declared their inten-
tion to beeome clilzens; that I8, taken out
thelr “first papers” The law says that
two years must elapse between first pa-
pers and full citizenship papers, but Soes
not command the alirn to tike out “sec-
ond papers” at the end of two years:
hence no penalty le provided for fallure
or neglect to become naturalized. There
are many residents of Portland enjoying
all the privileges of full citizsenship on
“first papere,” and “H. G." must nurse
his wrath until be can get the state con-
stitution amended,

THEY ARE DOCTORS NOW

CLASS OF TWELVE RECEIVE THE
DEGREE OF M. .

Address of Prealdent Strong at Com-
ment Exerel of Medieal
Department of Univeraity,

The degree of M. D, was bestowed on the
graduating class of 12 of the Medical De-
partment of the University of Oregon at
the annual commencement exercises,
which occurred jast night In assembly-
hall of the High School bullding. The
exerciees were Interesting and Imposing.
and the hall was crowded with friends
of the graduates and of the school A
pretly eflect In decorating was carried
out In the hall in American flags and the
coliege colors, and on a huge table In
front of the stage wae banked an Im-
mense lot of beautiful flowers that were
sent the zraduates by admiring friends

Nearly all of the facuity were present
and were seated on Lhe stage. The dean.
Dr. 8. E. Josephi, presided. The pro-
ceedings were enlivened by music
by a string band, and were opened with
a prayer by Rev. George B. Van Waters,

The annual address was made by Pro-
fessor Frank Strong, Ph. D.. president of
the Unlversity of Oregon. Hls toplc was
“The Educated Physiclan, the Physician
of the Future.” Among other things, he
mid:

“Perhaps no change In the Nfe and ex-
perience of the race, so complete and revo-
lutionary, has ever been compassed In 8o
short a time as the change In education
in the last 25 years. This change has oc-
curred not only in the methods in educa-
tion. In the matter in which sducational
forces deal and the alms that education
has In view, but also in the amount of ed-
neation necessary to fit one for the high.
est usefulness tIn Iife. This change has
affected every condition and voeation In
life. and has turned every branch of trade
and Industry into a profession. It has led
not only to the ralsing of the grade of
work In particular schools and revolu-
tlontzed methods, but It has concentrated
schools intn a system snd developed a
woll-rounded method of complete super-
vislon.

“Education has hecome more nearly uni-
versal than ever before. The quantity and
quality of eduecation thet distinguished a
professional man from the masses 5 years
apo no longer avalle. Thirty years ago
thers were no requirements for entrance
to medical colleges, and, &s we are toid
by President Ellot, a student had nothing
to do but to enroll his name and pay &
fee. This brought to the schobls hundreds
of men who could searcely read and write
and whose powers of observallon and
judgment were almost completely un-
trained. The conditions are very different
now.

“The famlly physician is valuable more
for the care of health than to cure dia-
essc, He must be the adviser in many ol
the most sacredly, private matters of fam-
{ly life, and the ministrations of one who
is not himself a cultured gentleman of
purity of life and refinement of character
are an abomination. Physiclans must be
the general heaith teachers of the com-
munity,

“The complexity of modern lfe has
greatly Increased the bBunlens that fall
upon soclety through the defactive, delin-
quent and dependent classes. The luna-
ties, 1diots, the drunkards, criminals and
paupers, that terrible army of parasites
that prey upon soclety—how shall they
be dealt with? What solution has ever
been found for these evila? Philanthropie
and religious attempts to deal with them
have failed and must ever fall, unless dl-
rected by the trained Intelligence of the
profession which has most to do with
them.

““The physician of the future can never
wield his rightful Influence, whose speech
and writing betray his {lliteracy, and whosa
ignorance and lack of culture exclie con-
tempt and ridieule on the part of the edu-
catsd and refined.”

Dr. Strong then conferred the degrees
upon the following graduntes: Clement
Wood Bales, Harw Harley Hartley,
Louls Lambert Cofirardy, Jeu Hawk,
Grace Van Davis, Frederic Rosooe Hedgen,
Kittie Plummer Gray, Raymond William
Logan, Frank Delbert Reames, Louls Ar-
thur Shane, Joseph Frederic Wood.

The charge to the graduation class was
given by Professor Richard Nunn, M. D.,
who spoke eamnestly for a few minutes.

Want Rallway Extended.

Residents of Montavilla are making ef-
fort to_get the North Mount Tabor Rail-
way extended along Hubbard street to
the Base Line road The road extends
through the northern portion of Moatavilia
and’on eastward for a considerable d's-
tance, but this line does pot afford con-
venlent facilities to the people living on
the Base Line road. They have to trudge
up the high slope to the summit station,
or walk over to" the North Mount Tabor
Rallway, about & mile away. It Is assert-
ed that If the line is extended along Hub-
bard street to the Base Line read it will
reach nearly double the number of people
that It does now. A delegation recently
