THE WILSON FACTION VERY SORE

King County's Ambiguous Attitude—
A Unel © » -4 A%
Ellenaburg.

SBEATTLE, Wash,, April £—The echoes
of the remarkable Ellonsburg convention
have not yet died away. That it has
widened the breach between the factions
of the Republican party is obvious. And
that it has instilled a fierce feeling of re-
sentment and bitter humiliation in the
breasts of the still falthfui Wilson fol-
lowing is likewise apparent. The Wiison
men fee! that they were wronged, gross-
ly wronged and outraged. They think
the method taken &0 advertise the fact
that thelr numbers are growing beaut!-
fully less as the days pass by and the
campalgn approdches was unnecessarily
‘brutal. They say that they had offered
the glive branch to the dominant oppo-
sltion, and their terms of surrender were
nccepind. But having thys entered the
compromis=e bottle, they did not expect it
to be corked up after them so promptly
and with such offensive hilnrity. The
bargaln was that there should be no
fight between Lthe two factions, and that
Mr. Neufelder and Mr. Hughes should
g0 hafd in hand to the Ellensburg con-
wvention and ask to be sent to Philadel.
phia. It was agreed, too, that straws
should be drawn to determine which of
the two should stand In case the conven-
tion denled the modest demand for tweo
delegates. When this was done, Mr.
Noufelder managed to get the iong straw,
and his fellow gandldate cheertully as-
sumed the second fiddle. The antl-Wil-
son crowd clalms that the lottery busl-
ness was all a pretense, and that Mr.
Hughes agreed beforehand that Mr. Neu-
felder could take his pick of the straws
Be .that as it may, the agreement was
that the delegation should secure the
nomination of Hughes, If i could, and
Neufelder In any event.

When the King County convention met
there wns o great howl among the rank
and file of the Humes following. They
manifested an unaccountable disposition
to repudiate any private backroom agree

ment between (wo gentlemen who as.
sumed to say what the convention should
do and how §t shouid do It. ‘The

Humes party was heavily in the mnjor-
Ity, and It did not relish the Hughes
candidacy. There was no personal ob-
Jection to Mr. Hughes, but there was
declded hostility to the political Interest
he represents. It transpired, however,
that Mr. Plies, known to be a stanch
friend of Mayor Humes, had besn n par-
Iy to the Hughes-Neufcelder deal, and
he made an earnest and eloguent appeal
to the convention to ratify It. The dele-
Eates finally acquiesced., but only after
somewhat vigorbus protest. They 414 It
out of sheer good nature and good feel.
lug toward Mr. Plles, and because thers
wire no other candidates. Mr. Neufelder
was secure anyway, and Mr. Hughes was
simply given an opportunity to lead. a
foriorn hope. for his own candidscy. The
convention agreed that the Ellensburg
delegation should be made up equally
from the two factions; but In the process
of selection the Wilson factlon appears
to have wused uncommonly bad judg-
ment, for, as it wanspired, the componi-
tion of the delegates was nearly two to
ont agalnst them, The delegation was
instructed to use all reasonable and hon
orable endeavor to secure the election,
first, of Mr, Neufelder, and, second, of
Mr. Hughes, Having by thi= brilllant
coup hopelessly tied the hands of the €3
representutives of Its nmblguous deeres,
the convention adjourned.

At Ellensburg an Interesting situation
developed. Mr. Hughes' Interests became
involved with the Spokane candidate’'s,
Mr. Hopkins. The Wilton faction was so
overwhelmingly In the minority that it
put forward only these two gentlemen
and asked, In the name of fair play to
all, that they be elected. King County's
claim that it was entitied to two dele-
Butes on the groynd of population and
Influence was not very strenuously in-
sisted upon by anybody, and the Wilson
people say—and doubtless with truth—
that It was not Insisted upon nt all by
the Humes men. The Wilson people, In
explaining how the trouble happened,
Eny It was possible for King County to
make 89, alllance with the northwest
cour‘w,'.lﬂ and Bpokane, and they worked
diligently to that end. For instance, the
Post-Intelligencer, in tolling why the lo-
cal manuger, Mr. Hughes, was elimina-
ted, says:

