McKinley Preparing to Pass
Around Puerto Rican Jobs.

ONLY TARIFF MEN ARE FAVORED

Washington Congresamen Asaist
Tongue on His Indian War
Veterans' Bill.

WABHINGTON, April .—President Me-
Kinley discussed politits with his Congres-
slonal visitors today, and it !s said that
he has kept himself well Informed regard-
ing the political development» In each
state, and Is quite well satsfled with the
Wiy matters are turning Senator Fora-
ker, who returned from Ohlo today, &s-
sured the President that the Republicans
in that state are in splendid ahape. He
declared that the party has never been
better prepared for a fight, and that the
opposition to the Puerto Rican blll has
done no harm. Already the different Sen-
ators are pushing their political friends
for places In the new Puerto Rican gov-
ernment. The President, it is understood,
desires to pass these places around as
much as possible, but they are likely to go
to men who helped put through the Puer-
to Rlican il

Help for the Indian War Bill.

Represontative Tongue recelved some
unexpected aselstance on his Indian war
veleran bil] today. The Washington mem-
bers appeared before the pension com-
mitlee and urged that a favorable report
be made on this bill. It was another sur-
prise to Representative Tongue, ns he did
not know of the intention of the Wash-
Ington pfembers until after the argument
had been made. The fact that this bill
has not been reported from the commit-
tee so far Indicates that It will not get &
hearing at this session of Congress. al-
though !t is urged by many other mem-
bers besldes those from the Pacific Coast,

Philippine News Discouraging.

The discouraging conditions in the Phil-
ippines are giving the Republicans a great
deal of uneasiness. The Adminastration
hoped that the troops which had been
#n! to General Otis would be sufficlent
to put down the rebellion all over the
islands, but It now appears that the guer-
rilln warfare Is just as serlous as ever.
General Otls and other officers havy sug-
gested thal more Lroops were mdrs_ and
it 1a well known that !f these suggestions
are carried out It will be quite a serfous
blow to the expansion sentiment In the
country. The Administration reallges that
expansion is popular, but If more troops
are sent It Is likely to c¢aunse the peopie
to fear that the Filiplno war Is altogether
too expensive.

Another Black Eye for Quay.

Quay got another black eye today, and
the indications are that he will have a
wvery hard time before his case ls settied,
and It is doubtful if It will even then be
settled In his favor. It has been notloed
on two occasions that reservations were
made in the propased unanimous consent,
which would mean that hy parilamentary
tactics, such as postponing and setting
aside final action, it could be put off In-
definltely. In the firs: place, It was st
aside by Hale, and today by Aldrich. Both
Hale and Aldrich are supposed to be
pledged to vote for Quay on the direct
vote, but It is evident that they Intend
to aecure postponement if possible. Both
are very shrewd parliamentarians and
ndrolt manipulators in the SBenate, and as
it 1 evident they are against Quay, they
will make it very hard for him to obtain
hig seat

BRABANT ISOLATED.

His Foree Cut O From
British Army.

LONDOXN, April $—The amazing ac-
tivity of the Boers southeast and south
west of Bloemfonteln continues, the BEaet
commanrds seemingly coming and golng
throughout as wide a region as thes
please, but taking good care not to throw
themselves against strong bodies of Brit-
ish.

The retirement of the Irish Rifles from
Rouxville 10 Alilwal North leaves Goneral
Brabant without comrmunication with the
other British forces. He has 200 or 30M
Colonials holding a fine defensive coun-
try, but he is apparently invested, so far
as London knows.

Telegraphle and rallroad communica-
tlons with Bloemfonteln are kept up as
usual, bu! nothing comee through for
public consumption. Roberts’ lasm messnge
was dated April 6, and the last unofficia
message bore the date of April &8 The
absence of news, as wual, disheartens the
pecple and produces a discouraging effect,
The laat unoficial message notes that
rood spirits prevall at Bloemfonteln, and
the continual arrival of animals, and twe
fresh cavalry regiments,

In the Orange Free State, the situation
is complex, with seanty material for form.
Ing a correct estimate of the situstion,
and the newspapers, not belng in the con.
fidonce of the munagers, are criticking the
condition of affairs as they see them.

