LAND FOR THE CANAL.

Negotiations With Nicaraguas and
Cosata Rica for a Strip.

NEW YORK, April 8.—A special to the
Hernld from Washington says:

An oficlal of the Administration s au-
thority for the statement that arrange-
ments have been practically con-
cluded with the

acquisition by
a strip of territory 10 miles wide, between
Greytown ahd Brito, through which the
Nicaraguan canal will be constructed
There are certaln diplomatic phases of
the negotintions yet to be perfected, but
it is understood that they are rmather
matters of detall than of prineiple.

Rear-Admiral John G, Walker, president
of the Isthmian Canal Commission, sound-
ol the Central Amerioan Governments as
to the action they would take in the event
of a formal proposition from this Govern-
ment looking to the acquisition of the
necessary territory, and the answers he
recelved were generally of a satisfactory
character.

The action taken looking to the acqui-
sition of the necessary territory was inl~
tinted immediately after the submission of
the Hay-Pauncefote treaty to the Benate,
and when it Jooked as though there would
be no delay in accomplishing ratification.
The Administration Is now disposed nol
to move so hastily, so that it la difcult
to say when agreements will be finally
signed, looking to the transfer to Ameri-
can control of the necessary territory
across the lsthmus.

The determination of the President to
secure Control of Costa Rican and Niea-
raguan territory Indicates that after con-
sultation with members of the Isthmian
Commission, he came to the conclusion
that that body would undoubtedly rec-
ommend the construction of the Nicara-
gua, rather than of the Panama Canal
It |s stated that the commission will in all
probabllity recommend to Congreas that
it adopt the Walker route favorably re-

Rear-Admiral Walker's action followed
the receipt of instructions from the Pres-
ident. Thess Insiructions contempiated,
first. that he ascertaln the sentiment In
Nicaragua and Costa Rica respecting the
transfer of Lthe necessary territory for the
purpose of the canal, and the terms upon
which such transfer would be made; and,
second, !If any convention? or contracts
with forelgn powers or corporations pre.
vented the construction of the canal by
the United Btates.

Rear-Admiral Walker visited Managua
and San Jose, and had very satisfactory
Interviews with President Zelaya and
President Iglesins. In view of the fact
that to construct the canal it will be nec.
essary to bulid raliroads and other appll-
ances, Rear-Admiral Walker considered
it desirable to obtain five miles on each
side of the route of the proposed canal,
and at least three miles on the southern
shore of Lake Nicaragua. The Nicarngua
and Costa Rica Governments seemed to
think that three miles on each side of the
line were sufficlent. but the Rear-Admiml
finally prevalled upon them to accept this
view,

It was poilnted out to him, however, that
there was one Insuperable obstacle in the
way of the cessatiorf of terrltory. The
constitutions of Costa Rica and Nlcaragua
prohibit them from allenating any of thelr
territory. No difficulty will be experienced,
howsver, as shown by the Information
communicated by Rear-Admiral Walker
to the authorities, in obtaining control
of the necessary strip of territory. While
the two governments are prohibited from
Mspaosing of thelr territory, It is under-
stond they have Indicated that an In-
definite loase can be granted to the United
States,

Costa Rica has nobly come to the front
in this matter. She has entered Into no
conventlons or contracts which will affeet
in any way any concesslon she may make
to the United States. The Maritime Canal
C '8 Ll is now sald to be
terminable at any time at the pleasure of
the Costa Rican Government. Nicaragua
has made certain conventions which are
terminable upon proper notification, but
they will not stand in the way of the
construction of the canal by this Govern-
ment. There Is some talk of the Managua
Government demanding In consideration of
the relinquishment of the control of the
strip of territory to the TUnited Btates
certaln concessions. Costa Rlea, however,
has according to Information which has
reachad here from San Joses, given her
hearty assent to the proposition to trans-
fer the necessary territory to the eontrol
of the United States, though she will not
relinquish sovereignty over it. and she

Thosa who marvel iy d the mur-
derous discharge could only lie with the
others, hoplng to escape observation; the
plightest movement of an arm or leg,
whather It was the death struggle of a
wounded man or the incautious attempt of
ono of the lucky ones to get better cover
behind a rock, drew a shower of bullets,
bYringing certain death not only to the
unfortunate man himself., but to many
who lay around him. Stillness was the
only hope of life,

“I will not anticipate the officlal re-
turns, as the number of killed and wound-
od has been differently stated; but I fear
they are very bad. I knmow that out 1M
men who charged with the two companies,
@ fell, and that any escaps was due only
to the unevenness of the ground in cer-
taln spots, which partly concealed at the
critical moment portions of the llne. The
loss of the Inniskillings was stated to be
well over 40 out of 500 mustered that
morning. but I belleve this to be an #x-
aggeration. Two companles were left be-
hind; only about 500 advanced to the at-
tack, and probably 400 took part In the
charge. T should think 300 would be near-
er the mark. Five officers only are left.
This disastrous charge took place about
5 o'clock, and there the unfortunate men
lay, dead, wounded and sound. huddled
together or scattered, just as they fell,
covered by Boer rifles, unable to move
or even to look around. The groans and
erles of the wounded were terrible to lis-
ten to: some cried for help, some mur-
mured for water, Once or twica, moved
by pity. a sound msn would try to got
his woupdea neighbor to the rear, but he
was shot instantly. What was felt dur-
ing those terrible hours I will not attempt
to describe.

“The hill conld not possibly have been
taken till Pleter’s HIN, on the right rear,
cama fnto our possession. and till the
enemy had been driven from the kloof
and hill on the left. Moreover. If It had
been taken It could mot havy been held,
for the summit was swept by cross-fire
and enfilade. In fact, the Irish Brigade
wns only saved from annthilation or cap-
ture by the extrnordinary steadiness of
the soldlers and by the enemy’s guns, as
a great part of the fire had already been
drawn. Nor would these positions have
glven us any great tactical advantage.
The Boers would still have held the moun-
taing from Grobeler's Kloof and from
Omderbrook to Poeter’s HIN, and thelr
lines would have remained unbroken.

*1 come now to the saddest part of the
story. The poor wounded men who had
been struck down In that gallant charge
rematned whers they fell, not only all
of the night, but during all ths blaxing
heat of Baturday, and even Saturday
night passed without rellef. Not a drop
of water In thelr feverish mouths. no
food, no help, but a troplcal sun beat on
thair head. Oh, the Intolerable agoniles
that were endured, If one heand that
such a thing happensd in England or
Ireland to a horse or a fdog one would
shiver with pity, but hers hundreds of
galiant Irishmon, who had fought as no
other troops have fought In this war, were
jeft on the the battlefield to endure a hor-
rible death. Most of them. of course,
died: one of them, a very senlor officer,
whose nams, out of plty, I shall not men-
tion, suffared so terribly that he begged
those near him to put him out of his
pain. He dled during the day, for no
help came.

“I will mot attempt to apportion the
blame—Iif blame there may be, General
Hart was present till Saturday, and It
scems to me that a flag of truce should
have been dispatched for leave to bring
in the wounded.
