
AN EMERGENCY BILL

CoodOutlook for Improvement
of Mouth of Columbia.

CONGRESS APPRECIATES NECE1S1TY

The Delegation Working Hard to Se.
cure Immediate Action Cases

of Quay and Clark.

WASHINGTON. April 10. The outlook
Is more favorable for an appropriation for
the Improvement of the mouth of the Co-

lumbia River, but not tn accordance with
the recommendations of the engineers for
a large contract covering the new project
for a channel. In view of the rep-

resentations that have been made, th;
House committee begins to appreciate that
an emergency really exists at the mouth
of the Columbia, and the chances of se-
curing some provision (or maintaining the
depth secured by the original project are
much brighter. It Is quite probable that
an emergency bill will be reported
carrying an appropriation of 00.000,
which, is to be expended at the discretion
or the engineers. Three great proposi-
tions, the Great Lakes, the Mississippi and
the Columbia, are linked together, and
ore "being urged as Justifying an emer-
gency bilL It is thought they will have
sufficient strength In the committee and
In the house to Insure Its passage.

An effort is being made by the Oregon
delegation to have this rund Increased to
$739,000, In the hope that a sufficient sum
will be allotted to the Columbia to pre-

vent further filling in until the proposed
project can be authorized. It Is very
evident that under no conditions will It be
possible to secure a provision for the Co-

lumbia In the sundry civil bill, and any
provision made will have to be by such
an emergency bill, as Is contemplated.

Chairman Burton is really a. friend of
the Columbia, and says that If the Oregon
men will concentrate their efforts on that
matter alone. It may be possible to secure
temporary relief.

Senator McBride and Representative
Moody appeared before the river and har-b-

committee today and pointed out the
necessity for immediate action by Con-
gress. They laid before the commit-
tee the statements made by the Portland
Chamber of Commerce, pointing out the
commercial Importance of the Columbia.
They were-nssure- d that much would de-
pend upon the report that Is made by the
chief engineer, who Is now making an In-

vestigation, with a vler to determining
whether or not an emergency really ex-
ists. General Wilson is deeply interest-
ed In. this'project, and If the Investigation
warrants, may be depended on to make a
strong recommendation for an lmmedlato
appropriation. If the committee lepcrts
this bill and It passes, the money so appro,
prlated will be expended In repairing ths
existing Jetty, with the view of deepening
the, channel, and getting everything in
readiness for taking up the new project
when authorized by the next river and har-
bor bill. When General Wilson has made
his report, the Oregon delegation will be
given an extensive hearing on the question
before the committee takes final action.

a very rich man Is accepted In the
face or very strong evidence against him.
The lavish use of money by the Montana
Democrats has been apparent for years,
and the present case has been such a fla-
grant one that It could not be condoled
Clark personally is a very estimable gea
tleman. Every one knows, who hai
watched the case, that he rell Into a gang
of harpies, who made use of his Immense
fortune to enrich themselves; but the dis-
grace attach; to him Just the same.

This Is the first Instance of the kind In
the history of the senate where a commit,
tee has unanimously declared that a man
bought his way Into the Senate, and that
the Senate, to protect itself, shculd declare
the seat vacant. It Is recognized by the
Senators here that if It had not been for
the vast amount of money used in oppes.
lng Clark, the case would never have
reached any such stage as the present, and
corruption In Montana politics would no)
have been brought to light.

The action of the committee today wIC
make a very Interesting situation In Mon-
tana. It is probable that Clark will seek
a vindication, and Daly will try to defeat
him. Tho result ought to bo the election
of a Republican Legislature, the return oi
Carter and some other Republican to rep-rere-

the state without taint of corrup-
tion attaching to them.

IllVnit AXD HARBOR COMMITTEE.

Determined on Several Questions ot
General Policy.

WASHINGTON. April 10. The river and
harbor committee determined on several
questions of general policy today regard-
ing emergency work that requires early
attention. The committee considered the
advisability of recommending amounts for
not' exceeding three places where needs
are exceptional and even critical, viz., the
south pass of the Mississippi, connecting
the waters between Lakes Huron and Su
perlor, and the Columbia River.

Senator McBride. who was before the
committee with a number of telegrams,
stated that the level of the Columbia had
been lowered from 30 to 24 feet, and urged
the emergency of an appropriation. The
committee is considering these items, and
probably will allow them because of the
pressing needs Involved.

