$73,121 60. It waa consigned to seven dif-

ferent ports In the far East, America's
latest acquisition, Manila, being down on
the manifest for 2S5 barrels. The Philip-
pine port was also down. f,or a big con-

signment of beer, there being 272 barrels
of bottled beer, a total of 55 gallons.
For the some port there was also a lot of
sausage, lard, soap, paints and brushes,
raisins, evaporated cream, fly paper, glass-
ware, etc. The heaviest flour consign-
ment, as usual, was for Hong Kong, there
being U.010 barrels for that port, the re-

mainder being distributed as follows: Yo-

kohama, 82S5; Kobe. 462H; Shlmonoseki,
230; Nagasaki. E10, and Shanghai. 12V4 bar-
rels. There was over 200,000 pounds of
paper for Kobe and also a big shipment
for Yokohama. A lot of 65 bales (11.000

pounds) of hops were for Hong Kong, and
for the same port there was 326 bundles of
box ehooks and some machinery. The to-

tal value of the cargo was JStOTt.

Sound Tngboatmen Do Wot Like the
Towing- - Herniation.

BRAESIAR'S BIG CARGO.

The space on the
latter steamer is very limited for Portland
shippers, as she has large engagements
at San Diego, which must be handled In
addition to her Portland cargo.

READY TO CLEAR.

T&ree Ships In 'the Stream "With
Cargoes Aboard.

The British ship Thornllebank finished
loading yesterday and went out into the
stream, making the third vessel now
ready to clear as soon as sailors can be
secured. The scarcity of Is re-
ported to be delaying the lumber fleet on
the Sound fully as much as It is the wheat
fleet at Portland and San Francisco. The
trio of grain ships at Portland will prob-
ably secure their men in a day or two,
and, as the Inverness-shlr- e will be the
only remaining ship to be provided for
this month, the difficulty at this port will
not be a serious one.

UMATILLA CROPS. .
"Wheat Promises a IUch Hars-es- t

Horse Market Looking Up.

Thomas Thompson, a prominent fanner
and horeeralser of Umatilla County, is In

Portland attending to politics. He thinks
there is a decided change for the better
In the horse market, as compared with
a few years ago, and says most of the
horses offered for sale in Umatilla County
have been picked up at good prices. Heavy
horecs, broke to harness, sell readily now
for $250 to $230 a span, while "chunks,"
weighing 900 to 1100 pounds, bring $40 and
upwards. No more horses will be sold
to the cannery, he says, as the lighter.
wild animals can be used In packing on
Alaska trails. A good many of these
ponies were sold as low as 12 each a
few years ago, to be converted Into horse
beef for the European market, but those
days are gone.

He says many horseralsers who became
discouraged when horses were low made a
mistake by not hanging on to the busi-
ness and improving their breeds, as there
would have been big money In IL Men
who had brought out fine horses from the
East four or five years ago became dis-
couraged, through lack ot patronage, and
shipped their horses away again. As a
consequence, thoroughbred animals are
scarce in Umatilla County, and those who
possero them are particularly fortunate.

"Crop conditions were never so favor-
able in Umatilla County as they are this
Spring," Mr. Thompson says, "and the
Fall-sow- n wheat is now so rank that
there Is danger of it lodging. It Is now
from 18 inches to two feet In height, of a
dark green color, and so tender of stalk
that the winds cause it to lie down. The
Spring-sow- n Is more hardy, and with a
season at all favorable Umatilla will havo
a tremendous crop In 1900. A good deal
of last year's wheat still remains In the
warehouses, as farmers are not inclined
to sell at prices offered 2 cents a bushel
for best quality." Ho says, however, that
wheat can be raised In Eastern Oregon
at a profit for 42 cents.

TRANSACTION AT BEIRA

COMPLICATIONS BETWEEX PORTU-

GAL A5D THE TRAXSVAAL.

Latter Oovernmenf May Make Re-

prisals for the Concessions
Granted the British.

LONDON, April IL It Is learned that
the Boer Governments have formally noti-
fied Portugal that they consider the ship-

ping of British troops and munitions of
war to Rhodesia by way of Belra, Portu-
guese East Africa, to bs tantamount to
hostile action. This, however, will not
stop General Carrlngton's force from en-

tering Rhodesia. Whether or not the Boers
will maka reprisals upon Portugal remains
to be seen.

The British Government, the Associated
Press is officially Informed, stands ready
to take the part of Portugal in case the
Boers attempt reprisals, but so far Por-
tugal has not applied for British aid nor
has 'she replied to the Boers' notification.
With Great Britain at her back. It Is
said, she will not give In in the slightest
In maintaining that the transactions at
Blera aro fully Justified by the long-standi-

treaties between tireat Britain and
Portugal.

