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LARGE FRUIT CROPS

Prospects Good For Greatest
Yield in Oregon's History.

TREES EVERYWHERE ARE LADEN

Growers Tnldnsr More Care of Their
OrcUarda Than Ever Before All

Favor Orsranlaatlon.

EUGENE, Or., April 14. So far as pres-
ent Indications show, the fruit crop of
Oregon bids fair to be the largest In Its
history, as nothing has yet been Injured
In any way except .a small peach district
about Milton. The failure of last year's
crop In most sections has resulted In trees
being heavily loaded with fruit buds that
are vigorous. While prospects are now
good for a splendid general fruit crop. It
Is too early to predict with any certainty.
Frosts and cold rains may yet do much
Injury during the blooming and frult-et-tin- g

period. Injury has been done as late
as the middle of May some years, and no
definite estimates of the crop can be made,
therefore, before about June 1. I think
we have every reason to expect a splen-
did crop of fruit In Oregon this year.

There has never been a year when so
much' care and attention has been given
to orchards. More spraying, cleaning up
of old orchards, and good, systematic
work has been done throughout the state
than ever before. Many old
orchards have been grubbed out. There
Is room for much 'more of thla good work,
and If the State Board continues to re-
ceive the support of the public, it will not
be long until all the orchards of Oregon
will be a credit Instead of a disgrace, as
many of them now are.

The public are coming to a full realiza-
tion of the value of our fruit Industry, and
they also realize that the moss-cover-

and neglected tree Is as much a menace
to a healthy orchard as smallpox Is to
human beings. San Jose scale, brown rot,
apple canker and codlln moth are the
main diseases and pests with which the
Oregon orchardlsts have to contend. Of
these, the canker and moth are the most
difficult to suppress. But the fruitgrower,
with the aid of our experiment station at
Corvaills. is successfully mastering all of
the difficulties.

The last annual report Issued by the
State Board of Horticulture, although
6000 volumes, has been so extensively
called for that It Is about exhausted.
This excellent report, so full of Instruc
tion and general Information on horticul-
ture, has done more good throughout the
Northwest than anything of its kind ever
before published. On sprays, their prep-
aration and application, and on general
topics of horticulture. It Is quoted as au-
thority In Oregon. Washington, Idaho,
Montana and British Columbia.

There Is a general complaint throughout
the Northwest In the matter of Inability
to suppress the codlln moth, and many
apple growers are becoming discouraged
on account of Its terrible ravages. At the
suggestion of our Board, all of the hor-
ticultural boards and societies of the Pa-
cific Coast have requested the Depart-
ment of Agriculture to take up this ques-
tion, and endeavor to find some better
methods of preventing their destructive
work: as yet nothing satisfactory has
been received from thla movement.

The orchardlsts of Rcgue River Val-
ley have made as great a success In fight-
ing this Insect as any. and a careful study,
of their methods will be of great help.
The secret of their success lies entirely In
the thoroughness of their work. Much
of-- the spraying done Is of no value be-

cause of the careless manner In which It
is done. The best orchardlsts of Rogue
River do not lose over 5 per cent of fruit
by the codlln moth, but they spray not
less than five times, and each time It Is
done In a most thorough manner, covering
every apple and every spot on the tree.
Pure material and most painstaking and
persistent work In spraying is the only
way to save the fruit from codlln moth.

Inasmuch as wormy apples can no long-
er be sold in Oregon. Washington. Idaho,
Montana, or British Columbia, or any-
where else, the apple market will be only
for the careful, painstaking and success-
ful orchardiet. The apple box 10x11x22 Is
now the accepted standard size In all parts
of the Coast, and should be rigidly adhered
to by all shippers.

The raising and packing of fruits Is no
longer a serious problem in Oregon; but
the development of a proper systenoof
marketing Is an Immediate necessity. Con-

centration of product.is the first essential,
and good commercial sense and Integrity
Is the second. The growers as a rule feel
the Importance of proper organization to
accomplish these things, and the general
spirit Is ripe for this work.

There Is, however, a great danger ahead
of the organization method, and It is the
rock upon which It is most likely to be
wrecked, and that will be a failure to
secure the necessary commercial ability
and capacity to handle 60 extensive and
important an Industry. Knowledge1 of
proper methods of marketing and distrib-
uting so large a commercial product as
the prune crop of the Northwest cannot
be picked out of the average Oregon
orchardlsts. and Is not easy to be found
among men of commercial experience. To
put a man of ordinary capacity or small
business knowledge at the head of so
great a buslne5a0,ban11brlng nothing but
disoppalntment and '"disaster.

