cause to the Interesits of a Mitchell legis-
jative ticker and the candidacy of W. AL
Storey for Mayor. Mr, Ballow's leiter
follows:

“Portiand, April 19,—(To the Editor.)—1
was somewhat surprised 1o read in this
morning’s Ongonian the statement made
by Rev. Edgar P. Hill, D, D, relative to
the religio-political siiuation. If Dr. HIl
made such statements as are credited to
him, they are absolutely false. The red-
son and sole and only cause for Dr. Hill's
withdrawal from the Good Government
Assoctation, as glven by himsell, is as foi-
lows: A lew days after the first meeting

of the assoclation, Dir. Hill called upon me
in person nnd appeared to be greatly em-
barrnssed, saying that he had slept only

an hour or two the previous night, and
that Mr. Corbett, Mr, Wallace McCamant
and Mr. J. Thorburn Ross, who were all
members of his church were opposed to
the movement so far as the primary elec-
tion was concerned, and uniess such move-
ment was stopped it would break up his
congregation. He therefors urgently in-
siwed that ary sction taken at the pri-
mary election by the assoclation would
have 1o be discomtinued, This question
was afterwards Alscussed M a mecting
of the aszoclatiow, and Dr. Hill's views
of the matter wore unanimously voted
down. The association thereby determincd
to proceed to place an independent ticket
In the field at the primary election, but
unfortunately a disagreement arose be-
tween the members of the executive com-
mittes as to certiin modes of procedure,
and the members of that committee there-
after resigmed.

“A new commitice was appointed, con-
sisting of five members of the association.
which last committee remained lnactive
and éid nothlng whatever under the di-
rection of Dr. HIl and the members of
the Republican party who held him under
control. Thus It will be =ecen the very
object of the Republican party was ae-
complished through a person prelending
to be for good government. Dr. Hill says
he Ip satlsfied with the ticket nominated
by the Republican party, and all 1 can
say is that the doctor is easlly satlsfied.
Why Is it that the doctor's apprecia-
tlon of a ‘good ticket” now and one month
lnst past has so radically changed? Will
the docter point out where the weeding-out
has been done? Is It not more reasonable
to presume that the doctor's Weas of what
is a ‘good ticket" have been changed
instead of the tcket? I am quite certaln
there has teen a change, but just exactly
where the change is 1 am unable to stnie
or particulariy polnt out, but I belleve that
the only logleal conclusion = that the
Reotblican members of Dr. Hill's church
have persuaded the doctor 10 belle his con-
science, and thereby created a Republican,

Dr. Hill's Fialn Denial

When Dr. HII was shown this commun!-
ention yesterday he emphatically denled
the stontement that he had been dissuaded
from remaiping active in the movement
by the influrnce of Republican members of
his congregation. He soon found, he sald,
that an effort was being made 10 unite
the movement wilh the Mitehell eause, and
that a deal had been set on foot with
Mayor Storey,

“Whiie 1 fe:l at perfect liberty as a citi.
gen,” sald he, “to oppase any member of
my congregation for any office | choose
to, and, while as a pastor 1 am willlng to
espous: the cause of reform whenever the
opportunity arises, 1 cannot as a pastor
give countenance to any movement which
i» purely In the interests of any faction, 1
made thls statement to Mr. Ballou, men-
tioning to him the fact that certain promi.
nent members of my congregation were
taking an actlve part In polltics, and stat-
ing that It would not be beroming In me
to unite with any politionl movement, un.
Jess thnt movement was conducted purely
in the interests of reform, which 1 supe
posed this was when I entered it This,
1 presume, 18 what he menns when he Tes
fers to & conversation with me.

“I 14 not =ay that unless the motve-
ment was stopped It wonld brenk up my
congregation: 1 sald nothlng about any
action at the primaries; and 1 4'4 not aay

1 was satlafiod with the Republican ticket,

“Shortly after Mr. Balioun becams eone
nected with the movement he informed me
that ‘things were coming our way' better
than he expected. 1 asked him what he
meant, and he sald that the Mitchell peo-

ple wore going to unite with us. 1 sald
wa did not want the Mitchell people, or the
people of any other faction, and he peplisd
thut If they wanted to come in they

could do mo harm. 1 began to see how
things were going, and, belleving that we
were In danger of belng brought Inte
disrepute.

of the lengue. Reports of other attempied
‘dealy’ came to my ears, and deiermined
me all the more to remain outslde the
movement.

