Steamer Albany 'Will Try to Reach
the Blsr Eddy Above the Dalles

Pern Still Breaking Record.

For the first time In many weeks there
is a. disengaged spot ship In the Colum-
bia River. The British ship Allerton
dropped In from Hong Kong Sunday even-
ing, after a moderately good passage of
S3 day. Her owners have steadily held
the ship about 2s Cd above the rates Fort-lan- d

exporters could afford to pay, and
up to date are not Inclined to make
enough of a concession to mako her at-

tractive from a business point of view.
The Allerton Is the only disengaged spot
ship in the Pacific Northwest, and so far
as known, no others are near at hand,
although several of the chartered fleet
will be along within the next 30 days.
There are two disengaged ships on spot
in San Francisco, but as one of them
must undergo repairs before accepting
wheat business, 'the tonnage situation is
fully as strained In the Bay city as it is
In the North.

The fleet In port is receiving good dis-
patch. The Thomllebank sailed from
Astoria yesterday, after being In port
less than a month, and the Inverness-ehlr- e,

which arrived about the same time,
is in the stream ready to sail as soon
as her crew Is filled. The Asplce and the
Kajade both commenced loading yester-
day, and one or both will finish this week.
The John Cooke is also nearly ready for
cargo, and the cargo is ready for her.
The Forthbank, which arrived in Satur-
day, la expected to leave up today.

PERU STILL SCORCHI5G.

Bis; German Clipper Breaks the
Trans-Pacif- ic Sailing; Record.

The German ship Peru, well known in
this port as one of the fastest vessels
that ever crossed the Pacific, has Just
broken the record for sailing vessels be-
tween Yokohama and Victoria. She made
the run in 21 days, a passage whlcn is
about equal to the average passage of the
tramp steamer, and Is much faster than
that of several of the steamers which
have come across. The news of the fast
trip of the Peru was sent out from Port
Townsend to a Seattle paper, and In or-
der to give the story the usual Port
Townsend twang, the veracious chronicler
stated that the record-breakin- g run was
made "by a vessel which had never be-
fore made any remarkable time on the
numerous voyages she has accomplished."
Naturally, Captain Ohling, who is very
proud of his clipper, took exception to
this, and sent the following communica-
tion to the Seattle paper, which printed
the Port Townsend story:

"I had pleasure today In reading your
report of the sailing accomplished by the
German ship Peru, of which I am the
master, and beg to bo allowed to correct
your statement a little. My vessel left
Yokohama on the 25th of March, reached
Cape Flattery on the evening of the 14th
of April, and anchored in Royal Roads
on the next day that is, the 15th after a
duration of the voyage of 21 days by the
calendar, instead of 23, as you stated.
My previous two voyages from Japan tt
Portland, Or., with the same vessel, were
completed in 24 and 25 days, respectively,
which deserves not to be dealt with as
having "never before made any remark-
able time on the numerous voyages she
has accomplished.' The voyages I also
did with the Peru are as follows: Three
voyages from England to Chile In 72, 73
and M days respectively; two voyages
from England to Japan in 124 and 13S days,
and one voyage from Philadelphia to Ja-
pan, during the northeast monsoon sea.
son. in 146 days.

"During the last passage from Japan to
here the vessel made, in IS succeeding
days, an average speed of 10 knots a ratea sailing vessel has very seldom a chance
to keep up; the best day's run was 316
nautical miles. U. OHLING,

DECLINED THE CUT.

Creiv of Lighthouse Tender Madrono
Ilrfnac to 'Work for Leas "VVncea.
The Jolly tars who serve before the mast

and In the boiler-roo- m of the lighthouse
tenders in this district have not yet tal
en action regarding the recent cut made
In their wages by the Government. On
the Madrona in San Francisco the men
have taken a different view of the mat-
ter. The Bulletin last Saturday prints
the following regarding the matter:

"The lighthouse steamer Madrona is
without a crew. , Her men have walked
out because the Government recently Is-
sued an order to cut the wages of em-
ployes from 140 per month to 135 on all
vessels in the lighthouse department. The
order affects the men on the steamers
at the Columbia River and at Puget
Sound in the lighthouse service.

"The men on" the Madrona heard of the
cut yesterday afternoon, when Uie ves-
sel was at the Goat Island buoy station
As soon as the ship came over to this
side and docked at Melggs wharf, the
entire crew, with the exception of the
engineers, first offlcer and captain.
walked out They say that coasting sea-
men are receiving $40, and that they will
not work for less than tho regulation

"Captain Davls-lia- s the Madrona. and
his men have been with him a long time
The skipper Is very well liked among his
crew, and thoy would not leave him If
they thought it at all fair that the Gov-
ernment should, cut their wages. The
lighthouse service is also much sought
after by seafaring men, as it Is consid-
ered a comfortable berth, with work that
Is not too hard, though It is sometimes
dangerous."

