ADMINISTRATION DEMONSTRATION

tor B ‘s 8 h Ref d to
Present Proaperity and Proapects
~Telegram From Foraker.

COLUMBUBS, April 3#.—The Republican
Siate Convention made a great Adminis-
tration demonstration here today. Usual-
Ir there is only one keynole speéech, that
of the temporary chalrman, but there
were two today, and the one that caused
more comment than any other convention
speech in the history of Republicans was
by Senator Hanna.

It was very much of a Hanna gay with-
outl dissension or discordant notes. The
Senator arrived early in the morning, and
was engaged all forenoon in recelving Vis-
{tors. Beveral delegations called on him
in a body, and he responded In speeches,
At the district meeting In the afternoon
his friends were selected on the new siale
committes and all other committees.
There were sharp contests in some dis-
tricts, but they were mostly belween so-
called preferences. When Senator Hanna
entered the convention hall there was a
great demonstration, and he was forced
10 bow his acknowledgments from the
platform. In all the speeches and other
proceedings today there was no reference
at any time to questions of currency, the
tariff or any other former issues.

Temporary Chairman’s Speech.

State Chatrman Norrls, of Youngstown,
called the convention to order. Hobert M.
Nevin, the temporary chalrman, made &
decisive hit in his forcibie delivery, and
eapecially in the pecullar emphasis he put
on the words “as an Admiral” Ip refer-
ring to Dewey. He sald:

“We can congratulate ourselVes upot
promises kept, platforms fulfilied and
piedges redeemed. No parly was evel
richer in promises than the Democratic
party, and no party was ever scantier in
fulfiilment. When we look back but four
years and sse the condition of the coun-
try when Grover Clevelund was serving
his last term, and compare it with today,
we can scarcely belleve that only four
years have elapsed. At that time labor
wus secking employment, mills and fac-
torles were closed, farm produce WAs
selling at the lowest prices, and the peo-
ple, Instead of bullding for the future
were wondering whence would come thelr
dally bread,

“We entered upon the campalgn of edu-
catlon In 1586 trusting to the honor and
integrity of the American people. When
the guestion was pesented as to wheth-
er we would repudiate them in whole or
in part by paying In a debased currency.
the Republican party unhesitatingly went
to the people, belleving that it could trust
them at all times and under all circum-
stances to do what was right. The result
we know. Im no uncertain terms went
out the fiat that repudiation, elther in
whole or In part, would never be per-
mitted by the people of this country.
Ohlo's gifted son, Willlam McKinley, was
triumphantly  elected, and every promise
that had been made by the National con-
wvention In 8t. Louls, has, through his
Administration, been loyally fulfilied.”

After referring to the war with Spaln
and the treaty of Paris, and the aocqulsi-
tion of the Philippines, he sald concern-
ing the iatter:

“We were compelled, tn order that there
might be a proper peaceful government
worthy of this country, to put down the
fnsurrection against our fiag and to crush
out the rebellion agalnst our Government.
We hold the isiands not for the purpose
of tyrannizing over them as did Spain,
not for the purpose of brutalizing the peo-
ple—not for the purpose of wringing from
then gold or revenue, but In order that
we may train the people In the right deas
of government, eduirate them as to whit
is necessary to malotain and bulld up a
people—ctvilize them as we understand It
in the highest and best degree.

*1 cannot understand how any man born
and ralsed In the United States of Amer-
fea, familinr with the spirit of our people,
governed by its institutions, reared under
our fing. can belleve for one Instant that
gny Administration that ever could be
elected could or would dare to do anything
except that which would lead to the peace
and the happiness and the prosperity ol
this people. Nor can 1 conceive how any
man who was horn under the flag, and
who has one drop of American blood In his
wveilns, could =ay that we should haul
down our flag and withdraw our soldlers
from the Phillppine Islands, as long as
there Is one man In armed rebellion, or so
long as there is a single Individual in al
the islands In open resistance to the Gow-
ernment and to the flag.

