WOOL SHOULD BRING 20 CENTS.

S0 Says Polk Conunty Man, Whe Urges
Growers (o Demand It
SALEM. Or., April 24.—H. H. Vandevort,
of Polk County, one.of the most extensive
sheepowners In this vieinlity, says that
he will hold his wool this year for 3 cents
per pound, and be advises ull woolgrowers
to do the same. He believes the supnly
and demand warrant that price, and is sat.
isfled that If growers hold out for it they
will pet it. As shearing has not begun
there Is no market price, but it is gener-
ally belleved thal much less than 2 cents
will be offered. Mr. Vandevort thinks
that 1f the present weather continues,
shearing will bezin about May 10. Fleeces
are of very good quality this Bpring. ow-

ing to the mild winter,

Mr., Vandevort has 1000 head of sheep
and lambg, most of them le: sut to farm-
ers on shares. He acguired these at a
cost of about $Mi0, and they are now
worth S0 or more. Good ewes are
worth $ to 3 each, and lambs $2 ¥ to $3.
Fie keeps 161 ewes on his own farm. From
those he will ralse this season 28 lambs,
He expecis his ewes to produce on an
average Seven pounds of wool each. He
says that, with wool at 10 cents per >
there is money in the indastry, if the
price of sheep rules accordingly, but with
sheep at the price they are now sflling,
the growers should recelve 2 cents,

Mr. Vandevort has a band of 2§ goats.
These produced this year un average of
4% pounds of hair each, which was sald
in the Polk County pool at 29 cents,

Thousands of Fiah Jump From the
Water Omntaide the River—What
the Pilota Observe.

ASTORIA, Or., April 34.—Pliots Woods
and- Matthews, who have been on the
pllot schooner for some time, state that
seals and sea llons are not as plentifyl
outside this year as usual, and in their
judgment the animals are rapldly de-
creasing In numbers. This is, of course,
around the mouth of the river. Both also
state that there are an unusually large
number of salmon outside. oven as [ar as
1% miles beyond the whistiing buoy, where
the water begine to get brackish.

HEAYY FROST AT EUGENE.
No Injury to Frult Yet Shown—

Smudges Worked Satisfactorily.

BEUGENE, April ¥.—Heavy ({rosis oc-
curred In this vicinity Sunday night and
last night. TYesterday morning there
could be found thin =cales of lce in low
places, and grass was fropen quite stifl,
‘but this morning the frost was not qulite
so severe, the fog settling towards morn-
ing and preventing heavy damage. The
effect of these two frosts om the fruit s a
matter of considerable concerm. Bome
fruitmen say the breese was sufficlent to
keep the frost from dolng any damage In
the trees. and that the only place where
the fros; could be seen was on the ground.
