Some 1 years ago he removed
to Pemdleton and engaged in the mercan-
tile business there, and bhecame one of
the prominent business men of that clty
and was finally connected with a banking
concern. Some years ago he returmed to
this city and invested in the business of
manufacturing syrups and jellles, but
the venture proved a losing one. For the
Ppast four years he has been In business
in Redding, Cal, but lately sold outl there
and removed to San Francisco, where, un
account of ill-health, he submitted 0 a
surgical operation, which he survived ouly
& short tme. He left a wife and one
daughter.

lightful rural scenery. The slides repre-
senting the cedar draw ng-room, the ar-
mory and the library !mpreased all who
beheld them with the grandeur and mag-
nificence 4f this moble feudal mansion.
As Warwick Castle Is one of the best-
preserved of the old castles of England,
retaloing much of its anclent proportions
and bulldings, so is Kenliworth Castle obe
which shows more than any other the
mutilations wrought by time and disaster.
This was sirikingly apparent as the slides
were thrown upon the screen, represent-
lng the rulns of Kenliworth Casile so in-
timately associated with the gorgeous dis-
play of the Earl of Lelcoster when enter-
taining Queen Ellzabeth m: his country
seat, and, above all. with the pathetle
rtory of Amy

Much as theme views were admired, there
was a notlceable quickening In the In-
terest of the audiemce when the now
familiar scenes connecled with the great
poet were thrown upon the curtain. The
home where he was born, the schoolroom
of the grammar school where be studied
2= a boy, the cottage where lived his be-
loved Anne Hathaway and the purish
church where he lles buried seemed to
touch a sympathetlc chord in the hearts
of all present.

Two very good views were given of mon-
uments rearsad by admiring peoples to the
genius of the poet. One, the American
fountaln and block tower, donated by
George W. Chllds, of Phllmielphh and the
other the Memorial bullding, each In Its
own way umigue and beautiful. The Me-
morial bullding & charmingly located on
the hanks of the River Avon and com-
tains a complete Shakespeare bibllography
and a theater, where every year |s acted
eome one of the great writer's playa. Last
year SBarnh Bernbardt honored Siratford
by acting In the bullding In “Hamletr”
The lecture closed with some fine Interior
views of the Church of the Holy Trinity
and & facweimile of the well-known In-
scription over the grave, which alone has
kept England from moving the poet's re-
mains o the Wallhalla of the land.

Around theg walls was a throng of sigh:-
seers which overflowed to the standing-
room near the sialrs, and at Umes moved
forward so as to llmit the dancing floor
to & very small compass. All the even-
Ing the guests poured Into the ball, and
the stailrs werg constantly filled with them
&s they trooped to and from the refresh-
meng tables below,

A [fme orchestra furnished music for
the dancers, while a siring guartet made
pleasant the few burried moments that
were snatched for refreshments. Dancing
continued far into the nighi, and when
the company began to disperse the Hne of
carriages that was gathered to carry them
home nearly blocked the street.

The ball was admirably manuged, and it
will be the means of adding a considerable
sum to the bullding fund of the hospital.

Carriage after carriage drove up, and,
after the occupants had alighted, made
way for yet another.

The sumptuous beauty of the decorations
furnished a rich setting for the brilllant
throng of pleasure-seekers.

Ar-
mory Into troplcal ganlens, with innumer-
able shudy recesses, where qulet tele-a-

The first glimpse the visitor caught upon
entering the bullding seemd to Be snatched
from fairyland itself. The walls near the
entrance were hung with gay bunting io
the National colors, loosely draped with
fishnets. The plllara that support the cell-
Ing were heavily garlanded with vines,
Indian baskets, overflowing with delicate-
ly tinted blossoms, filled up every avall-
able nook, while at the extreme rear was
& screen covered with dogwood running
across the hall. Larches, birches, hemlock
and other chofte and beautlful trees made
| an effective background for the white
napery of the two refreshment tables tha:
occupled tHe center of the halk, The ona
[ to the right was in charge of Mra. C. E
B. Wood, assisted by Mrs. 8. Frank, Mrs
Allen Lew!s, Mrs. W. B. Ayer, and the
nurses of the Good Samaritan Hospital,
loaking fresh and attractive In their blue
gingham dresses, snowy caps and aprons.
These served coffee, sandwiches, Ice cream
and cake to the hungry dancers. In the
center of the table was a valuable old
Spanish brazerp (brazler), filled with la-
burnum, great clusters of white wistaria
nodded from the corners, and s blg jar of
lilles of the valley caught and held the
eye by their modest beauty. The chande-
llers were garianded with white hawthorne
bloagoms, and great baszkets of fowering
berberry were swung against the nelgh-
boring plllaze,

