RATES FOR MONEYARELOW

AN ABUNDANCE OF GOLD AND CUR-
RENCY.

Heavy Reductions ia Irom and Steel
Products—Weekly Trade Re-
vlm—l-k'c‘l-ﬂ-.l.

NEW YORK. April #—R. G. Dun &
Co.'s weekly Teview of trade tomorrow

Gold begins to go abroad and prices of
iron products break sharply In the same
weel. Four monthe of the new year have
passed, and business does not mso
&5 1o need the Iargd Increase of circulstion
which the new monetary bill permit-
ted, nor enough to sustain all the extra-
ordinary advance in prices last year,

for money unusually low for the season
bhere, while mre Industrial and speculative
activity in Europe. with the war in South
Africa, have tended to make money dearer
abroad. So new gold from Alaska answera
the joss of supply from the Transvaal and
America, bullding up In eredits abroad a
breastwork agalnst prostration in future
here as In the past, caused by the troubles
in Europe.

The reactlon in prices came where it was
expected least, In the Industry more fully
organiged than any other to check com-
petiiion, and In the branch which through
contracts covering rod making and other
machinery, and through patents, seemed
more fully controlled than any other.

Reductions of $20 per ton in wire nalis,
barbed wire and galvantzed fence, and
§1f in smooth wire, showed that no conm-
trol ‘can afford to Hold prices so high as
to check consumption. In a week, the
prices of lron products have declined 5.8
per cent, and eince February 7, 0.3 per
cent. As the wire and nail prices have
been relatively the highest, others in the
tron and steel industry can be ex
to fall In like measure. But pig fron is
weaker. No. 1 local coke at Chicago, s
12 50, and Southern pig Is also lower,

Plates and bars can be obtalned for
about 1.8 centz In good contracts both
at the Enst and at Pittsburg. The pro-
posed ndvance in sheets to 3.6 cents has
not been attempted, and nail milla which
have galnell much by selling at 7 cents per
keg below wire nafls, will now lower
prices also. The stoppage of n dozen wire
and nal! mills, beaides rod bills at Jollet,
and another mill of the National Steel
Company, Indicate some change in the
aoteal demand. In the minor metals, the
only change has been In tin, which de-
clined rather sharply to 529 75 in sympathy
with lower London quotations. The ten-
dency toward Inwer prices [a strengthened
by the idea that overproduction may ap-
pear in other places. Wool ls not changed
in quotations, though some sales of fale
amount are reported at such prices as 11
cents for Ohfo XX and 5 cents for cloth-
Ing. territory cleaned, but manufactur-
ers are not disposed to do anything, and
the West aaks prices which dealers will
not pay, Demand for woolen goods Is
small, except for staples which are steady,
hecause woil sold up, prices are not en-
couraging.

Shipments of boots and shoes from the
East in four weeks have been 306,323 cases,
ngainst 339458 last year, 30{,061 cases In
1868, gnd less In any other year. New
business bears no proportion to the pres-
ent output, and the number of works
which are closed or running part time is
increasing. Manufacturers realize thal
this is a result of prices asked, and of
slow retafl dlsribution, and long stocks
remaining on hand, but oaim that lower
prices cannot be made without joss. Busi-
ness In sole leather is reported falr, and
prices do not yleld, but upper leather is
dull,

The produce market is Inactive, though
wheat ylelded a fraction. Exports con-
tinue Jarger than a year ago, Atlantic exe
ports of whoeat four weeks, flour in-
cluded, having e £,088,5%7  bushels,
against 8017455 bushels last year, and
Pacific exports 2735,186, against 1,372,822
bushels last year.

BRADSTREET'S FINANCIAL.

Stoek Market Dull and Professional
in Character.

NEW YORK. April 2I7.—Bradstreet's
firancial review tomorrow will say:

The unsettling developments in Wire
and steel stocks and In other stock sub-
sided only to leave the market duill, apa-
thetic and entirely professional in char-
acter. A large short Interest was also
created, and the rallrond stock list up to
Wednesday exhibited quite as much pres-
sure from that source as from the liguida-
tion of long holdings. The publle appar-
ently has been frightened by the perform-
ances of the Industrials asnd somewhat
exaggerated acis of the less favorable
steel and other Industries, and commis-
slon houses were much more inactive than
for some weeks past,

London also was Influenced unfavorably
B85 to Americans, partly by the events
here and partly by the Increasing firm-
ness of Its own money market, and di-
vided Its reduced participation In the mar-
ket here between buying and selllng, prob-
ably takirg on balance =lightly more
stocks than it-sold. The prospect of gold
cxports served as a theme for discussion,
but even the announcement that 3500000
worth of specle would be shipped abroad
Thursday dld not have any particular ef-
fect, while the subsequent decline of eX-
change ends fear of a large gold outflow
for this week, at least,

The ense In money and itz prospective
continuance, further favorable rallroad
earnings and accounts of conditlons which
poigted to the modification of pessimistic
views regarding lron, all contributed
toward causing a steady tone at the de-
clines. From Monday to Wednesday,
however, rallroad stocks were subjected
to considerable selling, and moderate con-
cessions were scofed in many securities
of that class, the Industrials, with one
impertant exception, having lost their
srmr—nla\th‘o attractiveness, American
Sugar was the feature of this week. re-
eponding quickly to manipulation, which
srems intended to force the large short
Interest in the stock to cover. At the
eame time. some large Interests evident-
ly concluded stocks were still mainly in
strong hunds, and timt the market at
large has become oversold,

NEW YORK, April 21.—The Times prints
the following: Ower one million acres of
rich farm land have been sold by the
Northern Pacific Rallroad within the last
four months in the States of Minnesota,
North Dakota and Washington, almost
one-half of the land soM lying within the
last-named state. President Mellen, of
that company, who makes this statement,
did not care to give the amounts recelved
for these lands. but as the average price
of Iand In that reglon s from §1 &0 to §2 &0
an acre, the Northern Paciflc Company’'s
treasury has probably been enriched by
something lke $2,000,000.

The report that all the remnants of land
in Minnesota formerly owned by this road
had been g0id to a Bt. Paul syndicate was
also confirmed by President Mellen, These
lands consieted mostly of timber and
swamp lands, and were sold In onder to
escape the payment of taxes, and because
they could pot be handled by the road
to the same advantage as by a syndicate.
The amount recelved for this sale s eat!-
mated at about §750,000.
