WILL BUY OREGON TIMBER.

Minnesota Men to Invest $100,000
Thin Spring.

Among the many timber men from the
East now looking over Oregon forests
with &4 view to extensive purchases, are
the White brothers, of Duluth, who ex.
pect to invest $100,000 in timber jands for
their principals, Strong & Son. One of
the brothers woaa seen yesterday at the
Perkins, after he had been spending sev-
eral weeks In the nelghborhood of the
Cascades, and he expressed himself as well
satisfied with the prospect so far. His
firm, he sald, is not purchasing with a
view to the immedinte use of the timber,
but for the purpose of holding the lands
for some years. He thinks the timbe
supply of Minnesota will last for some
10 years yet. and In the meantime trans.
portation problems may be solved in such
o manner that s market can be found
for Oregon lumber on the Atlantle Coast.

Mr. White finds considerable timber land
for sale at reasonable rates in Oregon,
and has had no difficulty In buying at
figures which are equivalent to ® cents a
thousand for the avaliable lumber, with
the land thrown In.

There Is one advantage of purchasing
timber land in Oregon, he says, and that
is the land will be good for farming after
the timber has been cleared off. In
Minnesota the forest lands are worthless
after the trees have been cut away. The
soil i= s0 barren and so full of rocks that
one wonders how the trees have ever
grown. When a fire has swept over these
Minnesota woods the granite surface is
left bare as a floor. The risk of fire is
also greater in the Minnesota woods, as
the trees and underbrush there are es-
pecially inflammable just before the trees
bud in May. He considers Oregon forests
reasonably safe from fire.
