Changes in the Service.

MILES TO BE LIEUTENANT-GENERAL

Changes in Stafl Arrangeinents—For-
tiieations Approprintion Bill
Was Also Passed.

WASHINGTON, Msy 4{—Today's ses
slon of the Benute was retdervd especially
notshle by the passage after a debate
lasting thres bours, of the Army reOrgan-
Izsuos Il In military circles the mess-
ure Is regurdsd as one of the most lm-
pirtant of the present sessjon. It practl-
eally revolutionizes the present stafl ar-
mngements of the Army. It proposes to
change 1the prefent syalem of permanent
appolntments in certain staff corps tu obe
of detall by & gradusal process as the offi.
cers In thope corps Eo out of active serv-
lee. As vacancles oceur In the depart-
ment of the Adjutant-General the In-
apector-Genernl, Quariermaster<General
and Commisaary-General they are to be
fAlled by detalle from the line, the detalls
to be temporary and not to exceed four
YeRTL

The new system I1s not applled €0 the
corps of sugineers, medieal department,
pay department or Judge-Advocate-Gen-

department. The bill discontinues
the regimental organization of the arnil-
lery, and establishes an artillery corps
of two branchen, vis: 13 batteries of
coawt artillery and 1B batteries of fleld pr-
tillery, with a total of 1748 men. It pro-
vides for an Increase of 300 In the corpwe
Oof cxdets at West Point, two at large
from each siate and 0 more to the pres-
ent number of 3 from thoe Unlted Stuies
al Inrge.

The mank of the Commanding General
of the Army s raleed to that of Lisuten-
ant-General, and that of the Adjntant.
Geoneral to Msjor-Genernl, the latter being
during the Incumbency of the present
Adjutant-General, Corbin,

The President = empowered to place on
the retired illst any officer who has been
surpendesd from duty by sentenoe of
cogri-martial, .or by Legisiative order Ia
mitigation of sich sentence, for a period
extending to or within one year of the
time of his compulsary retirement for age.

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THE WARDNER INVESTIGATION.

Taking of Testimony Hus Been
Completed.
WASHINGTON, May 4—Captain H, G.
Lyon, of the Army, testified before the
Cosur d'Alene Invesiigatlon today rela-
tive to the protection given by the troops
to the mining property In the dipturbed
district, He sald his orders cont iated

the protection of life and property, and
partioularly to prevent the destruction of
the mines on Canyon Creek. One of these
mines, the Tiger-Poorman, was threns-
eted with floed if the pumps guil, und as
the Burke Miners' Unlon ordered the men
to quit work, he saled, at a mesting of
the Union, that he would give five min-
utes for the revocation of the order, sub-
ssquently giving 0. He coatradicted pre-
vious witnesses that the Nve minulas weas
allowed the pump men, with the threat
that, i they did not work, they would be
pul back at the point of the bayonet.
The hearing today was al times quite
exciling, owing to personal exchanges be-
tween members of the committee. Repre-
senlative Hay, of Virginla asserted &t
ofe point that efforis were being made
by ths majority to suppress testimony.

| Reprosentative Mondel, af 'Wyoming, said

that this assertion Impugned the motives
of members, and was due to a fallure by
the minority (o get answers they desired.
Hay hotly retorted, throwing back the
Inslnuation and declaring it was “an abso-
lute falsehoad™” The frequency of these
encounters made the progress of the tes-
timony alow,

Capiain Lyon is the last witnesa, except
those In rebufial, to clear up minor
polnts. The taking of testimony closed
tonight, after having continusd uninter-
ruptedly since February 18, & period of
nearly thres months. Captain Lyon closed
the testlmony for the defense, and, after
hearing some rebuttal evidence, both sides
romed and the committes excused all wit-
nesses. Monday the arguments of counsel
will begin, probably concluding that day.

Exrly
the conferebece, Vice-President Morton,
of the Banta Fe, demanded the same rates
as those snjoyed by the Japunese line for
the Callfornia & Otlental Steamship Com-
pany, the ocenn connsction of his road. He
declured that the Banta Fe was willlng to
maintain equal rates, but if the Nippon
Yumen Halsha was allowed s differentinl,
his company should bte given the same
privilege. After long deliberation the offi-
cinls decided to put the Nigpon Yusen
Kalsha and the Callfornia & Oriental oo
an equal footing. This concluded the

business of the session.

The variows seamship companies, with

Some of the roads
are absolutely refusing to recelve freight
subject to delay. During the last year
or I8 months All the roads hate fxsued
large orders for nddittonal squipment, and
each has added thousands of cars to its
previous siock, and yet all pppear to be in
ax great need of cars as they wpre bafors
thepe orders wers lssued.

