Miss Eljner filed a cross-su- it for
52o0 damages, alleged to have been sus- -
tained through the horses running away
witn ner. Mrs. Johnons counsel con-
tended that the team had been hired by
Miss E'sner with the understanding thata man should drive, but that the youns
"woman herself had afterward taken hold
of the reins and permitted the team to
ecamper off up the Canyon road. Some
"witnesses who were in the City Park
during the runaway testified that Miss
Eisner was not ho'dlng the lines at all,
but that she and a young woman com
panion named Clark were simply clinging
to the sides of the vehicle and scream
ing for help. Mrs. Johnson was awarded
510 damages, as Justice Kraemer thought
the contract in regard to the man driver
ehould have been carried out.

The
old house will be turned around to front
on Fifth street, and will bo fitted up for
a cigar-stan-d, chop-hous- e, or something of
the sort.

OJTE OF THE MOST MERITORIOUS
EVER. GIVEX.

Slngrlnt? oC Miss Loeirenberg "Was a
Feature Fine Choruses by the

Society.

Although the storm of last night Inter-
fered with the attendance somewhat at
the Arlon Society's concert, the en-

thusiasm and appreciation of those pres-
ent was in no w.se dampened. The con-
cert was ono of the most meritorious given
by the society, and the numerous recalls
showed that the audience fully appreciated
It,

A large part of the interest of the even-
ing naturally centered In Miss Loewen-
berg, aB this was, In a way, her debut
after, two years' hard but enthuaastlc
study, most of which time had been de-

voted to the great Wagnerian roles. Her
voice has long been recognized among
those who were familiar with it as ono
of the finest Portland has produced, a
voice that promises her a career if she
chooses to develop it to Its fullest extent.
Naturally, therefore, local musicians and
music-love-rs were on the qui vhe to learn
the result of the training she had re-
ceived.

Her programme number was Adriano's
aria. "Gerechter Gott!" from the third act
of Wagner's ""Rlenzi," where Adriano en-

ters after the tumultuous and furious re-
sponse of the people to Rienzl's call to
arms. Adriano opens his scene with
prayer that the'earnage may be averted,
which develops into an allegro of great
agitation "Wo war ich?" as the sound
of the great bell of the capltol tolls tho
signal for slaughter.

Tho rich quality of MIS3 Loewenbergs
voice was heard to great advantage in
the Impressive opening measures. It is
a sonorous voice of good range, espe-
cially well suited to the mysticism of
Wagner's music because of Its unusual
depth and fullness of tone, and because
of the Impression of unlimited reserve
power that is conveyed to the hearer. It
is sympathetic with a natural pathos and
vibrant thrill to It, together with a pe-

culiar 'cello-Uk- e quality that is as rare
as It Is beautiful. As the climax of the
aria was reached. Miss Loewenbergs sing-
ing developed great dramatic intensity.
Her Interpretation showed that her aim Is
toward that large and noble style that
was so characteristic of the older Wag-
nerian singers of Beyreuth.

After a tumultuous recall. Miss Loewen-
berg returned and gave the simple but
grand Beethoven song, "Die Ehro Gottes
aus der Natur," throwing Into it much
majestic beauty.
Miss Loowenbergs splendid voice was

heard later in the programme '.n a duet
with Mr. Belcher, "Off to the Mountains,"
from "II Trovatore."

Tho Arion male chorus sang with
marked precision and good tone for its
first number Mochrlngs "Wle hab ich srte
bellebt," a beautifully resonant fatherland
song, and for its second number, Spick-en- s'

"Meadow Dews," a dreamy pastoral,
with a tenor solo sung by Louis Dam-ma- s

ch.
The Columbia Students, a string quar-

tet, brought back many pleasing memo-
ries of Rebagllatl's Spanish Students of a
few years ago. Their first number was
a selection from "Travlata," which was
played with a dash and verve well suited
to Verdi's bright music As an encore
the Intermezzo from "Cavallerla Rusti-cana- "

was given. Their second number
was Zlboulka's "Dove's Dream." Will-la- m

J. Belcher sang a difficult tenor solo
from the oratorio, "The Creation," with
marked expression and enunciation. His
resonant voice appeared to much better
advantage in this solo than In his duo
with Miss Loewenberg. A very pleasing
addition to this pleasing concert was the
introduction of Mr. Lonsdale, a stranger
to Portland, but wbo made many friendsby his excellent 6lnglng. Mr. Lonsdalepossesses a rich, full baritone voice, par-
ticularly round and melodious in his up-
per register. He sang two pretty Eng-
lish ballads, his first and best numberbeing "Mona." a pathetic song, being in
verso tho substance of the "Manxman."

