SUMPTER, Or., May 9. Cracker Creek
district, which will be the scene of great
mining development this year, Is In what
is generally known as the third mineral
zone of the Eastern Oregon gold belt.

Nearly every property In the district is
Ioing more or less work, but the prin-

cipal Interest centers In the plans of the
big companies for deep mining. The work
to be done by the North Pole, the Co-
lumbia and this year will

beyond doubt that deep mining
Is not only practicable, but Is necessary
for profit. Before winter sets In, the Co-
lumbia and the Golconda will have their
shaft deep into the earth and will be
turning out ore carrying high values. By
that time the Golconda will have 0 stamps
running, and the Columbia may increase
the number of its stamps to 20 to enable
It to handle the enormous amount of ore
which it has blocked out. The reopening
of the Eureka & Excelsior, which is con-
fidently expected, would add materially
to the output of the camp.

The Amazon, on Silver Creek, has 800
feet of tunnels and crosscuts. It Is owned
fcy J. G. and J. T. English, and Is sup-
posed to be bonded to the Standard Oil
Company for ?10.0W. Development has
not shown a high grade of ore. Hoisting
works will be built and deep work done.

The Climax and Orazaba are owned by
Colonel Grayson, of O. Uand; Cal., and are
under bond to California capitalists for
$103,000. About S00 feet of tunneling has
been done, and high-grad- e ore has been
found.

One tunnel on the Ohio is In 500 feet,
fend another Is being driven on the lower
level. A mill was built on this
property two years ago, but It has not
been operated.

The Golconda group Includes, among
others, the Golconda, the Wide West, the
Charleston, the Telephone and the Cen-
tury. The Golconda mill is on the Tele-
phone claim. Nearly all the ore treated
In the mill is taken from the Golconda.
but the Wide West is being tapped. Ithas good ore, and many mining men pre-
dict that it will proe to be one of the

It in shape for regular production. Whenrunning, the Eureka & Excelsior employs
75 men. The ledge has been opened forfeet, and at a depth of 600 feet from

chute from 3 to IB feet wide. The Eureka
& Exce'slor is said to have produced

gold in" three years.
The Bunker Hill Is a. promising property.

Gold Briclc From Bohemia.
A handsome gold brick, weighing about

50 pounds and valued at about $10,009, will
be placed on exhibition in 'JT'oodard,
Clarke & Co.'s window this morning at 9

o'clock, also a very rich specimen of
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ore. They both come the Helena
mine in the Bohemia district, and were
brought in yesterday by some of the
stockholders. The brick is the first sam-
ple of gold from the Helena mine which
has arrived here. Other bricks sent to
San Francisco have proved worth from
$1G to $1" per ounce. The brick Is the
result of a 20 days run of the
mill at the mine. The vein from which
the gold was taken is from four to six
feet In thickness, and three men supply all
the ore needed to keep the mill running.
About 00 to 70 per cent of the gold Is
saved In the mill. The tailings are banked
up and a concentrator Is to be put in to
handle them, and the remainedr of the
gold will be secured by smelting.

By a full crop Is not meant that the
trees hang as full of fruit as they would
If no injury had been sustained, but that
with the increased size consequent upon
a decrease in the number of prunes, the
trees will bear as much as would be de-

sired.
Mr. S. P. Kimball, who has a prune

orchard near Salem, and also one at
Dallas, said today that so far as he can
see. his Italian trees will bear as many
prunes as he could wish.

Hills at one time
was a professor of languages in a denomi-
national institution in Tacoma, and is a
highly educated man.

A brief history of Professor Hills' mat-
rimonial career shows that he was mar-
ried while still a student in England. On
attaining his majority he came to Amer-
ica, leaving his wife in England. In this
country ho became a quite prominent lec-

turer and professor of languages- - A few
years ago he married again in Nebraska,
without having procured a divorce from
the first wife, who came to Nebraska acd
commenced proceedings against Hills on
the ground of bigamy.
