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THE WRIT DISMISSED

Beckham Wins the Kentucky
Governorship Case.

DECISION BY THE SUPREME COURT

Ne Appeal From the Decision of the
Legislative Asnembly—Both Men
Stand for Reaomination.

WASHINGTON, May 2IL—The TUnited
Biutes Supreme Cuourt today declded the
Kentucky Governorship case In favor of
Governor Beckham, dismissing the writ of
error from the Kentocky Court of Ap-
peain. The opinion was handed down by
Chief Justice Fuller, and a vigorous dis-
senting opinion was délivered by Justiso
Harixn, Justices Brewer, Brown and
McKenns also dlesented from portions of
the opinlon.

The case wis dismissed for want of jur-
fsdiction, it being beld that determination
of cases of this charseter and sll contests
for stats officers must necessarily be
tiad by the political branch of the Govern.
ment. Tha: branch had acted In the Ken-
tucky case when the General Assembly
took jurisdiction. There was no appeal
from the Assembly's decision. which was
favorable to Goebel and Beckbam, except
o the tribunal of the people, which trl-
bunal, the Chief Justice sald, was always
in sasuiox. He alsp snid the case wag
purely a state casc—that Kentucky wias
in full possessiocn of s facuities, as &
mamber of the Union, and there weas oo
emergency which called for interference

The opiolon in re Kentucky was not
unardimous spome of the Justices dlssent-
ng. After reviewing the facts, Chief
Justice Fuller satd

*“It is obviously essential to the inde.
pendence of the states and 1o thelr pesge
and tranquillity and thelr power to pre-
soribe the gualifieations of thelr own of-
ficers, the tenure of thelr offices, and the
manner of thelr election, that the tribunals
before which and ihe mode in which such
electlons muy be contested ghould be
excluded, and free from exterpal Interfer-
ence, except o far as plainly provided by
the Constitution of the United Sta‘es, and
where controversles over the election of
state officers have reached the state courts
In the manner provided and have bren
determined in accordance with siate legls-
latio nand lsws, the capes mMust DecessaT-
ily. be rare in which the interference of
this court can be properiy lnvoked™

The Chief Justice then reviewed the
canes of Boyd ve Thayer, Wilson we
North Carolina, Junand vs. Loulsiana, and
Fostér va. Arkunss, and continped:

“The grounds on which our jurisdietion
is mought (0 b= malntained in the present
case are set forth In the errors
to the effect. In substance:

“First—That the action of the Genoral
Assembly In the matter of thess contests
deprives the piaintiff in error of thelr of-
floers without due process of law.

“Ewcond—That the actlon of the Generan
Azsembily deprives the people of Kentucky
of the right to chotse thelr own repre-

gentatives secured by the guarantes of
ﬂuy Federal Constitution of a republican
form of Government (0 every swate, and

deprivea them of Lheir politioal
without due Drocess of law.

“For more than 300 yenrs the constito-
tion of Kentucky has provided that con-
tested elections for Covercor and Lieu-
tennnt-Governor =hall! be determined by
the General Assembhly In 1798, by =

TAYLOR EXFECTED IT.

Surprised at the Decision
the Sapreme Court.

LOUISVILLE, Ky. May I.—Governor
Taylor arrived at 1] o'clock from Frank-
fort and went At once to the Custom-
House. He intended leaviog for his home
in Butler County at noon, but missed his
trair. Shortly after the decislon of the
Supreme Court was received from Wash.
Ington the Governor was seen by a rop-
resontative of the Associated Prea in the
private office of Collector Bapp, st the
Custom-House, After reading the Asso-
clated Press bulletin, the Governor sald:

“l rather cxpected the dec’sion wwould
be against me. The adverse rullngs of
the state couris here made a sort of pes-
simist of me, and I am not surprissd that
the Supreme Baneh has overruled the
writ of error. This Is not & time to talk
1 will only reiterate my former statements
In regard to the renomination, that i1t will
depend on the will of the people.™

Governor Tavior late In the afterncon
insued the following order:

HOT ELECTION
Tarlor and Beckham WIiIl Be the
Candidates in November.

