THE CUBAN FRAUDS

Subject for Heated Political
Debate in the Senate.

THE DEMOCRATS WERE LISTENERS

Fistt Defends the Administration’s
Course—Spooncr and Hale in
a Warm Set-To.

WASHINGTON, May 2. -This was &
day of resping polltical controversy and

oratory In the Benate. With the eon-
troversy, those on the Democeratic side
of the chamber, ancmalous as It may

seem, had Uttle to do. What by far-see-
ing Senators s Tegardod as likely 1o De
the paramount lssue of the approaching
Natlona! campuign was “the subject of
two nolablp speeches, one by Platt of Con.
hecticut, and the other by Spooner. The
former was an answer 10 the speech de-
Hvered & few days ago by Baconm, on his

resolution demanditig an examination of
financial conditions in Cuba. Platt fa-
vored the sdopticon of the resolution, but

déprecated whnt he cailed a cheap efort
1o maks political capital out of a shame-
ful eonditlen of affalrs, which the Re-
publican party needed no prodding to in-
duce 1t to probs to the boltom

The speecn of Spooner .was a continune
tion of his address of yesterduy on the
Phillppine question. In s course he be-
came Involvad In a heated and sensa-
tional eolioguy with Hale over the Gov-
ernment’s conduct of affalrs in our “In.
sular possessions,” It was a remarkable
controversy between two of the best-
squipped Bonatom in the Benate, and was
listenad to with profound sttention by Sen.
ators, many Representatives and crowded
galieries,

The Routine Heport.

At the opeping of the Senate, Morgan
(Dem. Ala) calisd up his resolution calle
ing upon the Secretary of War and tha
Secretary of the Navy for Information
relative 10 the cost of the transportation
of troops and supplles to the Philippines,
and it was agresd Lo,

The resolution previously offered by
Bucon (Dem. Ga.), directing the commit-
tee on- relations with Cuba make an
investigution regurding the recelpls and
expenditures of money In Cuba, was then
otlled up.

“About 4 month ago.™ salid Platt (Rep.
Conn.), who 18 chairman of the commit-
tee on relntions with Cuoba, “Genernl
Wood, Governor<General of Cuba, was led
to suppose that there had been Irregulari
ties in that portion of the Government of
Cuba under the supervision of the Diree-
tor of Paoste. He tmmediately -organised
an inspection, which has heen unsparing-
ly pressed The Benator from Georria
{(Bacon) seems lo think, as do some of
the newspapers, that ail the malfeasance
in office and fraud have been brought to
Ught, not By the United States Govern-
ment aficiais, but by outsiders. But it Is
to General Wood that the credit for the
discovery of these frauds and wrong-
doings belonge, and 1o the Administra-
tion belonge the credit of problng to the
bottom these fraude. The Senator from
Georgin has no monopoly on the shame
and humiliation with which every patri-
otle man = affected by the recent dis-
closures., They dwre shocking, They are a
direct biow to every true citisen of the
United Btates

“If the wrongdolng had oecurred
Boston, New York or Washington, It
would have bean sad and shameful, but
£t would not have besn so sad and shame-
ful as It is, since It occurred on the Island
of Cobn, whers the Administration iz en-
gaged In 4 great work of freedlom and
philanthropy. Neothing bas ooccurred In
the history of defalcations that hes made
surh uan impression ‘om fthe public mind
as this, and justdly so. More than ever it
is Incumbent upon the Government (o
probe this matier to the bottom unflinch.
ingly, unsparingly. The Republican party
never tolerates fragd or peculation or em-
beszlement. Nelther the Republican Ad-
ministration nor the commities on relu-
tions with Cuba need any prodding from
the opposition party to Induce them to
maks o most searching Investigation and
to use every effort 10 punish sevegely
any person gullty of wrongdoing dr fraud
in the Izland of Cuba.

“But some things ought to de remem-
bered by these patrists, who in this Pres.
idential campaign hold up thelr hands in
holy horror and solze upon what has been
discioeed In an endeavor to cast diseredit
upom not only the Aéministration, but also
upon thelr country, It ought (o be re-
membered that in the three years and
three months of the presont Administra-
tion, this s the frst opportunity they
have had to criticise in that pespect.”

General Bristow's Instructions.

Platt sald that for Congress to inter-
fere with the Investigation instituted by
the Postmaster-General might defeat the
ende of Justice, and he anvounesd that ths
depariment investigution wopld be thor.
ough and searching. He then read a jot-
téer from FPostmaster-Genoaral Smith to
Fourth Asalstant Briastow, who is charged
with conducting e investigation, The
letter follows:

1f you fipd
that you need a stlll larger force for the
prompt and complete performance of this
duty, you wili cail ¢ The Investira-
prehensive and mibule,
h of the service and
all classes officiuls. It prosecution
must e goverped sclely by the purpose
of alcertaining the truth and the whole
truth, and 1t must be uncompromising
And  unsparing.

