dominations "Were Made After Ike
Executive Committee Had Gene

Oat of Existence.

The troubles of the Good Government
Association multiply. Last Saturday,
Charles M. Morgan, Elston H. Camp and
Irwin D. Boyer, constituting a majority
of the executive committee, put out a
composite ticket for the Goo-Goo- s. No
comes P. A. MacPherson, a dissenting
member of the committee, with the charge
that the ticket was put up by three
men without authority other than their
own. From what Mr. MacPherson says,
it Is apparent that Messrs. Camp, Boyer
and Morgan know a thing or two about
ring rule. He sold yesterday:

"Ae one of the executive committee or
the Good Government Association, I wish
to explain why I did not indorse the com-
posite ticket. In the first place, the com-
mittee had no more right to consider such
a move than any five men who might
take it into their heads to Indorse a
composite ticket, made up of Republican
candidates on the regular Republican
ticket, and then rush it Into The Ore-goni-

and ask the voters of Multnomah
County to vote It. I have no word of
complaint to offer against the personnel
of the composite ticket offered by the
three gentlemen who have asked the vot-
ers to support tho ticket. I claim that
this ticket Is put forward without any au-
thority whatever from the association
that created the committee, and In my
mind is d. Indeed. It takes
siore gall to ask the good people of this
county to support It than I have, and 1
am an Insurance man at that. I might
speak for "William Held as well, for he,
too. stated that In his opinion this com-
mittee had no right to go beyond the
indorsement of the Citizens Legislative
ticket

"I will state that this committee was
called together by the chairman, "William
Reld. After things had been fixed, I was
asked to sign the report. Such unanim-
ity was impressive. My thoughts wete
something like those of the boys who stood
around and looked with astonishment at
the way the old thing was done when
that slate was being fixed up by the
bosses In convention at A. O. U. "W. Tem-
ple. Such work as that was what brought
me Into this Goo-Go- o Association. I eaw
that these three gentlemen could give
the gang at the A. O. U. "W. Temple cards
and spades in such work. I gave them my
reasons for not standing In with the com-
posite ticket, and asked the secretary.
Mr. Morgan, to produce the minutes. If
at any time there was a motion before
the association since I became a member
of that committee giving said committee
any authority to place a composite ticket
in the field I would offer no further oppo-
sition to the ticket Mr. Morgan went to
his office for the minutes, and searched
them In vain for any such motion. It was
then stated that , we could recommend
to the association a composite ticket
Then Mr. Boyer moved that the chairman
call the Association of the Good Govern-
ment together and submit to them the
ticket so proposed and recommended by
the executive committee. Mr. Camp spoke
upon the question, and said that he was
opposed to the calling together of the as-
sociation, and accused partla of packing
the meeting against the composite ticket,
meaning me. The motion was lost Then,
Mr. Boyer moved that wc adjourn sine
die. I said I would second the motion If

he would include In It 'without action
He agreed: the motion carried, and thus
the Good Government executive commit-
tee passed out of exlstence.

"Xofnjthstandlng all thlf, the next day
these three gentlemen got together, the
committee having been dissolved, and se-

cured space in Both of our papers for the
publ'catlon of the composite ticket I will
leave It to the voters if It was fair and
Just tc the rest of the committee, and what
effect did It have, and who Is its father?
I am not Interested in this ticket, and
only fear that the ground we have gained
with the Citizens Legislative ticket will
bo lort I wonder who had a hand In
pushing this composite tlrket out? Did
they wish to defent-th- e legislative ticket?
It looks like it. don't It?"

NATIONAL ISSUES INVOLVED.

Republican Defeat "Would Be a Blovr
to Gold and ExpnnMon.

