BAN FRANCISCO, Muy §lL—News was
brought here today of the Joss at ses By
fire ¢f the Chilsan ghip Hindoostan, which
aalled from this clty February § for Val-
paralse with & cargo of lumber. All the
crew reuched land safely. The news was
brought by the brig Galllee, which arrived
today from Tahitl. S8he had as passen-
gema Capialn Welsh and four of the loss
Hindovstan's crew. Captaln Welsh gives
the foliowing particulars of the Joss of his
venmel and the subsequent experience of
the crew:

Health Oficers Report No Change
iu Sam Francisce.

SAN FRANCISCO, May 31 —Dr, O'Brien,
of the Board of Health, reportz that the
plague situation today is unchunged, B
deaths or new onses having been reported.

‘The houss-to-hous inspection aordered by
the Board is being carried out, and today
a iarge force of men from the Fire De-
partment was put to work flushing the
sewers in the quumntined distriot. It hes
been decided to Install at once A temporary
crematory for the burning of garbage from
the infected dlstrict.

An autopey on the body of the Chinese
infant found lpst night diselosed the fact
that the child died of pheumonia.

EReferring to the quarantining of Chinn-
town. the attorneya for the Chiness Six
Companies have maade the following state.
ment:

“We shall do nothing precinita’e In
the way of litigation, and therefore we do
not contempliate making an appllcation to
the courts at this time for any order 1o
modify or hinder the operations of the
Board of Health,

SENATE HAS PROVIDED FOR SUN-
DRY CIVIL TTONS,

Only the Military Academy and Gen-
eral Deficiency Measures Re-
main (0 Be Acted Upon.

WASHINGTON, May IL—At the concly-
sion of a session lasting elght boura, the
Benute this eovening passed the sundry
elvil appropriation bill, which has been
under consideration for nearly a week,
The amendment providing for an appre-
prigtion of K000 for the Loulsiana
Purchase Exposition, to be held in 8L
Louis in 1903, was continued in the bill
An effort was made to reduce the amount
to be appropriated, but It was unsuccess-
ful. An amendment was inc ted pro-
viding for the beginning of work on
the memurial bridge between Washington
and Arlingtom cemetery, to be erected In
memory of the dead of both the Unlon and
Confederate armies. While the bill carries
only $a00,000 for the project, It Is expectied
ult!mately to cost about $S5.00,00. An
amendment was also added to the meas-
ure providing for an -adjustment of cer-
tain clalms of the States of New York,
Pennsylvania, Virginia, Delaware, Call-
fornla, Oregon and South Carglina. The
passage of the sundry civil Gill leaves
only two general appropriation bills
be acted upon by the Senate, the Milltary
Academy and the genaral deficlency mieas-
ures. It & expected they will be passed
by Saturday night

Report of the Proceedings.

Bovinigde (Rep. Ind.) Introduced a reso-
lution providing for the appolniment of &
woman commissioner from the Doughters
of the American HRevolution to be pres-
efit at the unveliing of the statue of La
Fayette in Paris.

CLEOMARGARINE DILL.
Reporis For and Against a Tax Seant
to the Houwe.
WASHINGTON, May IL—The report on
the Grout oleomsrgnrine bill, which has
been & source of llvely contention, was
filed today by the majority of the House
commitiee on ngricuiture, the minority
Ming an adverse report. Raepresentative
Henry, of Connecticut, drew the majority

report, which says in parts

“We are of opinlon that the people have
ample chuse for alarm at the tremendous
fllegal growth of the oleomargurine traffio
in this country during the piast few years,
where It now appeare 1o have resched pro-
portions beyond the power of the states
successfully to regulste or control, and
the presapt Federal laws apparently are
altogether Inadeguate for the emergency.
The tax of 1) cents per pound upen olco-
margarine, colored to resemble butter, wiil
not deprive tha manufactiurers and deal-
ery or consumers of any greatl amount of
any legal right they now possess

"Webdellove the manufncture and sale of
oleomargarine willi continue under this
mensure, and that thosse who desirs a
cheap substitute for butter will purchase
the uncolored article. The ofly differs
ence is that tha counterfeit article, col-
ored In imitation of butter.-will no longer
ba accessible 10 hotel-keeparn, restaurant-
keepers nnd boarding-house proprictors at
such prices an will be an Inducement for
them to decelve their guests aa |s now, wa
believe, absolutely unlversal where It Iz
served, If colored oleomargarine s served
It will be because 1t I» better, pot because
it Is cheaper. than butler.

“Serious condlitions require drustic meas.
ures, and It certainly appears from the
tewtimony of thofe mwpresenting the pro-
ducers of butter, as well as from the ad.
mission of witnesses from the other gidé,
that those who are engaged in this oles-
margarine trafMc have absolately no re-
gard for state lawa, and regard the public
ns thelr legitimate viethm, In whoss be-
half they Tesent the Interference of the
general Government. The continusd ex.
lstence of such a condition we cannot bt
beiteve furnisheés a demoraliziog example
to our peopie In trade, who are being tu-
tared by this cleomargarine Interest In the
art of synsion and deflance of the legally
constituted authoritles*

The minority roport says In part:

"We first wish to call attention to proof
pestivie that oclsomargarine s a2 wholee
some, nutritous articls of food, and s,
therefore, entitled (o a legitimnte place in
the commerce of the country.”

In substantiation of this statemant, the
testimony of Professar Chandler. of Co-
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others ls cited only just complaint,
the minority siates, is as to the facllity
with which retail dealers can violate the
present law by substituting unmarked
packages for those taken from the orig-
Inal, or wholesale, packages. But the

8lon the report adds:

“The members of the committes on agri-
