TWO FIGHTS WITH FILIPINOS

Hebels Were Uriven Off—Casualtics

MANILA, June¢ 17—The United SMatas
forees had two engagements of !mport-
ance last week. The troops under General
Funston and General Grent organised an
advance with part of five regiments and
two guns against 500 rebels in a mountatn
stronghold east of Bladacots, where It wan
suppossd Captain Roberts, of the Thirty-
