Tie min god simply
would pot be propitiated. All night he
drenched the city, untll i seemed that
Sis repervolrs must run dry. But the sup-
ply held out nearly all dsy. Toward night
ha showed signs of weariness, and the
heavens continusd to ooze and drip as
thoogh the last drop of molsture was o
be aqueemed from the cloude The fags
and bunting with which the hoteis, clubs,
stores and houses had leen decomted
hung wet, imp and lfeless, and the dele-
putes end visitors wundered almiessly
through the slippery streets. B0 heavy
and dispiriting was the gloom tha: the
slsciric lights were turnmed on in the
hotels, but ¢ven thelr glare could not dis-
pel the depresaton. Add to the Influence of
the wenther the fact that the rules of &
Quaker Sabbath are enforoed here, and
the picture 1 comprirte.

A Mie zriificial stimuintion might have
produced some cheer, bul Phlladeiphis
will not b disturded oo Sunday, and her
gucsts wers left to thelr own devices.
Not even a Natlonal conventiom was al-
lowed to invade the sanctity of the day.
A King's ransom could prooure pothing
more exhilarating than lemonade, and
Jemonade hes no power to fortify the
blood aguinst the inclemency of a sworm.
In the afternoon the Caltfornians took

Ever since the Republicans have
begun to gather here Hoosevelt has besn
standing over convention Hke the
mpdow of a man on borseback. His ape
poarance in the corridors of the hotels
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thus far has been the only thing which
hun stirred 11+ crowids to thetr dspth,
He nlone has uncorked the enthusiasm
and inepired a cheer. Today when he
aatered the Walton, picturesque and oom-
manding. wearis the &ouwch hat which

ternoon  with Senator Foraker, who, It
t= unldemstosd, will b& chajrman of the
committee on resolutione. The Reaator
has himself gtven consiferable attention
to the preparation of the deciaration of
principies, and he addad considerably to
Mr. Smith's dmaft

The Bosr narmitive of the fighting ocast
of Pretoria posted oo a dbulletin-bourd out-
side of President Kruger's car at Mach-
adodorp ran thus:

“The commandes east of Pretorin, In
the direction of Bronkhorst Spruit, are
compeiled 0 rotire afier a fierce stand
of more than two dayz In a way thst
won admiration of the acting command-
ant-general.  The short-range rifie fire was
very bot, and flor part of the dsy, o8-
pecisily late In the afternocon, the enemy
fought st a dimance of 10 yards. Our
loss canmot yet be given. The acting
commandant-general only mentions Fleld
Cornet John Van Buren killed. He was
one of the pluckiest men in the feld.

“Information s agaln to hand regard-
ing the mirerabls condltion of the enemy's
troops that have penetrated to Johannes-
burg and Protoria. They continually com-
plain of the lack of food BSeveral Brt-
ish soldlers have died in the streets of
Pretortia of exhaustion and starvation
Along the roads lle the corpees of honses
and mules, while the living animals are
#o ‘weak that they bandly can carry thor
loads ™

Midnight Romors.

Toward midnight thers was a rumor
that Senator Platt had stated that the
New York delegation would. at Ite meet.
ing tomorrew night, !ndorse Gowernor
Roosevelt for Vice-Prestdent. The rumoe
was broughi to the attentlion of Gover-
nor Roosevelt, and, at the moment it was
told hhm, Btate Chalrman Odell entered
the room.

Dolliver Prople Confldent.

They
bane their hopes entirely upon the as-
sumption that Governor Roosewvelt wili,
in the end, declime to accept the nomina.
tion or to have it farerd upon him. This
befng the case, they say Dalliver has the
best chance of any man in the feld, and
has every chance of belng nomipated
lafe Young and Director of thé Mint
Roberts. who hawve the Duillver boom n
charge, united In giving the following
interview late tonight:

“We have every reason to belleve that
Governor Roosewvelt will be able to stand
off the pressure that ls now being placed
upon him, and that he will eventually
make it plain to the convention that ke
cannot accept {he nomination. This being
the case. we mre certaln that thore s
al present no man In the fizld who will
Be able to poll more voles than Mr Dol
Hver. We have the strongee assSurances
from two meén whe are among the strong-
esti perporal frisnds that Governor Roose.
veit has in the worid, that he hns nOt
changed his mind in the slightest partie-
ulnr. He does ot want the pomination,
and will, to the end, fight agsinst having
it forced upon Bim. We know positively

that these meén and others have advised
Governor Reosevelt to stand firmly by
the postilon he has tuken, and not tb

recede from Ik oo any account. They have

TRAIR IN A HAILSTORM.

All Windows om One EBlde Broken
nand Muoch Damage Done.

KANEAS CITY, June 17.—The Buriing-
ton passenger train from Denver reached
the Union depot Iate last night In a sad-
ly wrecked ocomditlen, having passed
through one of the severest hatl and wind
storms which raflrond men say they ever
encountersd.
