Local Party Organization.

Outside of Noew England the party com-
mittee of each viinge and town coalls
the party primary, or caures, or primary
election (which sre Jfferen: names tor
the same thing), to maxs pominations
for the local offioes and to choase dele.
Kates to The conventions to be held in the
Iarger aréan. Al party voters who reside
within the ward or town for which the
primary ncta are entitled to membership
in the primacy.

Except in the “large citfes, party ques-
tions often do mot enter into elections
of local officers, but the cltizens divide
Upon matiera of purely jocal Interest, such
as the buliding .of a schoolhosss or a
#street-car lloe. The candidates nominmt-
ed by the party firm holding & primary
or cavcys muy be accepted bty the op-
poRing party, and voted agalnst only by
thase Individuais opposed w0 the local
poiicy which ther represemt.

In New England and In other parts of

the coubiry having the New England
type of town government. the annual
Town mesting fills the place of the pri.

mary ani nominstes candikdstes for local
affices and delegnies 1o the party conven.
dlons. This 1s often dore without any
previous understanding, but sometimes
there are self-announcements, and some

The State Convention.

The “state ticket” ls nomicgted by the
state convention, which W called by the
Slate ceniral commities of the party.
The cail states time and place of l'l'lr:t{-
ing and the number of delegntes to which
@ch area 10 be represnied i entitied.
The strength of the party io-the loeal
arvas delermines, to some extent, at loast,
the number of delogntes pent. .

opening of a state convention s
much ke that of a county convention,
bat there ls usually no formal temporary
organization, the clafrman and secrotary
of the' central rommittee acting untfl a
pernanent organization s eferied. The
chalrmiin 18 empowered, by vote of the
delegnles, to appolct commitices on ore-
denglsls, on permanent organteation and on
resolutions. The lam committes iy really
In general selected mnd holds & mesting
hefore the convention meets. The per-
manest officers are president, secretary
and sesistants, with a rge number of
bonorary vice-presidents and secretaries
appointed solely in officlal recognition of
Pparty eervices.

The president having been copducted to
the chalr s found to have come equipped
with a carefully prepared address upom
the issues of the campaign. When Lhia
has been delivered the report of the com.
mitiee on credentials s made aed gQues-
lions of conterled seats decided. Then
comes the report of the commities on
resojutions, which & the purty “plat-
form™ of the siate. This report Is usu.
ally prepared by leading members of the
party, and s n matter of much interest
Generally it deals with subjects of Na-
tional import and indorees or criticlees the
exivting Natlonul Administration.

After the adoption of the piatform, the
chalr appoluts & committee to attend to
the balioting (2 committes whose mem-
bership bas been nsresd upon long be-
fore by the central committes). In for-
mal “nominating specches” candidates for
the office of Guvernor are then brought
before the conveotion. If there l» more
than one candidate, ballots nre cast, and
the successful aspirant usually recolves
a majority of all the votes cast. It Is
customary for the friends of defeated as-
ptrante 10 mowve that the electlon be
made “unanimous” In 8 similar manner
the remaining candifates are selected

two Presldectial Electors-at-large
In each atate every fourth year are nom-
inated by the regular state convention: or
(f no state ofMficers are to be nominated
that yesar) by a roovention called for the
purptse. Bometimes all the electors are
nominated by the state comvestion,

It '» customary for the suctessful can-
didaies for Governor and ldeutenant.Gov.
ernor to be escortad to the platform befare
the convention closes that they may be
Introduced to Lhe assembly and may de-
clare In hrief speschas thelr acceptance
of the honors thrust upon them.

Necessarily the routine work of the
state convention s “cut and dried” De
forchand by the central committee, The
permanent presiding officer, having been
selocied some llme before the assembling
of the convention, is able (0 prepare a
suitable addresa, which may be of real
importance, amnd the committee upon reso-
lutions In also given time to Indite =
document which shall adeguataly repre-
sent the attitude of the party uponm gues-
tions of Natlonal cotweguen But too
often the committes carries its action De-.
yond the necessary or des‘rable limit abd
unduly itrflvences the cholce of candidates,
so that the “state machine™ becomes not
the servant, but the despotic muster of the
party. This has besn sadly excomplified
In recent years In New York aod Permsyl-
vania, not to mention less striking in-
Flances,

Etate conventions held In “off years"—
that s, years In which oo Governor or
Lieutenant-Governor, but only the minor
state officers are chosen—excite far less
Interest and accomplish thelr duties with
lesx formality. In some cases nomina-
tions of etate officers on off years are left
entirely to the state centrml committes
or are referred by the convention to a
ecominittee which reports names {a be vol
e upon by the convention. Bometimes
ome of these methods ¥ followed even
when a full sthte ticket i8 to be elactad,
Masssohuseits and Rhode Island elect a
Governor anuually.

Minor State OfMcers.

The officlale of the State Logiamture—
the Bpeaker of the House and the FPresi-
dent of the Sennte (In some Instances the
Lisutenant-Governor i» ex-ofMicio president
of the Benatel with the various clerks and
other minor officers—are ¢lected by the
members of the houses Thomeslves, and
are nominated  for each chamber by a
eaucus of the party members of that
chamber. The caucuses of the party hav-
ing a majority In the State Legislatute
often éxcite sreat Intersst and develop
gharp competition among the friends of
the several eandidates. Especially e this
true of the comtest for the speakership
of the House, as that position carries with
it the appointment of all the committees
The President of the Benate hus in aome
of the elates corresponding power.

The Legisiative caucrys appoints, alsn, a
cau~us committes 10 have charge of party
interesty within the chamber.
