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AT GATES OF PEKIN

Russian Force Said to Be
Storming the City.

—_—

ATTACK UPON THE LEGATIONS

It Is Ruamored That All the Poreclgn-
ers in the Capital Have Been
Massncred.

LONDON, June 30, 3 A. M,—~The Russian
relleving foree arrived outmide of Pekin
this morning. says the Bhangha! corre-
rpondent of the Dally Ezpress, and im-
mediately began to sttack the ofity on two
sides, employing numerous artillery. The
force apparentiy armived in the nick of
time, for the Chinese assert that the -
tuck upon the lsgatioms bed been suc-
cessfully renewed. The night of June 36
the Chinese troops. under Gamerals Tu
Fuh Blang and Tung Ching, sitacked the
legntions and st on fire Owve Suropean
bulidings. Nothing definite i+ known ae
o the result, excapt that the Clinese were
disappotuted, although other reports, ut-
terly discredied by foreigners here, ars
that the Chinese, infuriated by rthe Jde-
struction of Taku, have sine . nasspcred
&il the foreigners in Pekin.

A modified version of the rEmors ve-
crived at Berlin Is that the French as
well an the German Minkster has hean
kilied. The English at Shonghai think
that the Chiness had foreign advice in
‘organizing the defenses at Taku, becaunse
of the preciston with which thelr attack
wur dullvered. The wires connecting with
the harbor minss were ot by the bonts
of 2he warships the night before the bom-
bardment. It Is now reporusd at Shang-
ha! that it was on board che Russian
crulser Korietz, and not the Mandschur,
that the explosion oocurred, kiling and
wounditig more than &, It is ropored

RUSSIAS FRANK DECLARATION.
Troops Will De Sent to Ching Only to
Anwint the Powers.

WASHINGTON, June 19.—When the of-
ficial day closed It was found that a mos-
suge received in the morntng from Admiral
Bomey, at the Navy Department. touch-
fng * the meadiness of the Princeton,
Marictta and Zafiro for Immediate service,
represented all the news that had come
to the Governmment from the East since
yéstorday.

One fant of the utmost importance de-
veloped—that the notice of the Russar
Government of its intention to dispatch
&0 troops to China was acoompanied by
i notice that those 1Toops were 10 be
usnd for the assistance of Europeans and
Americans, and with no purpose of terri.

It s understood
that Japan, in view of Russin's frank
docinration, will conseat to ammme the
eame obllgaton toward the other nations,
in which the moet dificult obetacle
to #ffective avtion, whether copcurrent
or joint, by the powers in China may be
considersd as Temoved,

He Ia pot
limited to the pretection of American Wfe
and property, but may do anythiog in his
judgment 10 conserve American interests
of any kind In China. This Instruction
opens up unexpected possibilities, involv-
ing aven an alignment of the United States
with China in case It may be found neces.
sary io that manner to prevent the usurpa-
tion or destrudtion by other powers of such
trade privileges as we now enjoy In
China, Improbabile as such alignment may
be.

A mignificant fact in this connection Is
that the officlal view here Is s1il that
there 19 not yet & state of war between
China and the United States. It I» con.
tended that the stirring events of Funday
morning 4id not officially Involve us In
war, and that the action of the Chinese
Commander at Taku may yet be dis-
avowed or prove to have been based upon
igmorance or misunderstanging. In this
case, it still gives an opportunity for ex-
planation by the Chinese Government, and
suitable reparation might close this inci-
dent without war.

BOMBARDMENT OF TAKU.

Further Particulars Rocelved by the
British Admirsity Ofee.
LONDON, Jupe 8. —From the German
official dispatches the American ships took
no part In the bombardment of the Takn

forts Saturday momning

The Admiraity Office has received the
following meossage from the officer com-
manding the British fArst-class crojscr
Endymion:

“Lieu Kan Tau, June 1.—The Taku forts
opened fite at 1 In the morning on the
ships of the allled squadrona After rix
hours’ engagement, the forts were ai.
lemoced and occupled by the allled forces.
Additional men for storming the foria
were sent nrhore from the ghips the pre.
vious aftermoon. The British ships en.
gaged up the river were the Algerine (gur-
boat): Fame (torpedo-boat destroyer), and
Whiting (torpedo-boat destroyer). The
two latter captured four Chinese torpedo-
bont destroyers. The ecnmunitles of tho
Algerine were slight; those of the siorm-
ing party are unknown., A Chinese sec-
ond-class cruolser, Aying an Admiral's fiag,
in detalned owtside Taku by the allled
Admirals. No information of Commander-
in-Chief Beymour's return to Tien Tsin
has been recelved by the War Admiral wp
to 2 this afternoon.
