New potatoes have
Coclired to & and & cent= per sack in
Ban Fryneisco, and these prices make It
difficuit 1o aell any more old potatoes in
that market. Berries, cherries, currants,
ete., are in good demand, and thoe prices
are hoiding up remarkably well. Most of
the cherries wore damaged by the rain
aod H‘Ieﬁi’ ar= much finoer accordingly
than tney ptherwisse would be. Callfornia
peaches, Apples and apricols sro In big
eupply.

The conditlon of the growing crop east
of the mountains continues - excallent
with an enormous yield pramised. In the
Valley, matters are not looking so bright
Too much rain has caused the most of
the troubls, rust appearing frequently.
while there are complaints of aphis and
other insects destroying the plant. Un-
less prospects brighten wonderfully, the
Valley crop, oven with ita Increassd acre-
mge, will hardly be up to the average
The crop situstion in the East has besn
pratty well covered by the telegraphic
pews of the past week. Through a large
portion of the big wheat district of the
Middias West, the situztion s about as
bnd s it woll can be, and still produce
anything that can be cajied & crop.  Just
How much of tho I5-cent riss in Chicago
fs due to speculition asd how much to
crop damage i et to ba determined, but
unquestionably the crop damage in the
factor of Etremeth which overshadows al
else at the present time.
