Grand. It was an exquisite musical treet,
all the numbers being deckdedly of the
tuneful order, though at the sama time
classion).

The audlence was lorger pnd more critl-
cally musical than al ony previous con-
cert.  Every seat In the lower ficor and
balcony was occupled, while the boxes aml
loges were all Nilsd with Portland's best
musical patrons, The appreciution ex-
pressed by the large crowd was a flatter-
ing testimonlal to the conecleniious and
artistic work done by the symphony or-
chestra during the past Winter

The sololst of the evening was Miss May
Dearborne, Portland's latest dobutanie in
musical circles, who bul accentuated ber
marked succes= In her opentng conceri.
Her singing was artistic and satis®ying,
showing particularly well fn the middle
register, while her treme upper Lones,
though true and pure, had mot the rich-
ness that gave such promise in her pre.
vious concert.