The northwestern countles came fto
Ellensburg divided, but nothing of such
A serious naturé as (o prevent thely
working in Barmony and forming a com-
pact alllance with King County. Had
this besn done, support could have been
procured from Spokane and other coun
ties In the northesstern anfl central pec-
tions of the state, which would have re-
sulted In a solid body of delegates, num-
bering almost, i not quite, a majority
of the convention, A very different
courseé wns pursuod, however, by a small
coterie of the King County delegates,
which had arrived on the ground yester-
day morning and went to work at once
with the evident purpose of engaging in
&n attack upon the friends of ex-Benator
Wilson In the convention and of sup-
ordinating the Interesis of King County
to this purpose.

Ifthe Northwestern counties had worked
eolldly with King, the entire political his-
fory of the state would have been re-
versed. At no time and at no Republican
convention huve these countles ever
agreed among themselves or with King.
Here {s another cause of grievance:

The name of E. H. Gule was advanoed
by the King County men who cams here
Tuesday night for chairman of the con-
vention. The first tentatlve offers of a
combination were apparently made on the
basis of Mr. Gule's eleotion as chalrman,
itbeing the evident Intention of the friends
of Mr. Ankeny to organise the convention
at all hagards, Iif possible, and no matter
at what cost. . . . Ta the combination
entered Into by the friends of Mr. Ankeny
on the King County delegation In Mr.
Guile's Inlerest came the Walla Walla del-
egation, that from Whitmisn and several
of the Columbia River countles, making
a good showing altogether. No well-or-
ganized combinition was effected. how-
ever, untll just about the time of the ar.
rival of the full delegation from King.

Thus we have defined as treachery to
King County a successful effort to elect
s King County man as chalrman of the
convention. Mr. Ankeny did organise the
convention at no very great hasard to
himself, and at the cost of Mr. Hughes'
and Mr. Hopking' asplrations (o secure
similar honors for themselves. Of course,
& was feit by the Hughes people that

throughout Washington that it is the
habit of the ex-Senator still to pose before
the National Administration as the volce
of the Republican party In this state.
Just why the party should be so sensitive

The gathering at Ellensburg would In-
dicate that while there is no disposition on
the part of the Republicans from other
sections of the state 1o Ignore Spokane
County, yet there is such 2 strong and

all others. The convention pursued the
only course open to It to administer a
crushing blow to the asplrations of John
L. Wilson a8 & political factor in gtate
politles. If a representative from Bpo-
kane County should have been chosen
at all, the recent convention and the dele-
gation sent 1o the state convention had a
right to make that pelection. The result
can in no sense be taken as a personal
affront to Mr. Hopkins, the cholce of The
Republicans of this county, mor as an
affront to the Republican party eof the
county.

Btill another opinion ls worth guoting,
from C. C, Dalton, & well-known Repub-
lican of Pacific County:

If some of the King County delegation
were not favorable to two National dele-
gates from King County, that difference
WwWie no greater or more disloyal than the
efforts of the Wilson wing of the Repub-
lican party of King County to defeat
Judge Humes for United States Senatoe
At the las: Leglsiature: but King County
could have secured two delegates if the
Wilson faction had not atiempted to
carry Spokane.

As a personal friend of Judsge Humes
and one actlvely Interested in his success,
I belleve he could have been elected at
that time i Kirg County had been united
for him.

It will bs remembersad that the Repube
lican memders of the King County dele-
gation at Olympla were instructed for
Judge Humes, and the parallel with El.
lenshurg is exact.

It 1s altogether too much to say thal
Wilsonism has been wholly wiped off the
political siate by the action of the party
at Ellensburg. One swallow—even a very
large one—does not make & Summer; and
o aingle defeat, however complete, g not
enough to cause the disappearance of the
Spokane clelmant to the Benatorshlp. Of
course, Mr. Wilson has recently suffered
somewhnt more than one reverse, begine
ning with his rout at last year's Legisia-
ture; but his fortunes Tevived—or ha
thought they did—when he persunded the
Northern Paclifie or the Great Northern,
or the Biandard Ol Company, whichever
it wag (the Standard O story is the lat-
est), t0 buy s Beattle organ for him,
He was mistaken, and the Ellensburg cone
vention hax just been at great pains te
convince Him of his grievous error.