Toer Ralding Parties,

MASERU, Saturday, April 7.—The Boers
who were massed last week near Lady-
brand to the number of 10,000, after selx-
Ing Thabanchu, and the Modder River
water works, broke up into strong div:s-
lone and they are now ralding in the south
of the Free State, resccupylirg the small
towns which were evacuated by the Brit-
ish. The Boerw®' polloy seems to be to
minke rapid movements, with Ilttle trans-
port, looting English farmers and store
keepers freely for previslons and cuiting
the communications of the Briush forces

General Brabant’s Colonials sre now
mostly at Wepener, They are a aplendid
force, capnble of great striking power,
and used to cross country riding, and ore
able to deal roughly with the Boer com-
mardoes now roaming about the country,

A squadron of Brabant's Horse captured
400 riflex near Wepener. Hls outpos.s are
roported to be in touch with the Hoers,
and a fight Is regarded as imminent,

Persistent reports are belng circulated
that the Boera are preparing to flank the
Erfitsh position at Wepener, and thus to
secure entrance Into Basutoland. Such an
atlempt will be resisted by the Basuto-
land government, which, It is beleved,
has made quiet preparations,

Meanwhile the approach of the armies
to Basutoland produces much excltement
among the natives, necessitating the ut-
most vigllance on the part of the local
officlals.

An Attacrk on Mafeking.

MAFEKING, Tucsday, March 25.—News
was received yestorday of the advance of
the southern relef column, The Boers this
morning opened fire at sunrise, with seven
Fune, including one W0-pounder, This has
been the most vigorous bombardment of
the sedson. The Boer siege gun alone has
already fired over @ rounds. Under cover
of the fire, the Boers advanced (o the
northern face of the works but retired
precipitately on coming within rifle range.
They also advanced 10 the southwestern
parts, but were repulsed. There was one
casualty. The Boers, under Commandant
Jan Cronje, are evidently falling back be-
fore the advance of the southern rellef
column, and are concentrating with two
commandos, who are retiring before Col-
onel Plumer, In arder to make n final ef-
fort to riduce the town. All the forts and
outlying positions are manned, the troops
are standing o arm® and everybody Is
under cover. All are convinced that this
s the Bpers’ last attempt.

RIVALS CAPE NOME.

Ketehikan Miner Has Falth In His
Island.

Joseph Hamblet, superintendent of the
Sea Breeze quartz mine, who ls sojourn-
ing at the 8t. Charles for a few days, says
that his portion of the Alaskan coast does
not need (0 take a back seal, even from
Cape Nome, though his is exclusively a
QquATrtz-mine tion Iinstead of placer.
His miners are down now to & depth of
5 feet, and have cross-cut the lode, which
consists of two parallel seams of quarts,
making & thickness of 30 feet, the average
assay of which is §10 per ton,

The Bea Breese mine Is situated on the
Isinnd of Ketchikan, #5 miles south of
Juneau, and the town that is springing up
around the mines, he thinks, will ghortly
rival Juneau for commercial Importance
In Southeastern Alaska In fact, all
north-bound steamers now stop at Ketchi-
kan, the firat port of Importance after
leaving Seattle, The seashore for a dis-
tance of eight miles north of the Sea
Breesze mine s belng prospected with suc-
cess, as the ledges crop out at frequent In.
tervals, and, on being tapped by shaft or
tunnel, prove 1o be true flasure velns
The Burlesque and Sea Level (edges, near
by, are being developed with a view 1w
putting in a Si-stamp mill on each, and
Mr. Hamblet Is now negotiating for the
purchass of a S0-stamp mill for the Sea
Breesze,

The quarts veins run between walls of
tlate and porphyry., and the ore so far
uncoveresd is of the free-milling order. He
carries a large specimen of the Sea Breeze
rock with him as & waich charm, which
shows the composition and value of the
ledge. This charm s about the size of a
plgeon egg, and the gold is honeycombed
ol through It to the value of about 10
The rock is so soft that it has been en-
cased in a basket made of wire gold taken
from the mine. 1f §t were not for this
guard, the rock would soon crumb’e by
contact and leave the golden core be-
hind it

The force mnow employed in the Sea
Breeze 1s compored of white men, he says,
and laborers are in good supply. Skilled
miners can be procured for 82 50 a day and
board, #0 It Is not necessary to employ
Indians, who would rather hunt and fish
than mine, anyway.

Mr. Hambiet has been developing the
Bea Breese for nearly four years, and
has become quite enamored of the cli-
mate of Ketchikan, which he pronounces
mild and equable the year around. He
expects to remain In Portiand for a few
weeks, and then return to the mines,

SAW THE DAM FALL.