High Explosives.
NEW TORK. April 10. A epeclal to the

plosives for use in both the mili-
tary and naval service. The War Depart-
ment. It Is understood, has received a
proposition from the Inventor ot thorite
announcing his willingness to sell to the
Government the right to manufacture the
explosive for J15O.O00. Senator Proctor has
Introduced a bill In the Senate appropri-
ating 5300.000 for the purchase of tile
right. The Ordnance Bureau Is opposed
to the purchase, however, on the ground
that a superior explosive may be obtained.

SITUATION IN PHILIPPINES.

It was said, did not warrant
the statement that the Insurgents were
becoming very active and were massing
In various parts of Luzon to an extent
which greatly concerned our Generals.

PROTECTING MISSIONARIES.

Conger Xot Acting Jointly With
Other Ministers.

NEW TORK. April 10. A special to the
Herald from Washington says:

Mall advices received by the State
Department from Edward H. Conger,
United States Minister at Peking,
show that he has not been acting
Jointly with representatives of other
powers to compel the Chinese Gov-
ernment to suppress the "Boxers"
and other anti-foreig- n societies. He has
been making vigorous representations to
the Tsung-LI-Tam- In behalf of Ameri
can missionaries, but, so far as the au
thorities are informed, he has not threat-
ened that the United States will land
troops In China should the "Boxers" be
allowed to continue their operations. Such
a threat. If made, would certainly be dis-
avowed by this Government.

The authorities understand that the Ger
man government has made representations
to the Ting-Ll-Yame- n. and :t would not
ne surprising if it should have declared lit
purpose to protect foreigners by force II
China was unable or unwilling to do so.
The German Government has announced
Its purpose to protect foreign mtsfl'onarles
In Shan Tung Province, and Its troops at
ICIao Chou are available for this purpose.

CLEVELAND'S SECOND TALK.

To the Students of Princeton
University.

PRINCETON. N. J-- April 10.
Cleveland delivered his second lecture

In Alexander Hall tonight before a large
number of students, members of the fac-
ulty, their families and many others. At
8 o'clock President Patton and Mr. Cleve-
land appeared on the rostrum and were
greeted with prolonged applause. Through-
out the lecture Mr. Cleveland was fre-
quently Interrupted by applause, nnd at
Its close the big hall rang with cheers
of enthusiastic students and others pres-
ent. Dr. Patton expressed the thanks of
the university to Mr. Cleveland for de-
livering the lectures, and surprised the
audience by announcing; that Mr. Cleve-
land would deliver the Stafford Little lec-
tures again next year, and, he hoped, for
as many years as the would
have strength to deliver them. Mrs. Cleve-
land was at the lecture and sat beside
the venerable Stafford Little, who was es-
corted to the ljall by Professor West.

A Plague Quarantine.
CHICAGO, April 10. A special to the

State Health Officer Edmund Souchon, of

Louisiana, and State Health Officer W. C.
Blunt, of Texas, held a conference here
today In reference to the admission ot
Chinese Into Texas and Louisiana from
California. It Is claimed by the Health
Officers that there is danger ot a spread
of the bubonic plague If the Chinese arc
permitted to enter the states unrestrict-
edly. It Is likely a quarantine will be es-

tablished against all Chinese coming from
California points.

PLUMER'S RETREAT.
His Encounter With the Boers and

Retirement Xorthivnrd.
BULUWATO. April I. Colonel P:umer

engaged the Boers between Ramatlabama
and Mafektng on March 3L The Boers
appeared In considerable force six mllen
from Mafeklng. and, to prevent being out.A..tiring to his base camp. The engagement
lasted three hours, and the retirement wai
carried out In good order under a heavy
Are.

Another Version of It.
GABERONES, Sunday. April L Yester-

day Colonel Plumcr. with 270 mounted men
and a few Infantry, and one Maxim gun,
arrived at Ramatlabama. where he left
the dismounted men and proceeded along
the railroad to within sight of Mafeklng.
The advance guard, under Colonel White,
encountered a large boar of Boers, and
almost simultaneously the left and right i

flanks were attacked and sharp fighting
fcliowed.