While tho situation Is admitted to be
grave, the Foreign Office is not inclined
to believe the Boers will take aggressive
active. The consensus of opinion is that'
should the Boers attempt reprisals It
would react to the advantage ot Great
Britain, enabling her to use Delagoa Bay
freely.

SITUATION IS COXFUSTXG.

Roberts and Bnller May Move Sim-
ultaneously.

NEW YORK, April IL A dispatch to
the Tribune from London says:

By the grace of the censor, the military
situation Is confusing, but it is not an unin-
telligible maze. The British inaction In the
Free State and Natal Is not caused by
an Impasse like that resulting at Cheveley,
Modder River and Stormberg from the
reverses of December. It is a halt ren-
dered necessary for a systematic prepara-
tion for an irresistible movement Into the
Transvaal. Lord Roberts and General
Duller wUl advance when transports and
equipment are In readiness, and they will
operate simultaneously.

This Is the view ot close observers In
touch with the War Office, who assert
that tbe British communications are not
In danger, and that the offensive opera-
tions against the railway lines are not
serious.

Press dispatches make It clear that there
has been fighting for two days at Wepener.
where General Brabant, with the Colonial
forces, has been attacked by three Boer
commandoes with several guns. The re-

sult of Monday's artillery practice waa fa-

vorable to the Colonial troops, but yester-
day's attack was more severe and de-
termined. General Brabant's forces are
reported to be well supplied with provis-
ions and ammunition, and In occupation ot
a strong position.

The Basutos are greatly excited by tbe
Boer operations on the edge of their ter-
ritory, and it la most difficult for the Brit-
ish agent to hold them under restraint.
The nearest point garrisoned by British
troops Is Allwal North, but Wepener Is
apparently isolated and completely sur-
rounded by the Boers. There Is no con-

firmation of the report that a large Boer
force Is marching toward Springfonteln,
and there Is no proof that the railway or
telegraphic communication has been
broken south of Bloemfonteln.

Sir Henry Rundell and the advance
guard of the Eighth Division are now re-
ported to be heading for Springfonteln In-

stead of KImberley. If this be true Mate-kin- g
will be compelled to shift for itself

untH Lord Roberts compels the concentra-
tion of the Boer forces by an invasion of
the Transvaal.

Tho towns of the Free State through
which General Clements recently marched
are showing signs ot uneasiness and re-
volt.

Heavy cannonading Is reported from
Eland's Lagaate and Sunday's River, but
there Is no decisive news from Natal.

The Boer Peace Commission has arrived
In Europe, where It will be coolly received
at every Continental capital. Whatever
popular sympathy there may be for the
Dutch cause, no European government Is
prepared to declare war on Great Britain
nor to undertake to dispatch an army ot
several hundred thousand men to South
Africa. Those are the only conditions un-
der which Intervention would serve any
practical purpose. It Is expected In diplo-
matic circles that Messrs. Fischer, Wol-marc- ne

and Weasels will make a short stay
on the Continent, and will cross the At-
lantic in the hope of drawing the Ameri-
cans, with the help of politicians, into
some kind of ambuscade.

GEXERAL ROBERTS' REPORT.

J!o Reference to the Mekartsfoareln
Defeat.

LONDON, April 1L Lord Roberts wires
to the War Office from Bloemfonteln, un-
der date of April 10, as follows:

"The enemy have been very active dur-
ing the past few days. One commando
is now on the north bank of the Orango
River, not far from Allwal North, while
another is attacking Wepener. The gar
rison there is holding out bravely and in-
flicting serious lots on the Boers. Major
Spring, of the Caps Mounted R'.fies. was
killed. No other casualties have been re-
ported as yet. The troops are being moved
up rapidly. ' A patrol of seven men of the
Scenth Drago-n- s. under Lieutenant

who have be;n reported missing
since April 7. have returned safely."

As the forcgo'ng d'snatch does not men-
tion the al'cged British reverse on Satur-
day at Mckartsfonteln, the Bosr tele-
grams are not credited at the War Office.

Tbe .War. Office Issued thli afternoon re-
turns ot the total British casualties up
to April 7, as follows:

Killed In action, 211 officers, 1S60 men;
died of wounds. 4$ offlcirs, 465 men; miss-
ing and prisoners. 163 officers, 3722 men;
died ot dlseas;, 47 officers, US5 men; acci-
dental deaths, 3 officers. 34 men; repatri-
ated invalids. 2 3 officers, 4S34 men; total,
13.35, exclusive, ot sick and wounded now
In the hospitals.