In this one question of a perfect organi-
zation for the marketing of fruits lies
the whole future of the Industry In Ore-
gon. H. B. Mli.LER.

Commissioner Xen-el- l Predicts m

81,000,000 Crop of Prunes.
DILLET, Or., April 14. The present

prospect for an abundant crop of all kinds
of fruit is very"prlght- - Freezing.weather
and continued cool rains in March retard-
ed the opening of fruit buds until the dan-
ger of premature blooming was past. Of
course, there is danger of frost and cold
rain during the blossoming period: but
the trees are so loaded with, fruit that a
small percentage of loss from these causes
would be rather a benefit than a detriment.
The partial failure of last year's ctop
caused the trees to develop unusually large
thrifty fruit buds, and It will take ex-
tremely unfavorable condition's to prevent
their setting a full crop of fruit The
danger will probably be from overbear-
ing, causing small fruit and the breaking
down of the tree. If it does occur that
the trees are overloaded, hand-thinnin- g

should be resorted to wherever possible,
as It has been proved that not only Is the
size and weight of the fruit. Increased
thereby; but also a great deal can be done
toward causing the tree to bear evenly
year after year, by removing the fruit
entirely from cenaln fruit spurs. thU3
allowing them to develop new fruit buds
for tho next year, instead of exhausting
all their energy in maturing tho present
year's crop.

There are a good many trees, mainly
prunes, that aro in a weakened condition
from the effects of the February, 1S&9,

freeze, that nlll certainly die during the
season. If allowed to overbear, which thev
ore almost cure to do, a natural result
of the check to their growth. But It Is
becoming more and more apparent that
the great majority of trees Injured by the
freeze were planted on unsuitable soil:
that is. wet, undralned land, or that under-
laid by hardpan. Trees planted In deep,
mellow, soil, even wfcere
the bark was burst, quickly healed over,
and are nearly as'found as before.

There is a very hopeful feeling among
fruitgrowers, generally, and a Metermlna-tlo- n

to grow, care and market this year's
crop in the ibest manner possible. More
spraying and better spraying has been
done than ever bef"--- - Commercial of--
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chords generally are In excellent con-

dition, their owners and managers having
mastered the science o properly caring
for them, arid, more than that, determined
to practice what they have learned. The
dark epots are the numberless trees scat- - j.
icitm auuui uio iuwus aim uues iu uwii- -
yards, and vacant lots, generally uncared
for, and, of course. Infested with all man-
ner of pests and diseases. These ore
very bard to control, owing1 to the diff-
iculty of reaching them with spraying ap-
paratus, and in many cases the only
remedy Is their destruction, and this Is
being Insisted upon as much as possible.
Owners of such trees must be made to
realize that they are a constant menace
and Injury to the great fruit interests of
the state, and as such must be abated, as
a common nuisance.

There Is still a great deal to be learned
In the matter of preparing sprays, both
as to securing pure materials and the man.
ner of mixing them. All sprays contain-
ing sulphur are, as usually applied, abso-
lutely worthless, becauso the sulphur U
not properly dissolved; this requiring in-

tense heat and boiling,
which cannot be given with the appliances
usually at hand. Bordeaux mixture ehould
always be made froph when ready for ap-

plication.
A greatly Increased attendance at all

of tho Winter meetings of fruitgrowers
and the Intense interest taken In the dis-

cussions of all phases of the industry
show that Oregon growers are keeping
up with the times and will leave no stone
unturned to maintain .the state's reputa-
tion for fine fruit. Of course, a few men
have become discouraged and dug up their
orchards, but such is always the case. To
offset this, nurserymen report a heavy de-

mand for trees, eopeclally apple and prune:
so great. In fact, has been the call that
they ore all now practically .sold out of
stock. Everywhere one hears It said:
"Well, If this new prune association is a
success. I guess Til have to plant some
more prunes."

Great advancement Is made every year
in the manner of drying prunes, and grad-
ually the dried product Is becoming more
uniform In grade and quality, a very es-

sential point. One of the chief benefits
of organization will be the attainment of
this object New evaporators are Intro-
duced every year, most of them doing
excellent work. Oregon now leads the
world in this line, and more and more will
the public come to realize
that machine-cure- d fruit Is superior, both
In flavor and cleanliness, to any sun-drie- d

fruit.
The codlln moth has been a very dis-

couraging element in the apple business,
but in the past two years so many men
have succeeded In keeping their apples
almost entirely free from its ravages that
it is proved beyond a doubt that It can be
controlled by proper .spraying.