“1 speak entirely without bitterness or
feeling In the matier. 1 am. =8 I have
stated, willlng 1o unite with any move-
ment that promise reform. but 1 am not
willing to act with any paiiical faetion™

Never Tried to Sisarnde Him.

H. W. Corbett, when shown the come
munieation, =ald: )

“The statement that I had anvthing to
do with dissuading Dr. HH from taking
any part In this movement is utterly
false. 1 have never had a conversation
with Dr. HIll on any po'itlcal subject.™

Nothing in Dallew's Yarm.

The letter was shown to J. Thorburn
Roes, who sald:

“Anuy one who knows Dr, HIll knows
that 1t would be Impossible for any one
to frichten him out of nny thing he un-
dertook. Oncoe he was In a movement he
belleved to be right, opposition would
only make him the more determined. I
never had any conversation with Dr. HII
on that subject. and 1 cortainly never
Intimated to him that what he did would
be displeasing to me or any other Re-
publican In the church. 1 had one or twa
conversations  with Ballou He was
anxious for a conference between the
lengue and the Republiean Central Com.
mittee, and 1 told him I would try to ar-
range one, as the ocentral  committeo
wanted just whut the leasue did—gocd
men for office. The next time [ saw him
he told me that be had made arrange-

““If that & what you are going to 4o,
sald I, 1 will resign.’

For City Offices Omly.

The communication was shown to Mr.
L. B. Cox, one of the members of the ex-
ecutive committee of the Good Governs
ment organizatioh, nnd he was asked if he
could throw any light upon the controversy
outlined by the communication. Heo replied
that he could not; that the movement had
been presented to him In the finst Instance
by Dr. Hill and Mr. Ballou, at which time
there did not seem to be any line of ac-
tion adopted by the Good Government or-
ganization., It was represented by these
gentlemen that this organization intended
to bring its Influence to bear only upon
the municipal offices and the office of Die-
trist Attormey. Mr, Cox was requestad to
eerve s a member of the executive com-
mittee, It having been represented to him
that he had been chosen at some previous
meciing as a member of this commitice.
He 44 not determine to act upon the com-
mittee for some time, nor until the moves
ment had formulated more definite plans
than had been at first outlined to him.
The culmination of the matter and the
baris upon which he agreed to serve upon
the committee was that all the functions
of the Good Government movement were
te be merged In the executlve commiitee
of five persons, to-wit, Willlam M. Ladd,
E. C. Bronaugh, David Dalglelsh, Oscut
M. Cox and L. B. Cox. The actlon which
the commlittee understood It was to take
war to go allke 10 the controiling influ-
ences in all of the political parties and de.
mand that good nominations should be
made for the respective municipal officen
and for the office of District Attorney. It
all parties aceeded to this demand and
placed good men In the ficld as candidates,

the members of the Good Government or-
| ganization were 1o be free to vote thelr
| politlcal preferences. If, on the other
hand, one party made n good nomination
|in the judgment of the committee and
| other partlese made obnoxious nomina-
| tione, then the committee was to recom-
| mend to the members of the Good Gov-
| ernment organization that they should
support the candidate who had been ap-
proved by ite committee and oppose the
ong who had been condemned by the com-
mitiee. This was the sum and substance
| of the whole matter, as Mr. Cox agreed
| to take hold of it and serve upon the
committee,

TWO NOMINEES DECLINE.

Democeratie Tieket a Loser<Leglisln-
tive Candidates Surprised.

Two of the nomineed of the Demo-
eratle Convention whose labors were con-
cluded Thursday night made haste to de-
cline the honors which had sought them
out. These were W. L. Hrewster, nomi-
nated for Clty Attorney, and George F.
Holman, who was selected to run as the
! Democratic candidate for Clerk of the
| Clreult Court. Heyond stating that they
'would not run, neither had any statement
| to make, but it i understood that they
| haal assured the membere of “the cone
vention that they would take the nomina-
| Hore under no clircumstances, and the del-
| egntes, belleving that no Demoerat would
| really refuse anyvthing when It was offered
him. nominated them any way. The con-
tral committee. which has power to fill
| all vacancies on the ticket, was out late
lagt night with a locomotive headlight
looking for some one to run _in thelt
places, hut at lust accounts had been un-
sucressful.