"WILL TRY THE RAPIDS.

Steamer Albany Will Slake nn Effortto Bench the Bis Eddy.
Tho steamer Albany will leave Portland

today In charge of Captain William J.
Johnstone, who on Thursday morning
will make an effort to take the steamer
through the big eddy above the dalles.
The D. P. & A. N. Co., which has secured
the Albany, has been trying for a long
time to get the steamer Regulator up
past the rapids below the big eddy, but
has thus far been unsuccessful. If Cap-
tain Johnstone succeeds in getting the
Albany past tho obstruction, she will be
used In carrying ties for the new port-
age railroad, now under construction by
Paul Mohr and his associates.

The rapids at the lower end of the
oddy, are very difficult to ascend, on
account of the strong conflicting currents
that are thrown together, where all tho
waters of the Columbia River are penned
up in a channel only about 300 feet wide.
For this reason a great many steamboat-me- n

are skeptical about the steamer mak-
ing a successful trip.

the British ship Thornllebank sailed from
Astoria yesterday morning.

EASTERN MULTNOMAH.

Section Line Road Extended From
Greaham Neighborhood Nevrs.

The Section Line road is being extend-
ed from Charles Cleveland's place, near
Greaham, to a point two miles east, in-

tersecting with the cross-roa- d which con-
nects the Base Line with the Powell Val-
ley road. The thoroughfare has been
thoroughly cleared and graded for

distance, but will not be gravelea
this season, although good bicycle paths
will be constructed on both Hides. Two
bridges will be built acroes deep ravines,
one of which will be 200 feet In length,
the other one being a short span of only
32 feet. The contractor, Thomas D.
Owens, will put a force of men at work
this morning and will push the construc-
tion rapidly, aa most of the lumber Is al-
ready, on the grounds. The lumber S

furnished by Proctor & Beers' sawmill,
near Pleasant Home. It is understood
that the road will be further extended
as soon as practicable, so aa to make con-
nection with the road leading to the Sandy
bridge, giving a more direct and easy roui
to the city from the region beyond the
Sandy. About two miles In distance will
thus be saved, besides avoiding the steep
hill on the Baaa Line, which Is now the
only route from that part of the county.

Tunnel Track Relald.
The work of relaying the track through

the tunnel on the O. R. & N., near Rooster
Rock, has Just been completed. The work
woo made necessary as the result of a
peculiar accident which happened there
a few nights ago to a west-boun- d freight
train. The train had Just entered the
tunnel when one of the Doxcars. loaded
with flour. Jumped the track, and before
the engineer could bring the train to a
stop the car had beeh dragged entirely
through the tunnel, utterly spoiling every
tie and getting badly wrecked In the
transit. The rails were not torn up. and
the rest of the train passed through
safely, but the car having been torn
from Its trucks and the couplings holding
It. was dragged through1 with the result
that every tie had to be replaced. Thia
work had to be done under the disadvant-
age of taking up every rail, as the tunnel
Is so narrow that the ties could not be
put under them, as would have been done
In open ground. The accident caused
vexatious delays to the regular trains for
several days, besides the cost of repair-
ing the wrecked car and the torn-u- p

track.
TTeir Mall Ronte.

Sealed proposals have been received b
the postmasters at Hurlburt and Terry
for carrying the mall between those two
points, a distance of nine miles, three
times a week. Time for receiving bids
closed on Saturday last, at which time
the postmaster at Terry had received two
and the postmaster at Hurlburt several
more. The contract will be let to the low.
est responsible bidder, to take effect June
1. The route will pars the two new offices
of Sweetbrler and Gage, which will be
rupplled by the same service as soon as
they are officially recognized by the de-
partment. Sweetbrler is about one mile
this side of the Sandy brldce. while Gage
V about two miles beyond. The tender
for bldo calls for the free delivery of mall
at any point along the route, thus prac-
tically insuring free service for a large
scope of country.

IlocUwood Hall.
The contractor for the erection of the

new fraternal hall at Rockwood. John
Brown, put a force of men at work yes-
terday morning, and will endeavor to have
the building finished by the 10th of next
month. The specifications call for a
building of 24x40 feet, two stories in height,
the upper portion of which k? to be furj
nlshcd for lodge purposes and wilt be
used by tho Maccabees and United Arti-
sans. The lower floor will be arranged as
a store for the use of some desirable
tenant.

Dnmnacnn Road Improved.
The road leading from Grcnham to

Damascus has been greatly Improved and
shortened by grading a new section of
nearly two miles In length. A bridge ot
240 feet In length was also built across
a. deep ravine. This road, a distance of
over seven miles, has been considered to
be the worst one In the eastern part ol
the county, and the residents along it arc
highly gratified that It is receiving some
attention.

Supervisor Conley put a large force ot

men to work yesterday morning plowing
and grading down the proposed bicycle
paths along the Base Line from Mount
Tabor to the post. All the slash-
ing and removing of logs and stumps was
completed on Saturday evening last, anu
the work will be pushed to on early com-
pletion.

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OREGON SUPREME COURT

DECISIONS HANDED DOWN BY
THAT TRIBUNAL YESTERDAY.

Oregon City Loses Its Street Assess- -

ment Salt Bancroft Bonding
Act Not Repealed.

SALEM, Of., April 23. The following de-

cisions were handed down by the State
Supreme Court today:

Helen L. Stratton et al., appellants, vs.
The City of Oregon City et eX. respond-
ents, from Clackamas County, T. A. e,

Judge; reversed. Opinion by Wol-verto- n,

C. J.
The opinion says: "This is a proceeding

to enjoin the Chief of Police of Oregoa
City from selling certain real property of
the plantltts, situated within the limits of
said city, for ah assessment levied thereon
for street improvements. The plaintiff!
saw that the assessment was greater than
325. and they have compiled vlth the re-

quirements of the law familiarly known
as the Bancroft bonding act, which en-
titles them to the privilege of paying the
amount assessed against such property In
Installments; but that, notwithstanding
their compliance with such regulations.
the dry has Issued its warrants to the
Chief of Police, who will, unless re-
strained, sell said property for the purpose
of enforcing the payment of the whole of
such assseasment at once.

"The defendants combat theproceedlng
(I), by a motion to dismiss the appeal,
which brings up the question whether the
cpmplalnt, falling to allege a population
exceeding 2500, states facts sufficient to
constitute a cause for suit; and (2), by In-

sisting that the amended charter of Oregon
City, having been adopted later than the
bonding act, repealed It, insofar as it was
operative to allow payment of such an as-
sessment In Installments.

"The contention that the complaint does
not state sufficient facts is untenable, as
the court will take Judicial cognizance ot
the official census, taken In pursuance of
the laws and regulations of the state or
the United States. This being the case. It
Is unnecessary to state the number of In-

habitants in the complaint. Such Is the
rule, both at common law and under the
code. It Is only necessary to observe,
therefore, that, under the lost census of
the United States, taken In pursuance ot
law. It appears that Oregon City has a
population of more than 2500.

"The other contention presents much
the same question as that recently settled
in Ladd vs. GambelL The bonding act
is general In its application, and extends
to all the cities of the state having a pop-
ulation of ZXO'or more. It provides, in
effect, that whenever in any such city
the Common Council, or governing body
thereof, shall have taken proceedings for
the improving of any streets or part there,
of, according to the provisions of the char,
ter, it shall be lawful for any property-owne- r

affected thereby, and against whos
property the assessment exceeds , at
any time within 10 days after notice ot
the amount of such assessment is first
published, to file with the Auditor, Re-
corder, or other proper offlcer, a written
application to be allowed to pay the cost
of such Impiovement in Installments, waiv-
ing therein all Irregularities In the pro-
ceedings taken for such Improvements,
and that thereupon such property-owne- rs

may pay the cost thereof In Installments,
as otherwise provided by tho act. The
plaintiffs bring themselves within the pur.
view of this act. and If it is not affected
by the later act, amending the city char-
ter, they are entitled to such privilege.
It should be further premised that the
bonding act also provides that when the
docket of city Hens shall have been com-
pletely made up In manner as therein pro-
vided, such city shall thereupon lssuo
bonds. In convenient denominations, etc.
equal to the amount of all assessments
against property affected by the Improve-
ment, upon which the owners thereof have
been notified, as previously provided for
In tho act. Section 85, of the amended
charter (See. Laws, 1S95, p. 4S6), contains
the following provisions pertaining to
street Improvements: "In case the notice
be for the Improvement of a street or
part thereof, the Council may proceed to
ascertain and determine the probable cost
of making such Improvement, and assess
upon each lot or part thereof liable there-
for, its share of such cost; provided, how-
ever, and it Is expressly understood, that
neither Oregon City nor nny officer thereof
shall be liable for any portion ot the cost
or expense of any street work. Improve-
ment, 'or the construction or repair of any
sewer or drain by reason of the delin-
quency of persons or property assessed for
the payment of said work. Improvement
or sewer, or by reason of the inability of
said Oregon City to collect assessments
levied for the payment of such work, im-
provement, or sewer, as aforesaid, and no
moneys shall ever be paid out of the gen-
eral fund of the city on account of such
work. Improvement, or the construction
of streets, or sewers, but the contractors
doing such work shall be required to look
entirely to the property affected by such
Improvement, and the owners thereof;
provided, that tho city may direct the pay.
ment out of the general fund of the city
the cost of a repair when authorized and
done in accordance and pursuant to section
10S of this act."

"And section 134 provides: 'The following
acts are hereby repealed,' (designating
five different acts, all having relation to
the Incorporation and defining the limits
and liabilities of said city), "and all other
acts or parts of octs in conflict herein are
hereby repealed.'
""Now, It is argued that the Legislature

has provided, through the amended char-
ter granted to Oregon City, n complete
system and method of procedure for tho
Improvements of Its streets, and by the
terms of section 134 has repealed all other
acts In conflict therewith. Including the
bondlns act, in so far as it may have
primarily affected the municipality. It
will be noticed that the repealed clause
designates certain acts, and "all other acts
or parts of acts in conflict" with the act
then adopted. All thcacts designated
are special In their character, and alludientirely to the incorporation, powers and
liabilities of the city as a municipality
This Is followed by the general clause,
purporting to comprehend all other acts in
conflict with the act adopted. This must
bo construed to extend to all other acts
of the kind and nature therein enumerated,
being special in their character, and hav-
ing relation to Oregon City. It was mani-
festly not the Intention of the Legislature,
by use of this clause, to repeal any gen-
eral act which might have application to
the city or Its regulations."

After holding that It cannot be said of
the amnded city charter that It containsa complete system within itself for mak-
ing street improvements, the assessmentagainst the abutting property, the opinion
holds that section S3 Is not in conflict or
repugnant to the bonding net. The opin-
ion then says:

"It was evidently Intended that tho
bonding act should become operative as
it may respect cities subsequently attain-
ing n population of 2.7)0 or mere, as well as
those standing In that category at th
time, and It provides that whenever sucn
city shall have taken proceedings for theImprovement of any street, etc. and the
abutter has compiled with its regulations,
then he shall be entitled to pay in Install,
ments. The act contemplates that such
cities shall be provided with a system for
making street Improvements and assess-
ing the abutting property with the ex-
pense, and was intended to supplement
all the chartcre of cities falling within
the prescribed class, so that any net by
which the charter of a city of that class Is
amended must be taken as having been
adopted with reference to the general pro.
visions of the bonding act, unless specially
repealed or flatly and obviously repugnant
thereto. The liability alluded to, andagainst which the charter was Intended
to guard, is that or the city to the con-
tractor, or the Individuals making the

under the city's authority,
and not the liability assumed by the Is-

suance of its bonds. It was designed also
to protect the general fund of the city;

but the bondlnt; act provides for a special
fund. In this view, the two acts are
neither Inconsistent nor repugnant in the
particulars specified. In our Judgment,
therefore, the provisions fit the bondlns
act permitting payments to be made la
Installments were not repealed, or In any
way affected by the new charter. The
decree of the court below will, therefore,
be reversed, and one here entered making
the injunction perpetual."

T. C Benson, respondent, vs. George
Keller and Adolph Blsslnger and Max
Heilbronner, partners as Blsslnger & Co.;
J. Q. Day and L N. Day, partners as J.
G. & I. N. Ay, and the Columbia Pack-
ing Company, respondents, and The Dalles
National Bank, appellant, from Multno-
mah Count, John B. Cleland. Judge; af-
firmed. Opinion by Wolverton. C. J.

This was a suit brought by Benson to
have certain due bills held by The Dalles
National Bank and Blsslnger & Co. sur-
rendered up and canceled. The due bills
were fraudulently procured by Defendant
Keller and transferred to the bank as col-
lateral for future advances. The decree
of the court below, so far as It concerns
the controversy In the Supreme Court,
was in favor of the plaintiff and against
The Dalles National Bank, and the bank
appealed.

It was Insisted that the complaint was
defective for multifariousness- - on the
ground that It states a cause of suit
against Blsslnger & Co.. ot Portland, and
one against The Dalles National Bank, ot
The Dalles, and that neither of these par-
ties has any Interest In trte cause stated
against the other. Upon this point the
opinion soys:

"The demurrer for multifariousness docs
not go to the merits of the controversy,
but calls upon the plaintiff to go out ot
court, split up his demands, and begin
anew. It Is the policy of the law that
every case should be speedily tried upon
its merits, whenever It can be without
violation of positive and ed

rules, which must be observed, to the end
that the law Itself shall be certain and of
uniform application. To put the1 plaintiff
out of court could not better subserve the
ends ot Justice than to determine the
whole controversy now; so the demurrer,
as It regards the question here stated, will
be overruled."

It is also held that the suit is properly
brought in equity. After a review of the
facts, the court holds that the bank was
not an Innocent holder for value and
for the reasons mentioned tho lower court
Is affirmed.

The Coos Bay & Eastern Railway &
Navigation Company, respondent, vs. J.
H. Nosier, appellant, from Coos County.
J. C Fullerton. Judge; reversed and re-
manded. Opinion by Bean, J.

This was an action upon a subsidy agree-
ment made by the defendant In June. 1S30,
by which he agreed to pay plaintiff the
sum of 31000 In consideration of its build-
ing a railroad from Marshfield to Myrtle
Point. Coos County, on or before January
1, 1S91, and to Roseburg, In Douglas Coun-
ty, by December 31, ot the same year,
payment to be made In Installments as the
work progressed-- Subsequently the con-
tract was modified by extending the time
for the completion of the road to Myrtle
Point to May 1. 1831, and to Roseburg one
year from the time it reached Myrtle
Point, and providing: "In case any delay
is caused by reason of the. procuring ot
the rights ot way, collection of Coos Coun-
ty or Roseburg subsidy, or other Just
cause, that the aforesaid times shall be
extended a reasonable time further, to
cover such delays. This Is upon the under-
standing that the survey be commenced
Immediately and work follow without de-
lay."

The defense was that the railroad com-
pany had not filled Its contract, and that
Its failure was not caused by conditions
provided for In the contract, but was
wholly the fault and negligence ot the
plaintiff. The Jury returned a verdict in
favor of the plaintiff for 3600, upon which
Judgment was duly rendered and defend-
ant appealed.

The Supreme Court reverses the lower
court on the ground of error in ruling that
delays In the construction of the road
caused by rainy or Inclement weather
were a sufficient excuse tor nonperform-
ance of the contract by the plaintiff
within the stipulated time.

Sol Abraham, appellant, ts The Oregon
& California Rillrcad Company, the South,
ern Pacific Company and Catherine Clarke,
respondents, from Douglas County, J. TV.
Hamilton. Judge; reversed and remanded.
Opinion by Bean, J.

On the 2Sth day of February, 1SS3, the
plaintiff and W. R. Willis conveyed to the
Oregon & California Railroad Company
certain premises, by an ordinary warranty
deed, the habendum clause of which Is as
follows: "To have and to hold the same,
with all the privileges and appurtenances
thereto belonging, to said railroad com-
pany, its successors and assigns forever,
for the purpose of building and maintain-
ing a railroad thereon, and to use the
same for all legitimate railroad, dpot
and warehouse purposes." Thereafter the
plaintiff succeeded to all of Willis' inter-
ests, and built a hotel on his property
adjoining that under consideration. There-
after the railroad company leased Its road
and property to the Southern Pacific Com-
pany, and that corporation leased the
premises described to defendant Clarke,
who erected thereon a hotel for the ac-
commodation of the general public This
suit was brought to enjoin the operation
of the hotel, and was dismissed upon a
demurrer to the complaint being sustained.

The Supreme Court, In reversing the
lower court, holds that the grant was for
legitimate rnlh-oa- depot and warehouse
purposes only; that the plaintiff cannot
show by parol evidence that tho deed to
the railroad company was not Intended to
and did not convoy to such company the
right to use the property for all legitimate
railroad purposes; that a railroad com-
pany has right to use its property in any
way tho exigencies of tls business or the
convenience or accommodation ot its pas-
sengers may require or suggest: and that
It is a mixed question of law and fact
whether the hotel Is a necessary or legiti-
mate railroad use or purpose. It Is there-
fore held that the demurrer must be over-
ruled, and the case tried upon Its merits.
On a second cause of suit alleged It li
held that the complaint does not show any
Injury sto the plaintiff by the alleged vio-
lation of the contract pleaded.

George W. Shaver, appellant, vs. W. D.
Adams, respondent, rrom Clackamas
County, T. A. McBride. Judge; affirmed.
Opinion by Moore, J.

This was a suit to ascertain and estab-
lish the dividing line between contiguous
lands owned by the litigants. The ques-
tion arose upon the Identity of boundary
posts. The lower court decided upon tho
evidence In favor of Adams, and the Su-
preme Court sustains the decision.