“There are not enough anti-imperialists
or anti-expanlonists; there are not
enough Democratic howlers, there are
not enough eopperheads and traltors In
the United States to tear down that Nag
so long as there iz armed rebellion or so
long as the American people are respon-
sible to the civilized nations of the earth
for the government of the islands™

Adverting to the Porto Rico tariff bill,
he sald:

“When that measure Is carefully con-
sidered, considered In reference to the
needs and wants of the people. It will be
found to be not only the wisest and the
best, but the most gharitable that could
be enacted. And “fireasure will bring
to the people of Porto Rico, In time, edu.
cation, happiness and prosperity.

“l know there have been some differ-
ences of opinlon in our own ranks as to
the tariff part of this measure, some sen-
timent as to the Constitution following the
flag. but 1 believe that when the cond!-
tions and the wants and the needs of the
people are considered, these Adifferences
will pass away. We must remember that
on that little ixland there nre almost 1,000..
0 peaple, 9 per cent of them [lliterate
unable to read or write, and entirely un-
lenrned In the ways and arts of govern.
ment, and utterly unfitted at this time to
govern themselves. 1: is expected by
this measure that enough revenue will be
secured to pay the expenses, and in due
time to educate and bring the people up
to our own standard of citizenship, and
then we will Incorporate them iInts our
own Unlon as full-grown citizens"

After referring to the prosperity of the
country and the expansion of Its trade,
he continued:

“And why change this® And for what?
Has there been anything In the past of
the Democratic party that would warrant
It being placed In power? Has it changed
any since |t had power? Has It changed
any since 18867 Does it not still, through
its mouthplece and its leader, insist upon
the Chicago platform with all lts vaga-
ries, all its demagogy, all Iits revolu-
tlon? Who would want to be a Democrat?
Who would want to belong to that party
which finds itr chiefest source of power
and promise In the want of prosperity and
the lnck of good times? Who wants to be-
long to & party that goes Into partnership
with the chinch bug a™d the locust, that
. wants to depend upon drought and faflure
of crops In order to win? Who wants to
belong to a party, the members of which
know that as the price of labor goes down
their hopes of success go up?™

After the demonsiration at the close of
his address, Chairman Nevin attempted
to prooceed with the order of business, but
the convention was bound to eall out
Senator Hanna In response to the re-
peated calls, Senator Hanna kept shaking
his head. During the day he was worn
out by visliors, and had to keep his seat
while shaking hands at the hotel with
those who kept passing in to greet him.
Sennator Hamna's Remarks.

The delegates would not listen to the
call for business until he responded, and
the galleries joined loudly In the ealls for
him until Senator Hanna arose and spoke
as follows:

t we proceed to do It (Kepewed
cheering.) And 1 would modestly suggest
that from my standpoinl we have plenty
of business to do. '

“As your chairman has eaid, the Re-
publicans of Ohio and the Hepublicans of
the United States are confronted today
with many new propositl and
thrown around us lke tangied grass in
our pathway by the Democralic party at-
tempting to raise new issues upon every
muve of policy made by the Government,
pecking some lssue, some Opportumity, to
maniiest thelr opposition to the policy of
the Republican party. I say tne spirit
of the hour is one of absolute {eariessness
on the part of the Republicans. We are
conscious, as our chairman has sald, of
having fulfilled every promise made. We
took this country into our hands, and un-
der our care, after four years of the
greatest vicisaiiudes through which we
have ever passed In history. At our cob-
vention in St. Louls we announced the
policy and the doctrine of the Republican
party upon which had been builded the
materiai interests for M-odd years, We
promised such reforms and economle
measures as would produce material bene-
fits to the country, and we went farther
and sald that we will go beyond even the
fdcals of our fathers In the greal results
which must come from the perpetuation
of such & policy. The best evidence of
the success of that pollcy Is In what we
accomplished and achieved as affecting
the materinl interests of this country.

“Your chalrman made some slalemenis
with reference to the growth of our export
trade. Why, he did not state half of IL
The balance of net trade In favor of the
United States during the last century pre-
ceding this Administration amounted 10
$31L.000000. In ¥O years that was the nel
balance to the credit of the United States
in our trade with the world. In three
years of the Administration of Fresident
Willlam McKinley, the net balance, as
shown by the books of the Uniled Siates
Treasury, Is $LN0M000 (great applause
and cries of “Good!'). It is §1,100,000,000
more accomplishea in these three years
than had been accomplished In 100 years
preceding (more cheering). And then,
Inoking into the face of such resuits, 1
repeat your chairman’'s words, ‘Lo we
want to change”™ Do we want any differ-
ent buriness combinations for us? Lo We
want any different policy for the Amer-
jcan people than that w..ch is bullding up
and making us the greatest, the richest
and the strongest Natlon on earth? The
laws of commerce, regulated by the best
economic measures, are as infalllbie Rs
the laws of nature. We have proved o
this country and to the world that our
policy of economics is ifresistible and
must succeed, and in the few years of
trial that we have had under this Ad-
ministration we have proved that in the
ratio of progresa every year, inoking
ahead 10 our enormous wealth and gain.
we shall be made stronger and be given
far better and wider opportunities to do
good in the march of Christianization and
civilization of the world.

"““I'he results of the war with Epain are
not accidental. The destiny which has
been written for this country must be
fulfilled In the natural order of things. It
was but one step forward In the direction
of duty set for us to de, and no matier
what mfluences may be thrown around us
to impede our progress, it cannot ahd
will not stop. (Cheering.)

“] do not care whether you call it Im-
perialism or expansion. The destiny of
this country Is written, and any party or
combination of men that attempt by any
subterfuge or makeshift in politics (o
stop the power and progress of this Nation
will go down under it just as the Demo-
cratic party has gone down. We are p.oud
of our record; we are proud of our busi-
ness ex , and we are glad 1o have
had the opportunity to demonstrate to the
world that the policy and business prin-
ciplsa of the American people meant the
civilization and Christianization of the
whole world, It is that success In mater al
things which gives us that opportunity and
makes It possible to accomplish these re-
sulls.

“Now that we. are embarking In this
new polloy, and now that thi» Government
is confronted with the responsibilities
which are open to us, we ask the Repub-
lican party in Ohlo, as we did four years
ago, to sound the Keynote to the balance
of the Nation; tn express her confidence
In her great leader, our Presdent. to
show by the Interest they take and the
efforts they make In this campaign, their
confidence In that leadership, In thelr de-
termination to stand loyally by him and his
policy. (Renewed cheering.) Hlis courage
during all the dark days of that war and
‘many complications which succeeded It has
never falled for gne moment.

“And 1 want to improve this opportunity
to say in this presence that there never
has been an hour, no, not & moment, that
be has mot been in touch with his party
in Washington. The consclousness that
he is prepared for and meets every dif-
culty, determined to do what seems best
and right for the people In our Insular
possessions, at the same time malntalning
the dignity and prestige of our own coun-
try and protecting our labor and our in-
dustries—that feeling that he s dong
right has enabled him to call to his sup.
port that a'd which always come: o a
mrong leader of men, and, no matter what
collateral issues may be arranged in this
campalgn, I know that the people of the
United States feel comfortable and confi-
dent when they know that William Mec-
Kinley Is at the wheel, (Cheers.) 1 say,
my fellow-Republicans, that we want to
commence now to do business. and the
spirit and harmony which pervades the
conventlon Is & good augury that we will
wark together In this campalgn, shoulder
to shoulder, a common cause, forgetting
all individual contests and lend oursslives
to one great united effort to put the
Republican party of the State of Ohlo
where It always Is, to the front, and
through the campalgn to maintaln that po-
sitlon as an example to the country. Let
us commence now, as soon as the dutles
of this conventlon are over, to make our
organization, as we always do, perfect;
forgetting. as 1 sald, all differences, but
looking only to the common end and the
success of the whole party, placing us In
such & position that whatever faltering
and indecision there may be in other mec-
tions of the country, Ohlo will stand, as
she always does, In solid phalanx In the
front rank of the fight.” (Cheern.)

As soon as order was restored, Chalrman
Nevin read the following telegram from
Senator Foraker:

“The Republicans of Ohlo: On account
of the act.on of the Insular commitiee In
reporting an amendment to the Senate res.
olutions continuing the present officials in
Porte Rieo until August 1 next. which It
Is expected will Do adopted today and
come to the Senate tomorrow, it is Impos.
sible for me to jeave here, as you will wels
undersmand »nd appreciate. Kindly excuse
my absence to the conventlon and expracs
my regrete that I am denled the plearure
of jolning with the Republicans of Ohle
in the important but agreeable work of
organizing for the renomination of Presl.
dent McKiniey and his tr'emphant elee-
tiom. JOSEPH B. FORAKER.”

The districts were then called for the
members of the committee on credentials,
resolutions, order of business, etc.

After announcing that all the commit.
tess would be expected to compiete their
work tonight, the convention adjourned
to 10 A. M. tomorrow.

COMPLICATED SITUATION

LONDON, April 3i.—All interest
tered In the compiicated situation
southeast portion of the Orange
State, from which developments of
most importance mus! lssue in
future.

General French must dispose of
this Thabanchu force before he can reach
the rear of the Boer forces opposing Gen-
erals Rundle and Brabant, otherwise his
flank wiil be open to assauit.

The Boers driven out of Leeuw Kop wiil
probably rally at Thabanchu, where a stift
fight may be expected Should the Brit-
lsh faill in this attempt to bring about
another, Paardeberg, it must immensely
affect the larger issues of the” war, as It
will undoubtedly lead to a persistent rep-
etitlon of the guerrilla tactics which have
been largely responsible for the penning
up of Lord Roberts at Bloemfonteln for
50 many weeks

During General Alderson’s advance on
Lecuw Kop, the Canadians found them-
selves In a tight cormer Sunday, near
Donkerpoort. The Canadinn Mounted In-
fantry sent to recomnnolter the Boer po-
sitlon approached within 38 yards of a
farm flying the hospital fiag. under cover
of which the Boers opened such a hot
fire on the Canadlans that they were un-
able to attempt to retire until another
force of Canadians cgvered thelr retreat
by threatening the rear of the Boer po-
sitlon.

THE LEEUW KOP AFFAIR.

Hasty Retreat of the Boers From
the Mountain.

LEEUW KOP, Monday, April 23.—The
Boers retired from thelr positions here so
burriedly that they left a gquantity of
ammunition and many rifies behind them.
When the Warwickshire Regiment took
the farmhouse at the foot of the ridge
the Boers’ pompoms inflicting no damage,
the Welsh Regiment advanced along the
Warwickshire's left and approached the
ridge, experiencing a crossfire.

When the Boers fled. they were obiiged
to move some distance along the aky line,
and the artillery planted a shell with great
accuracy, it bursting just above the
Boers, rolling over three horses.

It appears that General Dickson met
with opposition, the Boers firing their
rifles at Jong range. Thelr position was
one of great natural strength.

General Pole-Carew’s admirable disposi
tion of his force thoroughly puszled the
Boers, who were unable to seo the diree-
tion of the attack owing to a deep spruit

The British artiliery wms unable to
joln the right In time to reply to the
Boer gun, which was shelling the Mounted
Infantry vigorously. The shells, however,
burst 30 yards high and 414 no damage.

It 1s siated that General Dewet holds
the waterworks with a strong force. The
Boers who held Leeuw Kop trekked to
the eastward. General French sent out
a body of cavalry to the south, and a few
shots were heard: but apparently the
Boers do not hold strong positions any-
where in close proximity to Leeuw Kop.

Britiak Shelled at Warrenton.

WARRENTON, Monday, April B-—
Shelllng was resumed this morning. the
fire being directed at the British river
redoubts, which are steadily beilng pushed
forward. The Boers appear to be In a
stronger force down the river, and the
Yeomanry patrols are frequently “salped.”

It is confidently balleved that important
developments are not far off.

San Diego Boer Sympathisers.
BAN DIEGO, Cal., April M.—At a meet-
Ing of 130 Boer sympathizers held in ths
city, resolutions were adopted expressing
the hope that the United States would
seek by Its good offices to end the war.

GERMAN NEUTRALITY.

Dought With Rallway Conceasions in
Turkey.

NEW YORK., April 24 —Rev. George
Washburn, president of Roberts College,
Constantinople, speaking at a dinner of
the Brooklyn Congregational Club last
night, sald: _

“The politieal transitions which have
taken piace in Turkey In the last few
weeks are the most important that have
occurred in years in the Emplre. You
have probably read of some German
raliroad concesslons obtalned by the Rus-
slan Government. Well, there ls a story
back of these concesslonm. When the war
broke out In Bouth Africa, the Kalser
went to England and there was one thing
he carried away home with him In re-
ward for keeping his hand out of the af-
fair In Africa. It was a concession for all
the rallways Iin the western part of Tur-
key for the Germans. These conceasions

| gave the Germans the right to construct

all the rallways In Asla Minor west of &
line In Constantinople to the Persian
Guif.

*“It now appears that, ss Germany made
a compact with England, so Russia has
made a bargsin with Germany. As Ger-
many s to construct all the roads In the
weatern part of the Empire, 0 Is Russia
to construct all the roads in the eastern
part. These two powers, with the con.
sent of England, are dividing Turkey Into
two spheres of Influence, In the bellef that
when the final partition comes the sphere
which is under Russlan control will be-
come Russian.

“By mobllizing troops upon his borders

the two powers have compelled the Suitan
to agree to thim The line between the
two spheres of Influence runs from a lit-
tle town on the Black Sea to the Persian
Gulf. This Is the arrangement the Bultan
has been compelied to aceept, and the ar-

| rangement that has meant so much politi.’

cally to Turkey in the last few weeks."

Unquestionably many of the new enler-
prises will prove visionary affairs. IL
therefore, only half of them materialize
there would siill appear an approximate
addition of 1,700,6 spindies underiaken
during the 15 months ending March s,
190, According to the Chromicle, the towal
number of spindles In the South In August,
1808, was 3,670,200; g0 that these figures sug-
gest an Increase of over 4 per ceni, com-
pared with that date, the largest previous
increase being 37 per cent, in 188, The re-
ports on enlargements come from respon-
eble sources, and may be regarded as
approximately correct. The new capital
required for both enlargements and actual
new enterprises may be put down at about
320, 000, 000,

some of the new enterprises and en-
largements Included here have already
been completed, and others are In a for-
ward stage; but It may be taken for
garnted that many months must elapse
before even a considerable proportion of
them are on an operating basis. The milis
may be built, but the furnishing of them
must be & matter of longer time. The
machinery works of New England are
crowded with orders, all are behindhand
in dellveries on existing contracts, and,
although reported working day and night,
do not appear to be galning ground in that
conngection.

It i= noteworthy that this Southern ex-
pansion has, since the beginning of 1899,
been helped but littie by extensions of
Northern concerns. Two only of any nota
are Included In the returns; the Merri-
mack Manufacturing Company being
credited with a 200000-spindle plant at
Huntsville. Ala., and the New York Mills
with a 35.00-spindle plant at Rockmart,
Ga. Two years ago the migration of
Northern manufacturing Interests south-
wards was a foremost tople of dlscussion
in the textlle mituation, and the small
progress here shown Is significant. It la
hardly llkely that the movement has been
finally arrested; some Northern concerns
are In fact reported to he suill looking
after Southern sites for extensions, but It
Is evident that general conditions In the
North have Improved 1o such an extent
that the desire for Southern bLranches
has cooled down materialiy.

The review of the returns might sug-
gest that the activity in projecting new
mills in the South and enlarging existing
onea has reached Its helght, Sat !t is
noteworthy that the returns for last mont}
(March) g#ve a larger total of spindles
in new projects and enlargements than
for several months preceding.

The question then Inevitably arises as
to how far the indusiry can stand a rate
of Increase In manufacturing facilitles
such as bere shown probable if ‘not ‘as-
sured. It Is out of all proportion to any
possible Increase In home consumptlon.
For several years prior to 1888 the cotton
goods industry was In poor conditlon, and
its ftmprovement since then has been In
no small degre¢ due to an unusually good
demand for sxport. The new enterprises
include both fine and coarse mills,
with the latter predominating. e fine
goods mills of this country have no for-
eign outlets worthy of the name, efforts
made to secure them mesting so far with
little success. The new mills of the Bouth
on fine goods must, therefore, compete
with the Northerm mills for the home
trade. The actlvity In business of the
past 12 months has overshadowed the
prohabllitles of such competition, hut ree-
ollections of the preceding depression
should carry with them warnings of what
reckless expansion in productive capacity
may mean.

The coarse goods division has before It
Ereater possibilitien. Tt Is not altogether
dependent upon home consumption. Amer-
ican cottons can command large forelgn
markets, provided these are assiduously
cultivated and Intelligently catered to: but
it will tnke untiring efforts in both diree-
tions to justify the pressnt rate of expan-
sion In manufacturing and to prevent the
evils of overproduction.