The table to the left was presided over
by Mre K. A. J. Mackenzie, assisted by
Mra Mallory, Mrs. 8. B, Linthicum, Mr=.
C. J. Reed, and the hospital nurses. Owver-
head was a dellcate network of clematis
vines In flower, lit up by & “falry lamp”
that, with the candles below, cast a soft,
rosy glow over the table. A superb white
embroldered centerplece of priceless value
nearly covered the entire table. Strewn
over this were delicate sprays of larch,
and in the center of It a beautiful Bevres
bowl filled with great rose-colored
peonles, another bunch of the same In
paler tints standing at the end of the
table. A massive old allver salver, ap-
parent'y an helrioom, and other rare and
beautiful pleces ofold family plate added
an extra touch of richness to the whole
effect.

Upstalrs the scene was one of brilliant
color against a background of soft and
tender green. For the great hall, nearly
half a block—100 feet—across. was lined

| with a delicate tracery of follage, rare

of light in seats arranged for that pur-
pose. This screen of trees extended en-
tirely around the room, with the excep-
tion of the southwest corner, where punch
was served, and the space reserved for the
members of Parsons' Orchestra. These
were seated on a dals a: the west end,
draped with the American colors. A great
Maltese cross of electric lighta, the mecm
emblem of the Knights Templar,

over thelr heads thluhudb-
tributed about the hall gave further fi-

The great beauty and elaborateness of
these decorations In the two halls were
much commented ypon by the hundreds of
people present. The work was planned
and executed by George Otten, who has
worked over it with unremitting energy
ever since last Thursday. But the result
fully repald him for his arduous work,
since |t was conceded by many to be the
finest plece of decorative work along this
lina that has ever been seen In Portland,
The trees and shrubs all came from Han-
son’s nursery. All these, It must be re-
membered, together with Mr, Otten's
work, and the refreshments for the even-
Ing. wers generous donations to the cause
of charity. .

The ordinance ¥ number 10510, and was
passed June 17, 1598, becoming a law with.
out the signature of the Mayor June 18
it reads as follows:

“Bectlon 1. Any person who shall nall,
stick or lean against or faster to other-
wise, or affiz, or cause to be done by an-
other, any billboards for advertising pur-
poses to or upon any bulidings, sidewalks,
curb or curbstone or upon any lamp-post,
hydrant, shade tree or treebox, fence.
Eate, galepost, awning or awning post,
horse post, telegraph or telephone post,
electric light, electric power poles, barrels
or boxes, within the streets of the City of |
Portiand shall be gullty of a misdemeanor,
and upon conviction before the Municipal
Judge, shall be fined not less than $10 or
more than §190; provided, that this ondl-
nance shall not apply to blilboards se-
curely fastened and constructed inside
property lines by permission of property=
owners'

SLEEPING WOMAN DEAD.

Mrs. D. M. Nichols, of Bridgeport,
Expired Sanday Night.

Mra. D. M. Nichols, who was brought
to Portland from Bridgeport, Haker
County, a few days ago and placed In
Dr. Coe's Sanitarium, died there Sunday
night. It was discovered on performing
an autopsy that, instesd of being In a
trance, as was supposed, she was in a
state of coma. brought on by a hemor-
rhage of the braln. She had suffered from
diabetes, which weakened the walls of
the blood wessels and caused them (o
burst.

Although she had suffered the prominent
symploms of diabetes for two years, Mra,
Nichols never took treatment for it, and
di4 not know what was the cause of her
liness. Three weeks ago she fell asleep,
as It was supposed, and has only been
aroused partially and at Infrequent inter-
vals since then. She was brought to Port.
land by Dr. Currey, of Baker Clty, and
had since been under the care of Dr. Uoe

Sunday night she suffered a second
hemorrhage, and shortly afterward ex-
pired. Her sister-In-law, Mrs. W. O,
Thayer, of Bouthern Oregon, was® with
her at the time of her death, and her hus-
band is now in Portland. She will be bur.
led today In Lone Fir cemetery. The fu-
neral is to be held from Holman's under-
taking pariors, at 2 o'clock this afternoon.