Traffic bas increased at a much more
rapid rate than the augmentations to thelr
roiling stock. There are 38 roads center-
iIng here, and it {a estimated that they
are 100,000 cars short In the aggregate, or
nearly #80 sach on an average.

The nomina-
thon of Willlam Wirt Howe for United
States District Attorney in Loulsians
needs omly to be contrasted with that of
Henry Demns for Naval Officer at New
Oricane, a few months after Mr. McKin-
tey became President in 1897, to Mustrats
the groat change for the hetter. Demnas
war the most disreputable negro politician
In the state, a man whose charncter wea
eo bad that all the decent elements of the
city rose In Indignant revolit against the
proposition to give hm the chief Federal
affice in Louldana; while Mr. Howe Is a
lawyer of Nutlonal reputation, who served
with distinction as a Judge yenrs ago,
has been president of the American Bar
Association. and 1s so far removed from
the type of spolleman usually given office
in the Bouth that he Ix now president of
the Civil Service Commission of New Or-
leans. Equally marked ls the contrast be-
tween Mr. McoKinley's first selection for
Assistant Secretary of the Interfor and
hig recent cholee *Web" Davis, an
everyhody knows, was a Missouri machine
politician, without one qualification for
the ofice that was given him; while
Frank L. Campbell entered the elvil ser-
vice at Washington In 189 as an employe
In the Census Bureau, 4id such good
work as to be made an examiner in the
Peusion Bureau two years later, soon won
promotion thers, and a transfer to the
offios of Assistant Attorney-Oensral for
the Interlor Department, where he has
rerved with sueh efficlency as to command
retention through all the changes of Ad-
ministration In the last 15 yearw.

Mr. McHinley could not do a shrewdor
thing than to make such appointments
& those of Campbell and Howe. The ap-
podnting power {8 one of the chisf prerog
atives and responsibilities of the Frest-
dentlal office, and when two candldates
appeal to the Naution for support, It L
an Important question which would be
the mure likely to use thls power In the
public interest. A President sesking re
election has the grest advantage tha: the
pedpla Sudge him chiefly by his Iatest ap-
polntments. If Mr. McKinley had begun
with Campell and Howe and then dropped
to Davis and Demas, the credit for his
earlier action would have bein wiped out
by the odium of his ‘ater conduct; where-
as, worthy appolntments now make peo-
pie forget the harm that he 4ld to the
Interior Department and the bustoms
servies three years agn.

sarly In the day, took place this
aflernoon at s publle reception given In
the big bullding, In which four years ago
Presitdent MoKinley was noménated, and
waz atiended Ly an sudience that packed
the edifice almost o suffocation.

The celsbration bégan this morning with
& showt informal reception on the fNoor
of the Merchants' Bxchange, trading be-
Ing entirely suspended in the pit during
the vislt of the dsungsished guests. This
reception wae ltmited to members of the
exchange and thelr families, but the big
hall and galleries around it were packed
when a wild cheer announced the arrival
of Admiral and Mrs. Dewey and the re-
mainder of the Admiral's party.

Immedintely after ths reception at the
exchange, the pariy 130k carriages and
were driven along the boulevards and pri-
vais drivewnys leading through the beau-
Uful residence district of the West End
and thence to Forest Park. Near the en-
trance to the 'park, just opposite the
Bluir monument,*the Admiral's oarriage
was stoppad fof a moment while 100 girl
nstudents of Forest Park University pre-
sented him with an immense bunch of
American Beauly roses and gave thelr
coliege yell in response (o his thanks. Tha
drive along the park boulevards was a
continual ovation for the Admiml.

In 51
the number of busheis of wheat passing
through the St Mary's Falls Canal was
LIW, 76, while in 1996, the number of bush-
els was BI85, or more than 40 times
as much as In 1], The receipis of wheat
at Buffalo increased from 1400000 bush-
els In IS70 to S3,000,000 bushels In 1858, while
the total recelpts of graln of all ki
{Including wheat In the form of Oocur) re
ecived at Buffnio by Lake Increased from
62,000,000 bushels In 15T to 267,000,000 Lush-
els In 18

Meanwhile the exportation of wheat and
wheat flour Incressed from 29,000,000 bush-
els in 1572 to 222000000 bushels in 1899, the
Incraase In transporiation by Lake thus
being much greater proportiondtely than
the Incresse I exports from the sea-
board. Tmnsportation of flour through
the Boo Canal has Incressed with even
greater rapidity, growing from 36411
barrels In 1572 to T,14.147 barrels in 189
while grain other than wheat Increased
from 57 bushels In 1573 to 39,00,000
bushels in 1896,

In metals and minemls the growth on
the Lakes is quite as striking as in bread-
stufls, the quantity of ccal carried on the