Miss Marie Velguth was a very artistic
accompanist, while W. F. Werschkul con-
ducted the chorus In his usual precise
style.

"QUO VADIS?" AT MARQUAM

First Appearance Here Warn a De-
cided Success.

The flnst presentation In this part ofthe country of the dramatization of "QuoVadis?" was eeen by an extremely selectaudience at the Marquam Grand lastnight.
It was an unusual event, even to vet-

eran theater-goer- s, and tho best testi-
monial of the appreciation was a fullhouse. There were few empty seats to
be counted, upstairs and down. Play andplayers- were received with unhesitating
favor. There was not a particle of doubtthat Interest In the great, Inspired novel
was still as great as ever. After seeing
tho production last night many were theexpressions of satisfaction over the re-
sult.

Few plays of the kind have, at the out-ea- t,
proved great successes when first pro-

duced; yet they have gained a great hold
upon the public Following Ira the line of
the "Sign of the Cross," which also has
for Its central theme Christianity's christ-
ening in sacrificial blood and torturing
fire, this drama has been noted as one of
the evento in the world of great plays.

There is something almost indefinable
In the effect of the chanting of hymns of
pralso to the great Redeemer from behind
the footlights. As tho innocents murmur
"Thy will be done" and arc led away to
their deaths, the murmurs of prayers,
mingling with the tortured one's farewells,
bring about a realistic effect that strange-
ly moves.

The dramatization is well done. The
play is produced nere under the super-
vision of Sosman & Landis, and from the
embarrassing wealth of scenes and de-
tails in the successor to "Ben Hur," there
are given all the essential beauties and
powerful climaxes of the novel In six acts--,
two scenes being in the first act and a
closing tableau. The stago story opens
in Petronlus palace; from thence to
Aulus' garden. Nero's palace, Petronlus'
villa, the burning of Rome and the prison
sceno and the arena of the Coliseum.

Without doubt the greatest act Is the
Mamortine prison 6cene. In this Is clearly
drawn that fearlessness with which the
Christians In Rome faced the inevitable.
Here, hounded Into cells by Nero's order,
Vinlcius finally resigns himself to his
hard fate Spurning all offers to escape
and leave behind Lygla, he goes to brave
the bitter end for his newly-forme- d trust
In one God. His capitulation to the new,
mysterious, sustaining love of a Creator
and a Redeemer shakes the feelings of his
friends among the Augustlans. Effective
speeches, prayers and Bible rcsponseo and
a sweet-voice- d chorus singing "Holy,
Holy, Holy," hushed last nlghfe audience
as a theater audience Is rarely hushed.
In the bands of poorer performers it Is
hard to see how the noble things In "Quo
Vadis?" should fall to appeal to any aud-
ience. The piece was bandied without un-
necessary delay.

The Charles Rlggs' Company Is large,
and competent to give a most satisfac-
tory rendition.

Vinlcius is played by C. H. Robertson.
a young actor of pleasing presence; Pe-
tronlus by Lewis Sutherland, who has also
tho grace of good looks and easy stage
presence. In the climax of act II and
the prison scene these two were seen to
best advantage. The lead of the women Is
Rose Stitlman, as Poppae, the jealous, vin-
dictive Empress. Nero was portrayeCfwIth
excellent facial effect by "V. L. Love.
Lygla. the fair Christian was effectively
charaoterlzed by Ellzabtth Stewart. John

Lindsay, as Chllo Chilonides, the wily
Greek, was well up In the part. Daniel
Reed gave sufficient force to Tigellinus
prefect of the guard. The remainder o:
the long cost is all right.

"Quo Vadis?" will be given at a pop-
ular matinee today, and for the last time
tonight, which promises to be an overflow
night.

Beautiful Bnrlnl Ceremony.
At the family residence, 207 East Thirty-thir- d

street, Sunnyside, Mrs. Minnie Holt,
wife ot Berryman Holt, and daughter of
Edgar Allen, died after a lingering Illness
of consumption, May L Every effort was
put forth to restore her. She was sent
to New Mexico In the hope that the change
in climate would prove beneficial, but
there wis no permanent good, and she
came home. She was patient to the end.
The funeral services were conducted at
tho house by Rev. G.A. Blair, pastor of
the Cumberland Presbyterian Church. It
was at the grave that the preparations
were particularly unique and beautiful.
The grave had been lined with cotton all
the way down, and there roses profusely
had been placed. Surrounding the grave
evergreen had been strewn. Interspersed
with flowers, and completely concealing
the ground, so that the casket was placed
in a bed of roses and of white. The
grave was not filled until all had departed.