FRANKFORT, Ky.. May I.—The fire
bells were rung and wild demonstrations
followsd on the strests on the part of the
Democratsa when the news of the decston
a! Washington came. The decision means
thers will be the hottes! slection In Kesn-
tucky far Governor next November that
was ever known In the commonwealth.
Beckham, as Lisutenant-Governor, be-
came the chicf executive on the death of
Governor Goebel, February 3, and under
the law can serve only untll the election
of his successor at the next slection It
is thought Beckham will be the Demeo-
cratic nominee and ex-Governor Taylor
the Republican nomines. The election will
be under the Goebel law, the sams ns last
November, and the maln Republican lesue
will be for the repeal of that law.

A touching incident of the day occurred
this afternoon, when N0 people marched
to the oemetery, sach wearing & Hower,
which was cast upon the grave of the late
William Goebel, making the little mound
which marks his resting-place a vast bank
of flowere. There were no ceremonies atl

the grave except a prayer by Rev, T. P,
Tallaferra, of the Methodist Church,
This afternoon the Taylor soldlers, who

The point at issus was whether
a ereditor, recclving from & debtor
payment on asccount in the
course of businesz within four months
prior to the debtor going Into Insolvency
was to be debarred from asserting his

Judgs Morrow's docislon was to the
effect that In such a case the creditor,
Marshall Fleld & Co., could have elected
to turn In the payment that was made 1o
them on acrount by the bankmupt and
take thelr chances with the other credit-
ors, or keep the money that was pald and
recelve mothing further from the bank-
rept estate. The judgment of the lower
courtd was acoordingly reversed and the
cause remanded with directions o dlsal-
low the ontire claim of Marshall Fleld &
Co. Judges Giibert and Hawiey mnﬂ
in the declslon.

RIOTING

BLOODSHED RESULTS FROM THE
STRIKE IN ST. LOUIS.

GROWS WORSE

_— -

One Boy Killed and Three Moen and
a Girl Weonnded—Cowardly
Act of Strikers.

ET. LOUIE, May 1.—One boy was killed
rnd three men and a girl were wounded
today as a result of the striks. Martin
'Zika. 18 years of age, was struck n the
left breast by a bullet fired from a street-

Joseph Draks were placed under arrest
Farley admits having fired the fawml shot.

50 men and the police, carrisd away by
friends, and names not learned.

Zka was shot Jate In the afternoon
while standing In the door of his home
st 120 Geyer avenue. A mob of sov-
ernl hundred men had surrounded a car
of the Tower Grove lne, and were throat-
ening the conductor and motorman, A
few stones had been thrown, when a shot
was fired from the car, the bullet siriking
Zika full !n the breast. He dled within a
few minutes. Conductor Farley and Mo-
torman Drake were arrested by the pollce.
At the police statfon tonight, Farley ad-
mitted fAring the shot which killed Zika,
He fired, he saild, at & man who was pre-
paring to throw a stone &t him, and the
builet struck Zika,

The four people wounded were all In-
Jured during s fight which occurrpd at
5:3 o'clock, at the intersection of Thir-
toenth and Herbert sirvests. The riot was
lively while it lasted, fully 100 shots belng
fired, and ms the strects were crowded
with people, it Is remarkable that the
number of Injured wns so small

Four cars of the Bellfontaine line were
running close together, and when the first
one turned the cormer It plunged into a
crowd af over 30 men and women who
were gathersd there. No stop was made,
and the car was free of the mob before
any damage could be done. The mob wha
rendy for the second oar, however, and
it mecelved a warm reception. Bilones
were rained upon it and several shots
were fired at the conductor and motor-
man. The four police ofMcers on the car
at once returned the fire and the crew of
the first car, hearing the shots, at once
reversed and ran back to reinforce their
comrades. Two cther cars, each carry-
ing four offlcers, were close behind, Pollce
Captain Joyce was on the first car. For
nearly & minute a rapid fire went on from
both sides, and then, led by Captain
Joyce, the police made a rush for the
erowd, which broke and nca!:ertd in all
directions.

Motorman Mullen, of the second onr,
was shot through the arm, he being the
only one injured by the mob. Two riot-
ers were sect to fall, hit by bullets fired
by the police, and saveral oMecers who
took part in the ccrimmage declared that
fally half a dozen membens of the moo
had been shot down. The beat Informa-
Uon, and the evidence of the groatsr
number of officers, is, however, to the ef-
foct that only two were shot by the po-
Hee. They were at once carried off by
their friends, and thelr names are not
known. Minnie Krueger ran into a yard
for safety when the fight Legan, and a
bullet striking an iron ience near where
she was standing, gianced off and hit her
in the left thigh.

The passengers on the cars made wild
sctambles for the open alr when the
trouble began, Among them were three
womon, and the female sympathizers with
the strikers, who were pressnt In large
numbers, at once attacked them. They
showered them with abuse, peded them
with stopes, bricks and sticks, and made
them run for thelr lives. For several
aquares the chase was Kept up, the three
women fnaily leaving the street and run.
ning across some vacant lots, some hotly
pursued by the crowd of men behind, who
succesded every now and then im striking
ofte of the fugitives with o stiek or a
stone. The crowd was ot distanced untll
the three women had besn rsced fully a
third of a mile. The police had thelr
hands full at the time with dealing with
the mob at the corner, and were not ab!
to efford any protection 1o Lhe women,

At § v'clock & smail riot ocourred at
Eleventh street and Pdrk avenue. A mob
of several hundred men and women nat-
tacked the last car on th: Park-avenue
lire, as It was on the home trip. Several
stones were thrown, and a shot wag fired,
but whether by the mob or by one of the
men on the car could not be dotermined.
A force of 4) men was at oncs dispatched
from police headquarters. and the mob
wias dlspersed without difficulty.

The milltary siiuation implles the pe-
cesslty for pence negotiations on the Dutch
side. The Boera have been driven out of
Nantal, The Free State has been overrun
and the Transvaal 18 threatcned with
Invasion by Roberts, Buller Hunter nsd
Carrington, The sltuation Is so utterly
Ropeless that it may aafely be assumed
that Presidents Kruger and Stryn, In their
consultations at Pretoria, discussed the
expediency of making propositices for
peace. As Prasgident Steyn siarted at ones
for Hellbron, It is not improbable that De-
wet has offered to surrender on his own
tormn, and it is reasonable to assume thag
Prealdent Kruger has sent dispatches to
Washington, which will arm the dolegates
with full power to soliclt the good cffices
of the United States Government In bring-
ing about & general armistice.

There are rumors In the alr that the
Cabinet discussed, on Friday, offeta of
peace from Pretoria ard that the Prime
Minister’s visit that night to Windsor was
made for the purpose of communicating
the proposals (o the Queen, but I am un-
able to find confirmation of thess reporia
The opinion of the well informed last night
wag that Kruger and Steyn were making
a determinéd effort to drmaw the American
Governmenl into an ambuscade of some
kind, and under cover of friendly service
similar to that offered by France at the
close of the war with Epain, to dbiain
a vaniage ground for negotiating terms of
peace.

The opinien In England i# very strong on
this subject. Peace negotiations ending in
a fresh convention are pot desired. An
annrxation prociamation by Lord Hoberls
i what Parilament expects and ths em-
pire demands. What has baen golng on in
Bourh Africa has borme a close resembiance
to ¢lvil war, and as Engishmen are
agreed, must énd like the American eolvil
confiict, with magnapimity [n triumph,
but without an armistice or peace tiego-
tintlone, or foreign Iisterventlon, or any
compromise.