“Begidon supetvising the investigntion in
eD=operation with the military government.

“jt la desired also that the central or-
sanimation of the past service in Cube
shall recene your especial attention. You
will axamine a5 o whelher it s framed in

the les! manner for eficlent administra-
tlor. You will see whether compatibly
with a pood military service for the peo-
ple any retrenchments can be made, and
whether sconomics can be effected by a
consolidation and reduction of bureaus.
It » desired to bring the posial expandi-
tures within the postal revenues, so far
as may be conslsient with the obligation
of providing a satisfactory mall service.

“Your presenioe In Cuba, as the repre-
sentative of the deparimeont, with thess
Instructions, makes you the mnking officer
of the postal ndministration. You wlll
cousider and advise what remeovals or
other getion may be required in the eatse
of justice, for the !nterest of the gov-
ernment and the people of Cuba and for
the welfere of the service. You are
chosen for this duty with the approval of
the President, who s doeply shocked
st the shameful betrayal of trust on the
par: of the officlals In whom confidence
had been repomed, and who directs that
in desiing with all lrregularities which
have besn or may be discictad the sole
rule of action shall be thorough and com-
plete Investigntion, the rigorous and un-
sparing prosecution of all gullty persons
and thelr swift and condign punishment.
You will communicate these Instructions
to General Wood, keeplng him fully in-
formed as you procesd and reporiing reg-
ulnrly to the department.

“Postmaster-General”
Administration’s Investigntion.

Continuing, Piatt sald:

“The people have sonfldence In William
MeRinley. No President, whila he was
President, had the confidence of the people
to the degroe that Prestdent McKinley
has It. Other Presidents have beed cinon-
lzad after death, and it has been evidenced
then that they hed the confidence of ithe
people, but no person In office ever o8-
capod the eriticlsm and innoendo that
McKinley haw escaped. The people would
be glad 10 leave this investigntion to him.
They know thére would be ho condoning
of fraud, no covering up of crime. But
when chargos are made simply fur cam-
palgn purposes, 1 think we may a= well
make an Investigation for ourselves™

Further along, Platt paid a high tribute
to General Wood, Genera! Brooke and
others, and sald no Army officer has been
even churged with anything ilke fraud in
Cuba.

“Has the Senator had his attention di-
rected to the raflroad construction ajong
the south side of the harbor of Hawana™
Inquired Tillman (Dem. B. C.).

"If the Senator,” retorted Flsit, warm-
I¥, “has any information as to that rgil-
road; 1 wish he woul produes it

"I did not say I had ang: Information”™
zald Tillman, *“but if there s an Inves-
tigation, I will produce some wWithessea ™

Reforring to the copstroction of this
rallroed, Platt sald the names of ex-
Becretary of War Alger and Senators
Platt and Depew, of New York, had been
usad in conmection with the' project, but
they had entered vigorous denlals of any
connection with it although, to his mind,
such denials were unnecessary. “These
charges simply show the recklessness of
those people who are throwing stones at
the present Adminimration.™

Platt euld there would be no disposd-
tion to protect Director Rathbone, If he
should be shown to be Involved In the
financin]l difficuities In Cubs. If he were
found to be guilty, he would be punished
unsparingly.

Continuing, Platt sald that Neely had
the confidence of the psaple of Indinna,
and before the recent disclosures his in-
tegrity bhad never been questiond, and
the same was irue of Rathbone. The Ad.
ministration, ke thought, bhad exercised
proper caution In appointing these mon to
offioe.

“Necely went wrong.™ sald Platt, “and
brought dsgrace and shame and humilin-
tion wpon this country—rather than upon
the Administration—which hed sssumed
responeiltle duties In Cuba™

Bacon, he suld, demanded to know why
our Government was In Cuba and why (it
did not come away. We are thors, Platt
suswernid, becsuse we hsve been sent
there by the American people: because
Congress sent our Army there to destroy
the power of Spain.

“We have a duty ¥yt to perform there”
suld Platt, “and the American people will
e tp It that It is dlecharged. The mil.
ftary oontrol of the hland will cease
when the people aet up for themselves
a government for themselves which will
properly comtrol the island*™

"When will that timeg come?™
Bacon.,

“That time will de delayed long.” sald
Platt, “if & party for partisan purposes
mukes the work more difficult. The blush
of shame ought to mantle the cheek of
every man who is trying to hinder or em-
barrass the operation of Genernl Wood in
Cuba, who i= secking to bring about that
timo as mapldly as It may be brought
about.*

The conference report on the Army ap-
propriation bl was agreed to.

Spooner and Hale.

Spooner (Rep. Wis) then resumed his
speech on the ‘Phillppine question. Incl-
dentally, ke referred to the altuation in
Cuba, and our reaponsibility there,

Hals (Rep. Me.) interrupted him to say
that, in view of what had happened in
Cuba, it would haves been better had we
abundonsd 11,

“Doss the Senator think,” nguired
Spoomer, "In the case I have put, we
shouid have abandonsd Cuba™

"l think 1t would have been the best
thing in the worid for us if we had done
" replled Hale. “T think i#f it were
found that the population In Cubs was as
hortile {0 uws ap It had been to Spain, we
should have abandoned and been giad to
get rid of ™

“Well," sadd Spooner, “that iy & matter
of opinion. In the case I have put, I be
lleve wp should have taken Cubm and
heid It, giving 1o the people of Cuba in-
dividaai liberty and gonod government.”

Hale—The Senator has more confidence
than 1 have in the sxperiment we are try-
ing roday of teaching the peopie of Cuba
hopesty and good government. I think
we would have been better off If we had
not taught the Cubana the lesson that has
becn taught in the jast foew months.

Spoaner—What lesson®

Hale—Ths lespon of fraud, peculntion,
echeatlng. appropriation of revenues, steal-
ing. a camival in every direction of cor-
ruption and fraud.

Bpooner (warmly)—It i a Uttle tiresome
for me to be called upon on this side of
the chamber to reply to a Democratio
tpesch.

Hale—1 am as good a Republloan as the
Sanator from Wisconsin, 1 do not recog-
nizge any party obligations that compe! me
to sunsent to the proposition that every-
thing has gone right !n Cuba.

Bpooner—Nobody pretends it

Hale—I do think the exporiment has
been a faflure. I would vote tomorrow to
withdraw from Cuba and lesve that peo-
ple to establish and set up and malntaln
thelr own government, The time will
came wher Republicans will b eglad when
gl out of this thing without worse
things happening than are now

“What doea the Benator mean ™ de-
manded Spooner, “when be speaks in gon-
eral terms of a carnival of fraud ana
corruption™

“T mean the thingx disclosed.” Peplied

Inquired

Hale. “A bill of particulars has been filed
already, It s not the Administration at
fauit. It Is & natuea!l resgit. There never

has been un Instance of the setting up of
a rupreme governmen: in a colony or de
pendency thut has pot been atlended with
praciicaliy the same things that we have
secn In Cuba, Congress 1s as muck at
fouit The Administration has selactsd
men who are belisved to b¢ good men
We went into It with utter confilencs, be-
Ueving that it was an <asy thing. i
voisd agninst the peace treaty, bscause 1
belleved colonlal dependencicsa would re-
sult in precisely what has oocarred.

GERMAN MEAT BILL.

Adopted by the Helchatog—Some of
Its Provisions.

BERLIN, May 23.—The Relchstag, vol-
ing today by roll-call, adopted the meat
bill by 163 to 123 votes. In a proviaion pro-
hibiting the lmportation of canned sau-
sage ment the bill provides that untll
Décembar 11, 190, the importation of fresh
meat ghall only be aliowed In whole or in
certaln cases In half onrcasses, and the
importation of prepared meat shall only
be permitted when it s proved to be in-
nocuous, which Is regarded as belng im-
poseible of proof In case of consignments
of mait meat upnder four kilograms in
walght, The bill also provides that after
1802 the Importation of meat shall elther
be reguiated by fresh legisiation or the
above montioned provisions shall remain
in forea.

stnce March 4. That would cut down the
balance to almost nothing, and, in view
of the falling of the surplus In April and
May, It would be unsafe to reduce the war
tax now. He said the commitiee had
given some hearings, and had found that
all who pald war taxes favored thelr re-
peal or reduction, but the majority did
notl propose to enter upon legislation now
that might create a deficit in the Treas-
ury.

ROBERTS PUSHING NORTHWARD.

Positions of the Three Advancing
Columns.
LONDON, May 2-Once more Lord
Roberts is advancing in force. The wait

ing Boers. Definits dispatches recelved
this morning make it clear that the Vaal
River lms not yet been orossed
The first word from Colonel Badens
Powell at Mafeking heightens rather than
dimiuishes the report heretofore cabled of
the gallantry exhibited by the garrison
During the closing days of the slege
During an Interview with the corre
spoudent of the Reuter's Telegram Com-
pany, May 11, Baden-Powell sald:

“My great endeavor s to prevent the
rellef force frown trying to rush into the
place before they are strong enough to
do so. It would be beiter to make certain
;‘t rellef In two months than to be beateén

an attempted reltef  In - one month
Knowledge that the whole empire was
watching with apprehension the good fight-
ing of the garrison has been worth an
exira pound of rations a day to the garrl-
son. It was difficult to persunde the
civilians of the necessity of submitting to
martial law. We had our lttle difMeul-
ties, but later there was local acceptance
of the military administration, and there
wis po trouble at all.

So,
whenever 1 read the nice things people
ony of me, I take it that they are said of
the garrisen, lnasmuch ns I am the,head
representative of the garrison.”

BADEN-POWELL'S REPORT.

Genernl Snyman Was Among ihe
Bowees Captured.

LONDON, May 2—The War OfMce e
sued a dispatch from Roberts under date
of lllnnl.: S;ru‘.i. ‘H.ay 2, announcing the
receipt by him of the following message
from Baden-Powell:

“Mafeking, May 17— am bappy to in-
form you that Mafeking wos succesefully
relieved today. The northern and sguthe-
ern columns Joined hands on, May 15 and
attacked the enemy yosterday and after
& small engagement entirely  defeated
them with Joss The Hritish casuaities
were three kiilad and 2 wounded. The
force marched into Mafeking at 9 thiw
morning and the relief and defenss forces

combined and moved oot and ate
tacked the enemy's head laager.
We shelled them out and  yesterday

captured Smyman snd took one gun, A
fag and a large amount of ammunition,
stores, ele. Filve dead Boers and 15
wounded Boers were found. The enemy
mppears to be retreating In all directiona
except one commando, which ls laying
low, possibly to cever the retreat of the
remaindesr.*

Roberts" diepatch further savs:

“Ian Hamilton reached Hellbron this
morning. after n series of engagements
with . oBer force under Dewet, who Is
retiring before him. Broadwood has cap-
tured 15 Boer wagons., There have beed
T casualties in Hamllton's force up to yes-
terday evening. We marched here thia
moruing.”

French Croases the Rhenoater.

THEY WILL CARRY THEIR CAM-
PAIGN TO THE PACIFIC COAST.

An Attempt to Win the Sympathy
and Support of the Whole
Amerienn Peogle.

WASHINGTON, May 2 —Mr. Fischaer,
ope of the Hoar envoys. spoke fresly 1o a
representative of the Associated Press
today of thelr geneml plans for the fu.
ture. He sald It was their purpose to viait
I or 13 of the principal eclties of the
United States and explaln to the peopie
whatever they might wish to know of
thelr cause., They came to plead with the
whaole American people for sympathy and
support. The eities which they will visit
have not yet hesn detlermired upom, and
In making thelr sslections they will ba
gulded by theis friends. It im probable
that they will eventually reach San Fran-
elsco, stopping en routs at Chicago, Mil-
waukee, 85t Louls and Cincinnatl, Other
citles have also besn mentloned.
The envoys hope to compiete their tour
of the country within two mdonths and be
ready to leave for Hurpes, whera they
bave plansed to 4o lmportant works Mr,
Flacher sald that they did not contem-
piate making any set addresses, bul
would give thé peopls plain talks, the
subjects of which would depend entirely
upon what particular phase of the great
question ag lssus the pecple deaired to
be informed upon. He wanted [t distinct-
Iy understood that he and his frioads par-
ticularly wishad to avold any partisan
demonstration tha: might be construed to
mean that thelr sympeathies with one poe-
litical party In the United States was
stronger than with anothar,

GERMAN TRADE.

Thousands Dependent Upon Com-
merce Wiith United Siates.
WASHINGTON, May 2—Vice-Consul
Murphy, at Magdeburg, has transmyitted
to the State Department an extract {rom
& German publication of recent date,
contajning facts and fgures which In-
dicate strongly the prime !mportance of
Germany's trade with the United Staten.
A statement of the exports to the United
Hiates from the consular districts in
Northern Germany alone, for the frst
quarter of 1500, {s shown as amountling to
$18106,000. The amount s nearly dpuble
the value of the exports during the first
quarter of 1588 ‘Fhese fgures are lor
Northern Oermany slone. When the
amounts for the remalinder of the smpire
are added, the totsl Is eatimated at

about F41300,006.

“How many thousands of Germans who
are now dependent upon this trade for
support.” says the article, “would bhe
without bread it it were suddeniy to stop.
In the trade with the United States, Oer-
many haa won an lmportant pesition,
standing next o England in the matier
of goods exported to the Unlied Siates
Ine! year. In 1358 the United States Im-
ported $10.70000 wortih of sugar from Ger-
many. The amount of sugar In bygone
years that had been sent from Germany
to the United States has varied with the
erops, In favorable years as much as
$£2 300,000 worth belng exported (o that
country. This immenss teade In sugar.™
the article states, “will contlnue, pro-
vided peaceful and friendly relations are
malntained In thée TUhited States. Put
If the Americans are forced into retalla-
tion by the striet enforcement of the meni-
inspection law and friendly trade pe-
lations are rupturad, the sxpostation of
German sugar o the Uplted States will
comeé to a atop and Germany be left
without a purchaser for the enormous
mass of sugnr produced.*”