PORTLAND. May 29. (To the Editor.)
The Issues of thl? campaign seem to me
so clearly defined that It would appear
to be almost useless to discuss them. Yet
an attempt is being made to cause the
people to lose sight of them in order to
enable the fusion (Free
ticket under the guise of Citizens (?) to
be elected. Portland is the principal city
of the Pacific Northwest and should the
Republican ticket suffer defeat either in
whole or In part that fact would be her-
alded all over the United States by all
classes of newspapers, and particularly
Democratic, as an indication of Bryan's
Increasing strength in what was formerly
a stronghold of sterling Republicanism.
The fact that there were party dissen-
sions or that some of the nominees on the
opposition Legislative ticket claimed to be
Republicans, will not be known or consid-
ered, but defeat of any part of the regu-
lar Republican ticket will be deemed a
defeat of Republican doctrines and an ex-

pression against sound money and expan-
sion. The effect is liable to be far reach-

ing, for it not only endangers our own
Legislature and two United States- - Sena-

tors (for five Senators hold over until
Senator Simon's successor has been elect-
ed), but it Is liable to encourage the Dem-
ocrats in doubtful states, such as New
York. Indiana and elsewhere and enable
people there to cite the
sentiment of Oregon and Its chief city as
an indication of the waning of the gold
standard and expansion feeling.

The danger of a free-Fllv- Legislature
is greater than is generally supposed, if
we consider that the McBrlde-Mltche- ll

combination is pursuing the same tactics
in other counties that It is In Multno-
mah, and Is claiming that defeat in these
other counties will still give the Republi-
cans the Legislature. In other words,
they 6ay in this county "Defeat the reg-

ular ticket and the Legislature will still
be Republican." And in other counties
where McBride candidates have not been
nominated the same statement Is made.
As a matter of fact the defeat of the
Republican nominees In all those counties
which McBride does not control means be-

yond doubt a Democratic or free-silv-

Legislature. If any of our Jlcket, either
county, city or Legislative, is defeated. It
means a weakening of the Republican
party In the eyes of the whole country,
and will do serious harm to this state and
this city. Let it go forth that any of the
Legislative candidates, or the Mayor or
District Attorney, or any other official,
was defeated, and the fact will every-
where be heralded as an
victory- - All of our nominees are capable,
upright men. and represent Republican
principles. Individual antagonisms and
prejudices should be laid aside, and every
vote for expansion and gold standard
should be for the Republican ticket And
even Dnoccats should vote for It as thsy
have no ticket of their own, but simply
a combination put up by a few men

through a deal with, and In the' Interest

A REPUBLICAN TAXPAYER.

'CITY ENGINEER.

Robert H. Aastla. Was Net Legislated
Oat of Office.

PORTLAND, May 29. CTo the Editor.)
The frlc-nd- s of R. H. Austin, independ-

ent candidate for City Engineer, are try-
ing to make political capital for him by
stating that he was legislated out of
office without consideration. The fact
Is Mr. Austin knew hefore the election of
1S9S that the offices of City Surveyor and
Superintendent of Streets were to be con-

solidated by a new charter. On this ac-
count the nomination for surveyor went
begging. It was given to Austin with
the full understanding that there would
not be a City Surveyor after the Legis-
lature met Everybody knows that the
consolidation of those offices was a sen-
sible, businesslike thing to do, because
they were so closely allied that one good
engineer could manage them.

Mr. Austin served six months at $200

per month, securing $1200, and about five
months at $150 per, month under Mr.
Chase. This does not seem so very bad
for a man who has tolled for the public
In one capacity or another for about 20
years, most of the time as police officer.
The Republican party has done much for
Mr. Austin, and If he had common ordi-
nary, everyday loyalty, he would not now;
be fighting any of its nominees.

The city charter. Section 53, page 25,

provides that the City Engineer must bo
a civil engineer.

Mr. Austin worked In a surveying party
from 1S78 to 1SS0. From 1SS0 he served one
term, as County Surveyor, From 1S84 to
1896 he was a policeman. .From the Sum-
mer of 19S to January 1, 1S99, he was City
Surveyor.

J. G. Mack
and Professor Robinson also made short
addresses, and from the manner in which
the candidates and speakers were re-
ceived the indications are that the people
of Troutdale and vicinity will roll up a
large Republican majority.