After the turning down of Mr. Wilson,
the impressive fact of the late state cone
vention le the growing power and Infla-
ence of Levli Ankeny, of Walla Walla
Mr. Ankeny now occuples the center of
the political stage. In Washington. He
and hig friends are credited by the Wilson
faction with belng the Instruments of
thelr sad misfortunes, and it seems that
they have guite correotly apprehended the
facts. Mr. Ankeny went to Eliensburg
with the solld support of the four south.
eastern counties, and he had a very strong
following throughout other parts of tha
state, particularly In King und In the
southwest. He has for many months had
a working understanding with Senator
Foster and Judge Humes, and thHe late
events have made it more than ever evi-
dent that a. perpetuation of this arrange-
ment I8 to the mbtual advantage of ail
three. He is now the dominant factor in
Washington Republican affalrs, and, bar-
ring any unforeseen confingencles, he s
likely 10 be the most formidable Repub-
lican candidate for the Benatorship to
succeed Benator Turner.

DAMAGE OVER WIDE AREA.

Farmers May Yet Replant if They
Can Get Seed.

HOUSBTON, Tex., April i.—As a rule,
the Texas rivers are now falilng, and
there & not much danger of a general
flood. The crops have been damaged over
a wide area, bui there Is still time for
farmers lo. replant if they can get the
seed. Cornthas been planted over once.
and will have to be planted the third
time. The farmers as a4 ruls have not
planted much cotton, because the heavy
rains have kept them out of the feldn
The raliroads have jost many small
bridges, and It will be a week before
traffic resumes Its normal condition.

Smithville reports tremendous rains have
fallen throughout that section, the main
flood In the Colorado from the break In
the great Austin dam reaching there this
evening. The river was on a -foot rise
at 7T P. M., and rising one foot an hour.
It s estimated that over 00 acres of
growing crops in the bottom lands within
five miles of town have been Inundated
10 to 15 feet. The loss will reach over
$50000. The stock has been drowned. No
deaths have been reported In that section
so far from drownlngs.

Great excitement and uneasiness pre-
walled last night. Reports of the flood in
Little River say !t now equals that of
last year. The waterworks and power-
house bave been overflowed. People were
warned, and no losa of Hfe !s reported.

Brushy, Bangabriel and Little Rivers
are all overflowed, causing the entire de-
struction of crops. The rivers are still
rising. Reparts from points on other riv-
ers are of damage to crops, hut no loss
of life.

DAMAGE ON RI0 GRANDE BOTTOM.

Corn Crop Totally Destroyed—Hail-
rond Trafie Interrnpted.

SAN ANTONIO, Tex., April £—A spe-
cinl to the Express from Rio Grande
City announces the total destruction of
the corn crop in the lower Rio Grande
bottom lands, Officlals of the Interna-
tional & Great Northern Rallroad report
that all trains will b running om good
time by morning. The Aransas Pass
Rallrond has resumed its passenger serv-
loe. Smithville reports the Coloradd
River at # feet and rising. All bottom
lands are pletely submorged, and great
damage has been done to the young crops,

many miles of fence have been washed
away. The river is higher than it has
been zince 18570. The people in the bot-
toms have moved out to places of safety.
Late advices from Webberville are to the
effoct that the river has fallen seven feet
there. All trains at Smithville are arriv-
Ing late.

AGAINST LANDGRABBING.

C fanl r Her ‘s Heport oen
Bill Referred to Him,

WASHINGTON, April $—Severa!l billa
which have been Introduced in Congress
have becn referred to Commissionen Her-
mann, of the General Land Ofice, for his
Judgment as to their merita. One of these
provides that exclusive leases for mining
purposes may be granted to lands within
the territory of the United States which
He below high-wwter mark. It i pro-
posed to grant leases upon condition that
A bond of $5000 be given to Insure proper
fulfillment of the agreement.

Commissioner Hermann reports adverse-
Iy on this bill, for the reason that, while
Cope Nome Is not speclfically mentioned
in It, the evident intent I» 0 make it ap-
ply there. "It Is held to be contrary to the
policy of the United States Tovernment
to grant exclusive leases of this character
to goldfisida, and the proviso In regard to
a 3000 hond would operate to exclude poer
miners from securing granis.

Another bill upon which adverse report
is mnde provides for leasing public lande
in the arid regions for gragzing purposes.
Adverse report also has been made upon
a somewhnt similar blll of & more gen-
eral and far-reaching nature, which pro-
vides for leasing any avallable pabile
lands for grasing. The Commissioner
says that the courts have held such ac-
tlon to be contrary to the custom of 100
years, which permits the free use of
such lands by any one, and says that In
his judgment the time has not come o
overturn this pellcy.

For a Pensioa Court of Appeals.

WASHINGTON, April &—Efforta are to
be made by the Grand Army of the Re-
publie to secure legislation providing for
the creation of a pension Court of Appeals,
which Is to pass finally on applications
for pensions rejected by the pension offices
and Interlor Department. General A. D.
Bhaw, commander-in-chlef of the Grand
Army, and General Danlel Bickles have
the matter In charige, and are tn Wash-
ington preparing the final draft on the
bill, which i» to be submitted to the Presl-
dent and to other legal authority before
its presentation to Congress. This will
be done in a very dhort time. There are
13,000 cases which huve been rejected by
the Interfor Department, and these, in ad-
dition to others that may arise from time
to time, will be referred to the new court.

FINANCIAL NEWS OF GERMANY

Private DMecount Fell—American
Rallway Stocks Strong.

BERLIN, April A—Private discount fell
all famt week, owing to the large quarteriy
payments of money which holders hesi-
tate to feintest. The fall s considered
oxaggerated, and as endangering gold ex-
ports, since the rate la 1% below
Relchsbank, and foreign exchange has
approached very near the gold polnt.

From the tap
story of the structure, the stock, valued
at §1,000,000, was found to be almost a total
loss elther by firé or water. The bufld-
Ing Is damaged to the extent of ay least
250000, Both stock and buliding were
fully Insured, estimated at $1.50,000, placed
In policles runging from $5000 to 325000,
Almast every company in the country Iy
represented.

The bullding Is In bad shape, but the
firm expects to resume business within
10 or 156 day=. It Is belleved the first three
floors can be utilized. The upper floors
wore gutted. and the floors have fallen In.
The vaults were uninjured, and the firm's
accounts are Intact. The firm employs
990 people, the majority of whom will be
utilized during the construction period,
The origin of the fire remaine & mystery.

HAVANA, April 8.—Lest night an elabe
orate demonstration took place in honor
of General Muximo Gomez, and In conse-
quence of the adverse attlitude adopted by
him with respoct to the reappearnnce of
the autonomists in the political field. A
recondary object of the promoters was
to emtreat him not to leave Cubn. Several
thousands assembled In the Prado, from
which point they marched through the
principal streets with bands and hon-
dreds of torches to the resdence of the
Cuban patriot.

General Gomez, In his reply, sald he
was compelled to go away for a short time
to look after his private Interesta, but
that he would return to share in the des-
tinles of Cuba.

TIFTON, Ga., April &—~Members of the
Georgla Baw Ml Assoclation, represynt-
ing 30 yellow pine mill plants In Georgia,
Bouth Carolinn and Florkia, have decided
that after May 10 their milis shall be run
on two-thirds time only. This will affect
thousands of operatives. It Is understood
that the lmited gupply of yellow pine tim-
ber ls largely the cause of this action, as
the association thinks prices should rule
higher !n view of the small supply. Many
of the larger mills have only enough
standing timber In sight to last three of
four years, while even the most fortunate
only report sufficlent in sight to run seven
or eight years.