The Collapse Described by an Eye
Witnean,

BAN ANTONIO. Texas April 8.—Jeff
McLemore, who was an eye witness cf the
collapse of the dam at Austin, thus de-
scribes It:

“I was gazing ot the great body of
water, as it swept gracefully over the
erest of the dam, carrying with It acres
of drift that parted as it went down the
fa'ls, The waler ¢ver the cr st was mobe
tham 10 feet In depth, and was rising at
the rate of I Inches an hour. The fall
of the water was about # feet, and the
roaring and surging that It produced can
be better imagined than described. It was
grand and awe-Inspiring, and nothing, In
my opinlon, could compare with it except
the falls of Niagara.

“While thua locking, I noticed a sudden
commotion of the water near the centler
of the dam. For a momeat the water
seemmed to recede, but It was only for a
moment. It then shot upward in A tre-
mendous gpout to a helght of 5 feet, and
1 #saw that the dam was giving away.

“When the break cccurred, the distance
from the crest of the wave as it rolled
over the dam (o the water below, was
about # feet. Imagine, then, If you can
a body of water 40 feet In helght and of
grent width and jength suddenly released
from confinement, and you will have a
faint ldea of the sreme that 1 witneased
at the dum acroes the Colorado River.

“Once released from Its confinement, the
water subzided rapidly, and then it was
seen how the break had occurred. The
dam was not toppled over, bul lustead. a
large section, beginning near the center
and extending toward the east bank, was
moved bodlly down the stream o distance
of at least 4 leet. Another s:ction ex-
tending to within 3 feet of the head gate
of the masonry on the cast end was also
moved down stream a distance of 4 or
5 feet. Between these two displaced sec-
tions there was a gap of about 10 feet,
where the dam hkad complet:ly disap-
peared, and it was not leng before the sec-
tion nearesl the center also crumbled and
disappeared.

“Had the remalning displaced section
also tumbled down, the power-house,
which went down & few hours later,
would probably have been saved. As It
was, this section threw a heavy current
against the power-house. which eveniual-
ly undermined wast wall of the bulid-
ing and caused It to coilapse.”

AT GOXEALES.

Loss of Life, Stock and Froperty oa
the Lower River Bottoms.
GONZALES, Tex., Aprii 8—~The flool
situation here tonight is not much Im-
proved, the river having fallen only ab-ut
four feet since yesterday. There has
been great loss to cattie In the river bot-
toms, and It is feared a dozen or more
lives have been lost. A Bohemlan and
his wife, panie-stricken, jumped Into the
turbulent waters, 10 feet deep, and were
almost immediately drowned. when they
could have remalned in safely. It s
thought a negro boy ls also drowned, and
two Mexicans are missing. Reports come
{n that a number of bodies have been seen
caught on snags and bharbed-wire fences
The river farme are ruined, but the tolal
loss cannot be estimated as yet. The Ar-
ansas Pass track is blocked for flve miles
north of here. Beveral bridges and 1M
yards of track are washed away. The
last train has come down from Laululng,
via Harwood, on the Southern Pacltle

tracks.

Fifty Lives Lost,

DALLAS, Tex., April 9.—Repprts re-
celved today from flood sections show that
more than @ lives have been lost, lnclud.
ing those at Austin. Many of the locall.
ties where llves were lost are off rallroad
and telegraph lines, Wires In the south-
ern sectlon are in a worse condition than
ever before. Raliroad traffic in the south-
emn half of the state is abandoned.

Five Travelers Drowned.

BAN ANTONIO, Tex., April 8.—A report
is current here that five travelers en-
camped at the confluence of the Middle
Concho River and Kilowa Creek were
drowned In the flood.

“Ta the Proshytsry of New York: Dear
Brethren—In view of the appeal o the
Genernl Assembly, of which Dr. Blerch
gFave formal potice at the lart meeting
‘of the preshytery, I bave decided to with-
draw from the Presbyterian church, and

1 request that you wil accordingly drop

my name from the roll of the Presby-
tery. In mak ng this rejuest I desirs to
sy that I do not withdraw becaure I ra-
gard the charges of heresy preferred
agalnst me as we!l foundid or brcause I
regard the jvstice of the accysations that
have been made In many quarters, but I
&tll be'leve, as 1 beileveid when 1 wrota
the ¢Genral Assembly lcst Spring, that
my views are In harmony with the falth

,of the Presby.erian church, and of evan-

geltlal Christendom, In all vital and es-
stnt'al ma‘t:rs; but I cannot feel that It
is my duty to go through the trial before