The Boers wire In crescent formation,
and outnumbered the British two to one.
They advanced with skill and stubborn-
ness, and pers'stcntly endeavored to encir-
cle the British. After holding his ground
for an hour. Colonel Plumer retired, with
the Boers slowly following him up. The
fighting continued throughout the 10 miles'
retreat to Ramatlabama, where the Br!
Ish Maxim gun was brought Into play.
After a hard fight. Colonej, Plumer reached
his camp. The British casual. les were:
Killed Three officers and siven men.
Wounded Three officers and 24 men. Miss,
lng Eleven. The Boer loss was serious.

At the cone uslon of the fight. General
Snyman Informed Colonel Baden-Powe- ll

that he had time British wounded, and
both Baden-Pow- e 1 and Plumer sent am-
bulances. The Boers were a'so busy Sun-
day ccllectlrg thtlr dead and wounded.
Most of the British wounded were only
slightly hurt. Colonel P.umer wes wound-
ed, but was able to carry out his duties.
While the ambular.es was still at Ramat-
labama, April 2. General Snyman, with S00

men and three guns, arrived there, and
finding ro British troors In the vicinity,
returned to Mafeklng. It Is reported here
that the advance guard of Lord Methuen's
rell f force has left Vryburg for Mafe-
klng.

Saturday's fight In the environs of Ma-
feklng w. co" dueled on Colonel Plumer s
ride und'r great difficulties, being In the
proximity o: the Lot laagtrs whence re-
inforcements c:u'd be promptly sent to
the burghers, ard there was little cover
available for the Bilt.sh when the fight
b'g-an- , the pla'n b lng but sparsely wood-
ed, and the ral road embankment, the
chief protection, being only two feet high.
The men behavc,Lgallantly, however, and
the officers were exceptionally conspic-
uous In the affair. With the exception ot
a few loundj fired by the British Maxim
gdn at Ramatlabama, the fire on both
sides was entile y by tlflis.

THE ATTACK OX WEPEXER.

Boers Agnln Opened Fire on Bra-
bant's Force.

LONDON, April 10. The Boer attack on
General Brabant's force at Wepener was
resumed at dawn today. The enemy's at-
tack on two or three sides on Monday last-
ed until 2:30 In the afternoon, when flrlrg
ceased and It was believed the enemy had
been beaten off, but It was announced this
morning from Allwal North, that fighting
had again been begun.

Brabant's force, numbering from 2000 to
2000, holds positions In a rough country.
It Is not known what the numerical
strength of the Boers Is. but whatever it
may be. It Is being rapidly augmented. A
body of 2000 is marching towards Spring-fonte- ln

from Smlthfield, between Wepen-
er and Springfonteln. "Events In the
southeast portion of the Free State have
caus.d tho Eigh h Uvl ion. wl lch had b en
ordered to Fourteen Streams to be divert-
ed to Springfonteln.

The mysterious movements of troops tit
Bloemfonteln are proceeding. Newspa-
pers' correspondents are not allowed to
telegraph their destination, and the pre-
sumption Is that Roberts Is making a dis-
position Of troops to cut off the raiding
Boer forces when they try to withdraw
to the northward from the pursuing Brit-
ish columns.

Reappearance of the Boers In the occu-
pied country has caused a revival of the
warlike feeling among the Free Stater
of the Fauresmlth and Phlllppolls dlstr.cts
Federal agents are busy, getting details of
garrisons being withdrawn from these dis-
tricts, tho British residents are uneasy.

Boers aro reported to have ventured
south of Blggarsberg. and to be posting'
heavy guns four miles "north ot Elands
Laagte. They are also said to be forti-
fied In the vicinity of Wessel's Nek.

General Garrington nas reached Cape
Town and Is going to Belra, Portuguese
East Africa, forthwith.

The war office proposes to land at Cape
Town before the end of May 20000 horses.
They will be conveyed there In 23 steamers,
sailing from New Orleans, Buenos Ayrej
and Australian ports.

THE REDDERSBURG AFFAIR.
General Gatacre la Xot Deserving; ot

Censure.
NEW YORK. April 10. A dispatch tn

the Tribuno from London says:
The press dispatches are still filled with

belated accounts of the Reddersburg fight
and the adventures ot Burnham, the
American scout. General Qatacre does
not deserve censure for tending- - a British

column without artillery, as It had b:en
dispatched on a long trip, for receiving
arms and pacifying the country, and was
caught through a sudden change ot the
Boer tactics. The troops offered a stub-
born resistance and fought bravely as Ions
as their cartridges held out. There was
nothing discreditable to the British arms
In this affair and General Gatacre was
well advised In not renewing the attack
with an Inferior force when he arrived
with reinforcements from Springfonteln.

The Boers are now reported to, have re-

tired eastward, dispersing In small bands.
They were probably bent upon sending
the prisoners northward before renewing
their attack upon the Isolated Brttsh
posts. There are many dispatches from
the southern half ot the Free State, but
It is difficult to get a clear Idea ot the
situation.

The ccrrespondents have a confirmed
habit of overstating the Boer force when-
ever anything goes wrong. The estimates
of the Boer strength In the Thabanchu.
Ladybrand and Wepener districts ar
grossly exaggerated and the Importance
of the Dutch flanking movements is over-
rated, as was done when Sir Redvers
Culler's army was broken up into three
sections by a small force ot raiders be-
low E&tcourt- -

The sensational rumors of the general
concentration Of the Boer commandoes
couth and east of Bloemfonteln are, from
tho British point of view, tco good to be
true. Nothing would suit Lord Roberts
plan so admirably as the massing of the
Dutch forces where they could be over-
whelmed with superior numbers before
the British line ot communications to be
guarded should be lengthened to the Vaal
and thence to Pretoria.

the Free State Is mixed. Recruits
are gained and farmers are Intimi-

The
Government has strengthened Its position,
and the Liberals are dreading the effects
of a premature appeal to the country,
which several ministers are known to
favor.

ELECTIONS IN NEW JERSEY

COXTESTS IX MOST OF THE IMFOR-TAX- T

CITIES.

Local Issues Were Involved, and
There Was no Strlkna;

Other Political Xews.

NEW YORK. April 10. Municipal elec-
tions were held today In most of the Im-
portant cities of New Jersey, and In sev-
eral of the smaller ones. Councilmen
only were elected In most of the cities
that voted, today. Local Issues were In-

volved, and there was no striking over-
turn anywhere.

In Newark, where the Republicans had
hoped for a sweeping victory. Mayor
Seymour, Dem., was by 2200

majority, but the Republicans elected two
members of the Board of Works, the
who'e electorate voting, and the new
council will stand IS Republicans to 12
Democrats, a reversal ot last year.

In Jersey City, the Democratic ticket
was elected by 5200 majority. The Board
of Aldermen will stand; Democrats. 23;
Republicans. 2.

In Elizabeth, Mayor Mack. Rep., was
but the Democrats 'still retain

control of the Common Council.
In New Brunswick, the Democrats re-

elected City .Collector Florence by 1J33
majority. The new council will consist
ot nine Democrats and four Republicans.

In Trenton, the Republicans carried 10

of the 13 wards and gained four Council-me- n,

thus giving them a still greater ma-
jority than before.

Hoboken gave the usual Democratic
majorities, and the complexion ot the
Council is unchanged. The Republicans
gained a Councilman tn Paterson, and the
new board will be tied. In the Oranges,
party lines were not drawn, except In
Orange proper, where the Democrats' re-
elected Mayor Henry Stetson. The new
Council will stand: Democrats. 13; Repub-
licans, 3. The Republicans made gains at
Rahway. Summltt and Phlllppsburg
went Democratic, as usual, and at As-bu- ry

Park and Montclalr, citizens' tick-
ets were successful.

DEWEY HAS XOT WITIIDRAWX.

Denies the Truth of the Story Pub-
lished in Sew York.

WASHINGTON. April 10. Admiral
Dewey said tonight that the report pub-

lished In a New York afternoon newspaper
to the effect that he Intended to withdraw
his candidacy for the Presidency was all
a mistake, and that he had never given
any one whatever any such information.

The New York story was to the effect
that his brother-in-la- John R. McLean,
was alleged to be responsible tor this
latest move, and that within 4S hours
Dewey had been In consultation with Dem-
ocratic leaders, and others antagonistic
to President McKInley, and the opinions
they expressed, together with the unfa-
vorable views voiced by the newspapers,
decided him to withdraw from tho contest.

Chairman Jones on Deirey Boom.
NEW YORK. April 10. Senator James

K. Jones, of Arkansas, chairman of the
Democratic National Committee, came to
the city from Washington tonight for a
brief visit. Senator Jones said that the
expressed purpose of Admiral Dewey to
run for President had not unduly excited
him or any other Democrats. In fact, he
thought the Dewey boom would be short-
lived, and that under no circumstances
could It Interfere with Mr. Bryan's can-
didacy. When asked what he thought
of the anti-Brya- n sentiment, which was
said to be growing, especially among the
Democrats of the East, Chairman Jones
said:

"I havo heard something of anti-Brya- n

conferences and such things, but I doubt
if there Is anything to It, It Is my belief
that Mr. Bryan will be nominated on the
first ballot, and thnt there will be no op-
position of any weight to him In the con-
vention." '

ITALIANS ON A STRIKE

FIGHT WITH RIOTOUS LABORERS IX
XEW YORK.

Large Force of Constnhulary Hold
Them in Check Strike Troubles

in Chicago.
t

NEW YORK. April 10. There was a
riot today at Mamaroneck. Westchester
County, between striking laborers and
men hired to take their places on local.
Improvements. ' One striker, an Italian,
was shot in the thigh, and is probably
fatally wounded; another was shot In the
knee, and several others received lesser
Injuries.

The strike, which was begun a week
ago, has been marked by several resorts
to violence, the strikers trying to drive
off new hands. Today Contractor Griffin
brought up a new gang of laborers from
Mount Vernon and put them to work.
There was a force of Deputy Sheriffs In
the neighborhood, but nevertheless the
strikers made threats and finally resorted
to violence, stones and other missiles be-
ing thrown. A general riot ensued and
many shots were fired. One bullet passed
through Contractor Griffin's hat, and
strikers attempted, to mob him. Griffin
made his way to White Plains, where
he called upon Sheriff Mallcy. Additional
deputies were sent to quell the disturb-
ance. About halt a dozen of the ring-
leaders were arrested. There are how
about 100 Deputy Sheriffs and Constables
at the Dlace.

Contractor Griffin and his friends say
most of the shooting was done by the
strikers. This Is denied by the striking
Italians. They have been Informed that
unless they leave the-- town they will be
arrested and sent to Jail.

STRUCK DOWX WITH A CLUB.

Xonunlon Plasterer Probably Killed
by a Chicago Striker.

CHICAGO. April 10. A nonunion plas-
terer, working In the basement of the
Marshall Field building, Clark and Ad-

ams streets, was assaulted and seriously
Injured by a union picket today. Nearly
200 union men were discharged by the
contractors on this building yesterday
and their places filled by nonunion men.
Today, a union picket gained entrance to
the building by eluding the police, and
after knocking the nonunion plasterer
down with a club, escaped. The Injured
man was unconscious when found, and
his skull may be fractured. The 42 union
men employed In the building struck this

"afternoon.
Four laborers employed at the site of

the new Western Electric building, Jeffer-
son nnd Congress streets, were attacked,
and J. Strom and R. Hagan were se-
riously Injured. Three others were badly
beaten before they escaped.

MACHINISTS' STRIKE.
Chicago Unions Take Their Case to

the East.
CHICAGO, April 10. Building mechanics

In the East will be In possession of the
situation in Chicago, from the union
standpoint, within the next 4S hours.

Acting on the decision of the Building
Trades Council meeting of Friday night,
and the advice of leaders who held a con-
ference Sunday afternoon, Edward Car-
roll, president of both the National and
Chicago Building Trades Councils, and
James E. Daly, president of the Chicago
Federation of Labor, left last night for
Washington. In that city it Is probable
that the two officers will have a confer-
ence with representatives of the Ameri-
can Federation of Labor, and each wilt
address meetings of workmen. Mr. Car-
roll wljl go to New York, Boston and
other cities In the East, while Mr. Daly
will travel to Cleveland. Cincinnati, Louis-
ville and other points.

In each of these cities the unorganized
as well as the organized workmen will be
addressed. The plan which the Chicago
body has outlined for the support of tho
Idle men will be explained, and the union
men will be asked to contribute part ot
their earnings to prevent the dissolution