To the War Office returns ot the casual-
ties must be added the losses ot last week
and the wounded, aggregating about 10,000
men. making a grand total of upwards
of 23,000 officers and men put out ot ac-
tion.

FIGBTTXG AT ELAND'S LAAGTE.

Drlslc Artillery Encasement Bearon
by the Doers.

LADTSMITH. Tuesday. The Boers
opened fire this morning early, sending
shells into the .British camp at Eland's
Loacte. from three positions widely sepa-
rated. The shells did no damage. The
troops moved out to reconnolter and found
the Boers In strong force and well forti-
fied. One naval 4.7-in- pun replied to
the Bosrs. who have again placed a "Long
Tom" In poe'tlon.

"When the Boers commenced shelling, the
British were drilling, and one private was
killed and ano her was wounded before
tne so aiers were wuncrawn from range.
Then the naval brigade ooened firs and
drew a heavy Boer fusillade, and two of
tne cruiser Fh!Ioe"s gunners were killed
The naval men stuck to their positions,
however, and the Boers unmasked six
guns. Including a and shells
fell thick In the British camp.

After a three hours' bombardment, the
.uriran nro slackened and tbe burghers
cleared from the kopjes on the right, when
the British fell on the spot occupied by
their guns. Another commando was seen
moving toward the British, apparently
with the intention ot flanking them, but

(he Brtt'sh shells forced them back. Brit-
ish advanced pickets were continually
srJpcd, but few casualties have been re-
ported. In the afternoon, the-nav- al bri-
gade again fired a few shell. It Is ru-
mored that a body ot Boers has gathered
southwest ot Eland's Laagte, with the
apparent intention ofsevering the British
line of communication. General CUrey di-

rected today's operations. Butler VJlted
Eland' Laagte today.

Gataere Recalled.tBLOEMFONTEm. Tuesday, April 10.
General Gataere, Commander ot the Third
Division, 1 about to return to EngUnd.
General Pole Carew has been aooo'nted
to the command ot the Eleventh Division.

General Gatacre's return to England is
accepted as being in the nature of a recall,
although no reason is given for it, and It
will be associated in the public mind with
hi lock of success.

The Incident disclosed the
fact that their 'position extends over fully
15 miles tn a continuous row of hills, from
Jones' Kop, on the British left, to a kopje
commanding Sunday's River bridge, on
the British right. During the night the
Boers moved most of their cannon. There
has been some unimportant skirmishing
today. The British still 'command Sun-
day's River bridge. No development from
yesterday' affair I expected.

Boers 'Will Expel .Foreigner.
DURBAN, Wednesday, April It is

stated that State Secretary Belts, of the
Transvaal, has asserted that all British-
er and Americans, with a largo propor-
tion of the Germans, will be expelled from
the two republics within a fortnight.

Twenty-fiv- e out of TO arrivals at Delagoa
Bay by a German steamer have been re-

PORCH CLIMBERS' HAUL.

Cnlcan-- o Millionaire's Residence Bar.

CHICAGO. April IL Some estimates
place the amount the porchctlmbers se-

cured at the home ot Orrin W. Potter, tbe
re and ot the

Illinois Steel Company, as high as JW.WO.
The plunder, the most valuable secured
by thieves In Chicago In years, consisted
of diamonds. Jewelry and silverware.

The home of Mr. Potter Is a great man
sion at the corner of Burton Place and
Lake Shore Drive. It Is supposed the
thieves climbed up the marble pillars of
the porch on the Burton Place eeds and
forced open the balcony windows. The
family were at dinner when the robbery
was committed. They had no Intimation
of the theft until Silas Potter went up
stairs soon after dinner. She at once
missed a Jewel in a brooch, and a hur-
ried Investigation soon showed that rob-
bers had been at work. Illss Potter at
once notified her father, and in 15 min-
utes it was seen that the second floor ot
the house had been ransacked. It was
found that more than 130,000 worth ot
Jewels was missing.

The family decided not to make known
their lota for a while, at least, or to notlfy
the police, having the hope that the thieves
might make a proposition to return the
Jewels for a ransom. Some of the Jewels
are of such design and .appearance that
for the thieves to attempt to dispose of
them in the ordinary way would only In-

vite capture. A diamond necklace be-
longing to Mrs. Potter ts the most valu-
able single article that was taken. Some
marquise rings were also In tbe booty.

At the residence the following state-
ment was made: .,

"It was between 7 and S o'clock when
the robbery occurred. All who were In
the house at the time were at dinner, and
the servants were busy In the kitchen and
dining-roo- The burglars entered an
upstairs window in front of the house.
They scaled the porch and pried open the
window without making enough noise to
be heard below. They were In the house
probably not more than IS minutes, but in
that time they went through all the up-

stairs rooms. The manner in which they
had gone through places where Jewelry
might be kept would Indicate that they
were accustomed to the work. There was
no money In the house, but there was a
large amount of Jewelry. The amount
taken ts not above CO.00O."

This is the third big burglary within a
week on the fashionable Lake Shore
Drive. The police are .of the opinion that
one gang has done all the work, and the
character of the operations shows the
members to be experts In their line. AH
efforts to get any clew to them have been
fruitless, although the best detective abil-
ity has been centered on the cases. Tne
police believe that the booty secured by
the burglars is shipped to other cities and
disposed of. for. although the pawnshops
In Chicago have been carefully watched,

FAVORS THE VOLUNTEER

THOSE EXGAGED IX THE SPAJII3H
WAR. TO GET LAXD EA?gR.

Time Served In Army or Wavy to
Count aa Homestead Residence

Widow or Orphan Child.

WASHINGTON. April 6. Those mem-
bers of the Second Oregon Regiment who
have intentions of making homestead en-tri- os

will be glad to learn that a bill to
make such entries easier for them has
Just passed the House, and will undoubt-
edly soon be put through the Senate with-
out any serious difficulty. A number of
bills for this purpose were introduceu
early in the session, and the one passed
In the House Vas that prepared by Rep-
resentative Jones, of Washington, which
combines the beat features of all the bills,
including his own original blU. The bill
as passed provides:

"That any person having served tn the
Army, Navy or Marine Corps of the United
mates during the late war with Spain.
or'ln the Philippine Islands during the
Philippine Insurrection, and having been
honorably discharged, who may enter a
tract of land under the homestead laws,
shall be entitled to have the following
term of service deducted from tho time
required to perfect title under said home-
stead laws, to-w- it: When the term of
such service shall not exceed six months,
then a credit of six months shall be al-
lowed; when the term of such service shall
exceed six months, but not exceed 12
months, then a credit of 12 months shall
be allowed, and when such term ot serv-
ice shall exceed 12 months, then a credit
equal to the time actually served shall
be allowed: but no patent shall Issue to
any such homestead settler who has not
resided upon. Improved and cultivated
his homestead for a period ot at least
one year after he shall have commenced
his improvemerits; provided, that if any
such person shall have been discharged
on account of wounds received or dis-
ability Incurred In the line of duty, then
the full term of his enlistment shall be
deducted from the time heretofore re-
quired to perfect title, without reference
to length of time he may have served.

"That in case of the death of any per-
son who would be entitled to the benefits
of section 1 of this act. his widow, if
unmarried, shall be entitled to such bene-
fits, or in case of her death or remarriage,
then his minor orphan children, by a
guardian duly appointed, may enter a
tract ot land under the homestead taws
and receive the benefits of section 1 of
this act: and if the soldier, sailor, or ma-
rine died during the term of his enlist-
ment, the entire term of enlistment shall
be deducted from the time heretofore re-
quired to perfect title; provided, that In
n case shall the amount of such deduc-
tion be less than one year."

Tho accompanying report points out that
"these soldiers are deserving of every
consideration at the hands of the Gov-
ernment. No better disposition of our
public lands can be made than to dispose
of them to actual settlers. All reason-
able encouragement should be given to se-
cure settlers upon the public domain. To
secure this, and also as a matter of re-

ward to Its honorably discharged soldiers,
the United States has pursued a liberal
policy in allowing credits for time of serv-
ice In the Chil War to bo deducted from
the five years' residence required of a
homestead applicant.

"In the late war with Spain, and in the
Philippine Insurrection, the period of ac-

tual service varied. Some saw but little
service, while others served a much longer
period. In order to do Justice to all as
nearly as possible, the committee was of
the opinion that the following credits
should be allowed on the terms of resi-
dence required by law, to-w- it: To those
who served lev than six months should
be allowed a credit of six months: to
those who served a period not exceeding
12 months should be allowed a credit of
12 months, nnd to those who served over
12 months should be allowed a credit of
the actual term of service.
."It was also thought, as a matter of

Justice, that any soldier who was dis-

charged on account of wounds received
or disabilities Incurred In the line of duty
should be credited with the full term of
enlistment.

"It is thought that any apparent dis-

crimination in favor of these soldiers as
against tho soldiers of the civil war is
more than offset by the lack of desirable
lands for homestead settlement."