Tho air is now full of talk of organiza-
tion, growers having learned that the In
dividual can no longer succeed In the mar
kets as he should. In union only Is there
strength The organization formed at
Portland already includes most of the
largo prunegrowers of the Northwest, and
hundreds of "others who were unable to at-
tend the Initial meeting have pledged
their Support and signified their intention
of Joining. It is believed that fully 90

per cent of the acreage of prunes In the
Northwest will be listed by June 1.

Heretofore, Oregon fruit, both green and
dried, has suffered In the market from
poor packing, but now the apple growers
have adopted a standard box and uniform
manner of packing. Last year the small
crop of prunes was experimented with by
many packers, resulting. In many cases,
in a pack unsurpassed by California's
choicest product.

Prunes and apples will be the staple com-
mercial fruits of Oregon, and will find a
constantly increasing market In Alaska
and the Orient, bringing great wealth to
the state. It Is believed that the present
year's prune crop will reach and pass the
$1,000,000 marlt

SCORE SENATOR PERKINS

Pn0TEST AGAIXST HIS POSITION
OX CAPITAL REMOVAL.

California Senator Accused of Favori-
ng: Steamship Company to Detri-

ment of the Public Weal.

SKAGWAY. April 10. Thirty-fiv- e of the
leading business firms of Skagway are
represented In signatures to a petition
Just signed here and addressed to Sena-
tor Perkins, of California, In protest to
the action ho has taken in the United
States Senate in standing for the reten-
tion of tho capital of Alaska at Sitka. -- It
Is stated In the protest that the desires of
the people of Alaska and of Skagway
were expressed in the territorial conven-
tion last fall as favoring Juneau for tho
capital. The protest states further:

"It must also be within your personal
knowledge that the whole of Southeast-
ern Alaska, with the exception of Sitka,
is In favor of the removal of the capital
to Juneau, and that your position In re-
gard to the same Is In direct opposition
to the will of the people ofthls whole
section.

"Under these circumstances it is scarce-
ly possible to disassociate your public pos-

ition-as Senator from your private posi-
tion as head of the Pacific Coast Steam-
ship Company, and we must, therefore,
regard the latter as representing interests
which are lnlmlcable to those of this
port and those of Southeastern Alaska,
and act accordingly." .

It is the report outside here that Sena-
tor Perkins favors Sitka because his In-

terests in tho Pacific Coast Company
would profit greater with the capital
where It Is.

Railroad Work Una Desrun.
Tracklaylng on the extension of the

White Pass & Yukon railroad from Cari
bou northward began today. Men have
been working all winter on 'the grade
between Caribou and TVhlte Horse, and
now the grade Is finished. An Intermedi-
ate stretch of 12 miles, along the shore of
Lake Bennett, remains to be graded. It
having been left for the more convenient
season after the passing of tne winter.
The Caribou and White Horse division be-

ing farther inland was less exposed during
the Winter. Now 1500 men are to be put
on the Bennett Lake grade immediately.
It Is expected to have the track through
from Caribou to White Horse some time
in June, and tho Intermediate track laid
so trains can run from Skagway to White
Horse July 3L From Skagway to Ben-
nett Is 41 miles, to Caribou 12 more, and
to White Horse 12 more. Enough steel
rails are at Bennett for all the track to
White Horse. They are rails,
and were made In Chicago. More engines
and rolling stock will soon be received,
and It is hoped by the manufacturers. It
Is understood, to give especial satisfaction
with this order, for the reason that the
capital of the White Pass.road is largely
British, and It is hoped to some day gain
favor that will mean a rreer entrance for
tho American locomotive and other rail-
road stock to English markets.

First Shipment of Copper.
The Alaska Copper Company, owning 18

claims at Copper Mountain, on Prince of
Wales Island. Southeastern Alaska, will
soon begin the shipments of the first cop-

per product of Alaska. A mill on the
Cornish roll principle Is being put In for
reduction of the ore, and It Is expected to
be shipping 1000 tons monthly to smelters
In the States by Fall. The company has
been four ears developing, and has spent
$50,000. New York capital has been In-

terested, and 1130,000 more will be spent
before snow flies again. Fifty men are
at, work. A surface or aerial tramway
one mile long Is to be put in right away
from the mines to the water's edge. E.
O. Sylvester, ono of the directors, has
arrived from New York during the last
few days, and he reports capital is be-

ginning to show a kindly feeling toward
nuartx In this region, but that a mine
must be proved of worth before it can be
sold. No one wants prospects. Quartz,
because of being less liable of being stolen,
is preferred as "investment over placers.

Five attorneys have been engaged for
the defense- - of the 12 Indians held hero
for the murder of Mr. and Mrs. Bert
Horton, of Eugene. Or. There is only one
for the prosecution. The time of trial is
not definitely fixed.

Marks of bullets in trees and blood in
the snow, nnd the finding of a piece of
scalp and blood In patches In the snow
have led the detectives to believe Clayton
and party were surely murdered near
MInto. and preparations are being mado
for the dragging of the river when the
Ice goes out.

County, will be officially filed May 23. and
that applications for entry upon land
within those townships will be received
for filing upon and after that date. These
townships comprise a large part of the
lands In the eastern part of the county.
They were first surveyed about four years
ago. but the survey waa held up for de-

fects. They were again surveyed about
two years ago, which survey has recent-
ly been approved. A large part of the
land is heavily timbered, and, in addi-
tion to tho large portion which has been
covered by lieu-lan- d scrip, by tho North-
ern Pacific Railroad Company, and othef
large timber buyers, there Is a large army
of squatters on the land, tnero Demg a
claimant for perhaps every quarter sec-

tion In the two townships, and In some
cases there are two or three squatters
claiming the same quarter. Some Inter
esting contests may be expected after the
land Is thrown open for settlement. In
many Instances the wholesale scrip filing
of tho Northern Pacific and others cover
lands claimed bYsquatters who have been
upon the land for a number of years and
have made valuable Improvements, the
claimants to which have been waiting for
an opportunity to file homestead applica-
tions.

ACCIDEVTAI SIIOOTISG.

Sljshnpa to Two Boys. Llrlnc Jfear
Knlnmn.

KALAMA. Wash., April 18. While out
hunting yesterday. Mart, the
son of Lou Powell, of Kerns, this county,
accidentally shot himself In the leg. In-

flicting a frightful wound. He tripped and
fell, the hammer of the gun striking a
limb and discharging a load of shot In his
left leg. midway between tho ankle and
knee. The larger bone of his leg was
entirely blown out for a distance of two
Inches. Immediate discovery saved the
boy from bleeding to death.

About the same time. In the same neigh-
borhood, the son of Mark Da-
vis, while piaylng with his father's rifle,
discharged the same, shooting off one of
his fingers.

LA GRIPPE AT SOUTH DEXD.

Serious Epidemic Interferes 'With
Iluslnen.

SOUTH BEND. Wash.. April 16. South
Bend ,1s suffering from a serious epidemic
of la grippe. 'So general Is It that It In-

terferes with all public gatherings and
has affected business. None of the sur-
rounding towns seem to have suffered
from It to any such degree. Whole fam-
ilies have been taken with It at the same
time, and, while no fatal results are
directly traceable to it, the sickness is a
serious one.

Improvements are being made in all four
of the mills on the Northern Pacific ter-
minal grounds.

shingle mills.

ARRESTS AT LEWISTOX.

Cnavrsres Asralnst Chairman lunaa
inl Treasurer Uaatlnsrs.

LEWISTON, Idaho, April 14.- -S. O. Isa-ma- n,

chairman of the Board of County
Commissioners, was arrested today on a
charge of perjury. The complaint against
Isaman was made Saturday by
Tannahlll, who was recently tried and ac-
quitted on a charge of forgery ot county
warrants. The particular act on which
tho perjury case Is based is an affidavit
made by Isaman at the time of Tannahlll's
arrest.- - Isaman was arraigned today and
released on $3000 bonds for appearance
Wednesday, when he will plead to ths
charge.

County Treasurer Hastings was also ar-
rested and arraigned today on a charge of
depositing county money in a bank other-
wise than on "special" deposit. County
Attorney Danford made the complaint
against Hastings. He waa released on
band, and will plead tomorrow.

District Judge Steele today cited mem-
bers of the Board of County Commis-
sioners to appear next Saturday and an-
swer to information of removal filed
against them. This Information was filed
Saturday by Tannahlll and a taxpayer,
John Pontlng. These sensational cases are
attracting widespread attention.

WASHINGTON POPULISTS.

Met at Spokane to Elect Delesratea to
Slonx Falls.

SPOKANE, April 16. The Populist
state committee and six chairmen of fne
county committees met here today to elect
IS delegates to the Sioux Falls National
Convention. A spirited debate was the
feature of the convention, a number con-
tending that the proceedings were unusual
and that the rank and file was not being
given a chance to vote on National dele-
gates. The explanation offered by the
state committeemen was that the time
was too short, lack of interest was ap-
parent in some quarters, and primaries
and county conventions were expensive.

A BIOLOGICAL STATION

BILL LOOKING TO LOCATION OS

KORTH PACIFIC COAST.

Favorably Reported From the Houae
Committee, Showinsr Reaaons for

Such a Government Enterprise.

WASHINGTON, April . A number of
people on the Pacific Coast, north of Cali-
fornia, are interested in the establishment
of a biological station for the purpose of
Investigating questions pertaining to --sea
food, particularly oysters and lobsters.

This question first took shape in the
consideration of an appropriation for tho
establishment of such a station, but the
United States Fish Commissioner, George
M. Bowers, was opposed to any appropria-
tion being made until the question of a
suitable site was' first looked Into. Ho
favored a small appropriation for the
purpose of making an Investigation, with
a view to presenting a report to. the next
session of Congress.

Parties owning sites have made offers
to lease ot sell, the foremost proposition
ot this kind being to lease a site for a term
of years for experimental purposes and
then turning the property back to the
owners of the site together with such,
specimens as had been gathered during
the existence of the lease.

As the matter now stands, it Is prob-
able that the United States Fish Commis-
sioner will be authorized to make an In-

vestigation and report thereon to the next
session of Congress. In the House Con-
gressman Cushman Introduced a bill ap-

propriating tlMO for such an Investiga-
tion, Ond Congressman Jones, also ot
Washington, and a member of the mer-
chant marine and fisheries committee,
has prepared the following report on his
colleague s measure:

Our Pacific Coast line Is about 3000 miles
long, and Its waters are teeming with all
sorts of aquatic life. There Is now but
one biological station, or seaside labora-
tory, and that Is located at Pacific Grove,
and under the direction of the Stanford
University. At least one more station
located at the north at which study may
be made of fish and aquatic life would
certainly be of great benefit. The fishing
industry now In the States of Oregon and
Washnlgton is becoming ot great lmport-- J
ance. The value of the salmon pack alone
in 1S99 was about $6,000,000. There are also
large beds of native oysters and at Olym-pl- o.

Shelton. Wlllapa Harbor, Belllngham
Bay and other points these are Increasing
quite rapidly. The Eastern oyster Is also
being placed In these waters, and so far
appears to be doing welL Clams, crabs,
shrimps and many other species ot fish
are found in large numbers.

The problems needing investigation and
solution on this part of the Coast arei

(X) Breeding times, places, conditions.
habits, food and feeding grounds, of the
most Important food fishes, together with
their enemies during the earlier and later
stages of their growth.

(B) A thorough investigation as to the
food, feeding and breeding habits, under
different and varying conditions of the
oyster, clam, shrimp, crab, lobster, and
other marine forms, which have an eco-
nomic value either as food for man or as
food for or enemies of other edible spe-

cies.
Such observations should be carried on

year after year, In connection with the
other work of a Government fish station
for the reason that they are not only ger-
mane to this Investigation, but essential
to Its full success.

In order to determine the proper location
for such a station, careful Investigation
should be made by those thoroughly fa-
miliar with this subject. Such a station
would have to do with questions affecting
one of the greatest industries and sources
of revenue upon the Pacific Coast, and
any steps t,aken to encourage such indus-
try is a benefit to all.

In the State of Washington there aro al-
ready several fish' hatcheries, about 14
constructed, or being constructed, two of
them being United States hatcheries, with
a capacity of 100.000,000 fry per annum.
These stations, however, have but little
to do with Investigating the questions
that would be Investigated by a biological
station. Such a station Is not likely to be
constructed and operated either by indi-
viduals or by states, because the many
problems to be solved relate to animal life
and fishes which are migratory along the
shores of different states for a distance
of about 3000 miles. This bill has the
most hearty approval of the United States
Commission of Fish and Fisheries, and
a letter from the Fish Commissioner Is
herewith transmitted.