Nominations for most of the fusion Leg-
ielative ticket soemed to have been a sur-
vrise hoth to the nominces and to their
friends, The Oregonian furnished more
than one with the first notice of his great-
ness. Acceptance of the honor was not
nlways, nor lx yet. a matter of couree.
Among the Republican members, there
was manifest a disposition to wait for the
other Republican members to act
pledping irdividual acceptance. Al day
those Interested argusd that D. P, Thomj-
san would and would nol accept the mom-
ination. Ome man would be me: who
would nsmrt with certainty that Mr.
Thompeon would act, while the next mo-
ment a man would be met who had a
statement direct that he would not. The
~atement by Mr. Thompson in The Ore-
gonian convinred many that he had no
purpose or deslre to hecome a candidate,
while others read between the lnes a

tion he was very much astonished, and
was not ready yesterday to sidte where he
stood In regard to the candlidacy. His pol-
ftica in National affairs had been of the
Democratic persuasion.

J. J. Bhipley sald his nomination was
A complete surprise, and he had not given
the matier sufficlent thought 1o determine
whether he would accept or not. This de-
clslon rested largely on who and what the
ticket waa, which he would have to invens-
tigate further before reaching a final con-
clusion.

C. W. Notiingham sald his honor came
unsought. He claimed to be as ardent a
Republican as thers was In the State of
Oregon, gold standard through and
through, indorsing the McKinley Adminis
tration fully, which convictlons would not
be altered by (he acceptance of the nom-
ination. Mr. ANotilngham has been one
of the workems in the Good Government
movement.

As for support of the hybrid ticket, the
Democracy seemed. In some Instances, at
least, to be bracing to swallow the plll

{in bench shows, two field trials, and is the

dam of three bench-show champlons. One
of her Illlustrious progeny, Queen ot
Counts, occupled the same kennel with
her, and appeared In the championship
class. This Is but one or two of the blue
bicods In the show.

To a person who Is not particularly en-
amored with dogs, the bench show seems
in point of notse much llke a Populist
convention. A grouty old chap who vis-
ited the show yosterday was escorted
around by a friend and seemed Impressed
by several things. He wanted to know
why g0 many of the dogs kept up such an
Incessant barking and why & many of
their owners seemed Inclined the same
way. He was told that it wns because
there were not prizea enough to go
around, which satlsfled him. He was
amused at seeing over a den of partlcu-
larly snappy-looking fox terrlers a card
bearing the Inscription, “Don’'t handle the
dog=,” He remarked that putting the card
there seemed to him a work of superer-
rogation. He admired the groat big fat
St. Bernard dogs lolllng in their pens, but
waa of opinion that if they were sent out
In & enow storm on the Mount St Gothard
pass to rescue belated travelers, It would
take all the monks at the Hoeplce of the
great St Hernard to get them back.

He looked at a monstrous brindled Great
Dane dog for some time and quoted:
“There sat auld Nick In ehape of beast; n
toway tike, blg, grim and large.” A tiny
Italian greyhound, a mere shadow, which
a breath would blow away, attracted his
attention, but not favorably. A wall-eyed,
white-faced, brindled bulldog, of genulne
French breed, he voted the ugllest beast
In the room and could not understand why
it had a blue ribbon, nor why there were
no French poodles present. Pugs and Jap-
anese spaniele be passed with a snort of
contempt, but gazed long and earnestly at
several rusty, frosty looking “yaller” dogs,
which an attendant told him were Irish

A pretty little loving eup of solid stlver,
offered by Captain W. J. Riley as a prize
for the best polnter or setter exhiblted at
the dog show, was not accepled by the
manager, on the ground that It brought
two classes of doge Into competition. Cap-
tain Riley s perfectly willing that It
should be made one of the speclal prizes
to be awarded today, and an endeavor will
bs made to have this done. It seems a
pity that any prize offered should be re-
jected when there are so many more dogs
than prizes.

In the following awards, H. T. Payne
was judge of all classes. The awards for
fNret, second and third prizes were: First,
epilver medal; second. diploma: third, dip-
loma. This applies all through the awuards
in the following list. The standing of the
dog & glven firat, the dog's name second
nnd the owner's pame and residence
third:
